Just how much damage can one
"idealist" do? According to Jim
Powel I's masterful book: quitealot.
Without President Woodrow Wil-
son's decision to throw in with the
French and British during World
Wear | (1914-1918), theworld might
have avoi ded someof theworst hor-
rors of the 20th century, including
the mass murders perpetrated by
Hitler and Stdin.

Wilson's blundering per sedid
not shagpethepolitics, idess or lead-
es of any foreign country. Rather, Powd| contends that Wil-
son's actions made it essier for the monsters to rise. By bresk-
ing the stdemate between the Allied Powers and the Centra
Powers, U.S. entry inthe war enabled thealliesto imposevin-
dictiveterms of peace. That meant Hitler could exploit German
feelings of humiliaion to wrest power. Collaterd misstepsin
Wilson's policy toward Russiahd ped Lenin grab power in that
country. Lenin, of course, led to Sdin.

Wecan't know for sure what would have happened if Wilson
had kept Americaout of thewar, had not urged Russiato re-
main as a combaant, had not cheered therevol utionaries com-
ing to power there without knowing anything about them. But
Powdl builds as robust a case as one can build that American
involvement made matters worse, alot worse, not better. His
interdisciplinary libertarian perspective -- Powell was along-
timeeditor of La ssez FaireBooks -- makes the book especially
sdtisfying and thought-provoking.

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Thetragic death of BoWard

Around the world there arelittlebod-
ies of people who quite literally control
thedestinies of others. That thought hor-
rifies me. These are people who are d-
|owed to make decisions asto wha other
peoplemay, or may not, do with their own
lives, bodies or property. Individud swith
littleor no stake inthe results are able to
decide for people for whom ther deci-
sion may literdly be life or degth.

Consider the story of Rondd “Bo”
Ward. He owned asmal business, Bo's
Barber Shop downin Clarksville, Tennes-
see. Bo's barber shop was something of
aninstitution. Part of the reason was tha
Bo was willing to give harcuts to local
military personnel even if they didn't
have the money to pay for it. The com-
manding general of the 101st Airborne
Division and Fort Campbdl actudly is-
sued a statement about Bo. He called Bo
an “icon” “known for his hospitality,
warm smileand engaging conversation”
and someone*“who genuindy cared about
soldiers.”

Bo expanded his shop and found him-
sdf in somefinancial difficulties. Hehad
away out; his home. He asked for per-
mission to rezone his property to com-
mercid. As commercid property the
vaue would increase and Bo would be
ableto get thefinancng he needed to see
himsd f through therough patch. A month
ago hesad tha if thegpplication“doesn’t
go through, | lose my home, | lose my
shop, | lose everything | got.”

But his plan requires asking a group
of faceless bureaucrats to grant him per-
mission to usehis own property in amore
profitable way. Thecity council voted 5-
7 against the request.

Bo'sresponsewassimple “Y’dl have
put meunder. I'm out of here.” BoWard
pulled out ahandgun and shot himsefin
thehead. Bo'slifewas out of his control.
It wasinthe hands of other people

Consider theproblem of politics. Each
government official makes decisions
which have an impact on others. They
may give, or deny, permission to anindi-
vidud to use their life libety or prop-
ety in theway that they choose. If the
bureaucrats make the “right” decision
they gain nothing. If they makethewrong

decision they lose nothing.

They have nothing of substanceon the
line, not likethe people who'slivesthey
hold in the pams of their hands. A sim-
plenod of the head can change alife To
have such power over others strikes me
as inhumane. At the very best it is inde-
cent.

| consider mysdf arather smart guy. |
know where | stand on the 1Q chart. |
know what I’ m capableof doing. Ye, I'd
never fed comfortable having this type

of power over thelives of other people
Itisonething if individuas makea deci-
sion and discover it isthewrong one But
what happens to these people when they
are powerless to make tha decision and
are forced to rely on thedecisions of oth-
ers, other people who lose absolutely
nothing if they act wrongly?
BoWard'slifewas out of hisown con-
trol. It was handed over to agroup of peo-
plewho cdl themsdvesthecity coundil.
But doesitredly matter that muchif they
are called a council or a lord, aking or
even “master”. Can humans ever redize
the danger and obscenity of allowing
some peopleto rule over others?
Thecity mayor, Johnny Piper, tdIsthe
coundil “How you voted was not right or
wrong.” What??Isthat redly how he sees
things? The decisions politicians make
can literdly destroy other people And this
man actually says there is no “right or

wrong” dedision. It's just another vote,
another decision. Wha those decisions
mean to the people they control is very
significant to them. For Piper it was just
another vote. For Bo Ward it wes life or
desth.

Mayor Piper saysthecoundil “showed
no guilt because they did what they were
asked to do, as far as handling the busi-
ness of thecity.” Thebusiness of thecity!
It was Bo’s businessthat they controlled
a tha moment.

Thisis pat of the problem with the
politica class, they seethingsas“affairs
of state’ or “government business’” when
in reality they are controlling other hu-
man be ngs. Piper says hewill be putting
in meta oetectors because he' s concerned
about “security for elected officids.”
How nice! He's concerned about himsd f
and hisfdlow politicians. How concerned
was he about Bo Ward and what impact
his decision would have on tha oneciti-
zen? Apparently not very concerned at dl.

Another city council member showed
a similar sensitivity. Council member
Marc Harris says he had no regrets over
his vote “The vote should’'ve been 12
nos,” hebitched. | guessthefact tha five
council members didn’t agree with him
causes a problem. If it were unanimous
he could comfort himsdf by being part
of the collective.

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One of the insurmountable problems of
government is that it allows the sort of
thinking that Harris and Piper show so
dearly. Sincethey are each a member of
thisimpersond machine they takenore-
sponsibility for what they do. It’sthesys-
tem. They can cast votes with little con-
sideration that this might destroy people
and their lives, they comfort themsdves
that they persondly are not responsible
Itisthe system.

Government is like aglorified lynch
mob where each participant convinces
himgdf that wha heis doingmust beright
since everyone dse is doing it as wdl.
And Harrisisacting likehe’sthevictim.
He says, “I'm & the point where | want
my life back.” Sort of the way Bo Ward
wanted his life back. But Bo didn't con-
trol hisown lifethat night, thecity coun-
cl did.

This collective mentdity, thisidea of
seeing onesdf as just a cog in the ma
chine called government, destroys the
concept of responsibility. Felix Morley
once wrote tha “the State has no con-
science.” A conscience isthe attribute of
anindividua. Butin politics decisions are
made by groups < no oneindividud fed's
responsible.

Each politiciansfedslessand lessre-
sponsible for the outcome, as there are
more and more of them controlling the
outcome. The“ government” decides not
theindividud sothe“government” isre-
sponsible not the individud politicians.
And thebigger government getsthemore
it has.

Soyou end up with people with vast
amounts of power over others, who have
no red incentiveto makegood decisions,
and who fed limited responsibility for the
conseguences of their decisions. The re-
sult of thisistragedy f or the Bo Wards of
the world.

The really sad thing istha most of the
Bo Wards out there, who have their lives
devastated by government, simply never
make the news. And Bo Ward wouldn’t
have either but for the dramatic way in
which he ended his life. Condder an d-
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ternative ending.

Bowaksout of themeeting dgjected.
Inafew monthstimethefinancid crunch
is too much. He can't raise the funds he
needs and his business goes under. He
can't pay for his house and it is repos-
sessed. At hisage, with just theskillsof a
barber, hehaslimited jab possibilities. He
suffers great emotiond stress watching
hisfamily put out of their home.

Maybe he takes todrink. It hdpshim
forget thetroubles and thepain andshame
hefedsinfaling the peopleheloves. One
night, after alitiie too much to drink, he
getsinto hiscar but he never finisheshis
journey. There is an accident and he is
killed. There might be amention in the
locd newspaper about theloca man, who
once owned abarber shop, and how he
was killed in acar accident. Yet his fae
was actually sed ed the night thecouncil
voted 5-7 to deny him theright to usehis
own property inthe way he wished.

With this sort of ending no one would
betraumatized, except his grieving fam-
ily and friends. Thecity council members
would continue on, blithdy ignoring the
reality that they are controling the lives
of other people

Thousands of people daily have ther
lives turned upside-down by the politi-
cians. It might be the young National
Guard member who diesin Irag. It may
be the cancer patient who can’t eat but
can’ t use marijuana medicindly to hep
himsdf totreat thenausea

Vast powers, in the hands of fdlible
men and women, without the incentive
to do theright thing. Vast powers, being
held by people who feel little moral re-
sponsibility for the outcomesthey create.
And most of thetime they never see the
tral of tragedies tha they create during
their career of “serving” thepeople They
never see it because thedisasters hgppen

outside their range of vision. BoWard's
action, as horrible and tragic as it wes,
was doneright in front of them.

Hedidn't let them escgpe the conse-
guencestha they imposed on himby their
vote. He madeit real to them. What they
do does direct thedestiny of other human
beings. But the consequences of those
decisions rest almost entirely with the
victims of the politicization of life Bo
Ward' s action madethe consequences real
to the peoplewho made the decision. For
tha they will never forgivehim. They will
denounce him. They will be angry with
him. They will tdl everyone it was his
own fault.

Bo Ward broke theilluson tha con-
trollingthelives of other peopleis merdy
anecessary thing. He brought individud
responsibility right into the laps of the
decision-makers. Instead of going away
quietly, and suffering the consequences
tha the council would cregte, he made
those consequences apparent, and in-
stantly obvious to people who had long
ago forgotten tha their power can destroy
thelives of others.

This may haunt some of the politi-
cians. Most will ignore it. Most will for-
oet that there are victims each time they
sign their resol utions or make their deci-
sions. Most will argue tha they have no
mord responsibility for the traumathey
crede They will tel everyone how they
are necessary and they will pat each other
on the back. They will cdl it “serving
their fdlow man” — | wonder if the plan-
taion owner convinced himsdf that he
was “ hdping” the slaves he lorded over?
And when they retire they will giveeach
other laudatory farewell speeches and
awar ds and brag about their dtruism.And
they can do this because, unlike Bo Ward,
most thei r victims went awvay and suffered
outsidetheir view.

The problem isthat ships have sailed
through the Northwest Passage before to-
day and long bef ore a policepatrol did it
in 2000. It has happened numerous times.
The historically impassable route has
been passed through meny times.

Here isa photo (see next page) of the
St. Roch. It’s a wooden ship, not some
massive, metdlic icebreaker. According
to the Vancouver Maritime Museum web

site, this 104 foot wooden ship sailed
through the Northwest Passagefrom 1940
to 1942, that was from west to esst. In
1944 itdiditagan from from eest to west.
King George VI avarded Captain Henry
Larsen, and the crew, the Polar Medd for
making the 1944 voyage.

The Maritime Museum a so indudes
alittle information about the Northwest
Passage as well. And they specifically
mention tha the famed Norwegian ex-
plorer Rod d Amundsen “becamethefirst
person to sall theentire Passage from esst
towest” and that was in 1906.

Remember that police patrol boat that
went through the Passage on the other
“first” time in 20007 It was actually
named theSt. Roch Il. It sailed the same
routeasthefirst St. Roch asafund raiser
to hdp preserve the origind ship. They
were re-enacting the previous voyage
from 60 years e lier.

The USS Storis made the journey in
1957 as a US Coast Guard history of the
shipmentions. They do daim, fasdy, that
thistrip “ended a450-year search for the
Northwest Passage’ neglecting to men-
tionthe St. Roch did it twice bef ore them
and A mundsen did so as wdl. Here is a
photo of the Soris during its 1957 trip
through the Northwest Passage.

A Dutch businessman, Willy deRoos,
56, made a solo voyage through the
Northwest Passage in 1977 which the
Canadian Broadcasting Network reported
widdy.

Manhattan making the trip through the

A coupleof Canadians, MikeBeedd|
and Jeffrey Maclnnis, sailed through the
Northwest Passage using a caamaran
with wind power only.
