The Left has almost never seriously examined this question and most of the advocates of Free Markets haven’t seriously tried to answer it, either. But the increasing earnings of employees over the last 150 years, in relation to profits and dividends of enterprises, already observed and commented upon by Frederic Bastiat, upon close examination would have shown the way. Between them the employees earn enough to make a take-over bid for them possible, for the enterprise they work in, if they pay with industrial or agricultural obligations, issued by themselves. They can make even a higher take-over bid than most other conventional capitalists could, because as a properly self-managed enterprise, in a businesslike way, not in an egalitarian and ideological way, it would be more productive. So much so, that in most cases the debt of these obligations and the interest payments on it could be paid off with part of the additional earnings thus obtained. Accountants, financiers, “capitalists”, economists and entrepreneurs have largely failed to point out this solution, too, not only the members of all the leftist movements and parties and the trade unions. The only one I knew, who had quite thoroughly explored this option and had accumulated numerous examples for it was Ulrich von Beckerath, 1882-1969. Alas, most of his files on this burnt with his library in November 1943 in an air raid. He never got around to sum up these of his researches in a book. Even if he had, he might not have been able to get it published. If this solution had been known, published and appreciated 150 years ago, the messes of State Socialism would never have arisen. That this option is not fully published and discussed even now, is really scandalous. Most minds are still blocked for it, by numerous errors, myths and prejudices. And yet this solution becomes obvious if you examine many income and expenditure accounts of large share companies or corporations. In Germany there exists an obligation to publish them in the newspapers, so there exists are very large number of examples to apply such calculations. Only a few enterprises have such a large capital investment that the capital share per head of the employees might be too large for them. My father, in his Manifesto for Peace and Freedom, 1977, published by the Mackay Gesellschaft and later translated into English, www.butterbach.net/epinfo/The_Manifesto.htm  pointed out that the small savers in Germany had so much on their bank accounts that, between them, they could have bought the controlling interest of all German share companies several times over! They could have paid for the firms they worked in – in cash, in most instances! – State socialism came to dominate for all too long and is still all too wide-spread today - simply because not enough calculations of this kind were made and discussed, by those, who should have been most interested and concerned about them. – J.Z., 13.2.09. - DIS., PURCHASE OF ENTERPRISES BY THE EMPLOYEES

MACROECONOMICS: What runs now under macroeconomics is nothing but anti-economics on a large scale which prevents the coming into existence of harmonious and automatic macroeconomics consisting in the automatic working of a free market based on millions of free microeconomic decisions made by free individuals. – J.Z., 5/73. Today’s macroeconomics is State socialism to various degrees, state interventionism, central planning and direction, utilizing e.g. monetary despotism and interest rate “policies” and tribute gathering for various income redistribution schemes.

MACRO-PARASITES: The macro-parasites are the big parasites – dictators, invaders, empires and human organizations which prey on other humans. They belong to political history.” – THE NATIONAL TIMES, 21.2.77. – Author not noted.

MAD COW DISEASE: Rather than trying to find something to kill very hard to kill “prions” while they are in living bodies, damaging them, we should try to find something to which they would be even more attracted than they are now to the brains of animals or people, something with which they will thereupon become excreted and could then, outside the human body, be safely enough destroyed. I do not know whether that is possible or not but it is certainly worth many experiments in laboratories, later with animals and still later with human volunteers, already infected. – J.Z., 7.6.04.

MAD PEOPLE: We want a few mad people now. See where the sane ones have landed us.” – Bernard Shaw. - VS. MAD: Don’t get mad, get even!” – Mark Olden, “The Golden Kill”, in “Black Samurai Series”, p. 94. – Do get mad about infringements of individual rights and liberties and do resist them. – J.Z., 14.12.07. , REVENGE, EMOTIONS, CALM, COOL, RESISTANCE

MAD: You have watched this coming for forty years, and now that it’s here, you say the world has gone crazy!” – A. J. Nock, quoting his friend, in Nock, Memoirs …, p.116. - CRAZY WORLD, PREJUDICES, DIS., ENCYCLOPEDIA OF THE BEST REFUTATIONS

MADMEN: There are too many madmen in the world. The worst ones are those in public offices. – J.Z., 27.10.97, in high offices! – J.Z., 30.11.07. - LEADERSHIP, OFFICIALS

MADNESS: Everyone has to dare to confront the irrationality within himself.“ – ( Ein jeder muss das Wagnis auf sich nehmen, dem Verrueckten im eignenen Innern zu begegnen. ) – David Cooper, Psychiatrie und Anti-Psychiatrie, 1971, 123. - If only all people would systematically confront all the popular errors, prejudices and myths they have soaked up from their environment. Alas, no suitable encyclopedia of all of them offers them the best refutations so far found. Even a long life span is not long enough to recognize and refute all of them, quite on one’s own and from one’s own inevitably limited reading and listening. – J.Z., 4.12.07. - IRRATIONALITY, SELF-RESPONSIBILITY, SELF-CONTROL, CONSCIENCE, MORALITY, RED., DIS., EDUCATION, ENLIGHTENMENT, PREJUDICES, ENCYCLOPEDIA OF THE BEST REFUTATIONS

MADNESS: In a neurotic society nothing can be achieved by the sane men telling the mad men they are mad, because the latter think it is the other way around.” – John Davy, in Philip Toinbee, The Fearful Choice, p 67. – Why keep them together, in a territorial “unity”, instead of allowing both to secede from the others? – J.Z., 13.12.07. - Toynbee? - & SANITY IN SOCIETY, EXPERIMENTAL FREEDOM, VOLUNTARISM, PANARCHISM, PERSONAL LAW

MADNESS: Madness has its own logic’, replied the Anthropologist. “The true madmen KNOWS he is sane. That is his strength. Since for the rest of us sanity is largely consensus of opinion, he has an enormous advantage. Do you follow me?” – Richard Cowper: Kuldesak, Quartet Books, London, 1973, -162. – See under LEADERSHIP about those madmen or ignorant and prejudiced men, who believe themselves to be great leaders. – J.Z.

MAFIA BOSSES: In what ways are Mafia bosses preferable to politicians? They are more honest in what they say about what they are doing and why. – J.Z. 19.11.93. – They are also more likely to kill off the heads of their opposition rather than merely their subordinates. – J.Z., 3.12.07. - & POLITICIANS

MAFIA: … the Mafia, which forces people to pay for protection, is dissimilar to “governments”, which perform the same function, only in that “governments” claim that they have the right to initiate force; whereas Mafioso make no such claim.” – Jeffrey M. Friedman, OPTION, 6/77. – STATES, TERRITORIALISM, PROTECTION, PROTECTION RACKETS, TAXATION, GOVERNMENT, PANARCHISM

MAFIA: As for Mafiosos, Cosa Nostras & their ilk, with all their bribes and having “friends” in high places, I consider them in many ways to be a part of the government, although an unacknowledged part of course.” – Jasper the Jester, THE CONNECTION, TC 124, p. 85. – To the extent that they are able to ignore, successfully, penal laws of the State upon crimes without victims, I do rather admire them as successful anarchist activists. However, I do not approve of their violent methods against competitors on what they claim to be their own turf, any more than I can approve of wars between territorial States. - Many free market activities were or are outlawed and then black market activities can be quite honest and moral. But lack of open quality controls, fully publicized, creates problems on black markets. Not black markets but the outlawry of free markets in certain things should be blamed for these problems. - In the times of food rationing and compulsory food quotas and deliveries and price controls on the official market I may have survived only by engaging also in some black market activities. – J.Z., 5.12.07. - ORGANIZED CRIME SYNDICATES

MAFIA: I have always admired the initiative of the Mafia in serving the wants of people without being diverted by mere legal restraints.” – Irving Wallace, PURSUIT, Oct. 69. – If even wrongful organizations can become as persistent and powerful then why should not rightful organizations like panarchies also become practical and powerful – regarding their own affairs? – J.Z., 13.2.09. - PANARCHISM
MAFIA: The Mafia and other crime syndicates may become the last defenders of the territorial State - because its prohibitions provide their main sources of incomes - various underground market activities with drugs, sex, credit, gambling. They might, in a last ditch effort, completely take over some territorial States and try to defend their continuance! - J.Z., 19.5.00, 1.2.02. - PANARCHISM & TERRITORIAL STATES

MAFIA: The Mafia is not strong in Switzerland – where almost all men are militarily trained and have their guns at home. – J.Z., 2/75. - GUN CONTROL OR VICTIM DISARMAMENT

MAFIA: The Mafia plays more responsibly than politicians do. It also takes it out on the top men, who are guilty, by taking them out. – J.Z., 5.12.76, 14.12.07.

MAFIA: The Political Mafia is solidly in control.” – Dagobert D. Runes, Handbook of Reason, p.43, regarding totalitarian States. – But, obviously, this applies largely also to other governments. – J.Z., n.d. – TERRITORIALISM, POWER, LEADERSHIP

MAFIA: Without many wrongful laws against crimes without victims and without the limitations and corruption of nationalized police forces and courts of justice, the Mafia and other crime organizations could never have become - and remained - as powerful as they are. – J.Z., 8.8.98. - ORGANIZED CRIME, TERRITORIALISM, LAWS, POLICE, COURTS

MAGNA CARTA: As proof that Magna Carta embraced little else than what was previously recognized as the common law, or Law of the Land, I repeat some authorities that have been already cited. - - Crabbe says, “It is admitted on all hands that it (Magna Carta) contains nothing but what was confirmatory of the common law and the ancient usages of the realm; and is, properly speaking, only an enlargement of the charter of Henry I. and his successors.” – Crabbe’s History Of the English Law, p.127. - - Blackstone says, “It is agreed by all our historians that the Great Charter of King John was, for the most part, compiled from the ancient customs of the realm, or the laws of Edward the Confessor; by which they mean the old common law which was established under our Saxon princes.” – Blackstone’s Introduction To the Charters. See Blackstone’s Law Tracts, Oxford ed., p.289.” – Lysander Spooner, Trial by Jury, vol. II of Works, p.202. - COMMON LAW

MAGNA CHARTA: In France, Hungary, and Spain, the kings also signed “Magna Chartas”, but these were repudiated by later kings.” - Henry Grady Weaver, The Mainspring of Human Progress, revised edition, FEE, 1953, p.96. – Even today there is not enough knowledge of and respect for genuine individual rights and liberties. – J.Z., 3.9.08.

MAGNETISM OF IDEAS: Ideas cannot be injected into minds of others; each person controls what he admits or rejects. The contest over ideas is a competition in magnetism.” – Leonard E. Read, Let Freedom Reign, p.100. chapter 12, The Art of Doing Something. – While one can and should try to express one’s own or one’s favorite freedom ideas of others as magnetically as possible, the main job seems to me to make all freedom writings and all references works to them easily and permanently accessible, to survey them in libertarian encyclopedias, to offer them in complete freedom libraries, now fitting onto a single disk and to discuss all of them thoroughly, throughout the whole movement, providing also translations into the major languages, electronic “argument maps”, directories, private drafts of individual rights and liberties. Moreover we need to work systematically towards freedom of action in this sphere, experimental freedom for voluntary communities trying out, under their own personal laws and full experimental freedom, all freedom, peace and justice systems, in free competition with each other, also in free competition with all statist systems. Only territorially imposed systems should no longer be tolerated anywhere. – Successful experiments would be most persuasive, speak louder than a thousand words or even a thousand text books. – A comprehensive market for all freedom ideas has still to be established. In it consumer sovereignty would prevail, demand would meet supply, even if the supply is not yet optimally expressed. - J.Z., 14.12.07. - PERSUASION, DIS., POWER OF ATTRACTION, VOLUNTARISM. PANARCHISM, EXPERIMENTAL FREEDOM

MAGNETISM: … our problem boils down to a competition in magnetism. Bear in mind that communist and many other types of errors can be and more often than not are attractive, that is, they exert an ingathering magnetic force. – What then is my problem? Or yours? It is to make our ideas, and our methods, more attractive than are offered by the competition.” – Leonard E. MAIL: We hear that out of your 18 c stamp, 5 c is actually for postage. The other 13 c? MAJORITIES: ... who protects the majority against the majority? There the majority was the tyrant. - Goethe? Epigramme, Venedig, 1790, J.Z. t r. of:”… wer beschuetzt die Menge // Gegen die Menge? Da war die Menge der Menge Tyrann.” – Ueber die Franzoesische Revolution. - MASSES, DEMOCRACY

MAJORITIES: [I]‘t IS THE MAJORITY // In this, as all prevails. // Assent, and you are sane; // Demur, - - you’re straightway dangerous, // And handled with a chain.” – Emily Dickinson, defending the non-conformist. – Quoted in the SOUTHERN LIBERTARIAN MESSENGER. - MAJORITY, NONCONFORMISM

MAJORITIES: … a voting majority always means a minority of the people.” – L. Neil Smith, Lever Action, A Mountain Media Book, 2001, vin@lvrj.com, p. 73. – I believe that many communities of volunteers will prove to be exceptions from this rule. Voluntary membership and the voluntary taxation associated with it assures a large degree of unanimous consent. – J.Z., 27.9.07. – PANARCHISM, GENUINE SELF-GOVERNMENT OF COMMUNITIES OF VOLUNTEERS, MINORITIES
MAJORITIES: … but numbers - though they were as grains of sand on the seashore - cannot take away the rights of a single individual, cannot turn man or woman into stuff for the politician to play with, or overrule the great principles which mark out our relations to each other. These principles are rooted in the very nature of our being, and have nothing to do with minorities and majorities. MAJORITIES: … everything that the noblest men have placed before life itself, is to count for nothing in our more enlightened age, if the majority of the day or the morrow think that we can do better without it. There is nothing sacred except the convenience of the larger crowd dictating to the smaller crowd. Whatever is sacred in the world is to be found in clinging to the skirts of the majority, is born with the majority, and dies with the majority. Please do not think that I am exaggerating in saying this. There cannot possibly be two supreme laws. Either the will of the majority or the rights of the individual are the highest law of our existence; one, whichever one it is to be, must yield in presence of the other.” - Auberon Herbert, in Mack edition, p.140. - MAJORITY VS. RIGHTS:

MAJORITIES: … having a majority set the experimental guidelines gives not guaranty against dangerous projects.” – Frank Herbert, The Dosadi Experiment, GALAXY, 5/77. - MAJORITY

MAJORITIES: … if he once posses these rights over himself, how can he ever be deprived of them, and become the statutable property of others? And again, where can a crowd of individuals get rights from, unless it be from the individuals themselves, who make up the crowd? And yet, if the individuals possess these rights over themselves, as individuals, what place is left for rights belonging to the crowd, as a crowd? With some intelligence and ingenuity almost all supposedly inevitably public affairs can be turned into private, cooperative of voluntary arrangements so that majority opinions would become irrelevant except for the affairs of the majority, where they would be decisive, while all minorities, who had seceded, would run their own shows, in all spheres, just like they do now in numerous permitted private spheres, from arts to sports. – J.Z, 11.12.07. - MAJORITY, MINORITY, PEOPLE, RESPONSIBILITY, Q.

Read, Let Freedom Reign, p.125. - (*) Especially when the right of individuals and of minorities to secede and to organize themselves under their own personal laws and full exterritorial autonomy is not yet recognized even by great minds and libertarians like Leonard E. MAJORITIES: … it should never be forgotten that majorities are no less exposed to error and frustration than kings and dictators.” – Ludwig von Mises, Omnipotent Government. P.47. - MAJORITY

MAJORITIES: … majoritarianism guarantees only dissatisfaction.” - L. Neil Smith, Lever Action, A Mountain Media Book, 2001, vin@lvrj.com, p.77. - - A fleeting and illusionary satisfaction is achieved by some elections. Numerous disappointment follow, apparently quite inevitably. Majority approval disappears, sooner or later, alas, the politicians and bureaucrats and their laws and institutions and taxes do not disappear. Laws, institutions, taxes and bureaucrats remain and are multiplied, even by the following temporarily ruling opposition party or party coalition. One lot of crooked, prejudiced or dumb politicians is just replaced by another. Territorial politics goes on and on while the only rightful and sound alternative to it is being seriously considered only be a few. – Nobody is free to fill his “shopping cart” only with those “leaders”, “policies”, “rules” & “institutions” that he wants for himself. – Everything is centrally allocated and rationed out, unsatisfactory in quantity and quality and many needed or wanted goods and services are not supplied at all to ordinary consumer-subjects. - J.Z., 27.9.07. - MAJORITARIANISM & DISSATISFACTION:

MAJORITIES: … Sir Henry Maine, whose Popular Government was published in 1885. He applied the Burkean approach to the problems of nineteenth-century industrialism, and warned that liberty and equality were essentially incompatible. Thereby they did indirectly promote state socialism, among the under-informed, based on the false premise that free enterprise and free exchange had failed, although in this sphere they had never been allowed to be freely practised. – J.Z., 6.12.07. - MAJORITY, TYRANNY, EQUALITY VS. LIBERTY, CIVILIZATION, PROPERTY & INDIVIDUAL RIGHT, MONETARY FREEDOM

MAJORITIES: … that two people are smarter than one person.” - L. MAJORITIES: … the belief of an earlier day: The king can do not wrong. In its place we have no substituted this belief: The majority can do no wrong. … Thievery is thievery, whether done by one person alone or by many in a pack - - or by one who has been selected by the member of the pack as their agent.” – F. A. Harper, PURSUIT, 4/72. - MAJORITY

MAJORITIES: … the ever-present readiness of the majority ( even in America ) to oppress the minority.” – Carl J. Friedrich, The New Belief in the Common Man, p.127. - - I would add: - requires that minorities that want to gain or retain their independence become free to secede and to organize under full exterritorial autonomy and that their rights are guarded as well by volunteer militias for the protection of individual right and liberties. – J.Z., 6/73, 11.12.07. -MAJORITY

MAJORITIES: … the ignorant, that is, for the moment, the majority of mankind …” - Sir Isaiah Berlin, Two Concepts of Liberty, inaugural lecture, Oxford, p.34. - MAJORITY

MAJORITIES: After all, the practical reason why, when the power is once in the hands of the people, a majority are permitted and for a long time continue, to rule, is not because they are most likely to be in the right, nor because this seems fairest to the minority, but because they are physically the strongest. MAJORITIES: Brown and Jones, because they are two and their neighbor Robinson is only one, have a sacred right to enforce upon him such regulations as they may decide to be for the good of all three, and Robinson is in duty bound to obey said regulations with the rest. If, however, the unsatisfied Robinson can contrive to win either of his neighbors to his way of thinking, though the obligation to obey will be as sacred as ever, the object of obedience may be materially changed, in very accordance with the Robinsonian opinions or prejudices. No matter how tyrannical, how whimsical, how progressive, or how retrogressive a law may be, the only essential point, so far as the duty of obedience is concerned, is that its supporters shall be more numerous than those opposed to it, - that is the theory of majority-right.” - Theo P. A banking corporation allows a majority to determine such questions of discretion as whether the note of A or of B shall be discounted; whether notes shall be discounted on one, two, or six days in the week; how many hours in a day their banking house shall be kept open; how many clerks shall be employed; what salaries they shall receive; and such like matters, which are in their nature mere subject of discretion; and where there are no natural presumptions of justice or right in favor of one course over the other. But no banking corporation allows a majority, or any other number of its members less than the whole, to divert the funds of the corporation to any other purpose than the one to which every member of the corporation has legally agreed that they may be devoted; nor to take the stock of one member and give it to another.” - Lysander Spooner, Trial by Jury, Works II/213. – I believe that he overestimates the power of ordinary stock holders and underestimates that of directors and executives for abuses at the expense of ordinary members. In very large private corporations abuses are almost as common as in territorial political corporations. Power there is still hierarchical, rather than sufficiently decentralized, as far as the work or trade and also the responsibility for investments is involved. – J.Z., 11.12.07. - MAJORITY RULE IN GOVERNMENT VS. MAJORITIES: If it is assumed that whatever the majority decides is just, even if what it lays down is not a general rule, but aims at affecting particular people, it would be expecting too much to believe that a sense of justice will restrain the caprice of the majority: in any group it is soon believed that what is desired by the group is just. And since the theoreticians (*) of democracy have for over a hundred years taught the majorities that whatever they desire is just, we must not be surprised if the majorities no longer even ask whether what they decide is just. Legal positivism has powerfully contributed to this development by its contention that law is not dependent on justice but determines what is just.” – F. A. MAJORITIES: If the assumption is that the majority from their nature would do wrong, then the outlook for humanity and for civilization is indeed a poor one, and a scheme of government based on that assumption is in itself a condemnation of the nation and the race.” – Sir Ernest Benn, The State, The Enemy, p.120. – Alas, Benn, too, did not consider the possibility that the ever-changing majorities, as well as all the diverse minorities could and should be confined to rule only over their own voluntary members, under personal laws. Territorial organization, laws and institutions for all of them are great obstacles to enlightenment and free experimentation with alternatives. Bar for political, economic and social systems we have long given up such nonsensical approaches to the remaining problems and allowed individuals and minorities to do their own things for or to themselves. We should expecting the remaining majority to do likewise, just by persisting in its usual ways, but now exclusively at its own risk and expense, until even it becomes sufficiently enlightened by learning from its own bad experiences. – Would e.g. anti-Semitism have ever arisen if Jews would have had their own self-government, everywhere, under their own personal laws? MAJORITIES: If the fools do not control the world, it isn’t because they are not in the majority.” – Edgar Watson Howe, Country Town Sayings, 1911. –But it is the majority of the undereducated and of the fools that vote other fools into power, who share the same errors, myths and prejudices as these voters. – J.Z., 9.2.09. 

MAJORITIES: If the majority of a mob wants to lynch a man because of his skin color or his dietary preferences, is that right? Is it any more so if the mob happens to be a genuine majority of the local population?” – Stanley Schmidt, ANALOG 1/82. - MAJORITY RULE & LYNCH JUSTICE:

MAJORITIES: If the relative numbers of opposing parties afforded sufficient evidence of the comparative justice of their claims, the government should carry the principle into its courts of justice; and instead of referring controversies to impartial and disinterested men, - to judges and jurors, sworn to do justice, and bound patiently to hear and weigh all the evidence and arguments that can be offered on either side – it should simply count the plaintiffs and defendants in each case ( where there were more than one of either ), and then give the case to the majority; after ample opportunity had been given to the plaintiffs and defendants to reason with, flatter, cheat, threaten, and bribe each other, by way of inducing them to change sides. Such a process would be just as rational in courts of justice as in halls of legislation; for it is of no importance to a man, who has his rights taken from him, whether it be done by a legislative enactment, or a judicial decision. – If this mode of decision were introduced into courts of justice, we should see a parallel, and only a parallel, to that system of legislation which we witness daily. We should see large bodies of man conspiring to bring perfectly groundless suits, against other bodies of men, for large sums of money, and to carry them by sheer force of numbers; just as we now continually see large bodies of men conspiring to carry, by mere force of numbers, some scheme of legislation that will, directly or indirectly, take money out of other men’s pockets, and put it into their own. MAJORITIES: If you are not interfering with the life of anyone else, no group of people, regardless of size, has the right to interfere with yours.” – Ringer, Restoring the American Dream, p.50. – Is Ringer also a candidate for panarchism? – J.Z., 13.2.09.

MAJORITIES: If you do not believe in interfering with your neighbors, but ten of your neighbors vote to interfere with each other’s lives and with yours, you are, morally speaking, already a majority of one. – One of the great myths of the world in which we live is that the majority is inherently vested with some divine power to choose between right and wrong. The idea that the majority automatically is aligned with that which is “good” is an absurd assumption. But since no individual has the right to enslave another individual, then no group of individuals can possibly have such a right. Always, Bastiat returned to his original starting point: Does the individual have a moral right to do what the collective is doing? The successful politicians never advance new ideas, knowing that they must stay by the majority, echoing only the sentiment of the majority, or they will lose their jobs. The real educator does his work at his own expense, sows the seed, builds up a movement, perhaps the politician snatches his idea, and the majority accepts his assertion and follows him.” - Sprading, Liberty and the Great Libertarians, p.26. - - The dissenters and innovators ought to be free to opt out and to try to demonstrate among themselves, through their free actions, personal laws and competing institutions whatever truths they believe to have discovered. MAJORITIES: Measures are too often decided not according to the rules of justice and the rights of the minor party, but by the superior force of an internal and overbearing majority.” – James Madison, # 10 of THE FEDERALIST PAPERS. – One might add, after the last “and”: and apathetic or misled and generally ignorant, prejudiced, immoral and also … - J.Z., 11/73.

Gilmore, July 17, 1864. – Rule over peaceful dissenters, who just want to have the freedom to do their own things for or to themselves, is always wrong, whether it is done by a majority or by a minority. They obvious way out of the territorialist dilemmas posed by their rule or be ruled principles and practices, consists in the general agreement or social contract to let the majority rule itself and let all the diverse minorities also rule themselves, all in accordance with their own convictions and beliefs, to the extent that they do desire this. MAJORITIES: No government, based on the naked principle that the majority ought to govern, however true the maxim is in its proper sense, and under proper restriction, can preserve its liberty even for a single generation. The history of all has been the same - violence, injustice, and anarchy, succeeded by the government of one, or a few, under which the people seek refuge from the more oppressive despotism of the many.” - John C. MAJORITIES: One man with courage makes a majority.” – Andrew Jackson, 1767-1845., 7th president of the USA. – Usually it takes more than courage and long persistence to overcome large numbers in a territorial system. But, under full experimental freedom, combined with full exterritorial autonomy, one man can make a great difference. – J.Z., 4.12.07. - - “One man plus courage is a majority.” – This saying came to my mind on 21.3.87. I did not remember its source. – It is a strong exaggeration of the power of personalities over numbers. Even the courageous individuals are often overcome by their opposition and in extreme cases even murdered. The long and sorry story of the history of innovations and reforms proves that under the prevailing conditions this is not always true but only rarely. Not only courage, persistence and sufficient capital or credit are required but also e.g. nurseries for new ideas and archives and markets for them, as well as experimental freedom or freedom of action. Moreover, sufficient publicity is required or the special ability to be one’s own best propagandist, although that is also a special ability not automatically connected with every talent. Even top talents do often need prolonged special training, managers and advertisers. - J.Z., 5.12.07. - MARJORITY, INDIVIDUALS, & JUSTICE

MAJORITIES: Panarchism does not force you to wait, hopefully or desperately, until the majority finally would become sufficiently enlightened to adopt your ideas. Instead, it would permit you to practise them now, tolerantly, together with like-minded people, however few they may still be, and thereby to contribute to achieving the enlightenment of the majority as fast as this can be done. – J.Z., n.d. - MAJORITY RULE COMPARED WITH PANARCHISM

MAJORITIES: Panarchism rather than minority or majority despotism. – J.Z., 29.12.04. – DESPOTISM, PANARCHISM
MAJORITIES: Panarchy means neither government by numbers nor government by the supposedly best ( the elite, elected, appointed or born to the job ) but, rather, genuine self-government, based upon individual choice. For all and everywhere this is possible only on the basis of individual secessionism and associationism, exterritoriality, autonomy and personal laws rather than territorial ones. In most minor spheres of living this panarchistic liberty has already been achieved. MAJORITIES: Political freedom means the absence of coercion of a man by his fellow men. MAJORITIES: Power is in the hands of the masses of men. What oppresses the masses is their ignorance, their shortsighted selfishness.” – Henry George, quoted in Seldes. - MAJORITY, POWER, IGNORANCE, SHORTSIGHTED SELFISHNESS, MASSES

MAJORITIES: Practically, it’s a choice between tweedeldum and tweedledee. The dictator knows no more about how to control your life than I do. And as to the wisdom of a majority, it may be even less, if that is possible. MAJORITIES: Robbery and murder are still wrong if committed by one person or ninety-nine percent of the population. It makes no difference if the superior numbers are the majority of the populace within a country or a larger nation fighting a smaller one. Moral laws do not disappear depending on the size of the faction nor because of convenience.” – Auberon Herbert, A Politician in Sight of Heaven. - & MORALITY

MAJORITIES: Rule is evil, and it is none the better for being majority rule.” – Benjamin R. Tucker, Instead of a Book, 1893. - MAJORITY RULE:

MAJORITIES: Second. It would be absurd for the most numerous party to talk of establishing a government over the less numerous party, unless the former were also the strongest, as well as the most numerous; for it is not to be supposed that the strongest party would ever submit to the rule of the weaker party, merely because the latter were the most numerous. And as matter of fact, it is perhaps never that governments are established by the most numerous party. They are usually, if not always, established by the less numerous party; their superior strength consisting in their superior wealth, intelligence, and ability to act in concert. - - Third. MAJORITIES: Some claim that majoritarianism, despite its faults, is an alternative preferable to physical conflict. They are wrong. Majoritarianism is physical conflict. MAJORITIES: The way to get elected to Congress or to the presidency is not really to appeal to the general interest. A majority decides, but it is a special kind of majority. The way to get elected is by putting together a coalition of special interests. You go to a group that has 5 % of the vote and say, “I will vote for what you want if you don’t care what else I do.” And they say: “Oh, I don’t care what else you do.” You go to another 5 % and in this way you are well on your way to assembling 51 %.” – Milton Friedman, 1975. - - Thus majority rule is actually minority rule by special interests in coalition with each other. And their common interest is not in individual rights and liberties, which are really in the general interest. MAJORITIES: The will of man is not shattered, but softened, bent, and guided; men are seldom forced by it ( majority opinion ) to act, but they are constantly restrained from acting. Such a power does not destroy, but it prevents existence, it does not will, to be rightful, it must tyrannize, but it compresses, enervates, extinguishes, and stupefies a people.” – Alexis de Tocqueville, Democracy in America. - DEMOCRACY

For individuals and minorities the dissent and self-government options must be kept open. MAJORITIES: Whenever a cultural matter rolls up a majority, I know it is wrong.” – John Soan: in VanWyck Brooks, John Sloan, 1955. - & CULTURE

MAJORITIES: Whenever people agree with me, I always feel I must be wrong.” - Oscar Wilde – AGREEMENT, CONSENSUS, INDIVIDUALISM

MAJORITIES: Whenever you find you are on the side of the majority, it is time to pause and reflect.” – Mark Twain.

MAJORITIES: Where the majority determines what is right justice is the loser.” – Werner Mitsch. ( Wo die Mehrheit das Recht hat, da hat die Gerechtigkeit das Nachsehen. ) - JUSTICE, RIGHTS, LIBERTIES, NATURAL LAW, ETHICS, MORALITY, PRINCIPLES

MAJORITIES: Wherever this line may be best taken, not only abstract speculation, but the practical and spontaneous tact of the world, has decided that there are limits, alike in the interest of majority and minority, to the rights of either to disturb the other. In other words, it is expedient in certain affairs that the will of the majority should be absolutely binding, while in affairs of a different order it should count for nothing, or as nearly nothing, as the sociable dependence of a man on his fellows will permit.” – John Morley, On Compromise, p.103. – However, to reduce all clashes between them to a minimum, majorities should be able to separate themselves from all minorities and all minorities should be free to separate themselves from the majority and all other minorities living in the same area, e.g. by living under personal laws and institutions rather than territorial ones. If being a slave and owning a slave are both wrong relations, what difference does it make whether there are a million slave-owners and one slave, or one slave-owner and a million slaves? Do robbery and murder cease to be what they are if done by ninety-nine per cent of the population?” … You cannot serve two masters You cannot devote yourself to the winning of power, and remain faithful to the great principles.” – Auberon Herbert, – Quoted by Charles T. In that hypothetical case there would soon not be much of a population left. – J.Z., 4.12.07. & JUSTICE

MAJORITIES: Why, he asks, should there be any more magic in numbers than in a king, a tyrant or an oligarchy? The accident that three people may prefer one thing while two people may prefer another hardly justifies the rule of the three over the two. If there is common ownership - say of a piece or property - a majority vote is a convenient way of settling differences. But when ownership is not involved, rule by majority vote can be just as tyrannical as rule by a dictator.” - John Chamberlain, on Auberon Herbert, in THE FREEMAN, 6/79. - Alas, under territorialism common ownership in public property and in decision-making power is hypothesized and territorialism simply does not allow all groups to make their own decisions for themselves in all the sphere that it has territorially monopolized to itself. MAJORITIES: Would the number of thieves, large or small, make an essential difference? It is likely that most individuals, desiring to remain loyal to logic and morality, would reply with a thundering “no”. The number of crooks should make a crime no less a crime.” - SLL leaflet: Taxation Is Legalized Theft.

MAJORITIES: Yes, authority, coercion, and dependence rest on the mass, but never freedom or the free unfoldment of the individual, never the birth of a free society.” - Emma Goldman, “Minorities versus Majorities”, in: Alix Kates Shulman, ed. of Red Emma Speaks, p.85.

MAJORITIES: Yet be not blindly guided by the throng; // The multitude is always in the wrong.” – Wentworth Dillon, Essay on Translated Verse, I, 183. – I stick with “mostly”! – J.Z., 9.2.09.

MAJORITIES: You either believe in human rights or you do not, and Majority Rule always violates human rights. Those who would like to make Majority Rule apply to some situations, but not to others, are advocating that arbitrary lines be drawn, thereby giving rise to the same old question: Who shall decide? The majority? If the majority is to decide on which matters the majority should be allowed to rule, then in reality the majority is being given absolute rule.” - Ringer, Restoring the American Dream, p.52.

MAKE IT: Make it, don’t take it, and everybody has more. This may be termed “The Industrial Syndrome.” – G. Harry Stine, defending The Third Industrial Revolution, quoted in: The Future at War, vol. 1: Thor’s Hammer, ed. by Reginald Bretnor. - DON’T TAKE IT, PRODUCTIVITY INCREASES VS. COERCIVE REDISTRIBUTIONISM

MAKE TODAY COUNT: Make today count.”. – Robert A. Heinlein, The Number of the Beast, New English Library, 1981, p.97.

MAKE: Make rather than take or fake. – J.Z., 6.6.92. – I probably read it somewhere. – J.Z., 8.12.07.

MAKE: Neither fake nor take! Make! – J.Z., 8.5.92. – But, by all means, take and make use of all the libertarian wisdom you can find and make it available to all others, by helping to build up a common information centre by and for all. Electronically all libertarian wisdom could now possibly already be combined on a single large HD. – What excuse can we offer for not helping to fill it? - J.Z., 7.12.07.

MAKEABUCK: Makeabuck. The Eleventh Commandment.” – NEWORDS. – Rather produce our own kind of “buck”, alone or in suitable association with others, rather than struggle hard merely for the monopoly money that territorial governments offer, almost constantly fluctuating between inflation and deflation. – J.Z., 14.12.07. – MONETARY FREEDOM, MAKING MONEY, ISSUING MONEY

MAKERS OR TAKERS: Makers or Takers.” – Roger Donway, THE FREEMAN, 9/74. - CAPITALISM, WELFARE STATE, DICTATORSHIPS

MAKERS, TAKERS & FAKERS: … there are makers, takers and fakers. I prefer the first category.” – Robert Heinlein, 1973, Time Enough for Love, p.112.

MAKERS, TAKERS & FAKERS: There are Makers, Takers, and Fakers, no fourth category, and Today the Takers and the Fakers outnumber ( and outvote ) the Makers.” – Robert Heinlein, Expanded Universe, p.544.

MAKERS: Makers vs. Takers and Fakers.”– Source?

MAKING IT INSTEAD OF BREAKING IT: If you can’t make it, you ought not to break it.” – Chas Kingsley, Hypatia, p.66.

MAKING MONEY: … I want to be prepared to claim the greatest virtue of all – that I was a man who made money. – Any grafter can make money - … You ought to discover some day that words have an exact meaning. …” - Ayn Rand, Atlas Shrugged, p. 96. – Alas, Ayn Rand was not exact here about “money”. She did not distinguish between forced and exclusive currencies and the monies of monetary freedom. Of the latter she knew and appreciated only gold coins and gold certificates as well as silver coins and silver certificates. Other sound monies remained unknown or unappreciated by her. Money making under monetary despotism is very different from money making under monetary freedom. The former has given competition a bad name. It was not a free competition but a harsh struggle for getting enough of a monopolized currency. There will be no harsh struggle to obtain or issue one or the other kind of the monies of monetary freedom. They are all a kind of clearing certificates and clearing certificates one can issue oneself, starting with the simplest of all, an IOU. – Ayn Rand was not radical enough, either, to advocate free choice of value standards. – J.Z., 14.12.07. – She and other gold bugs still believe that “real” money must be mined and can only be temporarily represented by paper certificates. – In other words, their thinking on money is still stuck in the many centuries where almost exclusively copper, silver and gold coins were “money”. They simply overlook all the sound forms of non-metallic and not metallically redeemable money that were invented since and speak only of and against one alternative to their supposed ideal, namely the forced currency or fiat money of governments. While they do rightly condemn that one, they do, so to speak, throw out the baby with the bath water, by condemning as mere fiat money or frauds all other forms of money, even those, which are kept at par with their nominal gold weight value, without being redeemable in gold coins – except through purchases of gold coins on a free gold market. – In this respect even Mises’ & Rothbard’s thinking and knowledge was still all too limited. - J.Z., 9.2.09.

MAKING MONEY: A man is never more innocently involved than in the making of money.” – Samuel Johnson. – The director of a central bank is legally but, morally and economically criminally, involved in making an exclusive and forced currency and in suppressing the monies of monetary freedom, which, in free competition with the money of central banks, would drive out that kind of bad money. – J.Z., 14.12.07. – GRESHAM’S LAW, MONETARY FREEDOM, FREE MARKET RATING & VOLUNTARY ACCEPTANCE VS. MAKING MONEY: Are you really “making” money, e.g. by issuing sound and competitive as well as optional money, readily accepted by others, instead of merely working for the monopolistic and coercive State paper money? – J.Z., 1990, while listening to an LP talk. - MONETARY FREEDOM VS. MONETARY DESPOTISM

MAKING MONEY: It is the most sacred duty of man to make money!” – Cato, quoted in Rocker, Nationalism and Culture, p.402. – Making money, honestly, is certainly better than losing money but only in the sense that productivity and savings are better than waste. However, making money from monopolies, from slave trade or trade in nuclear “weapons” is not defendable by such or other slogans. Making money from really serving others and being rewarded by them for this activity, on the other hand, is quite justified. Money is certainly not the measure of all values. – J.Z., 3.12.07. - DIS.

MAKING MONEY: Making money through hard work and wise investment is a fine thing to do. Other ways of making money aren’t so bad, either, as long as everybody who’s in on the deal is there voluntarily. Better sleazy productivity than none. As terrible as Albania’s pyramid schemes were, Albania’s riots were worse.” - P. J. O’Rourke, Eat the Rich, A Treatise on Economics, Picador, 1998, p.244. – Typically even he did not here think and speak of “making the own money, in an attempt to provide at least some local currency. – J.Z., 9.2.09. – VOLUNTARISM, MONETARY FREEDOM, FREE BANKING FOR NOTE-ISSUES

MAKING MONEY: Making money would be easy, literally, for productive people under full monetary freedom. – J.Z., 8.11.99.

MAKING MONEY: Money making has to become generalized, as widely and as honestly and soundly as possible, so that anyone suitable for this can and will make his own medium of exchange or clearing certificates, alone or in suitable associations with others, for at most a limited circulation period, while he and his associates are ready at any time to accept them are par with their nominal value from anyone who buys from them, with these notes, IOUs or clearing certificates, in convenient denominations, whatever they have to offer ready for sale, in goods, services or labor ( also marked in a sound value standards, the same one that they employ to indicate the value of the certificates they issued ). This applies only to short-term turn-over credit certificates. ( Raising medium and long term capital through the issue of corresponding capital certificates is quite another matter. The latter are not suitable as currency and do not have its shop foundation or immediate clearing potential for their full amounts. At most only their due dividend coupons or due rights to interest payments could be mobilized in certified form as currency or clearing certificates against their debtors. ) Then and as a result all desired immediately or near future exchanges of goods, services and labor could take place with a minimum of friction and difficulties. In essence, all such private and competing monies ( or accounts, on paper, plastic credit cards or purely electronically certified ones ) would be merely private clearing house certificates in convenient denominations or payment methods. And clearing, like barter, by its very nature, should be quite unrestricted, apart from whatever difficulties are still inherent in such transactions. For barter they are great. For quite free and fully developed clearing transactions they would almost disappear. – J.Z., 16.9.99, 6.10.08.

MAKING MONEY: The term is usually applied only to successful efforts to acquire some of the money of monetary despotism, not to the issue and acceptance of the money of monetary freedom. But those really interested in "making money" would have it easier to be often or regularly successful if they studied the pre-conditions and then bothered to "make" their own kinds of money tokens and circulate them, to the extent that they could, for their own benefit and that of their potential customers. To the extent that they could issue their own money, redeemable only in their own goods, services and labor, they would supply themselves by their spending of their self-issued money, with sales and jobs. Such money, by natural law and individual rights, they could rightly get designed, printed and offer in payment to voluntary acceptors. This way of "making" or "producing" money would offer opportunities to them - and people in like positions, which are denied to them by the central bank and the laws of monetary despotism. Making money should really become "making" money, for all those able to do so. Naturally, not all people are in the optimal position for issuing their own money tokens - but all could issue their own clearing certificates and use a common clearing house in their community - if the laws, the bureaucracy and the politicians do not manage to suppress such a self-help effort. Potentially, all pay-outs and receipts could be settled by mere clearing. - No one should be confined only to "make" ( or- struggle only for ) the money of monetary despotism, which is almost always inflated, deflated or stag-flated and amounts, for its victims to still more taxation. - J.Z., 29.4.95, 16.4.97. 

MAKING MONEY: There are few ways in which a man can be more innocently employed than in getting money.” - Samuel Johnson. - Alas, he, too, failed to distinguish between the money of monetary despotism and the money of monetary freedom. - J.Z., 26.11.02. - MONEY MAKING, MONEY EARNING, PRODUCING MONEY, MONETARY FREEDOM

MAKING MONEY: Very few people have the interest, knowledge and courage required to try to “make” money the monetary freedom way, that is, to prepare and issue quite sound money and clearing certificates of their own, inflation- and deflation proof, as many of them as they can and need to achieve the easy exchange of what they have to offer in goods, services and labor for the goods, services and labor of others. Alas, not only sufficient interest and knowledge of the sound issue and reflux technique are required but also the readiness to break the laws and risk the penalties of monetary despotism in something like a well prepared and carried out monetary freedom revolution. Instead, most people just try to get a larger share of the government’s monopoly money and take all its wrongs and imposed losses and economic difficulties in their stride, all too passively, as if they were their fate or natural catastrophes. – J.Z., 13.1.03, 21.10.07. - THE MONETARY FREEDOM WAY, ISSUING ONE’S OWN MONEY, VS. MONETARY DESPOTISM
MAKING: All people should be free even to "make money" by "coining" their own goods, services and labor, issuing their own notes or ticket money or token money upon them, which do oblige only themselves - namely, to accept them at par in all payments due to them. To the extent that they succeed in doing this, alone or in association with others, associated issuers and voluntary acceptors for their notes, all of them accepting them at par, from anyone, at any time, during business hours, they will not only provide additional sales for others but the same amount of sales for themselves. These IOU's issued by them will simply have anticipated these sales. They will be enabled to buy the goods, services they want before they have to supply their own in exchange for their own notes. - To make their notes widely enough acceptable their "backing" by their goods and services must be sound, at market prices, their issue technique must be correct and they ought to use a sound enough value standard as well, in their notes and in their prices. – Naturally, their goods and services must also be needed or wanted locally, at their prices. The rest is easy and the first successful examples of this kind would soon be copied by many others. - The question is, whether such experiments will be allowed to proceed and to succeed or whether they will they be suppressed already in the initial stages? - J.Z., 28.11.92, 23.5.97. - Thus selecting optimal times and conditions for such monetary freedom experiments would be advisable. They must be times and conditions in and under which any repression attempts would be made politically as impossible as one can manage to achieve. For instance, when a massive deflation or inflation exists, with their consequences, shortly before an election and when the monetary freedom experiments are so well prepared, also in public opinion, that they can and will be very rapidly successful for all their participants. - J.Z., 16.9.02,9.2.09. - MONEY & UNEMPLOYMENT, FREE BANKING, MONETARY FREEDOM, MONETARY DESPOTISM, FULL EMPLOYMENT

MALADJUSTED Maybe you too will decide that Thoreau was “maladjusted”. But you might withhold judgment until you define this pathological mouthful. Before the war, the boy who ran away from home and joined the army was “maladjusted”; during the war the boy who refused to join the army on principle was similarly labeled. The word, therefore, as used, simply means that the person so described is either incapable or unwilling to submit to the going herd-cult. It connotes some emotional or mental weakness, and carries a bit of condescension and of pity with it; that the ability and willingness to stand the crowd off may indicate exceptional self-reliance is overlooked. Sometimes one cannot help suspecting that the perfectly “adjusted”, those who are quick to fit themselves into any thought-pattern prepared by the neighbors, find the term “maladjusted” a convenient covering up of their own weakness. Maybe the word is plain name-calling, pulled up out of the gutter by “science”. The suppressed rebel in us resents the courage of those who rebel openly.” – Frank Chodorov, Out of Step, p.198. – MALADJUSTED OR SELF-RELIANT, SELF-RESPONSIBLE, INDIVIDUAL SOVEREIGNTY, DIS.

MALARCHY Most people believe in malarchy (mal - evil, archy - rule).” – Libertarian Connection., Dec. 71. - Never mind how they call it. - STATISM, GOVERNMENTALISM, INTERVENTIONISM, TERRITORIALISM:

MALEVOLENCE: Ascribing malevolence to another is the mother of animosity. It is the error at the root of social hatreds. And error it is! Among the persons known to me, I have never encountered anyone who appeared to be consciously malevolent. Not even a common thief is guided by malevolence. While he may not think of his occupation as the highest, everything considered, he believes to be justifiable in terms of his scale of values.” - Leonard E. Read, Elements of Libertarian Leadership, p. 136. - ANIMOSITY, CONSPIRACY THEORIES, ANTISEMITISM, RACISM, CLASS WARFARE NOTIONS, VALUES, HATRED, IDEOLOGIES

MALEVOLENCE: Conscious malevolence rarely, if ever, controls actions. - - If no person is consciously malevolent, then it follows that imputing bad motives to others is a mistake. And, if this be an alienating influence, then it behooves us who would make friends for freedom to discover what really causes the friction. Animosity need not accompany ideological differences, if we know why the differences (*) and if we correctly act on the knowledge.” – Leonard E. Read, Elements of Libertarian Leadership, p. 136. – The most correct attitude towards ideological differences is tolerance, for their verbal expression as well as for their tolerant practice among their believers. – That requires full exterritorial autonomy for all kinds of beliefs and convictions that can be tolerantly practised by volunteers among themselves. – Not only e.g. capitalism among consenting adults but also any kind of communism or socialism among consenting adults. – With that tolerance verbal exchanges become largely superfluous or futile. Actions speak louder than words and provide better proofs or refutations. – (*) occurred? Exist? – J.Z., 14.12.07. - BENEVOLENCE, VOLUNTARISM & TOLERANCE FOR ALL TOLERANT ACTIONS

MALTHUSIANISM: … the second thing wrong with Malthus’s scenario is that it is no longer true. (*) Concretely, more energy has been found in every cubic foot of the universe than Malthus ever imagined (**); and, as technology has spread, each nation has spontaneously experienced a lowered birth rate after industrializing. ( See again Critical Path, Fuller, and Ho-Ping, Food for Everyone, Gabel. ) - - Unfortunately, between the 19th century inventory of Malthus and the 20th century inventory of Fuller et al, the Malthusian philosophy had become the pragmatic working principle of the British ruling class, … which led to economics being dubbed “the dismal science”. Benjamin Jowett, an old-fashioned humanist, voiced a normal man’s reaction to this dismal science: “I have always felt a certain horror of political economists since I heard one of them say that he feared the famine of 1848 [in Ireland] would not kill more than a million people, and that would scarcely be enough to do much good.” In fact, the English rulers allowed the famine to continue until it killed more than two million.” – Robert Anton Wilson, Right Where You Are Sitting Now, p.140. - - (*) It was never true! - - (**) That is hardly true of the nearly perfect vacuum of outer space. – J.Z., 8.12.07.

MALTHUSIANISM: I solemnly declare that I do not believe that all the heresies and sects and factions which the ignorance and the weakness and the wickedness of man have ever given birth to, were altogether so disgraceful to man as a Christian, a philosopher, a statesman, or citizen, as this abominable tenet.” – S.T. Coleridge, Table-Talk, Aug. 12, 1832. - OVERPOPULATION? DIS.

MALTHUSIANISM: It is your mind that matters economically, as much or more than your mouth or hands. In the long run, the most important economic effect of population size and growth is the contribution of additional people to our stock of useful knowledge. And this contribution is large enough in the long run to overcome all the costs of population growth.” - Julian L. Simon. – His books are such a large treasure chest of facts, ideas, arguments and wordings that I leave it to others to extract and alphabetize them. Perhaps no one else has replied so thoroughly to the notions of Malthusians and other scarcity mongers and perhaps no one else has stressed as much human minds as factors in increased productivity and wealth. – J.Z., 9.2.09. - OVERPOPULATION NOTIONS, POPULATION GROWTH, MINDS, IDEAS, TALENTS & ECONOMICS, SCARCITY OF RAW MATERIALS?

MALTHUSIANISM: Malthus was immensely influential, and still is. But he was wrong. In fact, when he wrote (in 1798) the world was poised on the brink of an enormous advance in both prosperity and population. In the following century England experienced both a six-fold increase in population and a six-fold increase in income per head. Taking a still longer time span, between 1820 and 1920, world population increased five-fold and world economies grew forty-fold.” - Margaret Thatcher, Statecraft, 2002, HarperCollins, www.fireandwater.com. – p.445, quoting Ronald Bailey, “The Law of Increasing Returns, The National Interest, Spring 2000.

MALTHUSIANISM: Malthus, probably, has, indirectly, kept in ignorance and prejudice, killed and impoverished, more people than anyone else ever has. – J.Z., 3.5.93. – Like the State socialists he has misdirected attention away from the real problems and real solutions. – J.Z., 9.2.09. - OVERPOPULATION, POPULATION

MALTHUSIANISM: The first thing wrong with Malthus’s science is that “known resources” are not given by nature; they depend on the analytical capacities of the human mind. We can never know how many resources can be obtained from a cubic foot of the universe (*): all we know is how much we have found thus far, at a given date. You an starve in the middle of a wheat field if your mind hasn’t identified wheat as edible. - - Real wealth results from Real Knowledge, which is increasing faster all the time.” – Robert Anton Wilson, Right Where You Are Sitting Now, p.139/140. - - (*) Rather, from a cubic foot of matter or material, not just vacuum. – J.Z. 

MALTHUSIANISM: The problem of poverty will be solved. ‘All men, by judicious and proper laws and training’, may ‘readily acquire knowledge and habits which will enable them, if they are permitted, to produce far more than they need for their support and enjoyment; and thus any population, in the fertile part of the earth may be taught to live in plenty and in happiness without the checks of vice and misery.’ Malthus’s nightmare will dissolve. ‘For man knows not the limit of his power for creating food.’ Moreover, properly exploited, the sea affords inexhaustible abundance. …” - John Bowle, Political Opinion in the 19th century, 141, quoting Robert Owen. - POPULATION, OVER-POPULATION, DIS.

MAN: Instead of calling man a ‘rational animal’ one should rather call him a ‘religious animal’. All animals are rational. Man alone is religious.” – Abbé Galiani, in W. Wiegand’s biography of G., p. 148. Are all animals rational or merely instinct driven and reactive? – By now, luckily, there is a considerable percentage of a-religious or irreligious men around and some of them have developed and abide by a better ethics than all religions provide. – The irrationality and immorality of all religions is well demonstrated by the continuance of wars, civil wars, violent revolutions and terrorism, all too often still motivated by religious notions – or, otherwise, not prevented by them. – The only good precedent that religions have provided is religious tolerance or religious liberty. MAN: Man – a reasoning rather than a reasonable animal.” – Alexander Hamilton, 11757-1804. – Often he is not even reasoning but rather argumentative, based upon popular errors, fallacies, prejudices and myths which have, as yet, been nowhere systematically and comprehensively countered by corresponding encyclopedic reference works, although our common fate depends all too much on their persistence. – Just listen to parliamentary debates and those in the mass media. - The Encyclopedists have so far left their job uncompleted and rather dealt with relative trivial facts and even presented popular prejudices and many false premises, especially the statist and territorialist ones, as if they were truths. - J.Z., 6.12.07. - - “Man is a reasoning rather than a reasonable animal.” –Alexander Hamilton. – Alas, mostly he is mostly only rationalizing. – J.Z., 14.12.07, 10.2.09. & REASON:

MAN: Man does not know most of the rules on which he acts; and even what we call his intelligence is largely a system of rules which operates on him but which he does not know.” – F. A. MAN: Man has declined and deteriorated within the small private circles of liberties still allowed them by the politicians and bureaucrats and their territorial, centralistic, coercive, monopoly systems and institutions, constitutions, laws, regulations and jurisdictions. – J.Z., 5.12.98, 4.12.07. – They have turned almost all of us into “paternalistically” administrated “reservation Indians” or “reservation Aboriginals”. – 4.12.07. - INDIVIDUALISM, SELF-RESPONSIBILITY, BUREAUCRACY

MAN: Man has learnt to understand, and utilize many to most of the forces of nature to his purposes, but he still has to learn to understand other men as purposes in themselves and to adapt to that fact, - largely by leaving them alone or engage only in voluntary transactions with them. He does not have to have any other purpose for others. To be of value at last to oneself, irrespective of masses of other people and their opinions about oneself, if any, that is the main thing. Some individuals produced valuable inventions, ideas or principles that were appreciated only decades or centuries after their deaths. Should one therefore say that their life and work was valueless or, rather, that they were not sufficiently appreciated by their contemporaries? Value is always a subjective value and the values in ordinary markets are different from the values for the same things in special markets for them, if they are rarities. Great ideas and talents require special and world-wide free markets. One should not attempt to sell them together with food and drinks, clothing and entertainment. – J.Z., 4.7.92, 6.12.07. – (*) On the “free” labor market he may only have the value of a common laborer. - During his lifetime his genius may not be appreciated at all, while centuries later e.g. any of his paintings may be worth millions. – Which is the real value standard for his life? – Like for new ideas the Ideas Archive, so for new Talent its associated Talent and Genius Centre – may be the special market required to measure the value of outstanding people. MAN: Man is a being with a natural taste for varieties of association.” (*) – Paul Leroy Beaulieu, The Modern State, 1891, p.42. – Alas, the territorial State does not allow for this characteristic of man. – It rather forces itself and its services and disservices, as well as its costs and risks upon a great variety of dissenters. – J.Z., 5.12.07. – (*) In an email I received today it was asserted that there are now ca. 35,000 different churches, sects and religious movements on Earth. A possibly still greater variety of panarchies is still to come, exploring the whole range of political, economic and social alternatives for human beings that can be practised among volunteers who are exterritorially autonomous and living under their own personal laws. But since facts, experience and rationality tend to play a much greater role, at least in the long run, in the political, economic and social spheres, I would expect the initial number of different societies to become gradually very much reduced. MAN: Man is a horse that spurs itself.” – Irzykowski. ( Der Mensch ist ein Pferd, das sich selbst anspornt. ) – It is better to do that, in the own interest than to be whipped by others in their interest and their races. – J.Z., 4.7.92, 6.12.07. - SELF-DETERMINATION, SELF-CONTROL, SELF-RELIABILITY, WILL, PERFECTION

MAN: Man is a purpose in itself.” – Kant.

MAN: Man is a rational animal, who always (*) loses his temper (**) when he is called upon to act in accordance with the dictates of reason.” – Oscar Wilde, The Critic as Artist, 1891. - - (*) all too often! - - (**) or his interest! – J.Z., 12.12.07. – RED., ANGER, LACK OF SELF-CONTROL, TEMPER, REASON

MAN: Man is a species that endangers itself. – J.Z., 25.9.05. - & WAR, NUCLEAR WAR THREAT

MAN: Man is a tool-using animal.” – Thomas Carlyle, Sartor Resartus, Bk. I, ch. 5. – I mis-spelled it at first, writing “toll” instead of “tool”. But then it makes some sense, too: “Man is a toll, or tax or monopoly abusing animal!” – J.Z., 10.2.09.
MAN: Man is an animal that makes bargains; no other animal does this – no dog exchanges bones with another.” – Adam Smith, quoted in A. Andrews Quotations, p.284. - BARGAINS, EXCHANGE, FREE EXCHANGE

MAN: Man is an embodied paradox, a bundle of contradictions.” - C. C. Colton, Lacon, 1820. – Most of the paradoxes and contradictions would soon be diminished or even disappear if all the diverse individuals that constitute mankind were freed to follow only their own individual inclinations and choices, applying them only to themselves and like-minded volunteers, leaving other individuals and their associations alone to do their own things for or to themselves. Freedom of action and experimentation, always only at the own risk and expense, even in the last 3 major spheres still monopolized by territorial States, would lead to fast progress and enlightenment. - - Man does not exist as a single creature. There are very many men and all are different. The paradoxes and bundles of contradictions are mainly to be found in different individuals and in their different voluntary groups or in their compulsory associations under the “principle” or spleen of territorialism or territorial monopolies. - Why bundle him together, coercively and territorially, under one political, economic and social system, with all other men, when every one of them is different and has different opinions ideas and aspirations? That means asking for trouble between as diverse critters and as diverse aspirations. Compulsory territorial association leads inevitably largely to “dog eats dog” competitiveness, to zero sum games, rather than free enterprise, free exchange and consumer-sovereignty in every sphere. Territorial statism does artificially produce most of the paradoxes and contradictions that Colton complains about. – J.Z., 5.12.07. - HUMAN NATURE & PANARCHISM: MAN, DIS.

MAN: Man is an intellect served by organs.” – L. C. A. MAN: Man is but a reed, the feeblest thing in nature, but he is a thinking reed. The entire world need not arm itself to crush him, a vapor, a drop of water suffices to kill him. But if the universe were to crush him, man would still be more noble than that which killed him, because he knows that he dies, and the advantage which the universe has over him: the universe knows nothing of this.” – Pascal, Pensées, 1670, 347. - - Alas, that thinking habit that he so far and habitually engages in all too rarely or only in very limited spheres. – Nor is knowledge of death sufficient, if he has not learnt how to life in freedom, justice and peace. - - Schiller said something like: “In narrow circles the mind becomes narrowed.” ( “Im engen Kreis verengert sich der Sinn. Es waechst der Mensch mit seinen hoehern Zwecken!” – Only cited from memory! – J.Z. ) And who of us is not largely and more or less coercively confined to a narrow private circle, as far as his independent decision-making is concerned? Territorialism has seen to that. We are all inmates of territorial prisons and their monopolistic, centralized and coercive decision-making. - - How would the average man come to change - once sufficient men thought long and seriously enough e.g. about individual rights and liberties, especially economic liberties, individual secessionism, individual sovereignty, personal laws, exterritorial autonomy, voluntary institutions, monetary freedom, the right to resist, libertarian revolutions and similar topics and did applied this knowledge, acquired in such thinking, research and opinion exchange efforts, to their own affairs, in every respect and if they did this also suitably armed and organized? – We do not know as yet, from experience, what men and women could make out of themselves - under full freedom. - J.Z., 13.12.07. – HUMAN NATURE, TERRITORIALISM, HUMAN POTENTIALS, DECISION-MAKING MONOPOLIES, GOVERNMENTS. But does man have them also, apart from the nesting, privacy and proximity instincts? Has he rather been captured, all too much, by territorialist ideologies, in the interests of the religious or political rulers? – Have we not yet had enough of the repressions and slaughters that ideologues of territorialism led us into? – Should we not rather apply here, also, the experiences we have had with religious tolerance and with consumer sovereignty? – Why should only political, economic and social systems be territorially monopolized and enforced? – And this in spite of all the bad experiences we had with them for thousands of years? Are fairness, tolerance and free individual choices between a great variety of sports activities only good in sports but not in politics? – All political, economic and social alternatives should be given their sporting chance as well, for their own volunteers. - J.Z., 10.7.86, 5.12.07, 10.2.09. - A POLITICAL ANIMAL ONLY? EXTERRITORIAL VOLUNTARISM VIA COMPULSORY TERRITORIALISM, PANARCHISM FOR HIS DIVERSITY

MAN: Man is in daily danger from man.” – Ancient Roman proverb. ( Ab home homini precirulum quotidianum. ) – Man is his own worst enemy, especially when he remains territorially intolerant and all too ignorant of or prejudiced against his own individual rights and liberties. – J.Z., 10.2.09.

MAN: Man is never as good and rarely as bad as one believes.” -  Hans Habe, Leben fuer den Journalismus, Band 2, Meilensteine, S.87.

MAN: Man is not a helpless monster by nature, but he becomes one when he discards ... his mind.” – Ayn Rand, in PLAYBOY interview.
MAN: Man is not God, he does not create himself, nor write the laws of his own being, but men do make themselves. And as they do so, they begin to discover who they are and what they may become. ‘That wonderful structure, Man,’ wrote Edmund Burke, ‘whose prerogative is to be in a great degree a creature of his own working, and who, when made as he ought to be made, is destined to hold no trivial place in the creation’.” – Rev. E. Opitz, quoted in Leonard E. Read: Who’s Listening? p.170.
MAN: Man is not made for defeat.” – Ernest Hemingway, The Old Man and the Sea, quoted in Seldes. - But has he as yet been given or established conditions which make it at least possible for all to succeed or fail in accordance with their own beliefs, convictions and actions, quite unhindered by customs, States, laws, majorities and institutions of others? – In the arts, in sports, in amusements, in reading or writing, gardening, fashions, travels, hobbies, crafts etc. he is already free to follow his own bend – but not when it comes to political, economic and social systems. Here he is still coerced, resisting, fighting, just like he did formerly ( and still in some countries ) when in comes to religious convictions and activities, a sphere which was pacified via religious liberty or religious tolerance. We still need the same freedom in the above-mentioned and very important three spheres, no monopolized by territorial governments. - J.Z., 24.12.07. – There can not only be one victory, with all the others being the defeated ones, but as many victories as there are human beings, as long as the victory is that of an individual over his own older self, by having taken one further step towards self-improvement. MAN: Man is the cruelest enemy of man.” – J. G. Fichte, Die Bestimmung des Menschen, XII, 1800. – Hardly, as long as he is free to secede from the State, as Fichte proposed that he should be, in his work on the French Revolution, only 7 years earlier. Then e.g. the fools and the wise men could opt out and form their own communities, doing their own things only for or to themselves. And those they left behind would be left to their own prior devices or laws or to the various other ones that they would collectively select for themselves. Why, under that kind of free choice should they persist in being enemies to others and cruel and intolerant towards each other? Under such options the cruel and intolerant people might soon find themselves alone among themselves, with no more involuntary victims for them and all the others strongly federated against them. - - One of the greatest cruelties is to force them into and keep them in territorial associations, which resemble rather concentration camps, forced labor camps and in some respect extermination camps, which tends to maximize dissent and opposition, when any opportunities for them remain. Such cruelty certainly increases discontent and does not represent general consent or approval. The old parable of the Bed of Procrustes is a good analogy for the nonsense of territorially enforced equality or egalitarianism. All are forced to adapt to the only size of bed offered to them by the great leader Procrustes, even if he has to make them fit the bed by chopping off their heads or their legs. – J.Z., 10.7.86, 5.12.07. - HUMAN NATURE, INDIVIDUAL SECESSIONISM & PANARCHISM, DIS.

MAN: Man is the only animal that can remain on friendly terms with the victims he intends to eat until he eats them.” - Samuel Butler – ANIMALS, DIS. – Usually, man does not eat his pets and does not make pets out of the animals that he eats. – And e.g. old horses are largely used as meat for other animals, pets of man. - J.Z., 8.8.08. – DIS. VEGETARIANISM

MAN: Man is the only animal that laughs and weeps; for he is the only animal that is struck by the difference between what things are and what they might have been.” - William Hazlitt

MAN: Man is the sole animal whose nudity offend his companions, and the only one who, in his natural actions, withdraws and hides himself from his own kind.” – Montaigne, Apology for Raimond de Sebonde, Essays, 1580-88, tr. Charles Cotton and W.C. Hazlitt. – Children have to become artificially conditioned against nudity. Only incitement by mob action or political propaganda, whether to lunch, to equalize, to wreak vengeance, or to war on another, induce man to set aside that state of peacefulness toward other men to which he has evolved, as an individual.” – Charles R. MAN: Man makes himself.” – The title of a book b y V. Gordon Childe and also is concluding sentence on p.188. – It is a story of man’s progress through the ages, alas, written from a statist and Marxist point of view. – J.Z., 17.9.07. - MAN MAKES HIMSELF

MAN: Man makes religion, religion does not make man.” – Karl Marx. – It rather distorts and contorts him. –. – The above is one of the very few sensible remarks by Karl Marx that I have found. – J.Z., 14.12.07. - & RELIGION
MAN: Man might come closer to atheism than faith in God if he considered himself not as a proud child of a benevolent God but merely as the educational toy made by Gods for the children of Gods. – J.Z., 9.9.90. & GOD, ATHEISM, CREATOR, PLAYTHINGS, TOYS

MAN: Man must have a vision and a dream not ignorance and illusion. Man must have inspiration, not desperation. Man desires justice not injustice. Man desires freedom not slavery. Man desires the right not the wrong. Man desires virtue not vice.” – Zarlenga, The Orator, p.109. – If only that were quite true for all or most men. – However, all of them should be given the chance, individually, to choose for themselves or to establish communities and societies that correspond to such ideals and even to any other ideals that they hold, always only at their own risk and expense, i.e. without any territorial monopoly and power over peaceful dissenters and non-members. – J.Z., 6.12.07. 

MAN: Man must make his own decisions.” – Louis L’Amour, Education of a Wandering Man, p.189. – And he must become free to do so, in every sphere. – J.Z., 13.9.07. - DECISION-MAKING

MAN: Man never mounts higher than when he knows not where he is going." - Oliver Cromwell – Rightful war aims are certainly not realized in this way. MAN: Man, the animal that can improve itself.” – Kant. ( Mensch: das Tier, das sich vervollkomnen kann. ) - A SELF-IMPROVING ANIMAL

MAN: Man’s weaknesses are often necessary to the purposes of life.” – Maurice Maeterlinck, Joyzelle, Act ii. – Only some of his weaknesses. (*) The others do usually make a mess out of his life. And if he hasn’t got any or many, then the weaknesses of the rest of men, will still tend to make a mess out of his life. – J.Z., 14.12.07. – (*) E.g. his “weakness” towards the supposedly “weaker” sex. – J.Z., 9.2.09. - & HIS WEAKNESSES

Men are not uniform robot types but all are different. Thus no judgment applies to all of them, except some biological and zoological ones. MAN: Men will be on their backs, talking about the fall of man, and never make an effort to get up.” – Henry David Thoreau, quoted in ANALOG 11/97. - PESSIMISTS, CRITICS, DOOMSDAY PROPHETS

MAN: Men’s actions are many rooted, like tree, and, like trees, many branched.” – Salvador de Madariaga, Christopher Columbus. – Are we authorized by them to cut their roots and clip their branches and form them into shapes and behaviors that please us rather than them? May we treat people like mere trees that belong to us or deal with them only as purposes in themselves? – J.Z., 14.12.07. - MOTIVES, ACTIONS, REASONS, BELIEFS, PEOPLE AS PROPERTY, SUBJECTS

MAN: Merlyn only replied: “Even the Greek definition anthropos, He Who Looks Up, is inaccurate. Man seldom looks above his own height after adolescence.” - T. H. White, The Book of Merlyn, 39. – Compare Kant’s remark about the moral law within us and the starry sky above. – Who bothered to look up or tried to formulate the best wordings of sound principles, individual rights and liberties, combined them in a declaration and abided by them as far as he could in practice? – J.Z., 10.2.09.

MAN: Mises also points out that man is the only animal who has a highly individualized scale of values and system of goals.” - W. H. Peterson, THE FREEMAN, 2/1975, “The Organization … “ - VALUES, GOALS
MAN: Most human beings, though in varying degrees, desire to control, not only their own lives but also the lives of others.” - Bertrand Russell, Freedom and Government. - POWER & CONTROL OVER OTHERS

MAN: Most humans are and remain unfulfilled potentials. – It requires quite free societies and free individual choice among them to let them reach their potential and this not only in the sphere of bread-earning jobs. Panarchies in their varieties and general form or framework constitute some of the best opportunities for continuous adult self-education and self-development. - J.Z., 12/86 & 1.7.92, 6.12.07. – I continue to attempt to improve various statements and can only hope that others will continue with such labors to approach truths as accurately and concisely as we can, between us. – J.Z., 6.12.07. - HUMAN NATURE, POTENTIAL, MATURITY, PANARCHISM

MAN: Most people are a curious mixture of some sense and much nonsense. – J.Z., 21.8.95. – Do they have as yet sufficiently good and helpful reference works to enlighten themselves? Obviously, all those dealings with freedom, rights and peace, are not yet good enough. – J.Z., 24.12.07. - PEOPLE, MINDS, PREJUDICES

MAN: Most people are merely reactive machines.” – From a peace talk heard on 20.11.86. – If they were, why did that someone bother to give a peace talk? – J.Z., 10.2.09. - Compare: “Act, don’t merely react!” – However, outside a narrow privacy sphere, how much freedom to act and experiment are we left with and thus accustomed to? – Action without freedom of action? How does one act to achieve sufficient freedom of action? How many authorities and laws try to direct our behavior and to condition us to obey rather than resist and act freely? They do so not only in schools and universities and in the armed forces but throughout our adult lives, e.g. as tax payers. How does one act, unarmed, unorganized and untrained, towards armed, organized and trained aggressors, be they the own government or the forces of foreign governments? Or against an attack with ABC mass murder devices? As Goethe once said: “There is no more terrible sight to behold than ignorance in action.” – Has the science of truly liberating revolutions and of truly defensive actions been sufficiently developed as yet? Have people learnt to know and to appreciate all their individual rights and liberties? Has at least sufficient interest been shown for such programs and declarations? Who has a really effective peace action program to offer? Or a really effective libertarian liberation or revolution program? How does one act quite effectively against wars, taxes, inflation and mass unemployment? – Without sufficient freedom, opportunities and a sensible program too few actions are possible still. – Think of the masses of civilians, mostly Jews, herded by Nazis into extermination camps and some even forced to clean out the gas chambers and burn the bodies. Think of the victims of other genocide attempts, the starvation of many prisoners of war, often opponents of the regimes they were forced to fight for. – What freedom of action had they left? – What freedom of action was left to the civilian victims of area bombing? – What freedom of action is left to a conscript or tax payer? What freedom of action is left to interned illegal immigrants? – What freedom of action have we left under millions of laws, while individual and group secessions and exterritorially autonomous communities of volunteers are still not permitted and not even sufficiently discussed as an alternative to territorial authoritarianism? – Admittedly, some actions are still free and possible. E.g., to combine all freedom writings and ideas and platforms and their discussions on one or a few disks, affordable or reachable by almost everybody in still somewhat free countries. – But even for this project not enough interested people could be found be me, so far. – All the possible, proposed or already somewhat tackled projects are not even listed together, inviting participation by others. – The mere advice: Act! – does indicate a lot of ignorance, stupidity and prejudice, almost as much as the advice: pray! - J.Z., 5.12.07. - ACTIONS VS. MERE REACTIONS. Q., DIS.

MAN: Never use a slide rule to (*) human beings. … You’re a long way from home here, and you’re trespassing.” – Robin Cook, A State of Denmark, p.147. – (*) on? Upon? – J.Z. - CENTRAL PLANNING & DIRECTION, INTERVENTIONISM, HUMAN ENGINEERING, SOCIAL ENGINEERING, MANAGING MEN
MAN: No man is an island entire of itself ... any man's death diminishes me because I am involved in mankind; and therefore never send to know for whom the bell tolls; it tolls for thee.” - John Donne – LIVE EXTENSION, IMMORTALITY RESEARCH, DEATH, HEALTH, MANKIND, MURDER, MASS MURDER PREPARATIONS, ATROCITIES, MORTALITY

MAN: No man is free who depends on his government for his sustenance, job, home, or hope.” - John Perkins - DEPENDENCY, FREEDOM, STATISM, GOVERNMENTS

MAN: No man is free who is not a master of himself.” - Epictetus. - SELF-CONTROL, SELF-MASTERY, SELF-DISCIPLINE, FREEDOM

MAN: No man is good enough to be another man’s master.” – George Bernard Shaw, Major Barbara, 1905, 5. – MASTERS & SLAVES, RULERS & SUBJECTS, INSTEAD OF FREE MEN, EMPLOYER-EMPLOYEE RELATIONSHIP, GENUINE SELF-GOVERNMENT & SELF-MANAGEMENT
MAN: No man is good enough to govern another man without that other’s consent.” – Abraham Lincoln, Speech at Peoria, Ill, Oct. 16, 1854. – However, even he did not govern with unanimous consent, i.e., had only voluntary subjects. If he had claimed no more than that, then the Civil War could have been avoided. More and more other subjects would have followed that shiny example and set up genuinely self-governing and voluntary communities. Alas, instead, he strengthened and perpetuated the territorial powers of the federal government, i.e. his own political position, at the price of about half a million lives of fellow-Americans. The abolition of slavery came in only late and incomplete, in the Civil War, as an afterthought – when he thought it to be politically convenient for him. – J.Z., 9.12.07. - CONSENT & SELF-GOVERNMENT

MAN: No man is great enough or wise enough for any of us to surrender our destiny to. The only way in which anyone can lead us is to restore our belief in our own guidance.” – Henry Miller (1891-1980), The Wisdom of the Heart, 1941. - NO ONE IS GREAT ENOUGH TO SURRENDER OUR LIBERTIES TO HIM, LEADERSHIP IS MORE OFTEN MISLEADING THAN LEADING, SELF-GUIDANCE, SELF-DETERMINATION, SELF-GOVERNMENT, SELF-MANAGEMENT RULERS, PRESIDENTS, PRIME MINISTERS
MAN: No man is the property of another except of his own accord.” – Willi Heilman in “I fought you from the skies”, Award Books, N.Y., 1966, first printed 1951, Verlag Lothar Leberecht, Stuttgart, p.124. – But he, as well as the British pilots, fought only a collectivist territorial enemy, held collectively responsible, babies and women included, for the deeds of their territorial governments. As moral beings they would have fought primarily the enemy regime’s top decision-makers and their military potential, not their civilian subjects or, indiscriminately, all of their conscripts. – Even for this great mutual slaughter there were no quite rightful war aims on either side. As if governments needed no genuine excuse for any mass murderous action – against people who are mostly victims rather than supporters of a regime. – J.Z., 10.2.09. - NOT PROPERTY, SELF-OWNERSHIP, VOLUNTARISM, COLLECTIVE RESPONSIBILITY, WAR AIMS, INDISCRIMINATE WARFARE AGAINST NON-COMBATANTS, AIR RAIDS
MAN: No man is wholly free. He is a slave to wealth, or to fortune, or the laws, or the people restrain him from acting according to his will alone.” - Euripides (485-406 B.C.), Hecuba (c. 425 B.C.). - FREEDOM, LAWS

MAN: Nobody can give you freedom. Nobody can give you equality or justice or anything. If you're a man, you take it.” –Malcolm X, Malcolm X Speaks, 1965, p.9. - That is often easier said than done. The rightful and rational steps towards liberation have not yet been combined in an attractive program. Single-handedly one can only do so much and not effectively resist millions of laws and dozens of establishment institutions, especially as long as one is not free to opt out from under them. – Engaging in a revolution is not very easy, especially if one does not have a good enough program for it. – Individual self-liberation can go only so far, without any social support from others, who likewise do appreciate freedom, justice and peace. – I have still to find any people seriously interested e.g. in a libertarian revolution, militia and liberation program and an improved code of individual rights and liberties. Traditionally, the nomadic Eskimos of the American Arctic cooperatively shared food and shelter among the members of the clan and settled disputes without resorting to violence. The Tangu people of New Guinea shared food equally among tribal members and engaged in games in which the object was to end in a draw. The Semai farmers of Malaya avoid violence of every kind. Historically, many nomadic tribes that survived by hunting or gathering natural vegetation were not competitive with one another, nor were they defensive of territory. Although the world was eventually dominated by the more aggressive, competitive, and territorial peoples, the existence of tribes and individuals who were not and are not aggressive and competitive leads us to question the belief that these characteristics are a part of human nature. At least we cannot accept, on the evidence, that aggressiveness and competitiveness are universal or essential aspects of human nature.” - Dr. Laurence J. This enormous investment has produced little measurable return … No one has established a consistent, direct correlation between the amount or type of a leader’s training and the performance of the group he leads.” – Fiedler recently studied 171 post office managers and supervisors. Some had had years of training; some had had none. There was no difference in their performance. Management cannot be a science. It cannot be taught. People are not, essentially, manageable. MANAGEMENT: … They reveal the elemental error of management: management must exclude and ignore the very human qualities a society needs to stay alive. Because these qualities are not subject to precise and permanent definition, they are beyond management. People who work for businesses aren’t treated the way businessmen themselves instinctively want to be treated. They are told when to come to work, and often what to wear. MANAGEMENT: Businessmen, like all of us, tend to get confused about the problem management exists to solve. It seems to me that one of the most marvelous devices ever conceived for the constructive coordination of human energy is the taximeter. … And this incomprehensibly complex system is not managed. It managed itself. And the device that makes this automatically possible is the taximeter. The fleet owner gives the driver one simple instruction: to come back with $ 60 or more on his “clock”. MANAGEMENT: Hierarchical management inevitably mismanages most of the human resources that it commands in production and exchange – because it cannot rightly and efficiently replace their self-management and self-responsibility options. – J.Z., 23.10.93, 3.12.07. - HIERARCHICAL MANAGEMENT OR PRODUCTIVE COOPERATIVES & OTHER SELF-MANAGEMENT FIRMS?

MANAGEMENT: I have not been given mankind to manage it.” – Leonard E. Read, Deeper Than You Think, p.162/63. – Nobody has been given mankind or any non-consenting part of it to manage. – J.Z., n.d. - SELF-APPOINTED MANAGERS, MANKIND, RULERS, DICTOCRATS, USURPERS, POWER ADDICTS
MANAGEMENT: If nature were “managed”, … The multiple groping necessary for growth would have been shut off.” - Richard Cornuelle, Demanaging America, p.79.
MANAGEMENT: In government as in business most hierarchical management amounts to mismanagement, compared with the alternative of genuine self-government and self-management that could and should be achieved for free men and women. – J.Z., 31.5.99, 4.12.07. - MANAGEMENT IN GOVERNMENT OR BUSINESS VS. SELF-MANAGEMENT, IMPOSED VS. SELF-SELECTED HIERARCHIES, IF ANY AT ALL

MANAGEMENT: Management can survive only if people submit to it. And more and more people, as they develop a sharper sense of their full human potential, are saying in one way or another that they will not take their places in line anymore, that they will not be housebroken, that they will not be treated like furniture. – A new kind of society is displacing the old. Unofficially, outside the political process, America is de-managing itself.” - Richard Cornuelle, Demanaging America, p.141. – Beginning with individual secessionism, it would also demanage itself politically. MANAGEMENT: The nation is misusing its institutions in much the same way that managed organizations are misusing people: an authoritarian office manager acts on the basis of demeaning, irrational prejudices about the people he tries to manage, and thus he assigns elaborate procedures to them, instead of prescribing results.” - Richard Cornuelle, Demanaging America, chapter 13. – On the other hand, prescribed work quotas can also be over-taxing and dehumanizing and lead to lack of quality work. Production lines can be pushed too fast, leading to accidents and more waste. Piece work rates can be set too low. MANDATE: No politicians has a mandate from those who did not vote for him or for his party, who did not vote or not validly or who even voted against him and his party. MANDATE: Politicians are loath to concede, whenever they have lost their majority mandate, that they never possessed that of most minorities and that, in practice, they represent mainly special interests and privileges that conflict with the rights, liberties and interests of all others. Only Panarchies would possess a mandate - from all of their voluntary members. They would not rule over any radical dissenters, since these would opt out. But they would continue to rule or control aggressors, totalitarians, criminals against their members. - J.Z. 15.7.89, 10.10.89.

MANDATE: Politicians still quite wrongly assume that majority approval gives them also the authority to rule over the peaceful and dissenting various minorities and that the vain attempts of minorities to participate in elections and influence them in their favor would constitute consent to whatever the victorious party has in mind for them. Elected officials never possessed a proper mandate from all those, who did not vote from them or abstained from an election or voted only informally. In practice they represent at most the majority and beyond that mainly special interest groups, whose special claims and officially granted privileges conflict with the rights and liberties of all others. MANHOOD: Society everywhere is a conspiracy against the manhood of every one of its members.” – Ralph Waldo Emerson. – Society, perceived as a voluntary association, is not. The territorial State, as a coercive monopolist is. – J.Z., 4.6.82, 14.12.07. At most what he said is true for territorial States. It is not quite true or even false for communities of volunteers, all doing only the kind of things for or to themselves that they had all agreed upon. – I rather hold with Bastiat: Society IS Exchange. – - But then Emerson did not mean, most likely, the free market society or exterritorially autonomous communities of volunteers under their own personal laws, from which dissatisfied individuals could freely secede. – J.Z., 14.12.07. - STATISM, GOVERNMENT, INDEPENDENCE, CONSPIRACY

MANIPULATION: An organization works badly if it is managed by manipulation because it under-uses and misuses people. MANIPULATION: Our contemporary obsession is alchemy’s cousin – the belief that society can be made more perfect – in fact, transformed – by manipulation. MANKIND: While I oppose all artificial barriers between the peoples of this and any otherworld and the various territorial domination systems over minorities, I do not favor any compulsory unification of mankind or “nation-States” under a single territorial system, but, instead, the abolition of all borders or frontiers and of all territorial monopolies. Then likeminded people should be quite free to associate within and across all former borders, on the basis of personal laws or voluntary societies and communities, including statist ones, also free to federate alike communities as much as they like, but all individuals should remain free to opt out of all of them and to maintain only free market and free contract relationships with all others prepared to deal with them. People are too different to be united by more than e.g. common human rights and liberties, to the extent that they want to make use of them, transport and communication and trading options, their own kinds of preferred exchange media, value standards, credit and finance system, etc. This implies also freedom for all to subscribe to various package deals for like-minded people, including all former government services, to the extent that they still like them for themselves and always only at the own expense and risk and for their own benefit and that of their dependents, as e.g. their insurance contracts are. Freedom and tolerance for diversity, rather than any enforced or even world-wide unification. We are not just one single big and happy human family. There is much conflict remaining even in the nuclear families and in the extended families. No world state, or world federation or world community could satisfy all kinds of people. One should not even try. But one should break down all artificial barriers, all compulsory discrimination, all compulsory segregation or integration and let all people choose their own friends and allies, as well as their own ideological enemies, as long as they do not engage in physical fights with them in other than sports arenas. – J.Z., n.d. and 30.10.07. - FAMILY OF MAN, UNIFICATION OF MANKIND? DIS.

MANNERS: Stand by your rights, but always remember your manners.” – Charles R. Estes, THE VOLUNTARYIST, Feb. 95. - POLITENESS, GENTLEMEN, LADIES, BEHAVIOR

MANUFACTURERS … the manufacturer … after all, is nothing but some sort of broker between the workers and the public.” – Erik von Kuehnelt-Leddin, THE FREEMAN, 11/72. - CAPITALISTS, PRODUCERS, ENTREPRENEURS, BUSINESSMEN:
MAPS: Map is not territory', but a map is an objective reality." - John W. Campbell, Jr., Letters, I/149. - We have so far mapped political options only via territorial maps and hardly know how to graphically represent panarchies. Should we try to do so via a multiple of individual colour dots of different colors and shades, here and there somewhat concentrated? All over, they would merely give the impression of a mixture of whites and grays, I believe, i.e., they would not represent the real situation unless they are on a scale where individual colour dots, representing the affiliation of every individual, become clearly visible. - J.Z., 7.3.89, 31.3.89. - MAPPING OR ILLUSTRATING ALTERNATIVE INSTITUTIONS, ESPECIALLY EXTERRITORIAL ONES

MAPS: Maps that show only national territories, States and their borders and geographical features are rather deceptive and misleading. They do not show the real variety and diversity of man in such areas, his desires and aspirations and possible and desired associations with others within and across such borders. Moreover, they help to maintain the spleens and false assumptions of national, ethnical, religious and ideological uniformity and with them help to maintain the targets for mass murder devices. To most people their free and voluntary associations with relatives, friends or like-minded people matter much more than territorial borders do. Territorial governments are impositions rather than free choices for their victims. If the majority loved high taxes and powerful politicians for itself, who could prevent it from imposing them upon itself. But dissenting minorities should also be free to select their ideals for themselves. – To each his own! - J.Z., 10.7.86, 5.12.07. – Flying over vast territories is rather enlightening. Borders are rarely noticed from the air. Often one does not even notice over which country one is flying, for the time being. They are not colored differently as they are on the political maps. And before WW I one could mostly quite freely and without pass port and also cheaply enough travel from one to the other and stay in other countries, as long as one wanted to, self-supportingly, through work or savings. Now even tourism is restricted at least by passports, although it s already the world’s largest industry. MARCHING: By putting the legs into gear you do not necessarily put the brain into gear. – Generally, marching is an indication of helplessness and lack of better ideas and methods. – J.Z., 12.1.91. – It is not a self-help action of free men but rather an appeal or petition of subjects to those in authority: Help us! – or “Don’t do this to us!” - J.Z., 8.12.07.

MARCHING: Could more marching stop war? People march more during war time than they do in peace time. Has that ever prevented or ended wars? Unless they refused to fight and simply marched home. - Could silent marching help? Keeping silent about peace topics is one of the most wide-spread current vices! – J.Z., 5.8.83, 6.12.07.

MARCHING: He who joyfully marches to music in rank and file has already earned my contempt. He has been given a large brain by mistake, science [since] for him the spinal cord would fully suffice. This disgrace to civilization should be done away with at once. MARCHING: I’d rather talk than walk in order to find or spread solutions to the problems of our times. One cannot approach the solutions through walking rather than thinking. One can only walk away ( emigrate ) from some problems, if free to so, to other countries without the particular problem one wants to get away from – but, usually, still with all too many problems of their own, created by their own kind of territorial system. The marchers pretend or really believe that they already know all there is to be known about a solution. They ought to begin walking in their minds before these become too petrified, rather than marching in the streets. Marching exercises their legs and lungs rather than their brains. Marching is a mindless exercise that neither educates the marchers nor their observers. Most of the slogans they carry, shout or sing, are also misleading them and others rather than enlightening anyone sufficiently. – J.Z., 23.4.83, 15.12.07.

MARCHING: The more their legs march the less their minds think. –Marchers mobilize their legs and set their minds at rest. – Both “actions” are useless. - J.Z., 6.12.07.

MARCHING: The senseless marching of soldiers and peaceniks ought to stop, to give them time and energy for contemplation rather than further such senseless “actions”. – J.Z., 29.4.84, 6.12.07.

MARCHING: There are already enough marching morons in the world. I don’t want to add to them. I rather hold with thinking, articulation, persuasion, writing and publishing attempts for people who are sufficiently moral and rational. – J.Z., 20.4.84.

MARCHING: While marching for peace is somewhat more sensible than marching for war, it still shows people as subjects and victims of the warfare State rather than as self-determining people, as informed, free, people, willing and able to decide their own fate. – 6.10.93. – Since the war mongers have armed forces on their side, the peace lovers should also arm, organize and train themselves in rightful ways to overcome the war-mongers, preferably, e.g. by getting their conscripts on the side of the peace lovers and offering their mercenaries and professionals better and less dangerous jobs. – But mere arguments and pleading will help the freedom lovers as little as would peaceful protest marches or prayers or even mass petitions. - J.Z., 3.12.07. – The latter, mass petitions, however, have at least some influence even upon powerful men – as opinion polls. – J.Z., 24.12.07.

MARKET ECONOMY: My argument stands like a tripod on the three legs of politics, economics and ethics. First, if we prefer individual freedom to coercion, we have no choice but to accept the competitive market economy as providing fullest scope for its political expression. Secondly, the market system also provides the most efficient solution to the economic problem of making the best use of scarce resources in the creation of wealth.” – Ralph Harris, The End of Government … ? - - Alas, he did not stand up for a free market for political, economic and social systems, under personal laws and exterritorial autonomy for voluntary communities, all freely chosen by individuals for themselves. Free enterprise, free exchange, free trade, free contracts, free choice, consumer sovereignty, freedom of action, free experimentation, tolerance and free competition even for them, even if individual rights and liberties are not their main concern for their internal affairs. – Just like most other libertarians and anarchists so far. – J.Z., 8.12.07. MARKET: … a free market in laws and courts.” – Eric Mack, REASON, 3/74. – And for whole free societies, communities and competing governments, offering whole package deals, of great variety and extent, all only to volunteers and under their own personal laws and full exterritorial autonomy. -  J.Z., 16.12.07. – PANARCHISM
MARKET: … a free market system functions to make not only the rich capitalist richer but the poor worker less poor as well.” – William P. Field Jr., THE MERCURY, Sept./Oct. 80. - DIS.
MARKET: … a respect for the omni-competence of the free market place …” – W. F. Buckley, Up from Liberalism, p.193. – If the present and still all too limited or incomplete market were really so competent, then it would have sufficiently marketed all sound freedom peace and justice ideas. Childs, Jr., Liberty Against Power, Fox & Wilkes, San Francisco, 1994, p.151. - MARKET PROTECTION AGENCIES, PANARCHISM, POLYARCHISM, VS. TERRITORIAL GOVERNMENT MONOPOLIES

MARKET: … market rights are also human rights, … market rights, too, are legitimate human concerns.” - Richard B. McKenzie, Bound to Be Free, Hoover Institute Press, 1982, p.146. - MARKETS, ECONOMIC RIGHTS & HUMAN RIGHTS

MARKET: … markets make it possible for us to retain our individuality.” - Richard B. McKenzie, Bound to Be Free, Hoover Institute Press, 1982, p.63. - Therefore: free markets for the provision and purchase of all public services, even those presently monopolized by territorial governments. – J.Z., 6.7.07. - MARKETS & INDIVIDUALITY, PANARCHISM

MARKET: … powers are better matched in the market place and we don’t have to have this big State. …” - REASON interview, REASON 8/76, p. 18. – Powers, except for purchasing power and self-help options do not really exist in a quite free market. MARKET: … the economic nerve-centre wherein a multiplicity of desires are unified in the one-common desire to save effort.” – Henry George, quoted by H. G. Special market services have to be established for such efforts, be it cancer research, general health information, monetary freedom, human rights declaration, slogans for liberty collections, etc., They all could be combined in a general Ideas Archive and Talent and Genius centre, a registry and information centre, connected with xyz groups for the utilization of these “treasures”. – J.Z., 15.12.07. - IDEAS ARCHIVE, RESEARCH, NEW IDEAS & TALENTS
 MARKET: … the free market, in which consumers register their choices by buying or refusing to buy, is the only satisfactory way of giving people the products they really want. MARKET: A really free market ( by releasing everybody’s creative energies ) is almost all-seeing, all-knowing, omnipresent and positively active everywhere. MARKET: All societies use all three principles – commands, unenforced good behaviour and the market. MARKET: An easier marketing or sale of goods and services, including labor services, is achievable via the issue of purchasing and clearing vouchers based upon these goods and services, provided this issue is undertaken by the owners of these goods and services themselves or by the associations they establish and use for this purpose. They should use for this convenient money denominations and sound value standards and full publicity for their issues, whose acceptance should be optional in general circulation and whose ratings should also be left to the free market, especially the local one. To be able to issue them, again and again, and get them accepted by many of their -potential customers, the issuers would have to keep them at par with their nominal values or close enough to the par value most of the time. Then, to the extent that they could issue these notes and seeing that their potential customers would have no other use for these notes, they would have assured themselves with corresponding sales. In essence, the notes would circulate only as long as needed to get into the hands of a consumer who wants to pay with them for his daily consumption requirements. That kind of demand for means of payment is vast and can probably keep a circulation at par that corresponds not only to the daily consumption but to the consumption of the next month to 3 months, if the experience with real bills and with tax foundation money is any guide. The daily rating of private exchange media against their value standards would be a better indicator. They can be readily issued as long as they are accepted at par. Once they are accepted only below par then, in the own interest, the issuers will stop further issues until the par is restored. They do not want to suffer a loss and do want to stay in the note issuing business. Moreover, they want to be able to settle their balances with other note issuers. On the other side, acceptance of notes will become greatly reduced when notes fall below par. ( Among all who do not have to pay due debts to the issuer or who want to immediately buy goods or services from him. ) When they want to receive a CURRENCY then people are not satisfied with receiving something that is NOT current at par in general circulation but merely acceptable at par by the issuer, whose goods and services they might not want or need at present. Only some debtors of the issuer would then still be prepared to accept or obliged to accept the notes at par. - No issuer would have to assure convertibility of his notes into rare metals, unless he had obliged himself to make this additional effort. His competitors would not have this additional capital costs and could thus undercut his prices. - Such alternative means of exchange and value standards - to keep the economy, businesses and jobs going and integrate millions of unemployed into the economy, could be rightfully and efficiently supplied very fast, especially when and while governments are quite obviously unable to supply enough or sound enough exchange media and value standards - a situation which has often catastrophic consequences. - There is no moral obligation to respect the forced currency and the monopoly of the central bank. And under certain conditions they will not or cannot be enforced. These situations should be utilized for a monetary and quite peaceful and beneficial revolution and one should sufficiently prepare oneself for such opportunities. - J.Z., 20.9.91, 27.4.97, 11.2.09. - MARKETING OR DISTRIBUTION OF CONSUMER GOODS & SERVICES VIA MONETARY FREEDOM:

MARKET: Any person who acts coercively to thwart the free market bites the hand that feeds.” – Leonard E. Read, Castles in the Air. – Summary of chapter 18.
MARKET: Any person who is a party to any infringement of the free and unfettered market is biting the hand that feeds. There are no exceptions. A few samples: …” - Leonard E. MARKET: Further, the surest guaranty of political and personal freedom has been the free market – or what was almost a free market – and it currently appears that this guaranty will cease to exist in the years to come.” - The Incredible Bread Machine, p.119.
MARKET: Given a society of freely choosing individuals, the market is that which exists as a consequence – it is a mechanism that is otherwise non-definitive. It is the procession of economic events that occur when authoritarianism – political or otherwise – is absent. - - While private enterprise is often practiced in a manner consonant with free market principles, the two terms are not synonymous. Piracy is an enterprise and also private. Many businesses when in league with unions, for instance – willingly or not – feature elements of coercion and thus are not examples of the free market at work.” - Leonard E. Read, Let Freedom Reign, p.70.

MARKET: Government should not be allowed to change the natural flow of forces in the market place.” – Quoted in PROGRESS, Melbourne, July 75, p.7.

MARKET: Governments cannot efficiently establish, maintain and protect free markets. They cannot even cope with smugglers of drugs, with illegal gambling and crimes with involuntary victims. But they can disturb and diminish or outlaw certain free markets. MARKET: Hayek suggests that we call the market order a ‘catallaxy’, from the Greek verb meaning non only ‘to exchange’ but “to welcome into the community’ and ‘to change from enemy into friend’.” - David Boaz, ed., The Libertarian Reader, The Free Press, 1997, p.251. MARKET: He argues that the market as a technical device for registering consumer preferences and apportioning scarce resources to satisfy them an be employed in a wide range of social and political circumstances and systems with private or socialized ownership of property.” – Unnamed editor of IEA publication, in introduction to Samuel Brittan, Participation Without Politics, 4.

MARKET: His denigration of consumer choice in markets is a prelude to claims by paternalistic technocrats to know what the consumer wants. The Galbraith approach ignores the distinction between the economic market, in which people receive what they pay for, and the political market, in which the politician decides what to give them.” – Source? Probably only a fragment. – J.Z. - MARKETS, POLITICAL VS. ECONOMIC, FREE CONSUMERS VS. VICTIMS OF MONOPOLISM, POLITICIANS, GALBRAITH, CONSUMER SOVEREIGNTY, HANDOUTS, GOVERNMENT SPENDING, BUDGETS

MARKET: How can so many people, daily seeing the free market, free exchanges, free contracts, private property and competition and numerous individual and group contracts, all based upon them, all around them, remain, nevertheless still unaware of how these things function and of the benefits they derive themselves from them, not understanding the rightfulness of these relationships and remain largely even antagonistic to them and expect them to produce the opposite of what they do indeed achieve, e.g. monopolies, high prices and poverty? They are living in something approaching paradise and imagine it to be a hell and want to get out of it and into a real hell of their own making or choice! How irrational, ignorant, non-comprehending, prejudiced or misled can one get and remain in the face of abundant facts and reasoning? – J.Z., 25.6.89, 5.12.07. - FREE MARKET, A MYSTERY ABOUT IT

MARKET: How come most people are more afraid of an unlimited market, i.e. their own consumer sovereignty and free enterprise and free trade options, than of an unlimited bureaucracy? – J.Z., 24.6.85, 15.12.07. - & BUREAUCRACY, STATISM, TERRITORIALISM, FEAR OF FREEDOM
MARKET: However much it may be distorted, controlled or suppressed, the market survives in one form or another, simple as in barter, complex as in forward exchanges, imperfect as in black or grey markets, distorted as in queues, administrative rationing, bribery and corruption. But, like a computer, the market cannot do better than the material fed into it.” - Ralph Harris & Arthur Seldon, Not from Benevolence, 15. – But some important free markets have to be born or established still and so far not sufficient interest has been shown for them. – J.Z., 15.12.07.
MARKET: Human freedom starts with the free market and stops with the controlled market. That’s necessarily the case since it is people who are controlled, not markets. That’s all any government is ever designed to do, i.e. to control people. And that’s the purpose of all laws. MARKET: I define the ideal freedom in a refined state as no man-concocted restraints against the release of creative energy. Here at FEE we refer to this ideal way of life as a freedom philosophy – its practice an aspiration. In the economic realm we call it the free market.” – Leonard E. Read, The Miracle of the Market, in Champions of Freedom, p.54.Merely self-destructive energies also belong into the sphere of freedom. – And the political sphere should also have its free market, for all kinds of public services and public service package deals, offered by societies and communities of volunteers, freely competing with what remains of territorial governments after all dissenters were free to secede from them, reducing them also to mere associations of volunteers. – J.Z., 16.12.07.

The free market demands of each of us the necessity of work, of developing skills, of offering goods and services which other persons will willingly exchange for their own products and talents. – Earl Zarbin, THE FREEMAN, 10/75. – (*) motives – J.Z.
MARKET: I have heard Mises, Friedman, Rogge, Wright, and Hayek stand before throngs of students and faculty members with the challenge for anyone to name a period in the world history in which the people enjoyed a high standard of living under any except a free market economy.” – Percy E. Gresham, THE FREEMAN, 6/73. – FREE MARKET, FREE ECONOMY, HISTORY, STANDARD OF LIVING
MARKET: I have suggested repeatedly that everyone should “participate in market-place processes to the utmost.” What I have suggested is that coercive processes be abandoned. I have urged my students to begin by becoming truly well informed and then to take action in the market place.” – Robert LeFevre, Libertarian Handbook, 1973. (*) – And work there for the government’s monopoly money? Under the limited options possible under that monopoly, even this kind of handbook appeared, to my knowledge, only in 1972 and 1973. And still most libertarians have not fully explored their monetary freedom options and the possibilities of a monetary revolution introducing full monetary freedom. – J.Z., 15.12.07. - - (*) That was a good idea and practice. MARKET: I know nothing about successful marketing except that it needs a general and fully free market as well as many special free markets and that so far neither of them have been completely established. Least of all are there good enough special markets a) for new ideas and talents, innovators, reformers and experimenters in the social sciences, b) for various experimental societies and communities of volunteers, c) for various public service package deals which they may offer to willing customers, d) for various alternative monetary systems, all without any monopoly claims and coercive features. – J.Z., 27.6.94, 4.12.07. - SUCCESSFUL MARKETING

MARKET: I must be honest. I like the free market. I really do like it. It’s elegant. It’s beautiful. It doesn’t need guns. But I’ve never seen it. ( I don’t think I ever will. ) and you must admit it’s unfashionable. Has been for years. The man in the street, of course, has been conned into thinking that the market is bad for him. And our State-rigged “market’ certainly is. But would a real free market be?” - Terry Arthur, 95 % Is Crap, 166.

MARKET: I now come to the difficult part, an attempt to explain how miraculous the free market could be if really trusted and adhered to. True, my visualization of the ideal rests on hypothesizing but not without a great deal of solid evidence. – Perhaps I should announce at the outset the central compelling fact, a truth that is almost unanimously overlooked; the market possesses a wisdom that does not exist, even remotely, in any discrete individual. MARKET: I prefer the market. – J.Z., 25.11.73. – I prefer the free market. – J.Z., 7.12.07.

MARKET: I started out looking at the free market in terms of its effectiveness, its “efficiency”, as an economist would say. I ended up looking at the free market as a moral device.” - P. J. O’Rourke, Eat the Rich, A Treatise on Economics, Picador, 1998, p.237. - FREE MARKET, EFFICIENCY & MORALITY

MARKET: If individuals are not free to buy and to sell on the market, they turn into slaves.” – Merilyn Giesekam, FREE ENTERPRISE, 8/74. – Almost the same could be said if they are only free to buy with and to sell for monopoly money, instead of with and for the monies of monetary freedom. – J.Z., 16.12.07. - FREE TRADE, FREE EXCHANGE VS. SLAVERY OR DEPENDENCY
MARKET: If men aren’t free to trade in any non-coercive way which their interests dictate, they aren’t free at all.” - The Market for Liberty. - [Linda and Morris Tannehill] - “Men who aren’t free, are, to some degree, slaves. Without freedom of the market, no other ‘freedom’ is meaningful For this reason, the conflict between freedom and slavery focuses on the free market and its only effective opponent – government.” – Jim Lewis, Liberty Reclaimed, p.26. - FREE MARKET & SLAVERY, FREE EXCHANGE

MARKET: If the market treats you “unfairly”, there’s not much you can do about it. If you can’t make a profit in your present trade, you change your occupation. You don’t petition to have the law of supply and demand set aside. Such impersonal “injustice” has no remedy. One might as well complain about the law of gravity. However, let the “injustice” come at the hands of an agency of the government such as the FPC and we have a whole new ballgame on our hands.” – John Semmens, THE FREEMAN, 9/78, 558/9.

MARKET: If you destroy a free market you create a black market. If you have ten thousand regulations you destroy all respect for the law.” – Winston Churchill, 1874 -1965.

MARKET: Important as the moral influences of the market place are, they have not been subjected to any real study. The immense proliferation of general education, of scientific progress, and of democracy are all coincidental in time and place with the emergence of the free enterprise system of organizing the market place. MARKET: In brief, the freedom philosophy or the free market is a way of life. But it differs from most philosophies in that it does not prescribe how any individual should live his life. It allows freedom for each to do as he pleases – life in accord with his own uniqueness as he sees it – so long as the rights of others are not infringed, which is to say, so long as no one does anything which, were everyone to do so, would bring all of us to grief or ruin. In short, this way of life commends no control external to the individual beyond those which a government limited to keeping the peace and invoking a common justice might impose.” - Leonard E. ( Claiming copyrights even to the writings of Paine, Madison, Tocqueville, Mill, etc.! – J.Z. ) - MARKETS & IGNORANCE

MARKET: In every case these fixities and rigidities – these closures of the market – wreak their hardship on consumers; and the poorer the person, the greater the hardship.” – Leonard E. Read, Who’s Listening? p.52. – Few only listened to him - other freedom lovers – as long as there is no genuine free market for freedom, peace and justice ideas. With his FOUNDATION FOR ECONOMIC EDUCATION (FEE), he could set up only a very incomplete free market for ideas and even now, with dozens of pro-freedom think tanks, there is still not a sufficient market for such ideas. They are still all too much mixed in with mud, like pearls in a swamp, like the few freedom books in public libraries. There exists not even a single complete freedom library as yet anywhere in the world, not even a complete bibliography or abstracts and review collection, far less a complete archive of and information centre for all freedom ideas. – J.Z., 15.12.07. - RESTRICTIONS, CONSUMERS & THE POOR
MARKET: In his view, the free market is the best device ever conceived for ordering human affairs, and he sees it everywhere threatened by the welfare state.” – Playboy interview with Milton Friedman, II/73. (11/73?)
MARKET: In many ways the market shows a truer compassion than the corporate state. To quote again: “The great advantage of the market is that it is able to use the strength of self-interest to offset the weakness and partiality of benevolence, so that those who are unknown, unattractive or unimportant, will have their wants served.” - Michael Fry, in The Scotsman on Not From Benevolence by Ralph Harris & Arthur Seldon.

MARKET: In modern Britain the IEA have consistently seen the market as a means of liberating the country from capricious and prejudiced official patronage.” – Michael Fry, in The Scotsman on Not From Benevolence by Ralph Harris & Arthur Seldon.

MARKET: In point of fact – while the free market is itself a mechanism neutral to values expressing men’s desires, whatever they may be – the free market theory rests on the tacit acceptance of a purely spiritual concept, namely: that man is endowed with the capacity of making choices, with free will. If it were not for this purely human trait, there would be no marketplace, and human life would be akin to that of the birds and the beasts.” – Frank Chodorov, Fugitive Essays, p.211: What Individualism Is Not.

MARKET: In the free and competitive market place, all voices can be heard. Each citizen arranges his own preferences, but not his neighbor’s. No one has his choices overridden by stronger political pressure groups.” – Arthur S. Mode, THE FREEMAN, 9/73.

MARKET: In the market for goods ’you pays your money and you takes your choice’.“ – Patrick M. Boarman, Money, Employment and the Political Process, p.9. - & INDIVIDUAL CHOICE
MARKET: Individual liberty grows proportional to the freedom of the market. – J.Z., 8.12.79. - & INDIVIDUAL LIBERTY
MARKET: Invisible hand vs. heavy hand? Much more could be said about the market as a moral institution which invites both producers and consumers to accept responsibility for their own actions.” - Ralph Harris, 1985: An Escape from Orwell’s 1984.
MARKET: It “pays attention only to how much people will pay. It is not interested in their accents, family origin, occupations, social connections, colour … political influence.” – Ralph Harris & Arthur Seldon, Not From Benevolence. - EGALITARIANISM OF THE MARKET
MARKET: It also means individual sovereignty instead of territorial sovereignty, voluntary State membership instead of involuntary citizenship and subjugation, the practice of all individual rights and liberties instead of merely those recognized by territorial governments. It also means exterritorial autonomy for communities of volunteers, under their own personal laws. It means free and peaceful competition between political, economic and social systems and their various experiments, all among volunteers only. It means freedom of contracts in all spheres not only those authorized by territorial governments. It means free consumer sovereignty towards all kinds of governmental or non-governmental services and institutions. – Without such extensions and consistent applications the “free” market is not complete and free. - J.Z., 15.12.07.
MARKET: It is a free market that makes monopolies impossible.” – Ayn Rand - VS. MONOPOLIES

MARKET: It is because the free market serves evil as well as good that many people think they can rid society of evil by slaying this faithful, amoral servant. This is comparable to destroying the sun because we don't like the shadows we cast or breaking the mirror so we don’t have to see the reflection of what we really are.” (*) - Leonard E. MARKET: It is in the marketplace that man’s peaceful ways are expressed. Here the individual voluntarily gives up possession of what he has in abundance to gain possession of what he lacks.” – Frank Chodorov, Fugitive Essays, p. 122. Alas, I have not found a free market for ideas as yet, not even one for freedom, peace and justice ideas – and no one else seems interested in helping to establish one or even sees the need for such a market. – J.Z., 15.12.07. – PEACE, FREE EXCHANGE
MARKET: It is ironic to listen to frequent statements that the free market institutions are heartless and literally would let people starve. The fact of the matter is that the capitalist nations of the world are feeding the socialist nations …” - Murray Weidenbaum, in REASON, 9/81. - DIS.
MARKET: It is not enough to passively wait for a special market to establish itself in a certain sphere. Sometimes, in some spheres and for some goods, services and especially for some kinds of ideas it has to be intentionally and carefully established and promoted, perhaps using new alternative media that are still not sufficiently utilized, at least not in such special markets. – Imagine how much could be done, very affordably and easily enough in wide division of labor among many libertarians of the world, if they collaboratively established a libertarian and electronic comprehensive encyclopedia, library, bibliography, abstracts and review compilation and many other special libertarian reference works to make their propaganda efforts much easier and more successful. This could be done much easier and cheaper on disks than on expensive and large websites. Such disks and their updates could also be a regular sales item among them. So far they have not even provided a common list for all their libertarian projects proposed or already begun, projects so large that further participants are needed for them. It should be possible to systematically mobilize enough all volunteers in their ranks, for all the special libertarian works in progress, all or most of them prepared to work for liberty even if unpaid for their input. I do not really understand people who expect to be paid for such labors, which should be largely labors of love. The only excuse that I can understand would be that they have no other way to earn a sufficient living. – Otherwise, should they rather refuse to work in their spare time e.g. for a project that might prevent nuclear war – unless they are “properly” paid for their labors? – Are freedom, peace and justice, that might be achieved with their help, only something that would benefit others and not themselves, their families and their friends? Are some labors not their own best rewards? - J.Z., 19.8.89, 5.12.07. – See: IDEAS ARCHIVE.

MARKET: It may not be within the capacity of most human beings to envision, appreciate and consciously promoted the market order in many spheres or even completely in one sphere. E.g., there are too many different jobs, special markets, goods, services and firms for that. I know nothing and probably will never know anything about the market in pork belly futures. Nobody fully understands the own society and State, far less all others. Even less could he come to fully know and understand all the diverse panarchies of the future or all the present ca.35,000 religions and sects in the world, all the registered patents or new mathematical theorems. ( See e.g. under MATHEMATICS, VARIETIES OF MATHEMATICAL KNOWLEDGE. See also my file “Pan Numbers”. ) However, once all the special markets are freely established and maintained and made sufficiently known, then everyone will at least be able to come to understand and to contribute somewhat, by his supply or demand, to one or a few of the special markets and thus promote progress as much as he could or even should. I consider e.g. full monetary and full financial freedom as two special markets not yet established. Another one is that for panarchies, or exterritorially autonomous communities. MARKET: Leave to the free market the production, distribution, and consumption of beverages – alcoholic or not – and all other peaceful trade in goods and services, without exception. This is lesson number one.” – Leonard E. Read, NOTES FROM FEE, 7/73.

MARKET: Left-leaning critics blame the open market (where? where?) for problems created by the massive federal-local political complex (here! there!).” – Lanny Friedlander, REASON article, In Defence of Advertising. - DIS.
MARKET: Let all free marketeers use all free market services and products among themselves, in their own communities and societies – and let all other volunteers of governmental anti-market services, products and institutions go to hell or ruin in their own preferred ways. That would demonstrate best the rightfulness, morality and efficiency of free markets. The stronger the contrast, the more effective the demonstration. – J.Z., 16.12.07. See Panarchism, Polyarchism.

MARKET: Market forces’ are not primeval powers beyond human reach; they are men and women buying and selling, changing their minds, spending and saving, giving and receiving in swaps or gifts. The market is no more than a vast signaling apparatus. No-one has to observe it; markets maximise choice: as employees people can prefer vocation, prospects, security or environment, to more cash. But those who ignore market signals cannot expect to be kept by those who respond and produce services wanted by others. There should be the same freedom to set up new political, economic and social institutions, quite autonomous ones but applying only exterritorially, to their volunteers, i.e. the same freedom as does already exist, in many countries, for the setting up of religious movements, enterprises and various other voluntary associations. - J.Z. 10 Oct. 89. – In this article he comes close not only to protective associations but also to PANARCHISM. – J.Z., 11.2.09.

MARKET: MARKETING FREEDOM: We understand free markets, but we don’t market freedom.” - Michael Cloud, Secrets of Libertarian Persuasion, The Advocates for Self-Government, 2004, info@TheAdvocates.org   www.TheAdvocates.org - p.234. – M. C. writes and speaks as if each of us has to be separately and individually an efficient salesman for freedom ideas and practices. But good individual salesmanship, valuable as it still is in many spheres, does not, on its own, constitute a good enough free market for freedom ideas, discoveries, inventions and methods. They need a special free market, one not provided by mass media, libertarian media or the advertisement options. An archive of all libertarian ideas and talents would be a good beginning, also a libertarian projects list, an encyclopedia of libertarian definitions, best refutations and best wordings ( for which M.C. provided very many good examples ), a libertarian electronic encyclopedia, a comprehensive libertarian electronic freedom library, best probably on a single HD, a libertarian bibliography, abstracts and review compilation, libertarian argument maps etc. All could be patiently compiled by ordinary libertarians, without the speaking and writings talents of M.C. Not everybody can be another M.C., although almost every libertarian could benefit from some of M.C.’s experience and advice. – J.Z., 30.9.07.

MARKET: Markets are never in complete "equilibrium" - the time preference and demand for products is continually changing. MARKET: Markets keep various societies sufficiently together and provide for order, justice, freedom and peace and not merely territorial, centralized and coercive manipulation by territorial governments, i.e., by a handful of people, mostly power addicts and all too human in their imperfections. – J.Z., 5.4.91, 3.12.07. – Compare Bastiat: “Society is exchange.” - MARKETS, SOCIETY, GOVERNMENTS, DISORDER

MARKET: Milton Friedman … writes that the fundamental difference between the political market and the economic market is that in the former there is very little relation between what you vote for and what you get; whereas in the latter you get what you vote for.” – Henry Meulen, THE INDIVIDUALIST, 12/76. – That is true for territorial politics, but not for the exterritorial autonomy choice for volunteers introduced by a free market also for communities of volunteers. Even of political “services” these volunteers would then get only those they really want for themselves and are willing to pay for, with whatever financing system they have agreed upon among themselves. – J.Z., 15.12.07.

MARKET: Most of the classical school, for example, accepted Says’s “law of markets”, which held that the sum of the values of all goods produced was necessarily equal to the sum of the values of all goods bought. Thus, the total cost ( including profit ) of each manufactured product went into someone’s pocket in the form of income, which would in turn (*) create the aggregate demand for the products being manufactured. Say’s law was expressed by the slogan “supply creates its own demand”. It was self-evident to the classical economists that all resources would be fully utilized and all incomes would be spent in one form or another.” – Joseph F. Except for taxes the monopoly money has insufficient reflux and, thereby, insufficient restraints upon its issues, and insufficient guaranty for its reflux to the issuer, a situation worsened by legal tender laws for it. – (*) but when? – J.Z. MARKET: On any free market every transaction is a movement of goods or services from people who place a lower value on them to people who place a higher value on them. Both parties expect to gain from every voluntary exchange.” – Duncan Yuille, Workers Party NSW Bulletin, Oct. 76.
MARKET: On the free market, every man gains; one man’s gain, in fact, is precisely the consequence of his bringing about the gain of others.” – Murray N. Rothbard, Power and Market, p.192. - FREE MARKET

MARKET: On the free market, everyone earns according to his productive value in satisfying consumer desires. Under statist distribution, everyone earns in proportion to the amount he can plunder from the producers.” - Murray N. Rothbard - FREE MARKET VS. STATIST DISTRIBUTION

MARKET: On the Market no one believes in higher human beings.” – Nietzsche. ( Auf dem Markt glaubt niemand an hoehere Menschen. ) (*) – Ideology, race, religion etc. are largely irrelevant on a really free market. Only genuine goods and services really count there, provided they are already sufficiently known and appreciated. New or unknown goods and services need special markets & quite independent communities of volunteers to support or appreciate them. However, on the political and territorial market for votes the popular errors, myths, prejudices, stupidity, lack of interest and knowledge do count most. - In the market for political territorial votes imagined and pretended supermen can still gain the majority of the votes of ignorant and prejudiced human beings. – Politicians have no right to be proud when they are elected by fools, ignorant and prejudiced people, with their voting majority. – If they are proud of their election victory then they are fools themselves. - J.Z., 6.12.07. – (*) However, the market very much appreciates popular human beings, e.g. famous actors, sportsmen, comics, writers, TV & radio broadcasting personalities, who are not necessarily superior human beings or have genuine talents, except for pleasing crowds. – J.Z., 11.2.09. - VOTING ON THE FREE MARKET & IN TERRITORIAL POLITICS

MARKET: One can speak of a market whenever at least the persons of one group compete with each other for their exchange chances.” – Max Weber. ( Von einem Markt soll dann gesprochen werden, wenn mindestens die Personen einer Gruppe um ihre Tauschschancen konkurrieren. ) - FREE MARKET

MARKET: Only in those States in which there exists, to a large extent, a free market economy, do even the poor get a chance to become well off.” - Uwe Timm, Gesammelte Schriften, S.48. ECONOMY & POVERTY

MARKET: Only through a free market is change brought about by efficiency, innovation and advances of benefit to all; because only in an open market do rewards go to the productive and inventive, not to the political hacks, opportunists and politically expedient.” – Joan Marie Leonard, THE FREEMAN, 4/77, p 246/47. - - But when it comes to more than relatively trivial innovations, not yet accepted by public opinion, then there is as yet no efficient market for them, that would being supply and demand in that sphere together. Anarchists and Libertarians should know all about that, from their many decades of trying, in vain, to popularize some significant freedom ideas, institutions and knowledge. – J.Z., 15.12.07.
MARKET: Our ruling attitude toward the market has not changed since the time of Plato. Is it not possible that it is time to rethink the question?” – Stigler, The Intellectual and the Market Place, 99. – My friend Ulrich von Beckerath used to remark that most people look at the market from the point of view of a slave on the slave block, ready to be sold. He thought it possible that some form of racial memory is involved. – Add to this the experience of most adults, that they had to sell their labor or skills for some form of scarce monopoly money, which made this sale uncertain and lowered the price of labor. – Under this monopoly, whether it is abused in a deflationary, inflationary or stag-flationary way, large degrees of unemployment and under-employment do still occur and sales difficulties for goods and services are common and in the common ignorance or misunderstanding of such matters, the free market is blamed, although it exists least of all in this sphere. - J.Z., 15.12.07.
MARKET: People who only survive because of what remains of a free market, nevertheless tend to run it down. Perhaps their goods and services are not sufficiently in demand and they are unwilling to earn enough by servicing others better than they did before? – J.Z., 10.12.85. – I read of a an Italian handicraft village, that became impoverished because for a very long time they had not changed their basic designs. Some city professor took pity on them, modernized their designs and from then on and at least for a while they prospered again. Men are often too tradition-bound and just want to go on doing what they had always done before – regardless of how much the market demand has changed. Contrary to this attitude, I have observed that the local general store in Berrima, over the last 47 years and under various proprietors, has many times changed its internal lay-out and the range of goods and services that it offers. It had to, otherwise it would have lost more and more of its customers to supermarkets and other small eateries and coffee shops. Primitive societies remained, probably, largely stagnant because they were not in sufficient contact with diverse other societies. But this was not the case in the above-mentioned village. Probably all the creative and intelligent people had emigrated from it. – But it is also very difficult to make a new design, product or service well enough known and attractive enough to the market to create a sufficient demand for it, as I experienced with my prolonged experiment with Libertarian Microfiche Publishing. - J.Z., 13.12.07.

MARKET: Perhaps the heart of the capitalist system is allocating capital for future needs not through a centralized bureaucracy such as Gosplan, but in a decentralized marketplace. If there are enough decision-makers, the vagaries of judgment wash out and the facts prevail. Central Banking despotism, taxation, territorialism, immigration restrictions & numerous legalized monopolies and privileges are still with us. – Individuals and minorities are still not free to secede and do their own things under personal laws and politicians got and spent for their purposes most of the proceeds from whatever was privatized. – Only panarchies or polyarchies would fully realize his dreamed-of market paradise and confine the enemies of free markets to their own followers and means. - J.Z., 8.10.07. - MARKETS, GOVERNMENTS, POLITICIANS & VOTING, PANARCHISM

MARKET: Politics proposes, but market disposes.” – Percy L. Greaves Jr., CHRISTIAN ECONOMICS, Oct. 18, 1955. – I rather hold with the reverse on much of politics: The market proposes or produces but politics only disposes. – J.Z., 23.6.91. - & POLITICS

MARKET: POWER OF THE MARKET: It’s evidence of the power of the market – if the people want something, it happens.” - Ted Loeffler, reason, 5/77

MARKET: Privately or cooperatively issued notes or clearing certificates have no other use, value and foundation than the goods, services and labor that their issuers are ready to supply for them and the goods, services and labor which the issuers can buy with them. They have no other use for their acceptors than the purchases they can make with them, assured by the readiness of the issuers to accept them in par in all payments due to them. They are just and sound -alternative media of exchange, mediating goods, service and- labor exchanges, in an economy based upon the division of labor and free exchange. ( Provided only that they use a sound value standard and do fulfill their acceptance promise and what the issuer offers is of interest to the note acceptors. ) They will inevitably stream back to their issuers in payment or clearing. They do not possess or need any other foundation, cover or value except sound value standard reckoning in their denomination and in the goods and services that they can purchase. This suffices to make them self-limiting and self-liquidating. To the extent that they can be issued and are accepted, they will assure sales of goods, services and labor, firstly in being accepted upon that expectation and then upon their acceptance by the sellers, and, in between, some others may accepts them as well, as a useful local currency.. No one could force any more of them into circulation than corresponds to his readiness to accept and the desires of his potential customers for his goods and services. He could not do so any more than he could enforce the purchase of his goods, services and labor by others. Others, with their goods, services and labor, will ask for the notes issued by an issuer only to the extent that they want to acquire his goods, services and labor, giving their own in exchange. Or they can and will pass them on, in payments, to those who do want the goods and services of the issuer. This means, at least -potentially, that all local goods, services and labor can thus be freely exchanged to the extent that they are locally wanted. That much is obvious. To that extent one or even several local currencies could be established in every more or less self-supporting village, town or regional shopping area or centre. National and international currencies could not be provided upon such a limited local issue basis. They would require larger associations of suppliers with a combined and much larger "readiness to accept foundation" to make their exchange or clearing certificates widely enough acceptable, at least among national and international traders, to serve as an alternative national and international trade currency. However, for many centuries already, honest and known merchants were able to get their individual commercial bills internationally accepted among other merchants. Those who accepted them and used them as means of payment, in their turn, became guarantors or insurers for its final payment or acceptance in settlement or clearing, by the issuer or the debtor of the issuer, upon whom the bill was drawn. Thus each bill established its own payment community, even when there were great distances between its members. Seeing all exchange media as merely convenient clearing facilitators, one might consider such bills as mere portable and mailable clearing-accounts. However, they were in uneven and usually large denominations. Nor did they guaranty and insure each other. Each was on its own individual track and depended upon its own track record. Thus, for international trade, as well as for national and local trading, sound commercial bills, representing goods already produced and sold, should be made freely discountable into privately and competitively issued small bills, in convenient money denominations (banknotes), or corresponding trade and clearing accounts, in books, cards or computer memories or clearing house certificates, that would be able to circulate or be transferred much more easily than the larger and uneven -commercial bills ( which they would thus temporarily replace ), until -they would become due. The total of the notes, clearing-certificates or accounts thus issued, including the profit-margins claimed by their traders, would, upon due dates, suffice to pay for or clear all the due bills and remove them thus from circulation or accounts, to be replaced by others and other such discount transactions. No monopoly or governmental restriction or taxation of such banks for international currencies and clearing certificates and clearing processes should be allowed. Then goods, services and labor could be freely exchanged internationally, too. Then the ready-for-sale or soon ready-for-sale export goods of all exporters in a country could thus become mobilized by them into a corresponding international purchasing power, with which the imports into that country could be paid. Via a special money market for such issues, importers would buy these certificates or accounts and use them to pay for their imports. To that extent imports and exports would be automatically balanced. As for State- and federation-wide national exchanges: Local currency issuers and clearing houses would establish State- and federation-wide discounting houses and clearing centers, in which they could exchange their local currency notes for State- or federation-wide banknotes or clearing certificates. Other exchange offices or the same would also exchange local currencies directly for each other, as part of the pre-arranged note exchanges and clearing -settlements. Even today private travelers' cheques are already widely used as international alternative currencies, although only privately issued and managed and ultimately tied, alas, to exclusive and forced legal tender currencies. It is interesting, that they are, sometimes, able to make their private currencies internationally more readily and widely acceptable than are the national legal tender currencies themselves, which, internationally, do naturally have no legal tender powers and are, often, under special restrictions and regulations. ( Foreign exchang controls ) - How dense and how varied the local, State-wide, federation-wide and international exchange media and clearing certificate or paper or electronic clearing network will be and how convenient or inconvenient, would be left to the free choices of the participants. Not being a jet-setter or having jet-setting friends, I would e.g. have no use for opera or theatre tickets in London or New York - but as a collector of freedom literature, I would be interested in standardized literature payment certificates that I could convert into new or second-hand printed books or books and papers, produced on microfiche or flopply disks or CD-ROMs, etc., at any associated supplier on Earth. As a supplier of microfiched freedom writings, I would gladly participate in a common sales listing and distribution centre. Moreover, then I could probably discount at such an international distribution centre some of my own IOUs, redeemable in my LMP freedom microfiche, not only in credits for other freedom literature, in any medium, sold through that centre, but also for any other exchange media that it would receive in its sales, to the extent that it would manage to sell my LMP freedom literature offered on my microfiche, not only for other literature credits but for other currencies. But this example indicates also the limits for free issues: As long as there is only a very tiny demand for freedom literature on microfiche, floppy disks, CD-ROMs, video tapes, audio tapes, ZIP-disks, hard disks, and on-line, or in photocopies, this tiny demand cannot be turned into a widely enough circulating medium. No ready buyers - no issue capacity. Only goods and- services in daily demand can form the basis for readily circulating currencies. Other goods and services, only rarely traded, can only be exchanged for readily issued and accepted currencies issued by others. The free market doesn’t offer us special privileges, favors, subsidies, breaks, exemptions, monopolies, handouts. And it is this that accounts for the free market’s unpopularity.” – Earl Zarbin, THE FREEMAN, 10/75.

MARKET: Saying that economic problems are the result of the free market’s failure is like gaining twenty pounds and calling the bathroom scale a bum.” - P. J. O’Rourke, Eat the Rich, A Treatise on Economics, Picador, 1998, p.240. – This overlooks the many spheres in which the supposedly free market is still not fully realized: E.g. central banking vs. free banking, protectionism vs. free trade, immigration restrictions vs. free migration, taxation vs. voluntary contributions. Add to this the territorial monopolies that territorial States have for constitutions, legislation, jurisdiction, police, prison services and their powers to make war and to produce and stockpile anti-people mass-murder devices and impose their bureaucratic institutions, and regulations upon peaceful and productive citizens. What we do have is not a free market situation but a somewhat free economy coercively mixed with many monopolies and restrictions – which, inevitably produced many and large failures. To blame these upon a fully free market is wrong and absurd. – J.Z., 24.9.07. - MARKET FAILURES, JOKES

MARKET: So, from a strictly practical view, we know that whereas the market does not produce instant wealth, it eventually can and does produce it. MARKET: Strive for the simple life.”? Specialization and interdependence in a free market is far easier than self-subsistence – or slavery.” – Leonard E. Read, Castles in the Air. - SPECIALIZATION, INTERDEPENDENCE, SELF-SUFFICIENCY, SLAVERY, AUTONOMY, DIS.
MARKET: Suppose there were no coming together, each individual depending solely on his or her own thoughts and productivity – no exchange of goods and services. All would starve! To prove this point, merely ask yourself, whoever you may be, how well you would prosper were you dependent on that which you know how to do. The answer: no human togetherness, no humans – the earth populated with lower forms of life, ranging from oysters to chimpanzees.” – Leonard E. MARKET: The anti-commercial attitude of the mediaeval and early modern Church, condemnation of interest as usury, its teaching of the just price, and its contemptuous treatment of gain is Aristotelian through and through. -  - By the eighteenth century, of course, Aristotle's influence in such matters ( as in others ) was weakening. David Hume saw that the market made it possible 'to do a service to another without bearing him a real kindness' ( 1739/1886:II, 289 ) or even knowing him; or to act to the 'advantage of the public, though it be not intended for that purpose by another' ( 1739/1886:II, 296 ) by an order in which it was in the 'interest of bad men to act for the public good'.” - Hayek, The Fatal Conceit, p.47.

MARKET: The baker doesn’t exist at the expense of the mechanic but they each contribute to the well-being of the other, even though they are looking out for their own well-being. When the consumer buys something in the store he is trading his money for a product. He is trading something he considers of lesser value for something of higher value. This very multiplicity of plans provides the flexibility that regulation lacks. MARKET: The view that the free market is a chaotic and non-cooperative activity may also be mentioned. Actually, the truly free and keenly competitive market is a model of sensitive adaptation, automatically, to the ebb and flow of the attitudes, needs, and varying circumstances of the participants. It is anything by chaotic. And its intricate maze of relationships between producers and customers presents the most remarkable example of cooperation, without coercive direction or control, to be found in human affairs.” - W. MARKET: The widespread use of the market reduces the strain on the social fabric by rendering conformity unnecessary with respect to any activities it encompasses. The wider the range of activities covered by the market, the fewer are the issues on which explicitly political decisions are required and hence on which it is necessary to achieve agreement. In turn, the fewer the issues on which agreement is necessary, the greater is the livelihood of getting agreement while maintaining a free society.” – Milton Friedman, Capitalism and Freedom, p.24. - DIVERSITY & NONCONFORMISM VS. MARKET: The working of the market mechanism forces capitalists and entrepreneurs to produce so as to satisfy the consumers’ needs as well and cheaply as the quantity and quality of material resources and of man power available and the state of technological knowledge allow. If they are not equal to this task, if they produce poor goods, or at too great cost, or not the commodities that the consumers demand most urgently, they suffer losses. Unless they change their methods to satisfy the consumers’ needs better, they will finally be thrown out of their positions as capitalists and entrepreneurs. Other people who know better how to serve the consumer will replace them.” – Ludwig von Mises, Omnipotent Government, p.49.
MARKET: There cannot be a society until there is a market place, and there cannot be a market place until security of possession is assured.” – Frank Chodorov, The Rise and Fall of Society, p.88. - PROPERTY, SECURITY & SOCIETY

MARKET: There exists no more democratic institution than the market.” - J. A. Schumpeter. – However, the general market for daily wanted consumer goods and services, and even for some special goods and services, is not yet good enough for innovators, idea carriers, from talents to genius type people. They require a special market so that their kind of supply can encounter all the already existing or future demand for what they have to offer. – Actors and boxers have realized the benefits of being properly managed and marketed. Why haven’t the creative talents and genius types shown the initiative to establish, cooperatively, a special market for what they have to offer. Have they fallen, too, for the popular fallacy that a free market for all ideas and talents does already exist? They own daily experience should tell them otherwise. – J.Z., 26.12.07. – DEMOCRACY, IDEAS ARCHIVE & TALENT CENTRE

MARKET: There is in the market economy no other means of acquiring and preserving wealth than by supplying the masses in the best and cheapest way with all the goods they ask for.” – Ludwig von Mises, quoted in THE FREEMAN, date? Section: Ideas on Liberty.

MARKET: They concede that the market responds to the demands of consumers, expressed by their willingness to pay for what they want, in a much more sensitive and efficient fashion than the political system responds to the demands of voters, expressed by their votes.” – David Friedman, The Machinery of Freedom, p.26.
MARKET: This requires the abolition of the territorial monopolies of the present States and their replacement by exterritorial autonomy under personal laws, also called panarchism or polyarchism. – J.Z., n.d. & 5.12.07. - A FREE MARKET FOR WHOLE POLITICAL, ECONOMIC & SOCIAL SYSTEMS, WITH NONE OF THEM CONFINED TO ANY TERRITORY – BUT ALL OF THEM CONFINED TO VOLUNTEERS & PERSONAL LAWS ONLY! - PANARCHISM.

MARKET: Those who prefer compulsion, as long as they can be the compellers and not the compelled, tell us we live in a free market economy which is to blame for all our troubles. Non-market trifles like the 60 per cent. of our money spent by H.M. Government, like the heavy controls on the rest of our spending, like the thousands of regulations and interventions are conveniently ignored.” - Terry Arthur, 95 % Is Crap, p.57.

MARKET: Though it may seem a paradox, the economic market is a freer, more democratic market than the political market place.” – Milton Friedman, 1975. – A political market place for alternative political, economic and social systems, not of them requiring or demanding a territorial monopoly for their volunteers, still remains to be established and even to be widely enough seen as rightful, possible and desirable. – J.Z., 15.12.07.

MARKET: Throughout the entire nation, there must be literally billions of daily exchanges, billions of different markets that exist for a moment or a whole day. We call this vast totality of markets the General Market. - - The General Market is so big that it’s beyond any individual or agency to be able to keep track of it all. Even if you could somehow comprehend all the desires and availabilities at this moment, your knowledge would be obsolete immediately. Markets constantly change. MARKET: To regard “market failure” as sufficient cause for intervention is to make the same mistake as the person who asked to adjudicate in a contest between two musicians, listened to the first, then promptly awarded the prize to the second.” – Ross Parish, QUADRANT, July 78, p.12. – Most of the supposed “market failures” are actually the results of various government interventions, mostly the result of monetary and financial despotism. – J.Z., 11.2.09. - MARKET FAILURE, INTERVENTIONISM, PROTECTIONISM, MONOPOLIES, DIS.
MARKET: To the extent that people are free, the market is operative. And, conversely, to the extent that the market is operative, to that degree are people free.” - Admiral Ben Moreell, Log I, p.150.

MARKET: To the extent that the free market prevails, to that extent is economic life featured by free entry and competition. (*) Reflect on what this means. In addition to the heritage of the ages – the over-all luminosity – these features enormously stimulate and bring to the fore the genius potentially existing among our contemporaries. Thus, it is possible for us to be graced not only by the accumulated knowledge and wisdom of the past but, also, by the considerably untapped ingenuity of the present. The best in everyone is brought forth when the best is required to succeed. The free market brings out the Edison in us!” – Leonard E. MARKET: Under a competitive and open market system, the individual determines his own life style. One is free or not to buy any product.” Dennis H. Mahoney, THE FREEMAN, 4/73.

MARKET: Under the sentiments of justice, prudence, and beneficence, … man seeks solutions beyond the institution of the market. Consequently, although the law should not encourage the institution of voluntary associations, it should not discourage them either. (41)” - Donald J. Devine, Does Freedom Work? Caroline House Books, Green Hills Publishers, 1978, p.20. - (41) Smith, The Wealth of Nations, I, 10, 2, p.128. – - Why should not the voluntary associations themselves also be considered as parts of a free market, as a market for States, communities, societies and associations? – J.Z., 26.9.07. - VOLUNTARY INSTITUTIONS & LAW

MARKET: Underlying most arguments against the free market is a lack of belief in freedom itself.” – Milton Friedman. - As if there were more successes of despotism & tyranny than of Liberty and Rights. - J.Z., 24. 11. 06. - DISBELIEF IN FREEDOM, FREE MARKET, FREEDOM, FAITH, BELIEF, FEAR OF FREEDOM, STATISM, NATIONALISM, COERCIVE COLLECTIVISM
MARKET: Unfree markets are greater accumulators of abuseable resources to the clever and unscrupulous than free markets, hence big business support for regulations & subsidies, as noted by Kolko. Economic freedom and competition strictly limit and reduce profit and distribute wealth most equally.” – P. P. H., THE CONNECTION 150, p.20. - FREE MARKET & BIG BUSINESS

MARKET: Unless an individual is acutely sensitive to all-he-obtains-for-so-little as miracles of the free market – as blessings – he will have no special concern for the free market’s preservation and improvement.” – A remark by LEONARD E. Read?
MARKET: Unquestionably, the millions are unable to see the free market’s accomplishments and potentialities. So remarkable have been its wonders, even when freedom has only been approximated, that most people in their credulity have credited the wonders to everything except the free market: natural resources, fertile soil, friendly climates, expansive frontiers, even the foolish attempt to spend ourselves rich. The free market stands mutely responsible for all the progress we have enjoyed, but with only a few aware of the fact, and still fewer able to explain it.” - Leonard E. Read, Then Truth Will Out, p.50.

MARKET: Until a proper and quite free market for ideas and talents becomes finally established many of the best ideas and talents still do not get their best or a sufficient chance. – J.Z., 14.1.77, 7.12.07. The notion that a free market for ideas and talents is already in existence is the greatest obstacle for the establishment of this free market. This is not even realized by libertarians and anarchists, although their ideas are usually very poorly represented in the mass media, if at all. – J.Z., 7.12.07. - MARKET FOR IDEAS & TALENTS, IDEAS ARCHIVE & TALENT CENTRE, SUPER-COMPUTER PROJECT

MARKET: Wanted services and goods are supplied by the market and paid for by the consumers who want them. Unwanted goods and services on the market can be and are refused, one by one and to a large extent, thus not sufficiently paid for and not offered for long. In territorial politics many unwanted services are coercively continued and financed by taxation or inflation and widely distributed among citizens or even forced upon them. Governments, admittedly, do also provides some wanted services, wanted mainly by statists or by people not allowed to provide them for themselves. But they are usually offered only on a monopoly basis, mostly of inferior quality and also “financed” by direct or indirect taxes and the inflation tax, rather than merely by the people who receive them. These beneficiaries want others to pay their bills. – J.Z., 7.10.95. - In spite of such differences, territorial governments are still more popular than free markets, free trade and free enterprise. Only free consumer choice for ordinary consumer goods and services and some basic liberties like e.g. freedom of information and expression, are widely appreciated and used – by the victims of largely governmentally controlled mis-education. – J.Z., 4.12.07. - VS. GOVERNMENT SERVICES

MARKET: We are convinced that when it comes to things people want, the market place can do the job less expensively and better than government can do it. And this includes the job of protecting life and property, providing roads, schools, hospitals, cemeteries, airfields and scores of other things which governments presently provide. In short, as a substitute for government in doing things which are desirable and necessary, we recommend the market place.” – Robert LeFevre, April 7, 1961, quoted in Carl Watner, LeFevre, p.175, motto for Chapter 17. - VS. MARKET: We shall need the market economy and its incentives for allocating material and human resources in a way consonant with liberty and with free and spontaneous collaboration.” – John Z. Davenport, THE INTERCOLLEGIATE REVIEW, Spring 73, p.157. – We seem to need special free markets for ideas like the anarchist and libertarian ones, for whole political, economic and social systems and for sufficiently publicizing and getting realized even minor innovations, utilizing all of them that are genuine improvements, instead of merely a fraction of them, with the rest being wasted or indefinitely postponed, until rediscovered. – J.Z., 16.12.07.
MARKET: What are usually called the “free market”, “free enterprise”, “free trade” and “capitalism”, are mainly the crippled and chained victims of State interventionism. These victims are still somewhat live and moving – so they are, quite wrongly, called “free”. One might as well call slaves to be free men. – J.Z., 11.9.98.

MARKET: When a man like Harold Wilson ( or Professor Galbraith ) with some kind of economic training scorns what his fellows buy in the market as ‘candy floss’, he reveals his profoundly authoritarian bias of one who thinks himself fit to impose his judgment on others and dictate to them what he thinks is their best interest.” – Ralph Harris, in Right Turn, p.16.
MARKET: When a service is supplied through the market, a wide range of tastes can be accommodated without imposing costs on others.” – E.C. Pasour Jr., THE FREEMAN, 4/77.

MARKET: When an individual finally glimpses the truth: that the market that is free can and will provide everything that is constructive and worthwhile and do it more efficiently, more morally, and with greater abundance than any other method, then he becomes capable of helping to convince others.” – Robert LeFevre, LEFEVRE’S JOURNAL, Winter 75. – A free market would also provide a voluntaristic framework for the practice of all kinds of political, economic and social systems among their voluntary supporters. Many of them are likely to be enemies of free markets. So the best thing is to let them quite freely do whatever they want to - to themselves, as long as they are willing to stand this. Some of the most active anti-communists were those who had managed to escape a totalitarian communist system. Obviously, no unfree system should be imposed upon any freedom lover. Not so obvious but likewise true is that no free system should be imposed upon any statist, conditioned to less freedom than it would provide him with. – J.Z., 15.12.07.

MARKET: When democratic governments create economic calamity, free markets get the blame.” – Jack Kemp - This attitude shows as little honesty and morality as children show when blaming each other, without admitting their own guilt. MARKET: When I say that the complaints of deficiencies in tastes are misplaced when they are directed to the market place, I mean just that. The market place responds to the tastes of consumers with the goods and services that are salable, whether the tastes are elevated or depraved. It is unfair to criticize the market place for fulfilling these desires, when clearly the defects lie in the popular tastes themselves. I consider it a cowardly concession to a false extension of the idea of democracy to make sub rosa attacks on public tastes by denouncing the people who serve them. MARKET: Where is the market where on can find or buy right ideas and right answers to wrong ones, a market everyone can and would trust because every intelligent being has contributed to it and every idea, argument and relevant fact is retrievable from it at will? – J.Z., 15.12.76. – The Internet is still very far from having achieved that objective. And so is the WIKIPEDIA. But an ever-growing libertarian electronic encyclopedia and library could go far in that direction. – Where can one currently find together e.g. all proposals for preventing economic crises, ending wars, inflations, mass unemployment and involuntary poverty, all with their criticism and supplements, all thoroughly evaluated? - J.Z., 7.12.07. – Almost as much confusion still reigns in these spheres as exists in the sphere of religion. We do not have genuine social sciences as yet. – J.Z., 11.2.09. - MARKET FOR IDEAS & TALENTS, IDEAS ARCHIVE & TALENT CENTRE, SUPER-COMPUTER PROJECT

MARKET: Where there is a free market there is hope for freedom in the future.” Robin Gillespie, Edmonton, Alberta, in OPTION, June 1977. – I rather rest my hopes on a fully free market for all kinds of goods and services being established at least somewhere in the world and thus serving as an attractive and widely reported example for all other countries, e.g. via governments in exile already practising it themselves, in the host countries and proclaiming it as their aim for all the various factions and movements in their home countries. See: Panarchism, Polyarchism, Individual Secessionism. – J.Z., 15.12.07.
MARKET: Where there is a market, there’s a way.” – Charles Curley, THE VOLUNTARYIST, 4/89. – Compare the old proverb: “Where there is a will, there is a way.”

MARKET: Where there is no market economy, the best intentioned provisions of constitutions and laws remain a dead letter.” - Ludwig von Mises, Human Action. – Let us admit that wrongful constitutions and laws have been practised for all too long. Naturally, they never delivered what their promoters had promised. Can territorial constitutions and laws deliver or protect enough liberty and rights for all subjected to them? – J.Z., 26.12.07. – The formal constitution of the Soviets was not too bad – but its “economy”, largely based on central planning and direction – and on slave labor! – J.Z., 11.2.09. - ECONOMY, CONSTITUTIONS & LAWS

MARKET: Whether the determination is made by a king or a parliament, it is bound to be subjective and biased in favor of those making the decision, leading to political resentment and friction. MARKET: While government claims a monopoly on the use of force in society (*), the market is nothing more than the nexus of exchanges. MASS MEDIA: Mass media provide popular errors, prejudices and intentional misinformation on a massive scale, with rarely some significant facts, opinions and ideas mixed in and if they do occur, then they are frequently devalued or put down by misleading editorials. Especially when it comes to social science subjects. But then we hardly have any genuine social sciences as yet and that should also be indicated by the mass media, but isn’t. However, I suppose that e.g. their sports reports, and those on stock exchanges, their weather report and reports on natural catastrophes and news on the arts world are mostly correct and such reports satisfy most of their readers. – J.Z., 1.8.99, 4.12.07. – Innovators and Reformers should establish their own media. With some modern electronic media tht would no longer be a financial problem. If all their offers would then be sufficiently listed together and in special bibliographies, then finding readers for their cheap but informative output would not longer be a problem, either. – But one should not have to visit thousands of sites to finally find what one is presently specially interested in. The search engines offer often too many references for an individual to peruse for whatever he wants. Self-government in any form for any kind of minority or majority, but only on the exterritorial autonomy model for volunteers. Even it that is still quite new or all too forgotten among masses of fanatics and fundamentalists. As Ortega declares: Heir to an ample and generous past … the new commonality has been spoiled by the world around it … the new masses find themselves in the presence of a prospect full of possibilities, and furthermore, quite secure, with everything ready to their hands, independent of any previous efforts on their part, just as we find the sun in the heavens. … And these spoiled masses are unintelligent enough to believe that the material and social organization, placed at their disposition like the air, is of the same origin, since apparently it never fails them, and is almost as perfect as the natural scheme of things. … - - As they do not see, behind the benefits of civilization, marvels of invention and construction that can only be maintained by great effort and foresight, they imagine that their role is limited to demanding these benefits peremptorily, as if they were natural rights. In the disturbances caused by scarcity of food, the mob goes in search of bread, and the means it employs is generally to wreck the bakeries. This may serve as a symbol of the attitude adopted, on a greater an more complicated scale, by the masses of today towards the civilization by which they are supported.” – Quoted in the anthology: Outside Looking In, p.66. - MASS, MASS-MAN, DEMOCRACY VS. MASSES: Ortega used the term “mass man” or “the masses” in a very special sense; he did not mean the poor, the illiterate, the uneducated, those who work with their hands. I suspect Ortega would say that there are more mass men per square inch (*) on the faculties of our great universities than exist in any typical farming community of Middle America. Mass man is the rootless intellectual, detached from his community and out of step with his country’s history. Such a man is unable to trace the connection between effort and reward in society, and, convinced of his own superiority, he’s bitter because lesser folk refuse to give him his due. (**) - - Mass men “are only concerned with their own well-being”, Ortega writes, “and at the same time they remain alien to the cause of that well-being. …” - Edmund Opitz, THE FREEMAN, 12/75. - - (*) ? – Never exaggerate, even in the best case, except in a mere joke. - (**) What he thinks to be his due. In the controlled and managed “society” there would be room many of such “intellectuals” in high and well-paid positions of power. – J.Z., 17.12.07, 12.2.09. “Socialism has made the career of many a good man!” – said Felix Riemkasten, ironically. - MASS MAN

MASSES: The fact is that the average man’s love of liberty is nine-tenths imaginary, exactly like his love of sense, justice and truth. Liberty is not a thing for the great masses of men. It is the exclusive possession of a small and disreputable minority, like knowledge, courage and honor. It takes a special sort of man to understand and enjoy liberty – and he is usually an outlaw in democratic societies.” – H. L. MASSES: The great hunt of the masses: to kill time.” - Dagobert D. Runes, A Book of Contemplation, p.80. - AMUSEMENTS, ENTERTAINMENT, SPORTS, KILLING TIME, SMOKING, DRINKING, BETTING, GAMBLING

MASSES: The humanity of men and women is inversely proportional to their numbers.” - Aldous Huxley. - MOBS, HUMANITY, MAN
MASSES: The masses are asses.” – Muniz, a philosopher. - PROLETARIANS, COMMON MEN, MAJORITIES

MASSES: The masses will never listen or too late. - Thus let the few willing and able to learn, or who have already learnt their lesson, go ahead, quite independent of mass prejudices and laws passed under their “guidance”. – J.Z., 6.12.76, 7.12.07. 

MASSES: The real mass man is likely to be found in a position of leadership – in the church, in business, in the classroom, on the farm, and even more conspicuously in government and all committee-type organizations. MASSES: The sad truth of history has always been that the unreasoning masses follow the powerful and not the wise.” – George R.R. Martin, Second Helping, ANALOG 11/85, p.99. – Allow individuals and minorities to opt out and set much better examples, if they can. At least they should be quite free to try, even if any of the “great” leaders or “experts” disagrees. – J.Z., 7.12.07. - UNREASON, POWER, WISDOM, FOLLOWERS & LEADERSHIP, SECESSIONISM

MASSES: Too few individuals, and a people revert to a mob.” - Frank Herbert, Dune, Complete & unabridged edition, p.279. - MOB, THE PEOPLE, INDIVIDUALISM

MASSES: When a mind is impressionable and has none too firm a hold on what is right, it must be rescued from the crowd: it is so easy for it to go over to the majority. MASSES: Where are those who will come to serve the masses not to utilize them for their own ambitions?” – Peter Kropotkin. – Do the masses really need leaders rather than rights and liberties for self-help efforts? On such a free market and under full exterritorial autonomy for voluntary communities ( i.e. a free market also for such organizations ), the various anarchists can also attempt to realize their secondary aims among themselves and this only at their own risk and expense. Ed. – All territorial governments find it too hard to tax their subjects enough to fulfill all their statist wishes. But they do try, all too much – and do not allow dissenters to opt out from under them. – J.Z., 12.2.09. - SLAVES, SLAVERY, STATISM, TERRITORIALISM VS. SECESSIONISM, TAXATION, WELFARE STATE, PATERNALISM

MEANS & ENDS: Everyone will concede that to plant thistle seeds and then expect roses is rank folly. One must remain steadfast to the moral belief that no matter how “worthy” the cause for which a man’s rights are violated, the end never justifies the means.” – Robert Ringer, Restoring the American Dream, p.21. - - I wish someone would write up many of the real emergency situations that have occurred or that have been imagined, to train our moral sense in thinking them through, as far as possible and to use them to let such dogmatists try to decide them on their “principle”. All too frequent cases consist e.g. in embryos being aborted because they really do threaten the life of their mothers – J.Z., 

MEANS & ENDS: If it is right that the means predetermine the end, then libertarians can never realize libertarianism by turning into politicians. – D.Z. & J.Z., 15.3.77. - LIBERTARIAN PARTIES, POLITICAL MEANS, LIBERTARIANISM

No great goal can be reached by vile means. That you have proven in every social revolution. The vileness or inhumanity of the path to the goal makes you vile or inhuman, and the goal unattainable.” – Wilhelm Reich, Listen, Little Man, p.78.

MEANS & ENDS: Your aims must determine the means. Means and aims are in reality the same: you cannot separate them. It is the means that shape your ends. The means are the seeds which bud into flower and come to fruition. The fruit will always be of the nature of the seed you planted. You can’t grow a rose from a cactus seed. MEANS & METHODS OF PANARCHISM OR POLYARCHISM: 1.) Individual secessions, wide-spread and recognized rather than suppressed. Starting with the proclamation of that right and liberty. - - 2.) Minority group secessions, many of them, with the independence & an-territorial autonomy of the seceded minorities being respected. Starting with publicity for this right and liberty. - - 3.) Personal laws to replace territorial laws. After sufficient enlightenment on this subject. - - 4.) An international federation of minority groups favoring such liberties for all of them. It could come to represent the majority of the world's population because most majorities are temporary and themselves made up of minorities. - - 5.) These liberties and rights to be introduced as aspects of full freedom of action and experimentation, of freedom of contract and freedom of association and disassociation. - - 6.) Various libertarian and anarchist movements would get their best chance within such a framework and could form alliances, upon this program, even with statists who just want to practise their form of statism among themselves. - - 7.) In this way freedom options could become practically demonstrated, showing that freedom works, is quite practical, instead of being merely thought about, verbally advocated or pictured. - From mere blueprints to buildings. - - 8.) While at the same time the greatest degree of freedom could be practised among volunteers, any degree of stagnation, conservatism or even reaction could become practised among volunteers, realizing free enterprise and free marketing and free consumer sovereignty for any systems that finds voluntary supporters. No matter how stagnant or reactionary it may actually be. - On that basis enemies could be turned into allies or at least neutrals. No system would be forced upon any dissenters. Thus animosity against disliked systems would become minimized. They would simply be avoided by those who do not like them. No such system would thus be feared and fought. - - 9.) Towards the realization of this ideal, via the spread and speeding up of enlightenment, all alternative, powerful and affordable media options should be utilized as well. Panarchism or polyarchism should be utilized in this sphere as well. - - 10.) Among the freedom experiments would be monetary and financial freedom experiments. Among the monetary ones there would be monetary freedom experiments that could almost immediately abolish inflations, deflations, stagflations and unemployment among their practitioners. Other or the same libertarian panarchies would practise successful methods of voluntary taxation or subscriptions for their common expenses, which would do away with compulsory taxation. Both kinds of successes would tend to spread very widely and fast - for most people are harmed by monetary and financial despotism and their consequences. In other words, panarchism in the monetary and financial spheres would promote panarchism generally. - - 11.) The non-violent means used: merely secessionism and associationism, neither constituting an attack upon or any attempt to completely destroy or abolish existing institutions, but merely leaving them alone, to be continued or even expanded upon their own merits, by their own volunteers, would tend to minimize opposition against this development. Most people prefer it when their enemies segregate themselves away from them and try to practise their hated or disliked ideas only among themselves, rather than continuing to obstruct the ideals that only the remaining people want to practise among themselves. - This approach is thus not only freedom- but also peace-promoting. - - 12.) By practising the old maxim of justice: To each his own, justice and security and independence would be realized for advocates of all kinds of different political, economic and social systems, thus establishing peaceful competition and coexistence and even harmony between them, as opposed to the territorial systems of domination over dissenters, which continuously produce friction if not violent clashes ( terrorism, insurrections, revolutions, civil wars and international wars ). Each can then complacently look back upon his life, saying: I had it my way! – J.Z., n.d.

MEASURES: Only be critical of bad measures, not of the people advocating them.” - Leonard Read to Rothbard as a young man. - PLATFORMS, PROGRAMS, IDEAS, DOGMAS, PRINCIPLES & OPINIONS SHOULD BE CRITICIZED, RATHER THAN PEOPLE, GETTING PERSONAL, INSULTS

MEASURES: The government solution to a problem is usually as bad as the problem.” – Milton Friedman. - SOLUTIONS, LAWS & PROGRAMS OF GOVERNMENTS

MEASURES: You must distinguish between the objectives of measures and the consequences of measures.” – Milton Friedman, in Milton Friedman in Australia, 1975, P.27.

MEDALS: The noncombatant invariably winds up with the largest string of ribbons and medals.” (*). – Dagobert D. Runes, A Dictionary of Thought. – Maybe we need more such “warriors” and less of the real ones? Perhaps medals should only be given to those, who managed to keep themselves out of a war? MEDDLING: Do not meddle in the affairs of primates, for they are subtle and quick to anger.” – R. A. MEDDLING: I'm not sure which upsets me more: that people are so unwilling to accept responsibility for their own actions, or that they are so eager to regulate everyone else's." - Kee Hinckley - REGULATIONS, LEGISLATION & OTHER INTERVENTIONISM RATHER THAN SELF-RESPONSIBILITY

MEDDLING: In the business world he’s known as the “meddle” man. He has the narrowest mind and the widest mouth.” – Safian, Insults II, p.107.

MEDDLING: It has been shown repeatedly how rapidly frozen situations thaw under freedom of intercourse when self-interested rulers cease to meddle, …” - S. Hutchinson Harris, The Doctrine of Personal Right, p.449. – Let all people be free to pick what they believe to be solutions to their problems, comparable to free choice of doctors or plumbers, including whole package deals of services, whole societies and communities of volunteers, all doing their own things only among their members, all volunteers, just like they are free to pick their meals, their clothing, their hobbies and their entertainment. MEDDLING: PM and three ministers for ore talks in Tokyo.” – Headline in THE AUSTRALIAN, 11.8.73.: Next we might get summit conferences on eye lashes, artists’ paint and safety pins! – J.Z., 73. - Mining and ore exports are important for Australia. MEDDLING: To tamper with man’s freedom is not only to injure him, to degrade him; it is to change his nature, to render him, in so far as such oppression is exercised, incapable of improvement; it is to strip him of his resemblance to the Creator, to stifle within him the noble breath of life with which he was endowed at his creation.” - Bastiat, in Roche III, Bastiat, A Man Alone, p.164. – Nevertheless, although many basic individual rights, especially economic ones, are still suppressed in all countries, and all suffer, directly or indirectly from this, and the lack of recognition for some very important rights, I have found no people, anywhere in the world, who are interested in collaborating to produce, between them, an ideal declaration of individual rights, starting with a thorough discussion of all the private rights declarations that some individuals have so far offered. I offer, digitized, over 130 declarations of this kind – but encountered so far only total apathy towards them and the above indicated goal. Libertarians and anarchist usually merely criticize some presumed rights in governmental declarations but do not bother to try to produce, between them much more rightful and rational declarations of this kind than any territorial government has so far offered and is likely to offer, utilizing for this all such drafts so far published somewhere. Why this apathy among most of the supposed freedom lovers and advocates of human rights and liberties? Can you explain it to me? – Only once, in some SF story, did I find a society described that systematically tackled the job, by referring to all prior drafts and using them critically, comparing all of them point for point, in order to finally produce, between them, the best and most complete declaration of individual rights that they were capable of. Most of the private drafts that I collected & micro-fiched and later digitized, in PEACE PLANS 589/590, were made in ignorance of most other such drafts. – Are libertarians and anarchists of the world still statists in this respect or will they finally resort to self-help, methodically and scientifically collaborating in this important job, perhaps our most important one? - J.Z., 6.12.07. - & TAMPERING WITH FREEDOM & RIGHTS, MAN, HUMAN RIGHTS, PRIVATE DRAFTS OF INDIVIDUAL RIGHTS

MEDIA, CONVENTIONAL & MASS MEDIA: The mostly unconventional libertarians and anarchists still believe largely only in the conventional media, to which one must reckon, by now, e.g. websites. No matter how many of their texts could be very cheaply offered on alternative media, even on microfilm and floppy disks, much more on CDs and DVDs, and almost unbelievably much, over a million books, on a 320 Gbs HD, they still stick largely to the conventional media, regardless of the production, storage, maintenance and transmission costs involved with them. Also regardless of their tendency to get out of print all too fast and to remain out of print for all too long. Mostly they are not translated into other languages or only all too belatedly. Their misplaced faith in conventional but all too limited publishing options keeps most of their writings all too expensive or out of print and thus unknown, unappreciated and also un-translated in most cases. – How can one convert them to the use of all their electronic options now, for their ideas? I do not know. Long established habits and beliefs are very hard to change. – J.Z., 6.4.04, 22.10.07. - WEBSITES, ANARCHISTS & LIBERTARIANS, ALTERNATIVE VS. CONVENTIONAL PUBLISHING

However, once all opposition forces unite, sufficiently, under the panarchist banner, striving for exterritorial and voluntary autonomy for all of their voluntary communities, even for those of their opponents and for the presently ruling territorial regime, and apply this aim consistently in all their actions, then they could come to win freedom for themselves – and more freedom for all others as well – in a relatively short time and with relatively little effort. MERCANTILISM: At least the mercantilists saw one thing clear: a persistent currency famine. They knew that with a greater supply of sound exchange media they could produce and exchange much more. However, they tried to overcome this shortage in a wrong and inefficient way: by accumulating scarce and exclusive exchange media, like rare metal coins, and prohibiting their export, instead of abolishing this kind of money monopoly and producing themselves, competitively, as much sound money as the market would accept at par, i. e., without discounting it. - Note to Theodor Hertzka, Die Probleme der menschlichen Wirtschaft, S.8. - J.Z., 11.1.81, 15.5.97. - MONEY MONOPOLY & CURRENCY FAMINE

MERCANTILISM: For the fourth eruption of truth refer to Adam Smith and one of the greatest books ever written: The Wealth of Nations. It was his book and the help of John Bright, Richard Cobden and Frederic Bastiat that resulted in the overthrow of mercantilism – the thing we now call the planned economy or welfare state. Result? The Industrial Revolution, the greatest boon to the masses up until that time.” - Leonard E. Read, How Do We Know? p.90/91.

MERCANTILISM: NEO-MERCANTILISM: In recent decades, we seem to be returning to the earlier mercantilist attitude of beggar thy neighbor. And there can be no doubt that government legislation has brought this about …” - M. Bruce Johnson, in REASON, 7/74.

MERCANTILISM: Take the theory of Mercantilism and boil it down. What do you get? You get political control over what you eat. Now, if someone holds the power of decision over you as to whether you eat or starve, he’s acquired considerable leverage over every aspect of your life; - you do not bite the hand that feeds you! If someone controls your livelihood, you do his bidding, or people start talking about you in the past tense. - - Mercantilism, in short, is the prototype of today’s totalitarian state, where government – by controlling the economy – exerts a commanding influence over people in every sector of their lives. … The theory of Mercantilism held that government must control and mange the economy, else production would be chaotic and the right people would not be properly rewarded. Present-day collectivists concur; …” - Edmund A. Opitz, Adam Smith and the Invisible Hand, THE FREEMAN, 6/76, p.357. - TOTALITARIANISM, COLLECTIVISM, INTERVENTIONISM, MODERN GOVERNMENTS, STATISM, WELFARE STATE, WARFARE STATE, AUTARCHY ATTEMPTS

MERCANTILISM: These three “modern” tendencies – distrust of individual initiative, exacerbated nationalism ( called chauvinism after the ultranationalist French Bonapartist Chauvin), at the end of the nineteenth century and the beginning of the twentieth, in neomercantilism. This began in the Germany of Bismarck and in the United States, spread by reaction to England, France, and other countries, produced the two world wars, and destroyed the international division of labor. Christened in Germany in 1920 the “planned economy” (Planwirtschaft) and later everywhere called the “controlled economy”, under the pretext of defending national interest against foreign competition and the humble classes against domestic oppression, it has enthroned the omnipotent state wherever it has gained a foothold …” Balvé, Economics, p.7. - - The supposedly omnipotent State cannot assure freedom, peace and justice. It cannot even stop inflation, deflation and mass unemployment but rather causes them with its monetary despotism and it also causes wars with its powers, especially its territorialist monopoly claims. It can increase but hardly ever reduce taxes, it can increase but hardly ever reduced bureaucracy. Its supposed omnipotence is another delusion of the territorial statists. – J.Z., 18.12.07. - NEO-MERCANTILISM, CHAUVINISM, NATIONALISM, PLANNED ECONOMY, CONTROLLED ECONOMY, MACROECONOMICS, STATE SOCIALISM

MERCANTILISM: While the mercantilists thought that to become better off one would have to accumulate more money, having in mind merely a scarce and exclusive silver or and gold currency, the monetary freedom advocates hold that one would have to produce more sound money, based upon wanted goods and services, already produced and sold, at least to wholesalers, or already offered in retail shops, and that thereby one would facilitate sales and trade and thus increase orders and more production and trade and thereby increase general prosperity or the standard of living, as much as one could, with the existing technology and sciences, skills and training, resources and productively invested savings. Under monetary freedom savings would also accumulate fast and under financial freedom they could and would be more fully and readily available for productive investments. - I would like to see a model experiment undertaken, e.g., in a Red Indian reservation or in some poor village in Haiti or under similar underdeveloped conditions, e.g. among Negroes in Harlem. It could begin with a single general store, issuing its own token currency, based especially upon local products for local consumption and would make a few wage payment loans with its token currency to local producers, too. ( A fringe benefit for the store would be, it would not be held up for this kind of private and competitive cash for its holders and spenders could be very easily traced. - One of the benefits of a limited and local circulation. - J.Z., 12.9.02.) - How fast could such a system expand, e.g. to include the local shopping centre, increasing local productivity and local sales and local employment as well as local savings, assuming only that there exist no mental, legal, customary, traditional, juridical and administrative blocks against such a self-help development and against making and accepting one's own money and using it optimally for one's own productive and exchange purposes? How long would it take before there might be two shops and the number of those paid wages for productive local work in this local currency, would be doubled? How long before there would be small local surpluses, that could be invested in mini-loans for local mini-enterprises? How long would it be before such a local economy and local currency issue would help the local economy to so to speak pull itself up by its bootstraps? - Naturally, that would require local autonomy towards the central monetary despotism, probably also exemptions from all taxes imposed by outsiders. - But with the sympathies that ethnic minorities can now often count upon, they might have it easier than others to thus break the stranglehold of monetary despotism and become self-supporting, economically independent citizens of their self-chosen communities. - Judging from what I have read about the innovative genius, skills and readiness to learn new things, among Eskimos, according to some reporters or observers, their remaining communities, to the extent that they got away from subsistence economics, or dependency on welfare handouts, addiction to alcohol and other drugs, might be most suitable for starting such experiments, if only their environment and climate and distance from existing trading centres would not prevent them from engaging e.g. in any industrial production. - Mere food gathering, hunting, fishing and handicraft economies are possibly not sufficient to develop sound local currencies and to develop the local economy beyond that foundation, embodying the local economy sufficiently in the general division of labour scheme, beyond local subsistence efforts. - Assume that tribal rights would now be more widely recognized, even those of Eskimos, desert tribes or Firelanders (if any survived to today), who were formerly driven into icy or hot deserts, by more warlike tribes. Assume further that they would not be bound to merely continue with their old ways of life but the dissenters among them would be free to adopt new and free ways of making a living and that their autonomy would be recognized to the extent that they would be granted exterritorial autonomy and freedom to settle and work anywhere. Then, perhaps, the Eskimos might come to shine and provide "economic wonders" far beyond those provided by West Germany or Japan after WW II, and by the "tiger economies" from a much wider base or knowledge, skills and resources. - However, by now generations of welfare statism may have largely changed the character, mentality and natural drives of the remaining reservation Eskimos as they seem to have those of many Red Indians and Aborigines, all more or less confined to almost wasteland reservations. But if just a few are free to do their thing and to succeed or fail, upon their own merits, unhindered by laws, bureaucrats, politicians, lawyers and popular prejudices or customs ( not confined to their old traditions, or to tourist entertainment, gambling facilities etc. ), then how long would it take before some would take up e.g. their monetary and financial freedom options and then for many others would follow their successful examples? - To speed the process up, one could assume that the reservation communities would also have the right to take up loans on a stable value basis and to grant tax exemptions to enterprises set up in their areas and to introduce unilateral free trade for them. Then they might be swamped with development offers. Assume that supermarkets and department stores in their reservations would also be free to issue their own currencies. How much time would then pass before enough of them would be established to be able to provide short term credits for wage payments for many local productive jobs? I am not thinking merely in terms of casinos and craft and tourist activities but of full autonomy for minority groups, initially only within their reservations and later outside, too, on the basis of personal laws, and, especially, in terms of full monetary and financial freedom. - People who remain bound by traditions, customs or habits or have developed the welfare dependent mentality, or who excuse all their inactivity and failures merely with reference to national and racial or religious prosecutions in the past, would not make optimal use of such opportunities. But there might be enough among them who would gladly grab and utilize such self-help opportunities and use them not only to impress the traditionalists in their own communities but also those in the rest of the world. Indeed, some reservation communities might have to split, based upon individual choices, into the traditionalists and progressives - and, perhaps, into the local socialists and the local capitalists, too. - Is there any place or reservation in the world where this approach could be tried? Even those who look down upon minorities or even hate them, should have less objections against such self-help steps than against riots, demonstrations, protests, gun battles, occupations, endless court cases and continued hand-out anti-economics. - Current inhabitants of reservations seem to think, like mercantilists thought formerly, that they could get rich only via the money produced by and imported from others and then kept in the own country, as far as possible. They did not consider producing sound money themselves, sufficient for all their exchange requirements and encouraging them to produce more to the extent that more of their goods and services are wanted by them - or by outsiders. - J.Z., 11.1.80, 28.6.89, 15.5.97. - MONETARY DESPOTISM VS. MICROFICHE: Books are still and mostly produced and distributed expensively, in print on paper and speculatively, in a risky way, seeing that sales are not assured even for small editions. Book publishing on demand only, at normal book prices, has become possible, though but is not yet widely realized.. Alternative book publishing options, like books on audio tape, took decades to spread, somewhat, to a few titles. Alternatives like microfiche & floppy disks have been taken up for a few books only and likewise whole libraries on a single CDs, DVDs & external HDs are exceptional rather than the rule, although on them even lower costs per book page are possible than on a microfiche, where the costs per duplicated page sometimes come down to 0.03. The question is why those who love freedom of expression and information, especially for libertarian literature, have made so little use of these opportunities - and haven't even reproduced libertarian books extensively to completely on the Internet but rather left most of their titles unpublished, untranslated or out of print, most of the time. Why haven't they engaged as yet in cheap, permanent and complete publishing of their titles, at least in the affordable alternative media - and provided a complete library and information service with them? One of the riddles and also scancals of our times. - J.Z., 31.10.02, 13.2.09. – CDs, EXTERNAL HDs & BOOKS, WHOLE REFERENCE LIBRARIES, LIBERTARIANS, LIBERTARIAN PUBLISHING

MICROFICHE: I dislike it when people's minds travel only on the main highways of publishing and reading, among the crowds, and when they manage to ignore much cheaper and safer roads to the same destinations. One should have expected publishers, writers, editors and readers and, especiallyl, the media institutes, to be less creatures of habits and fashions, less addicted to paper tigers and hopes for websites. - J.Z., 9.10.01, 31.10.02. - FLOPPY DISKS, E-MAILS & CDs, DVDs & external HDs AS ALTERNATIVE & VERY POWERFUL & AFFORDABLE PUBLISHING MEDIA

MICROFILM PIRACY EDITIONS: I never received a copyrights complaint about my libertarian PEACE PLANS editions – but then I avoided most texts about which their writers and publishers might have complained. If they had, I would have told them that I had only done what they could and should have done themselves, very cheaply and long ago. Instead, they let very important scientific texts remain out of print for all too long. I can understand their reasons for this – printed editions, if done in the conventional way are expensive and risky. Now, with the aid of computer memories and printers there exists at least the option of print upon demand. – And at least some publishers do now scan-in the texts of their out of print works, to offer them in this way, printed out only upon demand. - J.Z., 26.5.05, 19.9.08.

MICROFILM PUBLISHING: Microfilming literature is so cheap that one could go on producing more and more of it even while not selling any or very little of it - so low are the production costs. However, the buyer's resistance is so large that even extensive and expensive publicity cannot easily overcome it, especially since electronic alternatives became widely available. But the most costly and risky publishing and reading, that of print on paper, goes on and on, even in spite of that competition. - J.Z., 29.9.99, 30.10.02.

MICROFILM: Even hand-writing on paper, newspapers and books have not yet been computed out of existence by the new electronic media, far less have the production, space and postage savings of microfilms. – But microfilm options were never widely enough used, offered colors only belatedly and games, music and movie options not at all. Thus they remained largely unknown and were by-passed, with their special high technology and economic advantages remaining largely ignored for texts, especially by libertarians and anarchists, who could have benefited most by them. – J.Z., 18.8.00. 19.9.08.

MICROFILM: FLOPPY DISK & CD-ROM PUBLISHING & THE INTERNET, WEBSITES: If it is still OK to offer as dated media as books printed on paper on the Internet, then it is still more advantageous, at least for some of the poorer publishers and self-publishing authors, wanting to reduce labor, cost and publishing risk, to produce their titles on microfilm, floppy disks or CDs and then announce their offers on a website. - J.Z., 9.10.00, 30.1.02. – Or they could offer a combination of all their output on a single external HD. One of 1 TB could offer the equivalent pages of over 3 million books! – Financial returns to an author for one or even several of his books on such a disc might be miniscule – but he would be published and he work would get known. That would offer other earnings-opportunities for him. - J.Z., 13.2.09. 

MICROFILM: If microfilm is out of date, as many believe, then so should hand-writing be and print on paper publishing, since they are even older. But, are they? – J.Z., n.d.

MICROFILM: It means easy and lasting hard copy, miniaturized in size and costs. - J.Z., 15.9.99. Only recently has their durability been equalled by e.g. Kodak Gold Preservation CDs. And microfilm records are not subject to ever changing operating systems, programs and ever multiplying virus attacks. But then burnt discs aren’t either, can carry even more information and canb be automatically searched. But automatically scanning-in texts onto microfilm and duplicating microfiche, may be still cheaper, faster and more accurate than into electronic records. Anyhow, there were many decades of opportunity in which all libertarian texts could at least have been offered onmicrofilm. Another opportunity that freedom lovers missed because they did not love all freedom of expression and information options sufficiently. – J.Z., 13.2.09.

MICROFILMED & DIGITIZED TEXTS: His office was … severe and businesslike … a small computer and a microfilm cabinet.” – Eileen Kernaghan, Starcult, GALAXY, Nov 71, p.83. – The microfilm options available to us for some decades hardly made an impact - even on SF writings. – Nor do I know even today of many SF writings offered on floppies, CDs or DVDs. –- J.Z., 13.12.07. Do you? – J.Z., 13.2.09.

MICROFILMED WRITINGS: The bookshops don’t offer microfilms, only a few libraries do. Mass media hardly ever mention them and media institutes ignore them. Most of the public, including more of the radicals ignore them as well. But at least they are somewhat mentioned on the Internet. Publishers, editors, writers and readers do mostly ignore them and their freedom of expression and information opportunities. Thus they have never been used to their full potential. – J.Z., 31.7.03, 19.9.08.

MICROFILMING BOOKS: Advertising an impopular medium like microfiche in a popular medium, like the Internet, does not popularize or even sufficiently publicize microfilming and microfilm reading. It rather attempts to appeal to a crowd that is biased in favour of the popular medium - and that is not even interested in floppy disk and CD-ROM book publishing and reading. - J.Z., 4.12.01, 30.10.02. 

MICROFILMING: Just because we're not currently using a technology does't mean it doesn't work anymore.” - Kelvin Throop III, ANALOG, 12/84, p.142. - Even writing and copying by hand, by typewriters and printing on paper are still extensively done. Chalk and chalk boards are still being used to some extent. - J.Z., 30.10.02. – But at least we have confined writing on rocks largely to grave stones. Progress is, sometimes, all too slow, even when it is not outlawed. – J.Z., 13.2.09. FLOPPY DISK & CD-BOOK PUBLISHING

MICROFILMS, & DIGITIZED TEXTS: There is so much to read, already, e.g. in books and magazines, that most people do not get around to read much more in microfilm or online or from CDs. – J.Z., 30.10.82, 13.12.07. – But at least those, who, supposedly, love freedom, justice and peace texts and cannot obtain them in print, should seriously try to get them in alternative media and read them in these or print them out for themselves from these media. – But mostly their reading habit, formed by reading printed matter, is stronger than their love of texts which they cannot get in print but only in alternative media. – So they largely do without such texts. – They do not even show the initiative to print out the texts that are available to them only on microfilm or on electronic media. – A compromise consists in ordering print-outs from publishers which print out electronic texts upon demand. – Perhaps the habit to read only printed texts is so strong in most people because it was conditioned into them when they were still infants. - J.Z., 13.12.07. – ALTERNATIVE MEDIA

MICROSOFT SOFTWARE: Microsoft software, using its own screen terms, is all too full of inbuilt "illegal operations". - J.Z., 30.4.02.

MICROWAVE RADIATION HAZARDS: Microwaves frizz your heir.” – Anthony Reynolds, Sylmar, Calif., in OMNI, 1/80.

MIDDLE AGES: The Middle Ages were seen as the period in which power was dispersed, and in which many semi-autonomous groups flourished; absolute power was thought to be more intolerable than slavery. – David Nicholls, The Pluralist State, p.28. – But e.g. in religion the Catholoic Hierarchy still prevailed, with its prosecution of “heretics”. – J.Z., 13.2.09. - POWER & AUTONOMOUS GROUPS

MIDDLE AGES: The middle ages, as can be verified in any history book, was hardly idyllic – unless one considers living in squalor on a dirt floor, having an average life expectancy of 21 years, 50 % infant mortality, being subject to plagues, famines and bloody wars which wiped out half the population every 20 years, idyllic.” – OPTION MAGAZINE, Feb. 77. - IDYLLIC? DIS.

MIDDLE CLASS: … the middle class, so hated by the Communist, is represented by ninety per cent upward of the people, … the American worker receives wages from thirty to ninety per cent higher than the wages or working-men of any other nation save Canada. …” - Louis Bromfield, A New Pattern for a Tired World, p.49. – ANTI-AMERICANISM, & WORKERS IN THE USA., DIS.

MIDDLE CLASS: Any political system which persecutes its middle systematically is unlikely to remain either free or prosperous for long.” – Paul Johnson, Enemies of Society. – The same could be said for the persecution of any other group of peaceful and productive citizens, even down to particular individuals, who do not victimize anybody. – J.Z., 7.12.07.

MIDDLE GROUND: … there are some alternatives that have no happy middle ground between them – polygamy and monogamy, for example. Nor is there a middle-of-the-road between collectivism and individualism.” – Leonard E. Read, Let Freedom Reign, p.80. – (*) The rightful and liberating and enlightening alternative is: Polygamy for communities of polygamists and monogamy for communities of monogamists. Likewise, collectivism for its volunteers and individualism for individualist. Capitalism for consenting adults and even Communism for consenting adults. - Why assume that all people in a whole country or continent ought to live under the same set of laws, rather than personal laws? Leonard E. Read, unfortunately, still believed in a territorial monopoly for his kind of supposedly sufficiently limited government. – J.Z., 18.12.07. – Monogamy is not even clearly and unmistakably based upon original statements recorded in the Bible but, rather, the result of later interpretations. – Like so much else in most religions with a ‘holy” book ( a book which is only selectively known to and appreciated by its believers, who would be horrified if some of its reported and there sanctioned actions were demanded of them today ). – (*) Divorce statistics and multiple marriages ( serial polygamy ) as well as numerous known or unknown ( to the marriage partner ) acts of faithlessness indicate that many to most people do compromise in this sphere. Periods of de-facto marriages are also increasing. Prostitutes are visited not only by single men. And all over mankind there have been a great variety of arrangements and compromises in this sphere, very different from the conventional Christian monogamous marriage. – Rulers have also usually followed their own rule book in this sphere. – J.Z., 13.2.09. - COMPROMISES

MIDDLE GROUND: Many young people despise compromise, but without it the world would come to a standstill. If I cannot have my way and you cannot have yours, perhaps there is a middle ground we can both accept. It is as simple as that, and every day of our lives we are compromising in every possible way, adjusting and adapting to what needs to be done.” – Louis L’Amour, Education of a Wandering Man, p.189. – Each can have his own way – but for himself and like-minded people only. Their own insurance contracts or games or plays or utopian experiments. – J.Z. 31.3.04. – We do not have to fill our shopping baskets with the same kinds of consumer goods or public services. - Check your premises: Each can have his own way in his own affairs, at his own risk and expense. The same is true for communities of volunteers. Thus individuals could and should be sovereign in their own affairs and in their choice of a community that would suit them and all communities of volunteers could and should be as sovereign as they want to be in their own affairs, which means, leaving all others sufficiently alone. That is the only basic compromise that all of us could or should agree upon in public affairs as well as we do already largely agree upon this regarding private affairs. Only when interests overlap is there room for negotiations, contracts and treaties and even there the politicians and diplomats should not have a monopoly, either, seeing for how long and how extensively they have messed up international relations by their treaties, based on their prejudices, powers and ambitions and their territorialist wrongful premises. The resources of the world do not have to be owned by any nation. They can and are freely offered to the members of all nations and races, at market prices, if not “regulated” and controlled by national territorial governments. – Free competition on a quite free market is the best kind of compromise. On it finally the individual votes of sovereign consumers are decisive – for their own affairs and as votes of confidence for those who supplied them with what they wanted. – However, those, who do want to restrict their own transactions in any way should also be free to do so. - J.Z., 13.9.07, 13.2.09. - MIDDLE WAY, COMPROMISES, TOLERANCE, PANARCHISM, EXPERIMENTAL FREEDOM, EXTERRITORIAL AUTONOMY, VOLUNTARISM, FREE MARKET, COMPETITION, CHOICE, VOTING WITH ONE’S DOLLARS, CONSUMER SOVEREIGNTY COMBINED WITH FREE ENTERPRISE & FREE TRADE.

MIDDLE OF THE ROAD: A man who walks down the centre line of a road risks getting hit from both sides.” – Alexander Ziatanovic - IS NOT A SAFE PATH:

MIDDLE OF THE ROAD: Do not hide behind meaningless catch-phrases, such as “the middle of the road”. Individualism and Collectivism are not two sides of the same road, with a safe rut for you in the middle. They are two roads going in opposite directions. One leads to freedom, justice and prosperity; the other – to slavery, horror and destruction. The choice is yours to make.” - Ayn Rand, Textbook of Americanism, in: “The Ayn Rand Column”, revised edition, 1998, p 92, Second Renaissance Books, New Milford, Connecticut, www.rationalmind.com – - Alas, this individual choice among various free, unfree or moderately free societies is not yet free to individuals on the basis of personal laws and exterritorial autonomy. Ayn Rand even tried, but in vain, to ridicule this notion of “competing governments” in her book “The Virtue of Selfishness”. This remained one of the weakest point in her political philosophy. – By the way: Whoever tries to stay in the middle of the road may get hit from both sides. – J.Z., 17.9.07. - INDIVIDUALISM VS. COLLECTIVISM, DIS.

MIDDLE OF THE ROAD: The middle of the road is where the white line is – and that’s the worst place to drive.” – Robert Frost. - COMPROMISES

MIDDLE OF THE ROAD: We know what happens to people who stay in the middle of the road. They get run over.” – Aneurin Bevan in a speech. Reported in OBSERVER, 9.1.53. – COMPROMISE

MIDDLE OF THE ROADERS: Standing in the middle of the road is dangerous; you get knocked down by the traffic from both sides.” - Margaret Thatcher. - COMPROMISES

MIDDLE WAY: There are two sides to every issue: one side is right and the other wrong (*), but the middle is always evil. (**) The man who is wrong still retains some respect for truth, if only by accepting the responsibility of choice. But the man in the middle is the knave who blanks out the truth in order to pretend that no choice or values exist, who is willing to sit out the course of any battle, willing to cash in on the blood of the innocent or to crawl on his belly to the guilty, who dispenses justice by condemning both the robber and the robbed to jail, who solves conflicts by ordering the thinker and the fool to meet each other halfway. – Ayn Rand, Atlas Shrugged, 979. – If only more armies, supposed to fight each other, engaged in mass fraternization and signed a peace treaty, over the heads of their rulers, which would satisfy the soldiers and citizens on both sides. Or if, instead of fighting each other, both armies overthrow their governments, which had no better use for them than to uses them up as their cannot fodder for the aims of these governments. And the rightful compromise choice between using or boycotting an exclusive currency lies in issuing or accepting one of the monies of monetary freedom. - - (*) Between robbery and theft, murder and rape, both are wrong. The choice between going to the theatre or the cinema, involves two rightful choices. Likewise that between chocolate or some fruit. - - (**) I often go on a short walk and sometimes on a long walk. If I choose a medium long walk, I commit no wrong towards myself or anyone else. - J.Z., 8.12.07. – As every shopper should know by now, there are usually more than merely 2 options. Often a confusing variety of choices does exist. – 13.2.09. - J.Z., MIDDLE GROUND, COMPROMISES

MIDDLE WAY: This common fallacy stems from the idea that the political spectrum can be represented by a straight line, so that if you don’t like the extremes it must be better in the middle. Like saying the North Pole is too extreme and the South Pole is also too extreme, so the centre of the earth is the place to be!” – Terry Arthur, 95 % Is Crap, 135. - COMPROMISES, RATHER THAN RADICALISM OR EXTREMISM, DIS.

MIDDLE: The Revolt of the Common People is a revolt of the farmer, the real estate broker, the filling station operator, the average professional man, the skilled industrial worker – indeed of the greatest part of the middle class of which the large majority of our citizenry are members, and which is the very backbone of our economy and shared wealth as well as the principal champion of our liberties. The world “proletariat”, one of the worn and pompous phrases of Communist and ‘egghead’ propaganda, is meaningless in the U.S.” - Louis Bromfield, A New Pattern for a Tired World, p.36. - CLASS & WORKERS IN THE USA., PROLETARIAT, CLASS WARFARE NOTIONS, POVERTY, DIS.

MIDDLEMAN: Cut out the middleman: government, and run your own lives!” – Bob Howard, 30.6.75. GOVERNMENT:

MIDDLEMAN: The man caught in the middle when the producer and the consumer are seeking a scapegoat.” – L.A. Rollins, Lucifer’s Lexicon. – Instead of organizing e.g. producer’s and consumer’s cooperatives. – J.Z., 5.12.07.

MIDDLEMAN: These ‘distributors’ are as truly productive and as necessary for economic progress as the mines and factories.” – V. Orval Watts, THE FREEMAN, 4/73. – Anyone, who has ever tried to sell masses of some product or service will know how much hard, prolonged and often unprofitable labor is involved in this. Compared with it mass production is rather easy and fast, also cheap. – J.Z., 18.12.07. - DISTRIBUTORS, SHOPKEEPERS, SUPERMARKETS

MIGHT: … ‘might’ cannot be justified as ‘right’ if ‘right’ is to be nullified. (*) If there is only might then people cannot act out of a sense of justice. – Albert the Unknown, THE CONNECTION, 60, p.51. – (*) Rather: Might can only be “justified” as “right” if genuine rights are to be nullified. – Or insert “not”: “if ‘right’ is not to be nullified.” - J.Z., 13.2.09. - & RIGHT & JUSTICE, DIS.

MIGHT: … being unable to cause might to obey justice, men have made it just to obey might. Unable to strengthen justice, they have justified might, so that the just and the strong should unite, and there would be peace, which is the sovereign good.” – Pascal. – Let the unarmed victims of injustice enlighten themselves on their rights and liberties, and then arm, train, and organize themselves for the protection of these rights and liberties and they will be the strong and mighty ones against those who were formerly strong, powerful and abusive. MIGHT: A rioter with a Molotov cocktail in his hands is not fighting for civil rights any more than a Klansman with a sheet on his back and mask on his face.” – Lyndon B. Johnson, Speech, in Washington, D.C., 20.8.1965. - PROTESTS, DEMONSTRATIONS, VIOLENCE, RIOTS, RIGHTS

MIGHT: For the boa-constrictor, who is practically one enormous muscle, it would be literally true to say that Might is Right; for the ant, whose brain is not constituted like the human brain, it is literally true that the State is more important than the Individual. But for man, whose specialty lies in the personality-recognising creases in his neopallium – as much developed in him as the muscles are in the boa-constrictor – it is equally true to say that mental truth, not force, is right; and that the Individual is more important than the State. He is so much more important that he should abolish it.” – Ted White, The Book of Merlyn, p.116. - MIGHT IS RIGHT? FOR RATIONAL MEN AS WELL AS FOR ANIMALS OR INSECTS? DIS.

MIGHT: Force cannot give right.” – Thomas Jefferson: The Rights of British America. 1774. – At most and at best it can protect rights. However, territorial governments are the worst institutions for this purpose. They are, rather, the main offenders against right and liberties. – J.Z., 9.12.07. – FORCE, COMPULSION, VIOLENCE, PRESSURE, RIGHT, TERRITORIALISM, PROTECTION

MIGHT: It does not seem to require much acumen to realize that the power of might is the most potent ingredient regarding human conduct, and over-rides all “right”, and until mankind decides to forego the use of might it will naturally be the deciding determinator. Stirner said, “I would rather have a handful of might than a bagful of right.” or words to that effect. Anyhow, that is the only language that governments, as such, understand.” – Laurance Labadie, Selected Essays, p.47. – Governments understand the language of rights and liberties, too. That is why their constitutions and bills or rights have omitted so many of them and greatly restricted others. – I rather prefer the use of quite rightful might in combination with quite genuine rights and liberties. - J.Z., 18.12.07. & RIGHT, DIS.

MIGHT: Might and right do differ frightfully from hour to hour; but give them centuries to try it in, they are found to be identical.” – Thomas Carlyle, Chartism, 1839, 8. – Right can also produce might but certainly has not always done so, sometimes not for hundreds of years. –- The missing ingredients: Full knowledge of all individual human rights and liberties and an ideal militia to uphold these rights and liberties. J.Z., 18.11.85. – Slavery was enforced by might for many centuries. This still did not make it right. – J.Z., 13.12.07. & RIGHT, DIS.

MIGHT: Might does not make right, but right can provide the might to practise what is right. – J.Z., 16.11.85. - MILITIA, IDEAL MILITIA FORCES, RIGHT & RIGHT VS. MIGHT

MIGHT: Might Is Right!” Oh, Yes! MIGHT: Redbeard’s “Might is Right” is as self-contradictory as Proudhon’s “Property is Robbery”. “Robbery” cannot have negative emotional significance without “property” having positive significance. Similarly, ‘might cannot be justified as “right” if “right” is to be nullified. If there is only might then people cannot act out of a sense of justice.” – Albert the Unknown ( Diogenes of Panarchia ), LIBERTARIAN CONNECTION 60, to George Kysor. - RIGHT

MIGHT: Right can inspire might.” – Benjamin Best, THE LIBERTARIAN CONNECTION 10, p.51. - &. RIGHT, DIS.

MIGHT: Right makes might.” – R. G. Ingersoll, The Liberty of Man – Woman and Child, p.13. - & RIGHT

MIGRATION: Every rational being has the right to unrestricted movement and residence unless society ( the community of rational beings ) can justify a particular limitation, like e.g. traffic or quarantine rules. Every rational being has the right to migrate freely, anywhere. – Every human being fleeing from a country because its rights are violated or threatened has the right to seek and be granted asylum from oppression and persecution in every other country. - - Comment: The right to free migration includes the right to unrestricted immigration and emigration and the right to settle anywhere. Even the requirement of pass ports would restrict it. No state, nation, or race has the right to exclusive possession of any continent or country. – From the human rights drafts in PEACE PLANS No. 4, later reproduced with many other PRIVATE drafts in PEACE PLANS 589/590. – This anthology is so far only offered by me as an email attachment – until it appears online or on a disc. – J.Z., 13.2.09. - FREEDOM OF MOVEMENT, ASYLUM, IMMIGRATION, EMIGRATION, ASYLUM

MIGRATION: Free migration – for all but aggressors! – J.Z., 10/72.

MIGRATION: I claim the right to migrate wherever I want to on this planet and I respect the right of everyone else do to the same. – J.Z., n.d. – Naturally, that does not include the right to be maintained by the welfare institutions of the country one migrates to. One has to make one’s own self-support and insurance arrangements. – J.Z., 7.12.07.

MIGRATION: Migration is the only option which territorialism leaves to dissenters and both, emigration and immigration are greatly restricted by most territorial States. - Even among libertarians the advocacy of quite free migration is the exception rather than the rule, so far. At least that is my impression for articles on this are still relatively rare, compared e.g. with articles favoring freedom in education. - Territorial and self-chosen exile is, naturally, not a good substitute for self-chosen internal "exile" from the "protection" or "oppression" or "services" of a territorial State. - J.Z., 17.9.04. – The abolition of territorialism would automatically remove all artificial immigration barriers. MIGRATION: We shall experience the final defeat of liberalism not when immigration but when emigration is forbidden." - Jo Grimond, The Bureaucratic Blight. - FREE EMIGRATION & FREE IMMIGRATION

MIGRATION: Without the reestablishment of freedom of migration throughout the world, there can be no lasting peace.” – Ludwig von Mises, in “The Freedom to Move as an International Problem, a 1935 Vienna newspaper article. – In other words, without the destruction of dictatorships and other authoritarian regimes, including many democratic ones … - J.Z., n.d. & 18.12.07. I also consider the freedom to move to be one of the factors required for world peace. However, this freedom, to encounter the least opposition, would require full monetary and financial freedom to facilitate very fast the influx of millions of new immigrants, refugees and deserters, under conditions of full employment, stable currencies and a booming economy. Territorial “democratic” governments, apparently, cannot solve this problem and so they block the frontiers to immigrants, refugees and deserters and, thereby, make their enemies stronger rather than strengthening themselves. – In Australia they have even established concentration camps for illegal immigrants. MILITANT TYPE: Industrial vs. Militant Type. – Those who would rather fight than work are of the Militant type; those who would rather work than fight are of the Industrial type, and now outnumber the former more than a hundred to one. Herbert Spence has traced the origin, development, functions and decline of the Militant type; he has described the origin, development and functions of the Industrial type, and the evidences of its ultimate supremacy. There was a time when most men were warriors; but as industry developed, fewer and fewer went to war, until only a small minority did so, and governments were forced to draft men to serve; and of late years governments have to instill ideas of war into the plastic minds of school children in order to keep alive the dying embers of militancy. The United States government spends millions of dollars yearly in luring – by means of advertisements in newspapers, on billboards and moving pictures, - young men to enlist in sufficient numbers to keep its standing army fully recruited.” – Sprading, Liberty and the Great Libertarians, p.29. – Alas, the boredom of many present jobs made many young men welcome the supposed adventure of fighting or of the preparation for it. – J.Z., 9.11.72. – Moreover, by now it is often safer to be a soldier than to be a civilian during war times. – J.Z., 18.12.07. - VS. MILITARISM: Militarism in every age has destroyed itself.” – Arnold Toynbee. – But no matter how many millions of soldiers and officers or even more of noncombatants or civilians were murdered by it, territorial states have always managed to revive it again and again. It will end only with territorial statism, once all States are replaced by communities or societies of volunteers, under personal laws, all of them confined to exterritorial autonomy only, thus making further warfare States impossible. – J.Z., 18.12.07. – Under territorialism it will arise again and again, like a Phoenix out of ashes. – J.Z., 13.2.09.

MILITARISM: Most of the current and man-made evils are largely only consequences of territorial statism, nationalism, tribalism and of remaining state religions. – J.Z., 12.4.05. – WARFARE STATES,. TERRITORIALISM, BUREAUCRACY, AUTHORITARIANISM, WARS, CIVIL WARS, REVOLUTIONS, MASS UNEMPLOYMENT, POVERTY, INFLATION & TERRITORIALISM

MILITARISM: The conventional military system gives more of the wrong kind of power to more of the wrong kind of people than any other power system. MILITARY FORCES: The conventional military forces of territorial States, recruited, trained, armed, disciplined and conditioned to obey even wrongful orders unconditionally and without hesitation, to act as sacrificial pawns for however irrational policies of their governments, to fight, become wounded, crippled or die for undeclared or irrational war aims like “unconditional surrender” or to “fight” using mass murder devices against civilians, giving up their own rights and liberties in the process, - must become almost totally transformed and retrained and rearmed and re-motivated. They must relearn new and rightful tactics and strategies and warfare methods that would turn even most of the enemy’s soldiers into either neutrals or allies, who desert to them or who rise against their dictators. They must welcome them, when they flee, defect or desert or let themselves be easily taken prisoner, not treating them as prisoners of war but rather as liberated people, or, for the time being, as welcome guests or neutrals or even as allies, if that is their choice. Noncombatants, almost all civilians, except the leaders of the enemy regime, should never be treated as enemies. Their properties should remain untouched. They should be liberated rather than treated as conquered and dominated people. Total or national conventional wars should, as far as is humanly possible, be turned into mere police actions against the real enemies only, the war mongers in government, a handful of war criminals. For that purpose practical and safe enough methods leading to more deserters and to mass fraternization between the soldiers should be taught and practised. Propaganda and opinion exchanges and appeals as well as proclamations of quite rightful defence, liberation and revolutionary policies, quite rightful war and peace aims, truthful and trustworthily made, should be more important in this kind of warfare than the exchange of bullets, shells and bombs. - E.g. full recognition of governments in exile, of various groups of volunteers, with diverse ideals and personal laws, would constitute some of the proofs for the seriousness and trustworthiness of our liberation program. Sharp and deep hitting good arguments would be more important in it that are the bullets of sharp-shooters, unless these sharp-shooters concentrated on intractable fanatical leading officers and defenders of a dictatorship. Suitable commando raids would be more important than all-out frontal attacks or mechanized automatic defences. Loudspeakers and leaflets and appeals, proclamations and radio and TV broadcasts would, possibly, be the most important “weapons”. But most of the required information should be sufficiently publicized long before it would come even to such a limited war. A whole new military science would have to be developed and practised in advance, as much as possible. The genuine national interests, rights and liberties desired on the side of a dictators regime would have to be obviously taken care of much better by the defending or liberating militia forces than by the dictatorial regime. Thus any motive to uphold a dictatorial regime should become reduced as close as possible to zero. – The enemy regime’s military forces should be largely turned against it, in their own national interest. Secondly, we do know that there are at least some moral and rational restraints still operating in the US ( not enough to achieve e.g. unilateral nuclear disarmament, though! ) but what restraints are there upon the actions of more obviously criminal governments and terrorists, striving to get ABC mass murder devices? - It is not primarily a matter of the number of weapons and soldiers but for what and against what they are intended or used. The U.S. government has many flaws, but it is hardly as yet the typical example of a rogue State, yet. Furthermore, it is well known that even with relatively few men and weapons terrorists, revolutionaries and minor States can commit many mass murders and some governments support or tolerate them. Jenghiz Khan's regime, merely with bow and arrow, sword and lance, managed to murder about 50 million people. MILITARY STRENGTH: How many despotic regimes would collapse soon, if their soldiers were not automatically targeted, like e.g. in the Gulf War, but also considered, primarily, as subjects to be liberated as well? What if they were welcomed with open arms, if they surrendered or deserted, and not treated at all like POWs? ( Unless they are among the few fanatic followers of a despotic regime. ) What if they could immediately form all the governments in exile they want to have - for their own communities of volunteers only? What if nothing but rightful war, liberation and peace aims were advanced, publicized and already partly realized by their opponents? E.g. streams of refugees, instead of being herded like animals into detention camps, could almost immediately be supplied with well paid jobs in every free country that practised monetary, financial and other liberties. How many military forces of a despotic regime would remain loyal to it - once sound programs for a military insurrection and for a free and peaceful future for their country would be made fully known to them, including new and well paid other jobs for all of the former soldiers and officers? To what extent are soldiers of a regime its military slaves, just as its taxpayers are tax slaves, and would prefer any rightful and attractive alternative, if it were offered to them? One does not turn them into friends and allies or at least neutrals, by threatening them with ABC mass murder devices, and by threatening to destroy as well their country and its population in the process. ABC devices are not really powerful and efficient but self-defeating and incapacitating in several ways. They make more enemies than existed before them and make people on the other side suspect all of one’s motives and intentions. In WW II and in the recent strike against military centers in Iraq, the wrong assumption was that air raids would induce civilians and military people to rise against their oppressors. In fact, they increased the anger against the raiders, as a result of rockets, bombs, shells and bullets that went astray, and also increased nationalistic feelings and even loyalty to wrongful and evil regimes, as any good psychologist could have predicted or anyone who knows human nature. The question should also be raised, once again, whether “smart bombs” and “smart rockets”, even when confined to conventional explosives in large packets, are good substitutes for local saboteurs and executioners practising tyrannicide. How short and relatively bloodless could WW II have been - if the Hitler regime had been fought by rightful and rational alternative methods rather than holding all its subjects and victims, whether in and out of uniforms, collectively responsible? His “strength” was resting largely on the errors, wrong assumptions and practices and remaining authoritarianism on the side of the Allies. Rightful governments in exile and rightful war and peace aims for Germany,  combined with the full employment and anti-inflation program of monetary freedom, offering good jobs to millions of deserters and refugees, would have helped much to bring his regime down, fast. But, unfortunately, then, there and in other wars of “liberation” or “defence”, almost all the authoritarian crimes and mistakes were committed and few if any truly liberating steps were undertaken and publicized in time. If the West Germans would have known how they would be treated, shortly afterwards, by the Western Allies, would they have been willing to fight at all for the Hitler regime? MILITIA: Cromwell hadn't solved the finance problem for his soldiers and his revolution and so his otherwise very obedient and freedom-loving soldiers came close to mutiny and his revolution ultimately failed. Washington, too, might have been overthrown by his unpaid soldiers, if he had not ordered them marched into the wilderness to be “paid off” there with greatly depreciated paper money at its face value. A Militia which does not stand up for monetary freedom also will tend to defeat itself. More than ever before, a liberation army and a force to maintain individual rights and liberties must be able to pay its way. MILITIA: Tax slaves ought to be well armed and militarily organized and trained. Then they would have a chance to greatly reduce or even abolish taxation. – J.Z., 20.4.89. - & TAXATION

MILITIA: The Americans fought the Revolution with an amateur army. Almost every colonist owned a musket, a circumstance European governments of the time would never have tolerated and which colonial governors found unnerving. Virginia’s Governor Sir William Berkeley complained bitterly of the special hazards of governing a people of whom six out of seven are “Poore, Endebted, Discontented and Armed.” (*) – The American Militia was a citizen army that has been described as “a band of casually gathered, haphazardly-armed amateurs, over whom there was no effective central command.” The officers were usually elected. – Responsibility was widely diffused. One reason the American Army proved hard to defeat was that it was not really an army. It had no centre; ”its center”, an analyst said, “was everywhere”. -Richard Cornuelle, Healing America, G. P. Putnam’s Sons, New York, 1983, p. 23. - - Alas, the Americans of that time did not know and appreciate ALL individual rights and liberties. Even the Americans of today don’t. Many wrongs and abuses follow from that fact. – (*) I suppose that this Governor did not count the women as people. J.Z., 12.9.08. - ARMS, GUNS, WEAPONS, IN THE HANDS OF THE PEOPLE INSTEAD OF ONLY IN THE HANDS OF GOVERNMENTS, ELECTION OF OFFICERS, DECENTRALIZATION

MILITIA: The best we can hope for concerning the people at large is that they be properly armed.” – Alexander Hamilton – Armed with the knowledge and understanding of all individual rights and liberties is even more important than arms. And to apply that knowledge and to apply their rightful weapons rightfully and sensibly only, does also require extensive training, long before it comes to any clashes. If this is done than clashes will arise only rarely and tend to be rather limited. – 13.2.09. SELF-DEFENCE

MILITIA: The citizen-soldiers is like a juror who is at the place and time of the offence and entitled, nay obliged, to act then and there towards the protection of basic rights and liberties, without waiting for a remote judge or bureaucrat to make a decision. They would act like ideal policemen on the spot should act. The Islamic instant justice system, as described e.g. by Rose Wilder Lane, is something similar. And so is the justice system described by Robert Heinlein in his “The Moon Is a Harsh Mistress.” – J.Z., 20.8.86, 13.12.07.

MILITIA: The condition upon which God hath given liberty to man is eternal vigilance; which condition, if he break, servitude is at once the consequence of his crime, and the punishment of his guilt.” – John Philpot Curran, Speech on the Right of Election of Lord Mayor of Dublin, 1790. – Utilization of freedom of press and other protest options do not achieve sufficient “vigilance”. Some king of ideal “vigilante” organization should be organized and mobilized, whenever necessary, as well, by all freedom lovers, - J.Z., 6.4.89, 6.12.07. - ETERNAL VIGILANCE

MILITIA: The credo of the militia is not merely to protect any particular panarchy in its independence but the protection of the peaceful coexistence and independent development of all of them, with all their varieties, as determined by individual consumer sovereignty in this sphere. For that purpose, it upholds claimed individual rights, rights claimed by individuals or groups, which are members of particular panarchies and which are part of the individual rights code recognized and defended by the militia, against aggressive actions by members of other panarchies and sometimes also, by members of the same panarchy, should its internal security forces be unable to keep the peace and in case such a panarchy does not split up in time to prevent such clashes. As individuals, the militia members have made their choice to belong to one or the other panarchy. As militia members they made the public choice to protect their own individual rights and those of others, to the extent that they are claimed, if necessary even with their own lives. This does not expect too much for them. Regardless of their party affiliation, many present-day policemen, private security men and soldiers do risk their lives in protective efforts. ( Naturally, in the absence of a commitment to individual rights protection, the latter types do also risk them in aggressive actions. ) - J.Z., 17.9.87, 1.4.89. – IDEAL MILITIAS

MILITIA: The land free, free for all, without overseers and masters. Seek justice from tyrannical governments, not with a hat in your hand but with a rifle in your fists.” – Zapata, quoted in Peter Marshall, Demanding the Impossible, p.512. – P.M. adds: “Although Zapata was not strictly speaking an anarchist, he did much to disseminate Flore Magón’s ideas.” - ARMS, WEAPONS, GUNS

MILITIA: The militia is a people in arms ( the best parts of the people in arms – among the men ) and the people as the supreme sovereign has long been considered as a transcendental and supreme factor.” – Guenter Zehm: “Der hohle Staat und der dicke Apparat”, S.25 in: “Was anders werden muss”, Hrsg. G.-K. Kaltenbrunner, 1982. - IDEAL, FOR THE PROTECTION OF INDIVIDUAL RIGHTS & LIBERTIES

MILITIA: The militia, when properly formed, are in fact the people themselves. ... [T]he Constitution ought to secure a genuine [militia] and guard against a select militia, by providing that the militia shall always be kept well organized, armed, and disciplined, and include ... all men capable of bearing arms; ... To preserve liberty it is essential that the whole body of the people always possess arms and be taught alike ... how to use them." - Richard Henry Lee, writing in "Letters from the Federal Farmer to the Republic", 1788, p.169.

MILITIA: The police of a State should never be stronger or better armed than the citizens. An armed citizenry, willing to fight, is the foundation of civil freedom.” – Robert Heinlein, Beyond this Horizon, p.97. - POLICE, GUN CONTROL, VICTIM DISARMAMENT, ARMS, WEAPONS

MILITIA: The price of freedom is the willingness to do sudden battle, anywhere, any time and with utter ruthlessness.” – Robert Heinlein, The Puppet Masters, XXXV. – Much knowledge, moral sense and self-restraint is required to rightfully defend genuine rights and liberties only, without engaging in any wrongful and aggressive actions against people who are not really the main enemies, if enemies at all, rather than victims of a regime. Even the conscripts of the dictator one opposes are to be largely treated as potential allies, while they are not attacking. Instead of the “no pardon!” command, deserters should always be welcomed and prisoners taken, but not treated as POWs, unless they are “true believers”. – J.Z., 18.12.07. – FREEDOM, DIS., RUTHLESSNESS? RIGHTFUL & DISCRIMINATING WARFARE METHODS, LIBERATION WARS, REVOLUTIONARY WARS, MILITARY INSURRECTIONS, DESERTION, TREATMENT OF POW’s

MILITIA: The Songs of Bialik. The late Chaim Nachman Bialik (1873-1934 ) was the most distinguished poetic talent to use the Hebrew language in well over a thousand years. … he sets them singing a hymn of revolt against submissiveness. His purpose was to stir his fellow-Jews to throw off their age-old docility, to cease being mice and fight like men. - - The same thought animates the third poem here partially quoted ( in the book! – J.Z. ) This, ‘In the City of the Slaughtered’, was prompted by the Kishinev pogrom at Easter 1903, and heaps scorn on the Jews who meekly submitted to that outrage. Published originally in Hebrew, then translated by its author into Yiddish, this poem had an enormous effect on the harried folk penned in the Czarist ghettos. “Self-defence’ corps sprung up everywhere, and when the next pogrom-wave came in 905, the Jews resisted with matchless courage. - - Bialik was thus one of the most potent influences in reviving Israel’s will to live. If his doctrine seems reactionary, teaching men to meet hate with hate and violence with violence, it nevertheless belongs to such an anthology as this. There are times, it would seem, when a righteous wrath can be the truest expression of wisdom.” – The Wisdom of Israel, ed. by Lewis Browne, 1948ff, Four Square Edition, 1962, p.542. – From his: “The Dead in the Desert”: :We are the mighty! The last generation of slaves and the first generation of free men!” – Page 547 in the same book. - Underlining by me. True wisdom would have combined armed self-defence with a monetary revolution, which would have demonstrated that Jews are not the masters of money ( a popular prejudice ), but master liberators for all, by finally introducing monetary freedom and thereby ending the almost perpetual currency famine, which, being completely misinterpreted, as to its causes, had led all too many people to anti-Semitism. – J.Z., 8.12.070. - POGROMS, ANTISEMITISM & MONETARY FREEDOM

MILITIA: The State’s various armed forces are no rightful, rational and efficient substitutes for voluntary militia forces upholding individual rights and liberties. Not even the State’s judges and teachers are. Often they are more the enemies than upholders of individual rights and liberties. – J.Z., 27.5.05. - See especially sections 27, 32, 42, 78, in ON PANARCHY I, in PP 505. MILITIA: The United States should get rid of its militias.” - Joseph Stalin, 1933. By that time the National Guard of the US was already long under the control of US. governments, rather than autonomous, and thus actually not to be feared as much by a dictator like Stalin. – J.Z., 4.1.08.

MILITIA: They try to exploit our constitutional ignorance by claiming the Second Amendment refers to a “well-regulated militia” and government does the regulating. Nonsense! Noah Webster defined militia as ‘the effective part of the people at large’, and George Mason defined militia as ‘the whole people, except for a few public officials’.”. - Walter E. Williams, Do the Right Thing, Hoover Institution Press, 1995, p.150. - - With some others I hold that an ideal militia is self-regulated, consists only of volunteers and these volunteers know all individual rights and liberties and are prepared to uphold them and nothing else, with rightful weapons, organizational forms and protective and defensive methods that do not contradict these rights and liberties. – Obviously, the average present adult citizen is not yet as enlightened and committed. The territorial governments have seen to that. – J.Z., 5.10.07.

MILITIA: Three million people, armed in the Holy cause of Liberty … are invincible. … We shall not fight alone. …” - Patrick Henry, before his famous: “give me liberty or give me death” remark. - IDEAL MILITIA

MILITIA: Thus Bastiat insisted that collective force could only be used to insure (ensure? – J.Z.) the life, liberty, and property of individuals. While his position severely limited the role of government, Bastiat was far from adopting a position of philosophic anarchy. MILITIA: To be, or not to be – that is the question; // Whether ‘tis nobler in the mind to suffer // The slings and arrows of outrageous fortune, // Or to take arms against a sea of troubles.” – Shakespeare, Hamlet, 3, 1, 56. – Hyman Quotes, p.309. - DEFENCE

MILITIA: Today, we need a nation of Minutemen, citizens who are not only prepared to take arms, but citizens who regard the preservation of freedom as the basic purpose of their daily life and who are willing to consciously work and sacrifice for that freedom.” – John F. Kennedy. - Yes, especially against powerful men like JFK, who doubled the nuclear arsenal of the USA and played the game of brinkmanship with them. - J.Z., 24. 11. 06. - Which individual rights and liberties did he recognize and which important ones did he not know or respect? – J.Z., 2.1.08. - MINUTEMEN, INDIVIDUAL RIGHTS & LIBERTIES, RESISTANCE

MILITIA: Tolerant people should arm and organize themselves against intolerant ones. – J.Z., 5.2.81. - & TOLERANCE

MILITIA: Voting for the right is doing nothing for it.” – H. D. Thoreau, An Essay on Civil Disobedience, 1848. - - “Right is associated with the authority to enforce it.” – Kant. - & VOTING, RIGHT TO USE FORCE TO UPHOLD OR RESTORE RIGHTS

MILITIA: We want to be the militia of liberty, but not soldiers under uniform. Armies prove dangerous to the people; except for the popular militia protecting the public liberties. Militia, yes! Soldiers, never!” – Proclamation of the CNT, 1936. - VS. SOLDIERS OF STANDING ARMIES

MILITIA: What, Sir, is the use of a militia? It is to prevent the establishment of a standing army, the bane of liberty. ... Whenever Governments mean to invade the rights and liberties of the people, they always attempt to destroy the militia, in order to raise an army upon their ruins." - Rep. Elbridge Gerry of Massachusetts, spoken during floor debate over the Second Amendment, I Annals of Congress at 750, 17 August 1789. - - There is other contemporaneous evidence that the Founding Fathers considered the militia to be equivalent to, if not, "the people", at least a very large part of the people. The Militia Act of 1792 declared the: "militia of the United States" to include almost every free adult male in the United States. These persons were obligated to possess a firearm and a minimum supply of ammunition and military equipment. This statute, incidentally remained in effect into the early years of the present century as a legal requirement of gun ownership for most of the population of the United States.[32] – Source?

MILITIA: When the Continental Army was in the field under military discipline (*), their ideals flourished. The Declaration of Independence was issued, and people like Tom Paine were lionized. However, as soon as the revolutionaries put their guns back over their mantelpieces, after the defeat of the British, things started going downhill.” – Filthy Pierre, THE CONNECTION 98, 13 Sept. 81, p.27. – (*) I suppose that with the American militias, just as with Cromwell’s Ironsides, military discipline prevailed only during the battle-periods. In-between they probably had time and interest for free meetings and discussions, not under military discipline, when there were no labors to be done, like building fortifications or further training. After the war, separated, back in their often lonely homestead or in small villages and towns, also largely cheated of their payments via depreciated paper money forced upon them, and forced to earn a living, immediately, for themselves and their dependents, they had hardly time and energy or opportunities left for further political discussions. Moreover, they were under the false impression that they had fully won and were already free men and bound to remain so. But, in the meantime, the territorialist statists got together and drafted the constitution for a new and still all too powerful federal State and managed to force it through, among other statists, state representatives, without a vote of all former soldiers and other citizens. – J.Z., 6.7.89, 5.12.07.

See the report on this by Pelatiah Webster. But from his tenants Washington demanded payment in gold or silver coins instead of in inflated paper money. But then he was no economist. MILITIA: Which military force could have higher morale factor than an ideal militia for the protection of individual rights and liberties? – J.Z., 6.12.07. - IDEALS & MILITARY MORALE, Q.

MILITIA… in the case of the Boer War, … the army on the Boer side appears to have had a remarkably democratic form of organization and yet existed alongside State and Church institutions that were quite undemocratic.” – A.J. Baker, Anderson’s Social Philosophy, p.73. - A PRECEDENT?

MILITIAS: Armies, contrary to the official propaganda, tend to bring out the worst in men. Ideal militias would attempt to bring out the best in men, e.g. knowledge of respect for individual rights and liberties, and appreciation of them, for themselves and for all others. Not all of conventional warfare practices would be permissible for them. Nevertheless, they could come to fight more successfully and with less losses on both sides than conventional forces. – J.Z., 25.10.87, 6.2.07. - IDEAL ONES, OF VOLUNTEERS FOR THE PROTECTION OF INDIVIDUAL RIGHTS & LIBERTIES VS. STANDING ARMIES OF GOVERNMENTS, TO FOLLOW THEIR ORDERS

MILITIAS: Composed only of volunteers, armed trained and motivated only to defend individual human rights and liberties, with rightful weapons and methods, liberating & preserving rather than mass murderous and destroying, revolutionary and liberating rather than total warfare, with tactics and strategies corresponding to its rightful aims. Its soldiers and officers enjoying human rights as far as possible, while not fighting for them. Units to be locally autonomous and also internationally federated or allied. Supreme political and military power: citizens in arms. Deciding on war and peace, armament and disarmament and international treaties. Self-mobilizing, self-supporting in peace time. In war-time self-financing through taxes that anticipate the expropriation of the assets of the enemy regime and give the taxed claims upon these assets. Only sufficiently rational beings are accepted as its volunteers. As a body it would possess a monopoly for military weapons, i.e. disarm all other military organizations, leaving only self-defence weapons to individuals. It will organize and supervise the destruction of all ABC mass murder devices, beginning with unilateral nuclear disarmament. It will also attempt to further improve the best declaration of individual rights and liberties that has been achieved so far. It will engage in or encourage tyrannicide rather than organized area bombing or free fire zones and mass slaughters of the enemy regime’s conscripts. MILITIAS: Do not overlook the COMMON DEFENCE aims and interests of militia members from DIFFERENT panarchies. They all want their own particular panarchies, i.e. the rights and liberties claimed within them by their voluntary members, protected against interference by members of other panarchies. Thus will help defending it and all other panarchies against attacks. – J.Z., 17.9.87. – The best way to protect their own free choices of systems and laws is to protect those choices of all others as well. – J.Z., 7.12.07. – Moreover, they would be more than the average panarchy members trained to distinguish between rightful and wrongful actions. Consider them as armed and well educated jurors, if you like. - J.Z., 17.9.87, 1.4.89. – IDEAL MILITIAS & PANARCHISM

MILITIAS: I would rather have the best possible constitutions ( that is, those of volunteers under full exterritorial autonomy and personal laws ) resting upon the best possible military forces ( those of volunteers, upholding individual rights and liberties, in defence organizations that are themselves exterritorially autonomous, and that use only rightful weapons and methods against real enemies only ) than the best possible of the territorially monopolistic and coercive constitution of the present States, resting upon their military and police forces and other “constitutional liberties” that are offered under territorialism. – Panarchism and ideal militia forces would support each other. – J.Z., 27.8.93, 4.12.07. – IDEAL MILITIAS

MILITIAS: Ideal militia forces would largely replace the current military and police forces of territorial States. They could provide better defence and police services. At the same time they could greatly reducing the need for such services, by upholding, against all criminals and other aggressors, all genuine individual rights and liberties. Naturally, they would do this only to the extent that they are claimed by communities of volunteers. Such militias would be formed and self-managed by neighborhood volunteers who are sufficiently enlightened and informed, trained and motivated to uphold all individual rights and liberties, when this is required. MILITIAS: Lastly, the advocates of- monetary freedom, together with the advocates of all other individual liberties and rights, may have to arm, organize, train and motivate themselves to help realize and maintain their liberty against all those inclined towards despotism in this and other spheres. - J.Z., n.d. - VOLUNTARY, LOCALLY ORGANIZED & FEDERATED, FOR THE -PROTECTION OF ALL INDIVIDUAL RIGHTS

MILITIAS: Men who respect individual human rights have the right to bear arms and to organize and train in military fashion. Self-evident conditions are: a.) They must be volunteers. b.) They may only use rightful arms and methods. c.) They may pursue only quite rightful war and peace aims. e.) They may use only rightful strategic and tactical methods, sparing civilians and noncombatants ( dictators, tyrants and their main supporters excepted ). e.) Their military obedience is limited and accompanied by a right and duty to resist wrongful orders. f.) Even as soldiers they still retain their individual rights. g.) They may elect and recall their officers. h.) They must swear to uphold nothing but individual human rights. – ( A new kind of military science can hardly be sufficiently expressed in a few words only. ) J.Z., n.d. & 19.12.07. - MILITIAS, IDEAL ONES

MILITIAS: Rome remained free for four hundred years and Sparta eight hundred, although their citizens were armed all that time; but many other states that have been disarmed have lost their liberties in less than forty years.” - Niccolo Machiavelli. – With such remarks N.M. indicated his real political position. Alas, he favored the compulsory unification of Italy, even if only through a prince or monarch, i.e., he was still a territorialist and centralist and gave corresponding “political” advice, in accordance with modern “Realpolitik”. – J.Z., 4.1.08. - ARMED CITIZENS

MILITIAS: Should it really only be possible to organize and manage large military forces for wrongful purposes but not for quite rightful ones? Or to establish them as incorruptible and self-managed institutions? All for the protection of genuine individual rights and liberties only? Would it be impossible to replace the all too flawed and incomplete human rights declarations of States and that of the UN by correct and complete ones? Is it impossible to replace monetary despotism by monetary freedom, compulsory taxation by voluntary taxation, territorial & coercive monopoly States with involuntary members and subjects by exterritorially autonomous communities of volunteers only, collective territorial sovereignty by individual sovereignty, territorial experiments by exterritorial ones, collective responsibility ideas and practices by those based upon individual responsibility, flawed social insurance and social service systems by rightful and economic ones, monopolistic defence, police and prison services by quite rightful and competitive ones? Under experimental freedom for volunteers, organized in exterritorially autonomous communities, all possible and rational alternatives could be tolerantly tried out and fast progress will be almost guaranteed including a speeding up of general enlightenment. All creative energies would then be finally released. But to achieve this some forms of ideal militias may already be required, some better declarations of individual rights and liberties, more complete reference libraries for freedom lovers and more publicized examples for the possibility of peaceful coexistence for all kinds of alternative institutions. – J.Z., July/Aug. 06, unfinished notes, somewhat revised 30.10.07. - IDEAL ONES, OF VOLUNTEERS FOR THE PROTECTION OF INDIVIDUAL RIGHTS & LIBERTIES

MILITIAS: The militia is the dread of tyrants and the guard of freemen.” - Gov. R. Lucas, former Major General of the Ohio Militia, 1832. – Provided they know all individual rights and liberties and are armed, organized and trained to defend nothing but these rights and liberties. – Has such a force ever existed as yet? If not, is it not high time to establish it? – J.Z., 4.1.08.

MILITIAS: The right of self-defense is the first law of nature; in most governments it has been the study of rulers to confine this right within the narrowest limits possible. Wherever standing armies are kept up, and when the right of the people to keep and bear arms is, under any color or pretext whatsoever, prohibited, liberty, if not already annihilated, is on the brink of destruction." - Henry St George Tucker, in Blackstone's 1768 "Commentaries on the Laws of England." - SELF-GOVERNMENT, STANDING ARMIES, GUN CONTROL LAWS

MILK BOARDS: Only the cows should be milked, not the general public as well.” – Jack Eagan, Charmaine St., Moorooka, Queensland, in COURIER.

MILK PRICE CONTROL: Dairyman, n. One who milks the public, not with his own hands, but with the State’s arms.” – L. A. Rollins, Lucifer’s Lexicon. - MILK BOARDS – At present there are complaints that there are too many cows in Australia. However, the milk price goes up, even for milk powder, at least when reckoned in the government’s inflated paper dollar. – And the same price is charged for skim milk powder as for full cream milk powder. We do not try to make supposedly ideal travel, amusement, reading, fashion, hobbies, arts and crafts, cooking or drinking plans or sports activities plans for all people in a territory. So why should we continue to insist on enforced upon all of them a single political, economic or social system? – Even Read did not demand this general freedom to experiment. But at least he stood up, in general terms, for monetary freedom and, at least once, by including a corresponding article in THE FREEMAN: “Production Unlimited” (*) for freedom in organizing production and jobs within an enterprise. - J.Z., 18.12.07. – (*) John C. Sparks, “Production Unlimited”, THE FREEMAN, March 62. – Alas, I heard later from Mr. Sparks that this very interesting and successful experiment was squashed through a take-over bid for the firm. I haven’t heard of a single case in which the ingenious method of self-management, developed by this firm, was applied by other firms. Productivity and incomes of the participants were greatly increased and administrative costs reduced. The mere time-servers left the firm but there was a waiting list for new openings in it! – The jobs were made much more interesting and diverse. I reviewed this article shortly in my PEACE PLANS series. There are probably thousands of books on management and yet they seem all to have ignored this outstanding experiment. The voluntary socialists and the decentralists should also have been interested in it. Naturally, the trade unionists were not, for it made them superfluous.PANARCHISM
