OBEDIENCE: a government’s moral claim on the obedience of its citizens disappears when that government begins to control its citizens in an unjust fashion – through a purely arbitrary exercise of power rather than through just rules and fair procedures.” – Jeffrey G. Murphy, Kant: The Philosophy of Right, 139. – Any territorial government does that already merely through being a territorial government, at least for all its involuntary members and subjects. – J.Z., 4.2.08.

OBEDIENCE: A murderer not acting on orders is still superior to one only following orders, at least in one respect: He shows initiative. – J.Z., 14.1.77. – SOLDIERS & MURDERERS

OBEDIENCE: A regulation can be for a fool to obey and a wise man to break.” – Sir Hugh Trenchard, Founder of the Royal Air Force. - DISOBEDIENCE & REGULATIONS

OBEDIENCE: Almighty God. - - And it will be no satisfaction at all to his justice, when he shall call you to an account for the killing and slaying of men, for you to say that you did it in obedience to the Commands of your General and Officers; for you must note that it is those just ends, the rights and liberties of the people, that only can acquit you from being murderers in all you have done, so that you may at once highly please your commanders in killing and slaying of men, to make way for their greatness, wealth, and domination; and more highly displease God in being murderers in so doing; nor can you escape his heavy Judgments, except you persevere and go on to those just ends, unto which you have made your way as through a Sea of Blood, and to be no respecters of persons, but to take whomsoever for an enemy that shall oppose you therein.” – A. The words were spoken by Prince Charles at Port Moresby on the occasion of the Papuan New Guinea independence celebrations. We quote further from the same item: “Prince Charles was driven to St. Mary’s Cathedral … for an ecumenical service where he read a lesson which was broadcast … in a lightly veiled warning to secessionist movements. (**). The prince said that ‘rulers are not to be feared by those who do good but by those who do evil ...’ (***) Reading from the epistle of St. Paul to the Romans (****) he said ‘whoever opposes the existing authority opposes what God has ordered; and anyone who does not will bring judgment on himself.’ ” - - (****) – We do not know how the Papuans received these words, but we can guess what the reaction of Rationalists would be. Those who have not forgotten their history will know that an almost identical doctrine – the “divine right of kings” – was propounded by Prince Charles’ forbear, King Charles I of England. OBJECTIONS TO FREE BANKING: "Freedom of issue cannot be tolerated because this would inevitably depreciate the government's currency, thereby disproving the notion that without legal tender and the money monopoly there could be no inflation." - - One has to distinguish between depreciating something that is inherently or subjectively valuable and something that obtains all or much of its value only through coercion, deception and monopoly - as does the forced and exclusive currency of the government's central bank. Competition in this sphere would merely reveal the insufficient foundation of the government's or its central bank money and bring this forced currency back to whatever market value it can then still manage to retain. (E.g., through its “tax foundation”. It would be the same process as a free stock market properly evaluating a formerly privileged and compulsorily issued and accepted government security ( insecurity is here a better name ) and from then on noting and trading it, if at all, at a much reduced rate, far below its par value. One might also compare this "depreciation" with the reduction of a monopoly goods or service price to its market value, e.g. the price of a monopoly telephone call or a monopoly letter charge to their free market rate charges. As for the competitive and privately or cooperatively issued currencies, without any monopoly, privilege or legal tender powers, they would, indeed, be inflation and deflation-proof, which governmental currencies, in spite of their privileges, monopolies and legal tender powers - and because of them - never were. - The marking down of any overpriced goods or service to its true market value is not an act of depreciation of any real but only of any fictitious, fraudulent and imposed value. Government currencies do not have to be depreciated by others. They can manage this quite well on their own. Only so far they were coercively covered operations. They will shrink to their true size and value in the full light of publicity and effective competition. - J. Z., 4.10.96, 19.3.97.

OBJECTIONS TO PANARCHISM: One is frequently reminded of the old legend (on Hercules?) of the Hydra, a monster equipped not only with many dangerous heads but the ability to fast re-grow and even double each of them as soon as it was chopped off. Laws and bureaucrats have similar powers to the Hydra, at least until individuals are free to secede from them, chopping off their individual support and escaping their special powers, permanently. We need full liberty for all who would rather do without these burdens & monsters. – J.Z., 22.8.93, 9.1.99. - While panarchism is contrary to many long established prejudices, it does have the advantage that specific objections against it are still rare, simply because panarchism is not yet widely known. But all of the usual old saws against any innovative proposal are bound to be advanced against it as well. - J.Z., 7.9.04. Pan AZ

OBJECTIONS TO PANARCHISM: Seeing that these ideas and practices are so old, also so right and useful, why haven’t the conquered the world as yet? See my recent letter on this to Richard C B. Johnsson & also my presently still unfinished paper on panarchism and peace. In our world, alas, rightful and rational ideas were never the only and main guides to actions. – We still live in an age where even religious freedom is still not fully realized everywhere, where national aggressions still happen and genocidal civil wars, where not even sexual freedom is fully realized and where tribute gathering and loot sharing are institutionalized. We have not even collected and cheaply and published all the best ideas and experiences as yet.  We are still very far from living in an enlightened age, since e.g. “ideas” of Big Brother or of a God still dominate all too many heads. - J.Z., 7.1.05. Pan AZ

OBJECTIONS: Objections have more punch if used sparingly." – Joseph H. Delaney, Brainchild, ANALOG, 6/82, p. 80. – Repetitions become more and more boring. But some truths, not yet realized, need to be often repeated. – J.Z., 4.2.08.

OBJECTIONS: People would no make use of monetary freedom." - Indeed, most people would not, not at all or not soon or would not immediately make use of all the options that monetary freedom offers. That would also be one of the safeguards against initial mistakes in monetary freedom experiments, that would be harmful to their practitioners and the acceptors of their notes. Then the flawed schemes could at most only harm the small groups of their true believers. Many of these experiments would fail but a few others would succeed and the intelligence of most people is enough to permit them to imitate these, if they are unable or unwilling to initiate sound monetary innovations themselves. Consider how rapidly e.g., ball point pens, digital watches and computers spread. For many centuries all of us have been the victims of repressive monetary legislation and conditioned to accept its evils as unavoidable. Being neither the decision-makers of monetary despotism, nor grasping its wrongs and evils, and their consequences, most people rather blamed other victims of the system than the victimisers themselves, e.g. by blaming shop keepers for price rises due to inflation. Such false positions are supported by governmental mis-education and propaganda and misleading terminology and the monetary ignorance and prejudices of most academics, journalists and writers on this subject, even of most economists and bankers and financiers. Thus enlightenment is not easy to achieve or cannot be achieved very fast in this sphere, at least not when we confine ourselves largely to traditional, costly and insufficient communication channels. But there are now powerful and affordable alternative media that can offer all the accumulated wisdom, facts and opinions in this sphere, in combination and sufficiently ordered as well as cross-referenced. Moreover, autonomous monetary experiments among volunteers and at their expense and costs only, would be newsworthy and their successes - and failures - would speak for themselves. They could, e.g., either be undertaken in countries that are already up in arms against an oppressive governments, or, properly timed for effectiveness, as civil disobedience actions in democracies, during acute economic crises, which would prevent the rulers from strictly applying the laws of monetary despotism, since they do want to become re-elected. Thus it would not need to take centuries, decades or even years to spread monetary enlightenment sufficiently to permit almost everyone to enjoy the benefits of full monetary and financial freedom. - Central banking, on the other hand, legally and juridically upheld and not overthrown by a monetary freedom revolution ( one that really and lastingly emancipated us in this sphere ), could come to last centuries. The powers of evil, ignorance, apathy and prejudices are still great and our territorial, coercive and monopolistic institutions have institutionalised them and directed our discontent towards "bread and circuses". When despotic monetary laws have long existed, then they become finally and very widely perceived as inevitable, as laws of nature, and their natural consequences as natural catastrophes, not to be blamed upon monetary despotism. - J. Z., 4.7.93, 24.4.97, 12.2.08. – MONETARY FREEDOM, DIS.
OBJECTIONS: There is especially the fear that too much or too little currency would then be issued, assuming that acceptors could not refuse or discount it, while persisting in using sound value standards in their contracts, wage agreements and goods and service pricing. Consumer sovereignty in the monetary sphere has never been considered seriously by the man in the street, who otherwise might be able and willing to haggle with the best of them for each of his major purchases. The real causes of inflation and deflation are so little known, even after all too many experiences with them, that inflation- and deflation-proof currencies are simply not comprehended as being possible. People simply delegate all their monetary responsibilities to the government. They did this although few of them could point out a single politician, bureaucrat, policeman or judge whose views on money would make much sense and whose views, if realized, would fully and soon solve monetary problems, in their opinion. When they think of money-issuers then they have only the model of monopolistic and legal tender paper money issues in mind. Indeed, if everyone could issue legal tender money, then, everyone could inflate. It is hard for most to keep more than one thought or condition in mind at the same time. Sweeping generalisations are so much easier to state and to believe in. However, when e.g. optional acceptance, optional value standards, free market rating and freedom to refuse acceptance are taken into consideration, together with note exchanges and balances from clearing transactions and full publicity for the market rating of exchange media and value standards, are all taken into consideration, as well as the ease with which the soundness of suspected local currencies can be checked – ( One takes them to the nearest store, and asks there whether they would be accepted at par. ) then fear of inflation will tend to evaporate. Likewise, with awareness of the number of potential issuers in the future and of their great variety in past monetary freedom experiments, the fear of deflations will become reduced. That understanding will be helped along by a proper understanding of Gresham's Law: In the absence of legal tender the good money will drive out the bad. Furthermore, by the understanding that all the principles of free market pricing and exchanges do apply to the commodity "money" and the service of banking as well. - The most evil or misguided issuer might attempt an inflationary issue. But he cannot undertake it one-sidedly. He has to find acceptors, who do accept his notes at par. He needs their collaboration and he has no powers to make them accept his depreciated and depreciating notes at par. ( Those not sufficiently covered by his credits, goods, services and labour. ) It takes two to dance tango. Sovereign consumers would decide for themselves how much of any competing currency they would be willing to accept at any particular time and under any particular circumstances. Just like they do now with cheques, which have no legal tender power, either. It would be a mutual convenience relationship, not a single convenience one. - One has to be able to see beyond the forced and exclusive legal paper money, to which we are all habituated to, to competitive offers of notes, to consider the optional acceptances by sovereign individual consumers (or users of competing currencies), their ratings or refusals to accept. – Alas, so far most people haven't even fully realized as yet the self-management options in the sphere of free enterprise and competition in the sphere of goods production and service supplies. Far less have most of us so far seriously considered all the options for competitively and cooperatively supplying ( or rating or refusing ) alternative exchange media and value standards and the free market, free contract, consumer sovereignty limitations upon any note issues. – ( Most people have not yet gained full confidence in competition, free markets, free enterprise, free trade, private property, self-regulation etc. in other spheres, so we should not expect knowledge and appreciation of such relationships to dominate in the monetary sphere, either, especially seeing that this sphere, much more than others ever were and for much longer, was ruled and regulated by States. Not even the frequently repeated messes that governments have made out of their "monetary authority" has been enough to achieve a popular demand for relieving them of this responsibility, no more so than the persistent wars has made their victims aware that territorial States are not able and willing to achieve peace but are warfare States, that they are the problem, not the solution. Thus the monetary aspect of territorialism continues to be accepted as well as its military aspect. All too many of us have still the slave or serf mentality and let ourselves be distracted by handouts and circus performances. How can one break out of that mind-set oneself and induce others to do so? One of the first requirements seems to be to assemble all relevant facts, ideas and opinions and make them permanently, easily and cheaply accessible and then to demand experimental freedom for volunteers in this sphere as well as in all other creative or tolerant spheres of human activities. - J. Z., 4/97, 8.9.02. – The image of “ticket money” or “goods warrants” or “service vouchers” will help to dispel clouded thinking or, rather, non-thinking” in this sphere. Everyone should obviously be free to oblige himself in this way – while no one would be obliged to accept his obligation at its nominal value when he has no use or little use of any “ticket money” offered to him in payment. OBJECTIVISTS: We are not Objectivists, we are Objectionists. We are not, even necessarily objective rather than subjective. But we object to confiscatory taxes, to law enforcement agencies that violate the laws, to laws mandating victimless “crimes”, to state slavery, and the countless other atrocities committed in the name of the State. But the few who are successful, at least with some of their platform points, would be closely watched in these and, sooner or later their successful examples would be copied by many others. As it was, with the "One Nation" party, internal dissent, personality squabbles, perhaps some corruption, and strong resistance from outsiders and various court cases have largely destroyed it and done away with the leadership of Pauline Hanson. I regretted very much that some Australian libertarians supported her, just because of a few points in her party's platform, like opposition to gun control. And some "libertarians" may even have supported her because of her opposition to free migration and others of her prejudices in favor of territorial nationalism and protectionism. Other libertarians indiscriminately condemned all of this party's platform, in spite of the few libertarian ideas it contained. The world is not just black and white only. OPEN AIR FREE SPEECH CENTERS: How democratic is India? For all of its ca. 1 billion people there seems to be only “New Dehli’s officially designated protest zone. All other public spaces and government buildings are off limits.” That is the 500 meters of the Road Janta Mantar, near the Jantar Mantar Observatory in the bustling heart of New Dehli, according to a report by Madhur Singh, on p. 17 of TIME, Sept. 1, 2008, under the heading: “Postcard: New Dehli. Protesters come from across the country to make their voices heard in the capital’s only designated free speech zone….” – A free speech centre in the open air or a discussion coffee-house should be within walking distance of everyone, at least in towns and cities. Pubs are, obviously, not good enough substitutes. – But governments are afraid of these institutions and thus greatly restrict them – because they know that most democratic revolutions started in them, whilst most citizens are still unaware of the potential power of such places. – There seem to be no legal restrictions against such coffee houses but, nevertheless, they seem to be extremely rare in our times, although they were of significance for much of modern history in the somewhat free countries. Lack of free enterprise initiative? – To really express public opinion such centers are potentially much more suitable than territorial parliaments are. – Well, at least we have some electronic alternatives now and some two-way talks shows. But the potential for personal meetings is still greatly underdeveloped, partly through the absence of comprehensive local meeting calendars, although these, too, could now be offered cheaply almost everywhere online or via email attachments. - J.Z., 9.9.08. – FREE SPEECH FACILITIES, OPEN TO THE PUBLIC, INDIA, DEMOCRACY, COFFEE HOUSES FOR INTELLECTUALS, MEETING CALENDARS

OPEN AIR FREE SPEECH CENTERS: Without sufficient advance advertising of specialized talks and a sufficient choice among speakers at the same time and place, nothing but accidental small crowds can be expected and speakers will be fanatics or entertainers, with mob appeal rather than worthwhile lecturers. Good speakers and good listeners will then abstain rather than attend. Finding them there will be a good luck happening and rarity than, due to a proper organization, a frequent and habitual occurrence. Such places, too, need their “classifieds”, their “directories” and curriculum to operate with maximum efficiency. – And for rainy days there should be agreed-upon and also advertised sheltered facilities nearby. – Ideally, their meetings, too, would be advertised in a general meeting calendar for every city. – Historically they played a great role in rightful revolutions and for democracies. They could become relatively important once again, even while there are now many other competitive means for communicating ideas. People still like to meet in person. Then the give and take is much more direct and lively. – They should be accompanied also by reviving the tradition of intellectual coffee houses, open every day and by the conduct of “salons” for intellectuals. – Optimally run ( and advertised in a special contacts publication, now online or via email), they could become something like open air segments of free universities, together with all the other educational meetings in a city, likewise advertised together, periodically and in advance. All lecturers should thus be able to find their kind of listeners and all kinds of listeners their kind of lecturers or debaters or other disputants and forums. – A special job for libertarians, which would also solve some of their own problems in spreading their ideas. - J.Z., 5.11.95, 2.2.08.

OPEN AIR FREE SPEECH PLACES: For public and well publicized appeals directly by people to the people on the other side of a frontier, for one-sided peace declarations, declarations of rightful war aims, separate peace treaty offers and for all kinds of external policies, declared and guaranteed, directly, by armed and organized people themselves, such places and opportunities are essential, in addition to all other opportunities and channels for freedom of expression and information for everybody. - Publicity for such appeals, declarations and offers should be maximized in order to reduce the risk of deceptions and misunderstandings and to maximize mutual trust, not between leaders but between their victimized subjects. - In this the old-fashioned open air meetings could still play an important role, as they did in many democratic former revolutions. Anyone from the other side, who is still full of distrust, could easily mix anonymously with such crowds and convince himself of the seriousness and reliability of their intentions and proposals. Such meetings could should thus be widely broadcast. As obviously democratic meetings they could be trusted. - If, moreover, the people were also free to assemble armed and then show their disobedience and resistance determination towards nuclear power and their readiness is shown to engage in unilateral nuclear disarmament actions, then their promises are more likely to be trusted than those of diplomats or politicians, especially when it is known that they are also militarily organized and trained in militias for the protection of human rights. - Rarely would there be everywhere  sufficient roofed space to shelter all those involved in such direct democracy meetings. Preferably the whole adult population should participate. – ( Everyone’s survival is at stake. – J.Z., 12.2.08. ) Obviously, to bring about such popular meetings of sufficiently enlightened people, an enormous enlightenment effort would be required. We have now more and better alternative media to promote this than ever before. OPEN COOPERATIVES: In order to prevent all further fighting about exclusive national ownership of natural resources, equal access to them should be established. This means much more than merely free migration, free trading and privatization. - It could be achieved, for every individual, by organizing the exploitation of natural resources through "open cooperatives", i.e., productive enterprises which everybody may freely join but which would reward their members only according to their contributions in capital, labor and skills. - Everybody would also be free to join them as a voter in their general meetings. - Under such conditions nobody could, to any considerable degree or for any length of time, abuse any natural monopoly monopolistically and thus obtain an advantage that others would be willing to fight him for. - This idea has been elaborated in several books by Theodor Hertzka, especially in his recently reprinted social utopia; "Freeland", Gordon Press N. OPEN SEAS: The open seas or high seas convention was never meant to be an open invitation to pirates and other aggressors to hide in and attack from but grants freedom for all peaceful activities from interventions by territorial States. - While placing nuclear devices into oceans might, to some extent, deter from aggression, because it ensures some counterstrike capability, it also keeps counter-strikes away from those who might want start a nuclear war and does to that extent make possible and encourages aggression. - Moreover, by hiding the identity of an attacker, a nuclear armed submarine of a minor power might induce two major nuclear powers to make nuclear war against each other’s people - by pretending to be one of them and hitting the other. For instance, the Red Chinese regime might attempt to set the USSR and the US against each other. Several novels and films have explained these possibilities. When warning time is down to 15 minutes verification of the identity of the attacker may be difficult to impossible. - Generally, an attack is considered to be all the more morally reprehensible the more it is undertaken from ambush or secret sanctuaries. We have here something like secret preparations for mass murder, for genocide, undertaken by the same people who outlawed the execution of a single tyrant, as if it were a murderous assassination, and sometimes outlawed even the execution of an ordinary murderous criminal. Moreover, they have usually outlawed self-defence with fire-arms while being prepared to use nuclear devices to murder millions of innocents. They have good reasons to fear for their lives when their victims are armed and their powers and laws create victims by the millions. - - Nuclear weapons are immoral and they are no weapons. They hit neither the real enemy nor the proper target. They are neither defensive means and nor rightful retaliatory devices. Nor are they reliable deterrents or sufficiently fail-safe. Thus they should not only be kept off all land areas, out of the air and space, but also out of the open seas and out of space. The sea ought to be kept free of all nuclear armed and nuclear powered ships and submarines and thus free from nuclear counter strikes and the pollution caused by nuclear power plants. - All peacefully trading people, everywhere, are threatened, wronged, harmed or endangered by this abuse - All people on Earth, no matter how far they live away from the point of impact of any nuclear weapons delivered from the high seas, are exposed to the radioactive pollution hazard involved. - The high seas will be freed from these monstrous "military" "defence" preparations once this whole anti-nuclear war program has been realized. These nuclear war ships and submarines, too, could be rendered harmless by induced mutinies or by taking over their bases on land. To wipe them out with nuclear weapons would be wrong and risky. It would still amount to an attack against the whole world population, by means of. radioactive pollution, and it could lead to a counter‑strike from these nuclear armed ships and submarines. – The principle of the open seas, namely that they remain open for all peaceful activities,  but not for piracy, if applied to land, would mean the dissolution of nuclear targets, the realization of the exterritorial imperative and would thus lead to nuclear disarmament and peace. - - At present the seas have become attractive to defence planners by their ownerless status and their relative emptiness. Thus everybody should get access to this natural resource: Let the seas be "owned" by open cooperatives. These cooperatives would lead to an extensive international use and lastly even to settlement of the seas. The technology for this "ocean freedom" has been achieved. Thus the high seas could become eliminate as an unclaimed and empty battleground. Whoever favors e.g. free scientific experimentation (within the limits set by human rights and liberties of people who do not volunteer to participate), will not necessarily understand even a fraction of natural science, its philosophy, potential and past and current practices. With Panarchism and panarchy it is just about the same. It requires the same kind of revolution in our thinking, ideas, principles and actions as the introduction of religious tolerance and freedom for scientific enquiries did. But the rewards of this revolution could, easily, be much greater and lead to a much higher development of philosophy and science, too - apart from the achievement of peace, freedom and prosperity, perhaps longevity and other space habitats. I would not believe anyone who declared himself fully converted to panarchism after being exposed to such ideas for a few minutes or hours only. Some discover some gaps in their knowledge of panarchism and remaining doubts and reservations only after months or even years and many never think themselves deeply enough into this alternative world to become fully converted - but merely superficially and out of curiosity play with it for a while and then suffer a relapse or are repelled from it through their continued adherence to one or several long-established and popular prejudices. - For a "slogan" this kind of description is certainly too long but as a summary or capsule description it may not yet be long or complete enough. - J.Z., 3.7.89. - Pan AZ

ORDER, SPONTANEOUS ORDER: For in fact we are able to bring about an ordering of the unknown ONLY BY CAUSING IT TO ORDER ITSELF. In dealing with our physical surroundings we sometimes can indeed achieve our ends by relying on the self-ordering forces of nature, but not be deliberately trying to arrange elements in the order that we wish them to assume. This is, for example, what we do when we initiate processes that produce crystals or new chemical substances (see previous section and also Appendix C). (*) In chemistry, and even more in biology, we must use self-ordering processes in an increasing measure; we can create the conditions under which they will operate, (**) but we cannot determine what will happen to any particular element. Most synthetic chemical compounds are not 'constructible' in the sense that we can create them by placing the individual elements composing them in the appropriate places. All we can do is induce their formation. (***) - A similar procedure must be followed to initiate processes that will coordinate individual actions transcending our observation. In order to induce the self-formation of certain abstract structures of inter-personal relations, we need to secure the assistance of some very general conditions, and then allow each individual element to find its own place within the large order. (****) The most we can do to assist the process is to admit only such elements as obey the required rules. This limitation of our powers necessarily grows with the complexity of the structure that we wish to bring into being." - Hayek, The Fatal Conceit, p.83. - - Hayek on self-ordering processes but short of an understanding how they would work in a panarchistic framework for free human beings. I hold that to have overlooked the "exterritorial imperative" or freedom or social reform or revolution options constitutes our worst "fatal conceit" and it was shared by Hayek, although he came as close to the truth as he did in the above. Almost all of us serve people whom we do not know, and even of whose existence we are ignorant; and we in turn constantly live on the services of other people of whom we know nothing. All this is possible because we stand in a great framework of institutions and traditions – economic, legal, and moral – into which we fit ourselves by obeying certain rules of conduct that we never made, and which we nave never understood in the sense in which we understand how the things that we manufacture function. - - Modern economics explains how such an extended order can come into being, and how it itself constitutes an information-gathering process, able to call up, and to put to use, widely dispersed information that no central planning agency, let alone any individual, could know as a whole, possess or control. Only the various panarchies or polyarchies of volunteers, all only exterritorially autonomous, represent the grown or spontaneous natural order, corresponding to the diverse nature, interests, abilities, beliefs, convictions and preferences of men free to choose for themselves, even in the political, economic and social spheres, as well as in the job, enterprise and consumer spheres. – J.Z., 3.10.07. - SPONTANEOUSLY GROWN RATHER THAN MADE, SOCIETY, MARKET, PANARCHISM, POLYARCHISM

ORDER: Henry Hazlitt has called economics a science of recognizing secondary consequences. What he and others who have taken the time to study the working of free markets have perceived is that there is a natural orderliness in uncoerced dealings between men which tends to maximize the well-being of each individual and put resources to their best use. But to accomplish this, a market must be free, which means that each participant must be allowed to decide for himself how he will use his assets, whether personal skills, money, or physical property. …” - George C. Leaf, THE FREEMAN, 1/78. - - MARKET, FREEDOM, SECONDARY CONSEQUENCES, ECONOMICS, NON-COERCION, COMPULSION, LAWS, PROPERTY

ORDER: Hitler, too, kept order. Order is something completely negative.” – The General stood still. “My God”, he said, “you talk like an anarchist.” - - “Not at all. I believe that order is necessary, of course. But it’s not a be-all and end-all. ORDER: I want to combat the typical notion that freedom and order are antithetical. I belief the two are logically interrelated. ORDER: The same is in some measure true of the term ‘order’ itself. ‘Though one of the oldest terms of political theory, it has been somewhat out of fashion for some time. But it is an indispensable term which, on the definition we have given it – a condition of affairs in which we can successfully form expectations and hypotheses about the future – refers to objective facts and not to values. Indeed, the first important difference between a spontaneous order or cosmos and an organization (arrangement) or taxis is that, not having been deliberately made by men, a cosmos has no purpose. This does not mean that its existence may not be exceedingly valuable in the pursuit of many purposes: …” – F. A. Hayek, The Confusion of Language in Political Thought, page.11, IEA Occasional Paper 20, 1968. - Even the basic distinctions between a) an imposed order, b) a voluntarily and intentionally arranged order and c) a spontaneously arrived at order, are usually not made. Except the order imposed upon criminals, aggressors, barbarians and primitives, when they endanger others, I favor only voluntarily arrived at orderly arrangements, like e.g. panarchies and the spontaneous order among interacting free people. The voluntary orderly arrangements, like panarchies or polyarchies, are also part of a spontaneous order system, that of panarchism. – Territorial States are not. – Hayek, having only a supposedly ideal and limited territorial State in mind, did not discuss the panarchistic or polyarchic options. At least not to my knowledge. – The “taxis” order of territorial States, “deliberately made by men”, are only made by some men, the victimizers, not their victims, e.g., by the extermination camp mass murderers, not by their victims, in the extreme case. - J.Z., 6.2.08.

ORDER: The situation is, of course, that because it was not dependent on organization but grew as a spontaneous order, the structure of modern society (*) has attained a degree of complexity which far exceeds that which it is possible to achieve by deliberate organization. Hayek, Kinds of Order in Society. - - (*) Only to the extent that it is a free market society! – But to the “simple rules” should belong: Voluntary membership or subordination, individual and group secessions as options, the option of full exterritorial autonomy for voluntary communities under personal laws, not confined to any territory. And, naturally, a fully developed declaration of individual rights and liberties, which is still all too much amiss. – J.Z., 6.2.08. - - COMPLEXITY, UTOPIAS, LAWS, CENTRAL PLANNING, DICTATORSHIPS, DICTOCRACIES, SOCIETY, CIVILIZATION, RULES, DIS., SOCIETY, ORDERS VS. ORDER: the time has come for the private property order. It needs no political plan, no economic legislation, no economic policy, only freedom.” – Hans F. Sennholz, THE FREEMAN, Nov. 1985, p.673: Classical Liberalism Reconsidered. – PROPERTY RIGHTS

ORDER: The untutored mind does not sense the magnificent and intricate order in a free society, which is the result of human action but not the consequence of human design. Merely enforce a few simple rules against theft, fraud and murder, enforce contracts, redress injury – and within these few rules people acting freely and productively will project an order so complicated that it defies human understanding. Could we fully understand it, economic calculation apart from a market would be feasible – which it is not.” – Edmund Opitz, THE FREEMAN, July 75, p.438. – FREE SOCIETY, SIMPLE RULES

ORDER: The utilization of the spontaneous ordering forces of the market to achieve this kind of optimum, and leaving the determination of the relative shares of the different individuals to what must appear as accident (*), are inseparable. Only because the market induces every individual to use his unique knowledge of particular opportunities and possibilities for his purposes can an overall order be achieved that uses in its totality the dispersed knowledge which is not accessible as a whole to anyone. The ‘maximisation’ of the total product in the above sense, and its distribution by the market, cannot be separated because it is through the determination of the prices of the factor of production that the overall order of the market is brought about. If incomes are not determined by factor pricing within the output, then output cannot be maximized relative to individual preferences.” – F. A. Hayek, The Confusion of Language in Political Thought, p.30, IEA Occasional Paper 20, 1968. - - (*) Rather as the result of many free exchanges, made voluntarily by people believing to benefit from them. Each consumers, so to speak, voting with his dollars, in a free market and thus making extraordinary profits possible to some, who satisfy many people with their goods or services. The outcome can hardly be called a mere accident. An accident may only be involved insofar as the supplier may have hit, by accident, on the kind of product or service that will satisfy many people. – The essential “prices” or costs of panarchies are 1.) The kind of special package deal that they offer, 2.) voluntary membership, 3. full exterritorial autonomy and 4.). the kind of charges they have to make for their kind of package-deal community services, offered to all of their members, comparable to insurance premiums in relation to insurance pay-outs. – However, there is no obligation to become or remain a member of a panarchy. – Individuals my rely entirely on free market relationships, buying or subscribing to goods and service deliveries by free contracts with a variety of suppliers, just like they do now as sovereign consumers for all but services exclusively supplied by territorial governments. - J.Z., 6.2.08. – PANARCHISM, AN EXTENSION OF CONSUMER SOVEREIGNTY

ORDERS: Wrongful orders should be disobeyed. – J.Z., 17.5.92. 4.2.08.

ORDERS: you can’t conscript brains just by handing our orders.” – Robert Heinlein, The Day After Tomorrow, p.34. – BRAINS, MINDS, HEADS, IDEAS, FORCE, CONSCRIPTION, COOPERATION, SELF-THINKING, RESPONSIBILITY

ORGANIC CHANGE: To disdain anything short of an organic change in thought or institution is infatuation. To be willing to make such changes too frequently, even when they are possible, is foolhardiness." - John Morley, On Compromise, p.229. - Exterritorial, autonomous and individual and voluntary change is organic and natural change. - J.Z., 26.6.89. – Territorialism is unnatural. Natural is only e.g. elbow room, the privacy, home- and nesting instinct, which do not require as large real estates that it deserves the term “territory”. National territorialism infringes rather than protects house and home, and personal liberties and rights. – J.Z., 6.3.09. – EXTERRITORIAL AUTONOMY VS. TERRITORIALISM, NATURAL LIBERTY & RIGHTS
ORGANIC GROWTH: Often it is more imagined and wished for than real. Particularly regarding States, laws and borders one should not pretend that coercion, suppression, invasion, conquest, exploitation, deception, prejudices etc. played no role in them, while, supposedly, peaceful development did. Only under panarchism will there be something approaching natural and free organic growth in this sphere. – J.Z., 20.6.92, 4.2.08. – DEVELOPMENT, PANARCHISM, EXPERIMENTAL FREEDOM, TERRITORIALISM

ORGANIC LIFE: Man finds his instincts, already deformed by being defined, now altogether inhibited. The organic life of the group, a self-regulative life like the life of all organic entities, is stretched on the rigid frame of a code. It ceases to be life in any real sense, and only functions as convention, conformity, and discipline.” – Herbert Read, Anarchism and Order, p.40. – LAWS, RULES, REGULATIONS, DISCIPLINE, LIFE, CONFORMITY, TERRITORIALISM, STATES, CODES

ORGANIC: Disease is no less organic than is health.” – Blankertz/Goodman: Staatlichkeitswahn, p.83. – DIS.

ORGANIZATION: Freedom needs special organizations and special markets that help to unleash and utilize creative energies rather than restrain them. They should bring demand and supply in their special spheres as fully together as is possible. – J.Z., 24.9.88, 4.2.08. - FREEDOM, POLITICAL ORGANIZATION, IDEAS ARCHIVE, CONTACTS, LIBERTARIAN ENCYCLOPEDIA, LIBERTARIAN LIBRARY, DIRECTORIES

ORGANIZATION: Not more libertarian organizations are needed but more libertarian organization, liaison and publicity between libertarian organizations and libertarian individuals, more than the Internet, in its present form, has provided so far. The aim must be to achieve a world-wide division of labor between libertarians, and this based upon voluntary commitments of freedom lovers rather than merely being based upon paid-for services, researches, writings etc. These will also occur, but are not enough. Just like among hobbyists, collectors etc., the labor potentials of labors of love must become mobilized and all such present efforts sufficiently publicized, especially when more input from others is needed and wanted. E.g., a common projects list could achieve already much in this direction. Free exchange and free communication between all like-minded people with the some high priority interests but become much easier and complete than it was so far, much less left to chance. The resources, special knowledge, skills and texts that thousands have to offer should not only be offered by them in their own websites, e-mail attachments, disks etc. but also in combination, e.g. upon an external hard disk of 320 Gbs, which has room for more than a million books or their equivalent pages, with an inbuilt search-engine, a disk annually updated and in-between updated on one special website, and be it only through a comprehensive updating URL directory. Once one ponders how many libertarian projects are still amiss and should be tackled, one may arrive at thousands. Many years ago, in PEACE PLANS 20, then printed, later micro-fiched and later digitized, I offered already a list of 1000 projects. With input from others this could become enlarged, perhaps to ten-thousands projects. Then, perhaps, ten-thousands if not hundred-thousands of libertarians could, at the same time, work on them, each within the sphere of his highest interests – and all these projects could thus become advanced fast and thorough. The electronic method of Paul Monk et al called “argument mapping” ( see the reports online ) could become very helpful for libertarians, to settle long-standing controversies among them. – Ponder, as I did myself, the details of “releasing all creative energies” ( L.E. Read slogan ) among ourselves, in the sphere of promoting liberty, justice and peace in other than the conventional and already widely practised ways. - J.Z., 25.9.95.

ORGANIZATION: One man may know how to build a skyscraper or a jet plane, a railway or a better highway system – but he can build neither by himself. I believe I know how to stop unemployment, inflation, prevent wars, revolutions, oppression, involuntary poverty and hunger – but I cannot realize these aims by myself, either. The worst thing about this is, that I find almost no one interested in these solutions – and no ready market for them. Even a proper market for the best kinds of ideas, the most important ones for our times, has still to be established first. – The three books that I offer on this subject are still record non-sellers. I even offer them free of charge, digitized. And there are still not takers. ORGANIZATION: Social organizations have a natural tendency to become monopolistic and inflexible.” – Vernor Vinge, Conquest by Default, p.66 in ANALOG 5/68. – One should keep in mind that so far all of them were run by people habituated or conditioned to think in terms of power, especially exclusive and territorial powers and monopolies and the corresponding notions of statism and of “leadership” – Butler Shaffer makes the same above point e.g. in his “Calculated Chaos” but does not decide between voluntary associations in this respect and those with a territorial monopoly. The voluntary associations and autonomous communities are at least constantly exposed to free competition and individual secessionism. – J.Z., n.d. & 2.2.08. – INTOLERANCE, MONOPOLY, TERRITORIALISM, INFLEXIBILITY, POWER, STATISM

ORGANIZATIONS: … it is usually impossible to get an organization to change its ways unless you drastically change the organization.” – ANALOG 5/77, editorial. – CHANGES, RADICALISM, REFORMS

ORGANIZATIONS: Anarchists actually want much more organization, though organization without authority. The prejudice about anarchism derives from a prejudice about organization; people cannot see that organization does not depend on authority, that it actually works best without authority. – A moment’s thought will show that when compulsion is replaced by consent there will have to be more discussion and planning, not less.” – Nicolas Walter, About Anarchism. - - But organizations should be as far as possible and desired decentralized also, not only centralized. They should have only voluntary members. And they should not be confined to territorial organizations but rest exclusively on exterritorially autonomous organizations without any territorial monopoly, local or world-wide ones, in every sphere. – J.Z., 2.2.08. - - ANARCHISM & AUTHORITY

ORGANIZATIONS: And finally, consider two men acting in concert. Do they, by reason of their number and association have any greater rights than either of them alone? No. They may form alliances, plot and plan, but strive as they may, they cannot conjure up any greater rights than they possessed before they were organized. The reason for this is not difficult to ascertain: societies, alliances, and governments are only abstractions, conveniences of thought and speech and have no real, tangible existence in and of themselves. Therefore, no organization, regardless of the exalted or base nature of its goals, can correctly exercise any rights greater than those of its creator, man.” - Jack Pemberton, in THE FREEMAN, June 76. - - (*) But their voluntary and cooperative relationships do have an existence, which, without that organization, would not exist. – One might as well say that e.g. a contract or a marriage does not exist. - J.Z., 4.2.08. - - SOCIETIES, ABSTRACTIONS, RIGHTS, MAJORITIES, MINORITIES, CHOICE, CONSENT, VOLUNTARISM, INDIVIDUALISM, GOVERNMENTS, SOCIETIES, CORPORATIONS, GROUPS

ORGANIZATIONS: As the Sufis say, every organization eventually becomes a conditioning or brainwashing instrument.” – Robert Anton Wilson, The Illuminati Papers, p.109. - - As if one should not distinguish coercive from voluntary organizations, monopolistic ones from competitive ones, organizations from which one can secede and those from which one cannot, territorial and exterritorial communities, those recognizing individual rights and liberties and those, who do not. They are like men and their characteristics and preferences are all different. Thus generalizations on one type do not necessarily fit all the other types. But since they are run by people and people are all too often power-mongers … And some organizations, including the democracies, give all too much scope to power-mad people and power-addicts. – Can and does a shopkeeper brainwash his customers, or any employer. among dozens of millions, his employees? They may try, but can they, really? - J.Z., 6.2.08.

ORGANIZATIONS: But act for yourself. Don’t organize, and don’t look to leaders to help you. Any activity big enough to require a leader is big enough to be noticed and attacked.” – Harry Browne, How I Found Freedom, p.178. – As if there were no jobs that are too big for individuals to tackle. Could Harry Brown have built a sky scraper or prevented a war, an inflation or mass unemployment on his own? – J.Z., 6.2.08. – SELF-HELP, LEADERSHIP, COOPERATION, COLLABORATION, INDIVIDUALS

ORGANIZATIONS: But size and complexity could not avert the doom that ultimately faces any human enterprise.” - Poul Anderson, The Long Night, p.42. - Some people draw no distinction between governments and private corporations and believe that both do equally suppress and mislead. One will arrive at another judgment if one considers all the features, e.g. , the centralism, monopolism, coercion, compulsory membership and territorialism of territorial States, and the degrees of competitiveness, voluntarism (in finance, membership, custom), decentralization and exterritorialism involved in private corporations that are not endowed with any legal privileges. The question of size also matters, from under-sized to oversized organizations finally to optimally sized ones. And hierarchic organized bodies should be distinguished from those with various forms of self-management at every level, centralized from decentralized ones, anarchistic, democratic and partnership ones from authoritarian ones. Not every institution institutionalizes power, privilege, coercion and prejudice and each could and should be subjected to individual secessionism, competitive alternative institutions and sufficient publicity about its characteristics. - J.Z., 9.2.02. - GOVERNMENTS, CORPORATIONS, EMPIRES, TERRITORIALISM, ASSOCIATIONS, COMPANIES, ENTERPRISES, BUSINESS, PANARCHISM

ORGANIZATIONS: Every organization trespasses against the autonomous individual.” – Prof Kemp and Butler Shaffer. - - The autonomous individual would join it and remain in it only for the advantages that his participation in it would bring him or her. Organizations should be distinguished. Cooperation restraints are not significant when the cooperative or corporation have no privileges or coercive powers and individuals may give notice, sell their shares, do not have to work in them or invest in them or buy their goods or services. – J.Z., 7.4.91. - - But hardly as much in voluntary associations as in compulsory or even totalitarian ones. – J.Z., 4.2.08.

ORGANIZATIONS: Explain: (a) why no major organization has ever voluntarily disbanded itself.” – John Galt, Systemantics, p.96. - - SYSTEMS, POWER. – But if it was based on voluntary membership then all members may have left it. – J.Z., 1981. – “Shareholders” of a community of volunteers may have sold all their shares. And finally there may be no more bidders for them. – That would be one of the natural ways of dissolving it. – J.Z., 6.3.09.
ORGANIZATIONS: I have no respect for organizations as such – be they labor unions, chambers of commerce, organized religions, educational organizations, governments, or whatever. Respect can be extended only to individual persons who uphold and practice the several virtues. A person’s membership in this organization or that may reveal much or nothing.” – Leonard E. Read, Who’s Listening? – As if organizations that would really “release all creative energies” of their members, were impossible. – Obviously, most territorial States are not such organizations. And all too many private and voluntary organizations, hierarchically structured and based also upon the leadership principle and that of public servants and their allocated bureaucratic functions, do rarely act like a successful business or cooperative or partnership. Already the mere employer-employee relationship is a major obstacle to success. Or foreign ownership may be or dependence upon donors. There is still no agreement on which kinds of alternative media, reference works, structures or institutions are required to become successful in a positive and rightful way. – The most talented and creative person can’t do much within most ordinary organizations and without the special help that is needed for all such persons to become almost certainly successful. See e.g. Ideas Archive and Talent Centre. - J.Z., 6.2.08.

ORGANIZATIONS: If, as Nicholas Beryaev argued (*), all complex organization enslaves, then at certain points individuals must assert their claim for freedom by limiting the enslavement through rebellion – an important theme of Albert Camus’ great novel The Rebel.” – Milford Q. Sibley, The Obligation to Disobey, p.87. – They do not have to rebel - if they are free to secede, individually or in whole groups. – J.Z., 6.2.08. - - (*) Nicolai Berdyaev, Slavery and Freedom, New York, 1944 and The Realm of Spirit and the Realm of Caesar, New York, 1952.

ORGANIZATIONS: It is organization which gives birth to the domination of the elected over the electors, of the mandatories over the mandators, of the delegates over the delegator. Who says organization says oligarchy.” – Robert Michels. – C. Bingham, in Men & Affairs, p.17, goes on: “This is the essence of Michel’s increasingly discussed ‘iron law of oligarchy’ – ‘the fundamental sociological law of political parties’.”. Michels emphasised that he was using “political” in its most comprehensive significance. – What both should have stressed is that their judgments apply mainly only to territorial States with an exclusive monopoly for a whole territory and all its population, legislative, juridical, police, defence and penal powers, and that individuals and minorities are not yet free to secede from them. Under that condition every monopoly organization can be very much abused and often is. – Why did they not seriously consider the radical alternatives to these authoritarian systems? - J.Z., 6.2.08.

ORGANIZATIONS: It is the law of all organization that as it becomes complete it becomes rigid.” – Herbert Spencer, Sociology, I, p.571. – Quoted in Durant: Herbert Spencer, p.43. – RIGIDITY, ESTABLISHMENT, HIERARCHIES

ORGANIZATIONS: Large-scale organizations are noted for their inability to change. Traditionally, they ignore the need for change at least as long as possible, and then react with blind panic, often first discarding those assets which would help them survive.” – Arthur D. Hlavaty, in DIAGONAL RELATIONSHIP 10. – BIGNESS, LARGENESS, OVER-SIZE

ORGANIZATIONS: Many people, for example, equate government with almost any kind of organization. (*) And so, if they hear me say “I don’t think we need any government”, they think they heard me say, “We don’t have to organize” – human beings don’t have to organize. Well, that’s NOT what I mean. - - I think it is a natural thing for human beings to organize. I think it is true that no one of us has enough brains or enough time or enough energy to put the pieces together that we have to put together, if we are going to live and live in relative comfort and happiness in this troubled world. So I am not at all opposed to organization.” – Robert LeFevre, Good Government, p.7. – But can there be really good government on a quite rightful and rational basis, for all the people in a territory, regardless of their diversity, their statism, their love of freedom or of something else? – (*) But they do not demand really free competition for it, as for all other organizations, that are not territorial ones. - J.Z., 6.2.08.

ORGANIZATIONS: Moreover, as the individualistic approach in economics makes clear, only individuals can think and act. Organizations, on the other hand, cannot think or, in a fundamental sense, act.” – William H. Peterson, THE FREEMAN, 2/75. – INDIVIDUALS, THINKING, ACTION

ORGANIZATIONS: Organizations do not have to take over responsibilities – but can assist them in fulfilling them, in a division of labor process, arranged among volunteers, like on a free market. – J.Z., 24.9.88, 4.2.08.

ORGANIZATIONS: Organizations have their own agenda, that of the people, whose livelihood it is.” – Michael Green, 28.12.90. – Well, at least some companies and corporations are well run for their members, workers, investors, and customers. But very few have so far got quite away from the employer-employee relationship. – J.Z., 4.2.08.

ORGANIZATIONS: Organizations thrive in action and die in committees.” – Quoted by Bob Howard, 1.6.75. – Some thrive through productive actions, others through monopolies, robberies, expropriations and coercion – until these are effectively resisted. Rightful and innovative action options must be left aplenty for ordinary members, too. Otherwise organizations will tend to stagnate or wither away. – J.Z., 6.2.08 – COMMITTEES, ACTIONS, FREEDOM OF ACTION & EXPERIMENTATION FOR ALL, RATHER THAN ITS MONOPOLIZATION.

ORGANIZATIONS: People often divide American organizations into three sectors: public, private, and nonprofit ( or “independent” ). Another division may be more fundamental: forced or free. There are essentially only two kinds of organizations, those that involve coercion and those that are entirely voluntary. The voluntary sector includes for-profit firms, clubs, churches and synagogues, and charitable organizations. All of these differ from government in one crucial way: They may not acquire resources or implement plans through coercion.” - David Boaz, ed., The Libertarian Reader, The Free Press, 1997. ( Claiming copyrights even to the writings of Paine, Madison, Tocqueville, Mill, etc.! – J.Z. ), p.249. - - Another characteristic is that they claim neither a territorial monopoly nor or territorial sovereignty, nor compulsory membership or subordination. And the voluntary sector does not only embrace the examples D.B. lists and similar ones but also exterritorially autonomous communities of all kinds, all only of volunteers under personal law. Advocates of limited governments or mini-governments, still being territorialists, usually find it hard to make this inclusion. – J.Z., 3.10.07. - VOLUNTARISM VS. COERCION, TERRITORIALISM VS. PANARCHISM

ORGANIZATIONS: Some types of organizations release and please creative energies, internally and externally and some do restrain them. The two types are so different in this respect that they should be distinguished and never attacked or defended together. – J.Z., 25.9.88.

ORGANIZATIONS: The fundamental criticism of modern society is its lack of organic growth.” – Alex Comfort, Authority and Delinquency, p.116. – How can it grow organically, as long as it is based on a territorial monopoly and compulsory membership or subordination? – Only by population growth within its territory and by GNP can it grow, if it has sufficient liberties left for this. – Territorial States are not productive or organic as such. – And without individual and group secessionism it cannot organically shrink, either. - J.Z., 6.2.08. – SOCIETY, GROWTH, FREEDOM.

ORGANIZATIONS: The good society rests on individuals having high moral scruples and ethical guidelines; no organizational gadgetry, however deftly devised, can overcome moral and ethical deficiencies.” – Leonard E. Read, Who’s Listening? - DIS. - -Apparently he had not read or not remembered Kant’s remarks in his “Eternal Peace” on the possibility of a society of devils. – When moral people and immoral people are forced to live together in the same territorial society then the deficiencies of the immoral people are not, obviously, sufficiently overcome. But when all kinds of moral people are free to secede from a territorial State and to live exterritorially autonomous in their own kinds of more or less free societies, peacefully competing with each other then, only the immoral people would be left of the former territorial State. They would have to learn to live by their own efforts, at their own risk and expense, with the examples of members of more successful societies all around them. While at first they might be inclined to continue to turn to crimes against their peaceful and productive neighbors, not members of their own community of criminals, they would soon experience that these other communities, free from territorialist shackles, will be able to defend their rights and liberties, especially their property rights, much more effectively than was ever done for them by any territorial State. So the criminal natures would soon be thrown upon their own resources ( “Root, hog or die” ) for they could not survive for long merely by robbing and killing each other. They would have to find or discover a productive, peaceful, non-violent way of life – or perish. I think that there would be many and finally decent enough survivors, at least in their outward behavior. White Australia was originally largely settled by white convicts. Most of them learnt to become self-supporting and decent people not only the political criminals who were also deported to Australia. – J.Z., 6.2.08.

OVER-GOVERNMENT: Over-organization could thwart inventiveness.” – Cornuelle, Demanaging America, p.77. – It not only could, it does. – J.Z. – INVENTIVENESS, CREATIVITY, PRODUCTIVITY, PROFITABILITY, STANDARD OF LIVING, CENTRALIZATION, TERRITORIALISM
OVER-GOVERNMENT: The more we are governed the less we are free.” – Albert Parsons, on being sentenced to hand, 1886. – How does one “hang” a whole territorial government? – By quite peacefully leaving it quite alone, left to its own devices and the few remaining followers it may still have. Then, after a while, the secessionists might all claim their share in the remaining government assets, no longer defended against them. - Or the last ever territorial election might be turned into an advance auction sale of all remaining government assets, with each voter and tax payer getting already, in advance. a promise to his share in the territorial government’s assets, upon it being voted out of office, permanently, with only the winning trustee-party remaining, which would administer the distribution of these assets among the population. - See e.g. PEACE PLANS No. 19c on this, available free of charge from me, until it appears online or on a CD. – J.Z., 6.2.08.

OVER-ISSUES: Some Austrian economists believe in price adaptations and limitations for everything except for paper notes not covered fractionally or 100% by gold. Even in the face of gold clearing certificates only reckoning in gold weight value or of historical precedents for them, they would still be all too ready to condemn them as mere fiat money, although such certificates would have a very much larger redemption fund ( namely in the world's gold-market ), even though not at the issuer. ( But their issuers would have their own self-interest and that of their potential acceptors to keep their issues are par with their nominal gold weight value. ) The Austrian School's redemption funds would be required only for their own issues of gold certificates and limit these issues to the quantities of metallic gold they will be able to acquire and offer for this purpose. ( This fixed and high cost for their issues would make them rather uncompetitive. ) The gold clearing notes and certificates of monetary freedom ( which would not exclude or suppress other freely chosen value standards ) would not offer merely the limited gold redemption funds of these "gold-bug" issuers. They would not offer such limited funds at all. Instead, the issuers of gold-clearing notes or certificates, who would issue and keep them at par with their nominal gold value, through sound reflux, security, clearing or demand arrangements for them, would refer any of their note holders, who wanted gold coins or bullion, to the huge world market for gold - and its local agents. That would make all the gold in the world ( that not used industrially, for art and jewellery, or buried in hidden treasures or in graves ( in dentures ), accessible to all possessing exchange media with a par value to gold or acceptable on the gold market at a discount. The very possibility that they could suffer a discount there would tend to keep their issues limited enough and thus close or close enough to par. - Gold bugs, who want to confine all our transactions to gold payments or payments in gold certificates, do not envision any other inherent limitations of issues and acceptances, not even for currencies that are competitively issued, optional and market rated and may be freely refused and which are likely to be freely refused, if not well founded and administered and if they do suffer a discount. - They are not fully aware that the reversal of Gresham's Law ( in its popular version ) into the correct one: that good money drives out bad money, when neither are legal tender, would also operate against their own favourite currency, with which they expect to win this competition. For those people, who can manage to keep their paper money at par with its nominal gold weight value, will always have a competitive edge against the issuers of the more expensive gold certificate ( the 100% gold dollar ) currency and also against one that that will only have to be fractionally covered in gold. Gold redemptionism by the issuer is comparable to the limited government notion, which attempts to substitute this form of government for all kinds of other governments which statists want for themselves and all kinds of free societies which non-governmentalists want for themselves. Monetary freedom would mean, instead: To each the exchange medium,  value standard, clearing system and short-term credit system of his or her dreams. - No one can rightly demand any more freedom in this sphere, either. - J. Fraud, and coercion may for a short time pay some, at the expense of others, but are in the long run self-defeating, unless publicity, policing, courts and prisons are as ineffective or slow as they are now, all too often, because they are government-run and thus bureaucracy-ridden. - J. OVERNIGHT: Freedom can be realized overnight – for all who want it – provided they succeed in fighting the opposition down or persuade it to leave them alone. Free agricultural producers are not complaining that they cannot produce more food but that there are not enough mouths and buyers for the food they do already produce. When the economy is somewhat free and there are good enough transport facilities, then even crop failures and other natural catastrophes have not led to famines. And one should compare how much this would amount to, if spread thinly and evenly over the land surfaces, at least over all agriculturally usable land and then one should compare how thin the biomass of all humans would be, if spread thinly and evenly over all the agriculturally usable land, excluding the waterways, lakes and oceans for the time being. I think that the biomass of all human is quite insignificant compared with the biomass of all other living things on the land surfaces. But I do not have figures for this on hand. Notions of over-population would disappear, I believe, if one compared such figures. We can still and easily and cheaply produce much more in food than we can consume. Perhaps even for tenfold the present population. And the better fed a population is, the more its fertility declines. Maybe the total usable biomass of all harvests and of all food animals should be totaled up and compared with the biomass of human beings. And estimates should be made on how much is just wasted or eaten up by pests or not harvested at all or willfully destroyed or not planted at all, due to current restrictions and prohibitions. A figure for the average population density of the world would also be interesting – especially when then compared with areas largely formerly desert or otherwise infertile and then rendered agriculturally productive and now supporting a large population per square kilometers. – One of the best recent refutations of Malthusianism can be found in a 13 page pamphlet “Exploded Population Myths” by Jim Peron, 2003, Institute for Liberal Values. This criticism is also offered in a longer form, in a paper back of the same title and author. – Maybe it is now online already, to promote its sale in print. Yucatan 500 years ago may have had several 100 people per square mile, but now has 1 per square mile. So, stop worrying so much about open spaces. We have more, not less than we had 100 years ago and we have better means of getting there in case you really crave the quiet of the wilderness. – Since 1957 the birth rate in the United States has declined every year. OWN AFFAIRS: A man should manage his own affairs and should prosper or suffer as the result of his own choices.” – Dean Smith, Conservatism, p.76. – We should become concerned when anywhere on earth some people get away with infringing human rights on a massive scale. We might be the next victims, otherwise. – J.Z., 6.2.08.

OWN AFFAIRS: A man who is unable to take care of his affairs is deserving only of pity as an imbecile.” – J. Toulmin Smith, Local Self-Government and Centralization, p.31. - - He may just be too sick, crippled or too old. – J.Z., n.d. – Or he may live under all too many legally imposed prohibitions of self-help options. – J.Z., 6.3.09. - OWN AFFAIRS, SELF-GOVERNMENT, SELF-MANAGEMENT, AUTONOMY

OWN AFFAIRS: One should care more about the own affairs and less about of those of one’s neighbor. – No, one should not care at all, without being asked, about the affairs of others and in an emergency also only with all necessary caution.” - John Henry Mackay, Abrechung, S.161. ( Man kuemmere sich mehr um seine eigenen Angelegenheiten und weniger um die seines Nachbarn. – Nein, man kuemmere sich ueberhaupt nicht unaufgefordert um fremde Angelegenheiten und im Notfall auch nur mit aller noetigen Vorsicht. ) – Compare Voltaire: One ought to cultivate one’s own garden. – But I remember, at least from reliable hear-say, the attitude of some German anarchists, like Dr. Walter Borgius, who thought that the Nazis would do us the service of making all government ridiculous. For that motive he might even have voted for them. Which showed little foresight on his side. Wherever a totalitarian regime exists in the world or private terrorist groups try to get hold of ABC mass murder devices, such regimes and people should be our concern, even if they are foreigners. – J.Z., 6.2.08. - CONCERN FOR THE OWN AFFAIRS

OWN AFFAIRS: You be the judge - on all your own affairs! – J.Z., n.d.
OWN BEHALF: Act on your own behalf. J.Z., 1/76, after reading ANARCHY 8: “What will persuade people to act on their own behalf?” – David Wiek, discussing Malatesta. – Freedom to do so will. – We should systematically strive for that freedom and not merely assume that it does already exist in all spheres in which it should exist. E.g. that of free choice among all kinds of political, economic and social systems, none of them with a territorial monopoly. – J.Z., 6t.2.08.

OWN BOSS: See: COOPERATIVES, SELF-MANAGEMENT, PURCHASE OF ENTERPRISES
OWN JUDGMENT: The Libertas Statement: “We, as libertarians, affirm: That full individual liberty is impossible in any society other than a voluntary one that aggresses on no one. - - That men and women require the full and independent use of their own judgment in order to survive at an optimum level, and therefore have a natural right to do their own thing, provided that they do not physically harm or coercively restrict another individual’s live, liberty or property.” – Compare the common saying: “Use your own judgment”.

OWN LIFE: A man’s life is his own if he causes no harm to others.” – William Hjortsberg, Gray Matters, p. 134. (SF). No wrong to others. He may harm others e.g. as a successful competitors for their business but that would do them no wrong. – J.Z., 6.2.08. – SELF-OWNERSHIP, INDIVIDUAL SOVEREIGNTY

OWN LIFE: Californians should reclaim the right to run their own lives.” – Ed Clark. – Individually, or only collectively as Californians, independent of the Federal Government in Washington? – And why does he recommend this only for Californians? – Reminds me of those Englishmen, in former centuries, concerned only about the rights of Englishmen. - J.Z., 6.2.08.

OWN LIFE: I believe, as many say they believe, that everyone has the right to run his own life – to go to hell in his own fashion.” – David Friedman, The Machinery of Freedom, XI. - SELF-OWNERSHIP, PROPERTY IN ONESELF, SELF-OWNERSHIP, TOLERANCE, PANARCHISM
OWN MAN: As noted earlier, our forefathers chose freedom not as a prognosis of better things to come but as a means by which each individual could be his own man. The theme or cause or goal or ideology that predominated was that here in America once could, regardless of the station into which he was born, rise in accord with his own abilities. This was a wholesome ideology which, combined with the dedication to it, gave our special brand of civilization survival prospects. It was a culture worthy of survival!” – Leonard E. OWN THING: Each Does His Own.” – ( Jeder macht seins. ) - zitiert von Stefan Rabenau, 23.9.90. (Compare Stirner: The Ego and His Own. – Also Ayn Rand: The Virtue of Selfishness. - DOING THE OWN THING, INCLUDING GOVERNMENTAL & SOCIETAL INSTITUTIONS

OWN THING: seek … unlimited positive freedom to do one’s own thing.” – Bob Dickens, ANARCHY 8. – SELF-DETERMINATION, INDIVIDUAL SOVEREIGNTY
OWN THING: whatever a person does, short of physically harming another – his “own thing” – is okay, regardless of the consequences.” – Charles Goodman, All These Rights, THE FREEMAN, 1/78. - , DO YOUR OWN THING

OWN WAY: Do it your own way and it will probably work for you; do it somebody else’s way and it probably won’t.” – The 1 Minute Sales Person, p.74, by Spencer Johnson & Larry Wilson, p. 74.

OWN WAY: everyone has to make his own way on this day. No one can tell others what to do.” – Richard Matheson, The Last Day, AMAZING STORIES, April-May, 1953. – If that had been consistently done then “The Last Day” might not have occurred in this future, in accordance with this SF story. – J.Z., n.d.

OWN WAY: He has to follow his own pattern. No one can choose it for him.” – George Lucas, Star Wars.

OWN WAY: Let each man have the wit to go his own way.” - ( Unis quisque sua noverit ire via. ) – Propertius, Elegies, Bk. ii, eleg. 25, I. 38.

OWN WAY: Like almost everyone else, I want to have my own way. Is this possible? OWNERSHIP: … to find a way in which capitalism can be made more general, with the bulk of our people participating in individual ownership – not the collective ownership by way of government that is advocated by some and practised in some countries – is necessary.” - Ronald Reagan, p.105, in “Sincerely, Ronald Reagan”, a collection of his letters, compiled by his secretary Helene von Damm, 1976. - PROPERTY, CAPITALISM, COOPERATIVES, EMPLOYEE-SHAREHOLDING
OWNERSHIP: A man is free precisely to the extent that his property rights are intact, because the condition of freedom and the condition of slavery are distinguished on the basis of the right of private property. A freeman owns himself and whatever he comes by lawfully. A slave owns nothing. - Ownership, however, means more than the possession of formal legal title to things. It means control. Control means authority over use, and over disposition as well. It means the condition in which one has the authority to follow his own preferences.” – Sylvester Petro. - MAN’S CONTROL

OWNERSHIP: If your house and land actually belong to you, how can your local government threaten to take them away simply because you refuse to pay them money each year?” – Claire Wolfe, Don’t Shoot the Bastards (YET), 101 More Ways To Salvage Freedom, p.1. , PROPERTY, LAND & HOUSE, LOCAL GOVERNMENT RATES

OWNERSHIP: In Australia we “enjoy” nominal ownership of our lives, our earnings and our property but, in fact, we own nothing. The State can resume ownership of our lives ( through conscription ), our earnings ( through income taxation ) and our property ( through death duties, land taxes, etc. ).” – Dr. Duncan Yuille, 4/76.

OWNERSHIP: Ownership without control is a contradiction in terms.” – Anderson/Miles, Constitution, p.33. – PROPERTY RIGHTS, CONTROL, NATIONALIZATION

OWNERSHIP: The important difference between socialism and fascism is ownership; the important similarity is in control. Ownership without control leaves the owner as a mere puppet on a string, with no rights to his “property”. The difference between fascism and socialism becomes irrelevant, being one of procedures only.” – Mark Tier, Tweedledum and Tweedledummy. – CONTROL, PROPERTY, FASCISM, STATE SOCIALISM.

OWNERSHIP: The man who cannot claim ownership over the things he produces has no control over the things on which his life depends; he is a slave, by definition.” – Edmund A. Opitz, THE FREEMAN, May 79, p.292.
