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WAGE CONTROL: People who can legally claim a higher wage or salary than they seem worth, at first, or , probably, also later on, to an employer, simply won’t be employed at all by any employer, unless he is forced to do so even at a loss. Which tends to be largely the rule in the public service, whose employees tend to be paid wages and salaries above the going market rates. In that service there is no economic incentive to save in the wage and salary bill. A leading bureaucrat can even promote his career by employing more people, regardless of whether they are really necessary for the task he is in charge of. More paper-shuffling or red tape can always be arranged, as supposedly being necessary. All people should be allowed to be employed at a mutually agreeable wage or salary level, later to be renegotiated in accordance with performance and the needs and scope of an enterprise. Individual contracts would achieve that much better than collective bargaining between unions and organizations or representatives of employers. – J.Z., 10.2.99. - MINIMUM WAGES, PUBLIC SERVICES OR PUBLIC DISSERVICES

WAGE CONTROLS: You cannot make a man worth a given amount by making it illegal for anyone to offer him anything less. You merely deprive him of the right to earn the amount that his abilities and situation would permit him to earn, while you deprive the community even of the moderate services that he is capable of rendering. In brief, for a low wage, you substitute unemployment. You do harm all around, with no comparable compensation." - Henry Hazlitt, Economics In One Lesson (Slim book. – J.Z.). , MINIMUM WAGE LAWS

WAGE EARNERS: It is in the interest of the wage-earner to have many other alternatives open to him than service under one all-powerful employer called the State" - Sir Winston Churchill, 1946. - Even as simple insights are still not widely spread – in our governmentally mis-educated public. – J.Z., 26.12.07. – In the USA alone there are now between 10 and 20 million employers to choose from. For their employment and sales situation both depend largely on the policies of the central bank, as a monopoly issuer of exchange media – until they themselves finally realize their monetary and financial freedom options. – The employer-employee relationship has, alas, also an almost monopolistic hold upon both groups, who insufficiently consider the great variety of self-management options that have been proposed and partly already been experimented with. The addiction to this “organized antagonism”, as Hyacinthe Dubreuil called it, can perhaps only be compared with the addition to territorialism and to monetary despotism. The prices to be paid for these addictions are very high. - J.Z., 21.4.09. -NUMBER OF EMPLOYERS TO CHOOSE FROM, VS. STATE SOCIALISM WITH ONLY ONE GREAT MONOPOLY EMPLOYER FOR ALL EMPLOYEES
WAGE SLAVERY? To work for wages or salaries does not amount to an ideal contract, far from it, but it is a contract for mutual benefit. – J.Z., 3.8.85, 19.8.08. – Most of those, who do complain about it have not yet explored their self-management options. – J.Z., 22.4.09. – PRODUCTIVE COOPERATIVES, AUTONOMOUS GROUP WORK, PURCHASE OF ENTERPRISES, EXTENSIVE EMPLOYEE SHAREHOLDING, DIS.

WAGES: A government determined to ensure that the social income, the social wage shall rise within the priorities we have set. …” - Harold Wilson, Labor Party Conference, 1974. – What Harold really means is that he will tax you so you can’t spend your wage on your social choices, and he will provide you ( “free” of course ) with his social choices. Well why not? He knows best!”- Terry Arthur, “95% I Crap”, p. 82. – JOKES

WAGES: a system in which people are paid in accordance with their product … promotes a free society, … involves a minimum of coercion of one man by another man.” – Milton Friedman, in Milton Friedman in Australia 1975, p.39.

WAGES: A wage is a price, a price is a wage.” – Source unknown to me. Since price control is wrong and uneconomic wage control and rent control as well as interest rate control must be wrong and uneconomic, too. – J.Z., 22.4.09.

WAGES: all legislation dealing with labor-employer relations – are concessions to the communist conception of wages. - Our immigration-restriction laws pay homage to this idea, for these laws, translated into economics, simply say that there are just so many jobs that capitalists have at their disposal, that any increase in the working population will lower the wage level by simple division; the idea that the immigrant makes his own wages is rejected offhand. Birth control (*) is likewise advocated as a means of raising the wage level, and Malthusianism borrows all its economics from communism.” – Frank Chodorov, Fugitive Essays, p.167/68. – Capitalists and businessmen are likewise inclined to argue that each job costs so and so much in capital and, since the capital supply is limited, all jobs would thus be limited in number. They forget, that the ready-for sale goods and services, that are in daily demand, are the main and continuous turn-over capital required for full employment and that this capital, in normal times, in developed countries, and, especially in times of unemployment, is not only abundant but over-abundant and often offered at emergency sales prices. And this capital can mostly be fast produced and replenished, so that if it were legally allowed to turn it into the cover and redemption fund for “shop currencies”, enough means of payment would be available to make all wage and salary payments with them possible and thus keep sellers and producers gong continuously, without sales- and employment stoppages or difficulties. – That a shortage of real capital, like tools, factories and machines, is not involved is proven by the fact that before and after periods of mass unemployment largely the same quantity of this real capital did exist and that during period of unemployment only the degree of its usage would be diminished. - (*) and prolonged school years and, formerly, keeping women out of the work force! – J.Z., 19.8.08. - - COMMUNISM, MALTHUSIANISM, COMPULSORY SCHOOLING, MALTHUSIANISM, IMMIGRATION RESTRICTIONS, TRYING TO KEEP FOREIGNERS OUT OF JOBS, ATTEMPTS TO “RATION” ACCESS TO JOBS, ASSUMING THAT THERE ARE AND CAN BE ONLY A LIMITED NUMBER OF THEM, CAPITAL VIEW OF UNEMPLOYMENT

WAGES: Amid the wilder talk from the Left against a capitalist system that is alleged to five fortunes to employers who ride on the backs of the wage-earners, emerges the solid fact that 80% of the returns from industry goes to the workers in wages, and it is the workers who pay 80% of the taxes. When we consider the superiority of the goods provided by private enterprise, it is evident that the worker gets his comforts more cheaply through capitalism than by any system of socialism yet devised.” - Henry Meulen, in THE INDIVIDUALIST, 2/76, under the heading: “The government wants more” – Alas, I doubt that Meulen ever closely examined the better forms of voluntary and cooperative socialism, with their tendency to provide work-, property-, enterprise and innovation incentives to everyone in an enterprise, instead of only to its managers and owners. – J.Z., 19.8.08. - CAPITALISM, WAGES, TAXATION, FORMS OF SOCIALISM, COOPERATIVES, PARTNERSHIPS, SELF-MANAGEMENT

WAGES: an employer cannot pay more to an employee than the equivalent of the value of the latter’s work ( according to the judgment of the buying public ) adds to the merchandise.” – Ludwig von Mises, quoted in THE FREEMAN, 9/75, p.529.

WAGES: An employer who tries to pay his workers less than market wages soon finds them going to other employers or pooling their resources to start their own business.” – Brian Summers, THE FREEMAN, 7/75, p.426. – They should not only pool their cash resources but also their medium- and long-term credit options and mobilize them in take-over bids for the enterprises they work in. – J.Z., 19.8.08.

WAGES: and of course, in a free economy it is the people who, in their role as ultimate employers, pay the wages ), and the government promptly turns around and absorbs the greater part of this sum, who is thwarting the most directly expressed will of the people?” – William F. Buckley, God and Man at Yale, p.57/58. – FREE ECONOMY, CONSUMERS, PEOPLE, DEMOCRACY, GOVERNMENT, TAXATION

WAGES: and that the golden rule of labor relations should be simply that any man can go to work at any wage he chooses, no matter how low, as long as he feels the job offered will better his condition.” – John A. Davenport, discussing William H. Hutt, in THE FREEMAN, 1/76. - UNIONS, LABOR RELATIONS, COLLECTIVE BARGAINING, MINIMUM WAGE LAWS

WAGES: Assistant reporting to corporation president: “A guaranteed annual wage, a guaranteed annual bonus, a guaranteed pension plan is fine with the employees, chief. Except they would like a guaranty you won’t go broke.” – Lichty cartoon, CHICAGO SUN TIMES syndicate. – JOKES, GUARANTEED WAGES
WAGES: Because wages are the price of labour, any attempt to fix them at a “fair” or “just” or “adequate” level violates the rights of both employer and employee to free trade, and, depending on where they are fixed, will call into play natural economic forces which will cause either a labour shortage, a balanced labour market, or unemployment. Obviously, what we all want is a balanced labour market, but that will only occur when wages are fixed at the free market level, in which case the fixing is totally unnecessary – that’s where they would have been anyway.” – John Singleton and Bob Howard, Rip Van Australia, p.255/56. – The question of monetary freedom vs. monetary despotism is ignored here. Also that wages themselves represent, internally, within enterprises, a hierarchical and dependent relationship rather than one of self-management or self-responsibility and self-direction and complete freedom of contract and entrepreneurial options and capitalist incentives even for workers at the lowest levels. Wage are not the optimal free market prices for labor, suitable to extract the most honest and productive labor efforts. We have, here, too, an internal “command economy”, mitigated only by the right and practice to give notice, while it is easy to get other and better jobs. – J.Z., 5.6.82, 19.8.08. - FAIR WAGES, MARKET WAGES, MINIMUM WAGES, JUST WAGES, MARKET WAGES, INCOMES DETERMINED BY MARKET FORCES ONLY, WITHOUT INTERFERING HIERARCHICAL STRUCTURE. 

WAGES: But to produce the product in the first place, the capitalist needs workers and must therefore offer wages high enough to attract the laborers he needs. Since what the capitalist can pay in wages is limited by his expected return from the sale of his product, the consumers also determine the height of wages. If returns are not high enough to cover the cost of a particular operation this means that there is, in the eyes of the consumers, a more important use for the factors of production elsewhere. …” - Dave Osterfeld, THE FREEMAN, 4/75, on Mises. - CONSUMERS, WORKERS, WAGES, CAPITALISTS

WAGES: Employers don’t pay your salary, customers do.” – The author of a book: “Good Service is Good Business”, quoted on Radio, 23.4.94. I did not catch the family name properly: Catherine Degruis? Devry? – J.Z. - BUSINESS

WAGES: Equal pay for equal work? - In fact, uniformity of payment excites a competition in idleness.” – J. H. Burton, Political and Social Economy, p.232. – Just like people and their individual characteristics are never quite equal, so is their work-output never quite equal. Their productivity, not that they, too, are persons or even personalities - with equal rights and liberties – should determine their wages or salaries. Collective contracts are too full of envy and egalitarianism to do every worker justice. – J.Z., 19.8.08. – DIS., UNIONS, COLLECTIVE BARGAINING OR INDIVIDUAL WORK CONTRACTS?

WAGES: Every arbitrary wage coercively imposed by labor unions, over and above whatever the free market rate would be, is really a minimum wage. The minimum wage for a captain of a 747 jet is $57,000 annually. Try to get the job for less. – Leonard E. Read, Who’s Listening? p.37. - MINIMUM WAGE LAWS, LABOR LAWS, WAGE CONTROLS, PRICE CONTROL ATTEMPTS FOR LABOR

WAGES: Give the laborer his wage before his perspiration be dry.” – Mohammed, 570-632. – Actually, apart from a few day-laborers, as wage- and salary payments have developed, the employee is mostly giving credit to his employer until the weekly or monthly payday. If employees had pondered this fact then they could e.g. have provided their employer with wage payment means through establishing their own consumer cooperative, issuing its own shop foundation currency and agreeing that they would be satisfied with being paid with the money issued by their consumer cooperative. The consumer cooperative would then have discounted the claims their employer had against wholesalers and used these claims to restock their store. ( Real Bills Doctrine principle, which always implied sound value standard reckoning. ) Thus they could have rendered themselves and their employer largely independent from the “monetary policies”, of their government, i.e., from the usual monetary mismanagement characteristic for most governments most of the time. – No more means of payment and value standard crises for them! - J.Z., 19.8.08.

WAGES: Government is in no position to determine the value of an employee; only an employer can do that, and justice requires that he pay an employee what he is worth to him.” – Clarence B. Carson, THE FREEMAN, 3/76. - Not only justice but his own self-interest. Otherwise he might lose a good employee and may have to retrain another. – J.Z., 19.8.08

WAGES: He hears: The road to recovery is to increase wage rates. He reads: This is to say that recovery depends on higher costs of production!” – Leonard E. Read, NOTES FROM FEE, 9/76. – UNEMPLOYMENT, DIS. 

WAGES: He is paid well that is well satisfied.” – Shakespeare, in Hyman Quotations, p. 340. – Since in employer-employee relationships there is no sufficiently reliable means for determining the value of individual work input, workers always imagine they are underpaid, while their employers imagine that they are over-paid. – Only well organized and run cooperatives and other self-management schemes will come close to reliably enough determine rates for work incomes. – J.Z., 19.8.08.

WAGES: His own industrial and commercial ideal composed four elements, four elements always found in combination. They were: first, High Production; secondly, High Wages; thirdly, High Profits; and, finally, Low Prices. No one of these four elements could exist without the other. To pursue any one of them in splendid isolation, without thought of the other three, had never yet failed to provide disaster.” – Deryck Abel, Ernest Benn, Counsel for Liberty, p.35. - PROFIT, PRODUCTIVITY, PRICES

WAGES: Historically, the rate of increase in total wages has run about 5 to 10 percent a year, roughly comparable to the interest rate earned by capital. (*) Furthermore, capitalists consume part of their income, if they did not, there would be little point in being capitalists. Historically, the total share of the national income going to capital in this country has steadily decreased, as shown in the Appendix.” – David Friedman, The Machinery of Freedom, p.35. – (*) Does this estimate take account of inflation? – J.Z. - RETURNS FROM CAPITAL & LABOR, INTEREST, PROFIT, DIVIDENDS

WAGES: I have yet to see any serious or self-consistent exposition anywhere of the union theory of wage formation. I have yet to hear any union apologist, for example, try to determine scientifically exactly how much the members of a particular union are being underpaid, how much of an increase they are justified in demanding, and how much would be too much. The union leaders have one simple formula for every situation: More. – Insofar as they do have an implied theory it seems to be some obscure form of the Marxist exploitation dogma. They never suggest that wages can be rightly determined in a free market. …” Henry Hazlitt, The Conquest of Poverty, p.137. - UNIONS

WAGES: I you want to stand in the shortest queue in the world, fall in behind those who think they’re overpaid.” - Bill Vaughan, quoted in READER’S DIGEST, 12/77. - JOKES

WAGES: If workers make it unprofitable to employ them, they will not be employed and ought to think of establishing their own firms, as partnerships or coops. – J.Z., 19.3.86. – That would certainly also teach them something about economics. – They could not strike against their customers or prevent them from going to other suppliers. – J.Z., 19.8.08.

WAGES: If you pay peanuts you get monkeys.” – Sir James Goldsmith

WAGES: In a well functioning private-property society, salary – the amount for which a person can sell what he produces – corresponds closely to the real value of that product to the people who consume it.” – David Friedman, The Machinery of Freedom, p.16.

WAGES: In fact, the policy of letting the free market determine the height of wage rates is the only reasonable and successful full-employment policy. If wage rates, either by union pressure or compulsion or by government decree, are raised above this height, lasting unemployment or a part of the potential labor force develops.” – Ludwig von Mises, quoted in THE FREEMAN, 9/75, p.531.

WAGES: In recent years the employees of the country’s corporations have been getting more than seven eighths of the corporate income available for division, and the shareowners less than an eighth. More than 70 percent of the nation’s personal income in 1970 was received in the form of wages and salaries. Business and professional income totaled less than 7 percent, interest payments only 8 percent, and dividends only 3 percent. – The truth seems to be that personal income in this country is already distributed roughly in proportion to each person’s current contribution in output as measured in its market value.” – Henry Hazlitt, The Conquest of Poverty, p.114. - Ulrich von Beckerath had proven this case for decades, by collecting the published statements of companies in Germany and was preparing a book on the subject. But this collection and manuscript was burned in an air raid on Berlin in November 1943. Afterwards he collected and commented on many more such published company statements. To the extent that such material is accessible to me, I have still to microfilm or scan it in – if I ever do get around to it. What is astonishing that most economists and practically all unionists simply managed to ignore this evidence for such a long time, due to their pre-conceived notions of what is actually happening in the economy. Ulrich von Beckrathth. often used to say: No one is really fully aware of everything that is really happening in the economy. On the other hand, he also remarked: If one persistently and thoughtfully observes just one factor in the whole economy for a long time - then one can come to understand much of the economy. – Regarding the last sentence of H. H. above, he would probably have commented, as he often did: most of the high returns to labor are actually due to its supply with productive capital. To that extent the laborers “exploit” capital and not vice versa. It is the capital owners who no longer get the lion’s share of the extra productivity that is due to their capital being productively employed. To that extent have the capital products of science and technology and even the savings of mankind, productively invested, become the common heritage of mankind. The above indicated usual division of the profits of enterprises is different only for those enterprises with an extremely high capital investment per employee, as U. v. Beckerath also pointed out, e.g. in hydroelectric plants. - J.Z., 19.8.08. – The same would, naturally, apply to automated factories. No law prohibits anybody from investing ins such factories, rather than complaining about them. In the extreme case this would lead to the situation where all who have so invested their savings are then living largely off the productivity of robots and automatic machinery, their kind of iron “slaves”, the kind of “exploitation” that I like. All others would have to be satisfied with whatever little they can produce between them - only with primitive tools and outdated machinery. WAGES: In the USA between 1900-1909 and 1970 the share of the national income taken by owners of capital fell from 32.7% to 11.2%, while the share of the national income taken by employees rose from 55 % to 75%”. – U.S. Statistical Abstracts, 1971. – The tax and welfare state figures should be added here, too. – J.Z., 19.8.08. - Who will compile a good computer program for this, in which only the particular details of an existing enterprise will have to be entered to tell each employee his monthly or weekly installment rate at different interest rates - for the industrial bonds used in their take-over bid & for different repayment periods for them? – J.Z., 22.4.09. - DIVIDENDS, PROFITS, INTEREST RATES, CAPITAL RETURNS COMPARED WITH LABOR RETURNS, DIS., POVERTY, WEALTH, RICH, CAPITALISTS VS. PROLETARIANS, EXPLOITATION, PURCHASE OF ENTERPRISES BY EMPLOYEES ON TERMS. 
WAGES: It is a proposition of elementary economics”, writes Frank R. Knight, “that ideal market competition will force entrepreneurs to pay every productive agent employed what his cooperation adds to the total, the difference between what it can be with him and what it would be without him. This is his own product in the only meaning the word can have where persons or their resources act jointly.” – Edmund A. Opitz, THE FREEMAN, 10/75, p.604.

WAGES: It is not the employer who pays wages – he only handles the money. It is the product that pays wages.” – Henry Ford. - Rather, the buyer of the product. – Even Henry Ford did not always get it right. – If the products themselves paid wages then the storekeepers would not even have to sell any of the products, they would not need any customers and simply would be paid by their products! – But then even Say, in Say’s Law, imagined that the products would automatically produce the purchasing power needed to sell them! – There isn’t any economically nonsensical idea that isn’t at least upheld by some. - J.Z., 19.8.08. – DIS.

WAGES: It is precisely the fixed wage, and the fixed annual increment that dull the efforts of the recipients.” – Henry Meulen, THE INDIVIDUALIST, 4/73.

WAGES: Just as people can price themselves out of jobs, they can price themselves into jobs.” – Sir Keith Joseph, quoted in THE BULLETIN, 22.7.80. – Especially when they are prepared to realize and utilize their monetary freedom options for the payment of their wages. – J.Z., 22.409. EMPLOYMENT, UNEMPLOYMENT, JOBS, PRICING

WAGES: Labor, like all other goods, is scarce, and therefore always in demand at its appropriate free-market price. As with any form of price control, attempts by governments to impose artificially low or artificially high wage rates will always result in either a shortage, or a surplus of labor.” – Donald H. Carpenter, NEW GUARD, July-August 1978. – WAGE CONTROL

WAGES: Lamented one industrialist, “We are now buying a man’s time, not his labor.” The whole political pressure is away from the market – free choice – and in the direction of more money for less work and fewer hours. Instead of concentration on the improvement of labor and its market attractiveness, the movement is toward monopoly, a forming of cartels.” – Leonard E. Read, Talking to Myself, p.69. – Counter-productive union pressures, contracts and “actions”. But their result has been, in the long run, that less and less people want to stay in trade unions and their membership rate keeps falling, just like the membership rates in political parties. – J.Z., 22.4.09.
WAGES: Let me work at whatever I please for whatever I can obtain by willing exchange, whether the wage be a mere trifle or a king’s ransom.” – Leonard E. Read, NOTES FROM FEE, 3/73.

WAGES: Lewis understood a fundamental aspect of Capitalists’ behavior: They consider labor as if it were steel, coal, or lumber. Therefore, when the price is raised, they buy less. It’s probably true that we don’t see this happen immediately after any price rise of labor or products. But the sad truth will hit some of the workers, sooner or later. – What union men try to do, then, is raise their wages relative to those of nonunion workers. …” – Angus Black: A New Radical’s Guide to Economic Reality, p.56, on John L. Lewis.

WAGES: Like all other contracts, wages should be left to the fair and free competition of the market and should never be controlled by the interference of the legislatures.” - David Ricardo. - Too often it is overlooked how important it is with which means of payment wages may be paid. If they can only be paid with monopoly money, a money that tends to be either under-supplied, as in deflation, or over-supplied, as in inflation, trouble will always occur. If means of payment for wages and salaries can be competitively supplied by those most suitable for such issues being free and acting within their natural rights, then anti-industrial warfare and political strife arising from it - and from the crises arising from monetary despotism - will be minimized. - J.Z., n.d. & 25.11.02. - & FREEDOM OF CONTRACT, WAGE CONTROLS, COLLECTIVE BARGAINING, LAISSEZ FAIRE, UNIONS, MONETARY FREEDOM
WAGES: Like all other contracts, wages should be left to the fair and free competition of the market and should never be controlled by the interference of the legislature.” – David Ricardo, 1772-1823, Principles of Political Economy and Taxation, V, 1817, quoted in Seldes.

WAGES: Maintain your rage – about your inflation and taxation reduced wages. – J.Z., 12/75. – “Maintain your rage!” was an appeal by Labour Party leaders, after they lost an election, in a landslide vote against them, after their government had been recalled, by the Governor General of Australia, Mr. Kerr, himself nominated by the Labour Party, when this party had made a mess of the Australian economy and yet wanted to remain in power. – J.Z., 19.8.08. – Alas, most people still have to become enraged about these official robberies! – J.Z., 22.4.09. 
WAGES: Monopolies? Try to become a 747 Captain for less than $ 57,000 a year or a plumber in Westchester County for less than $15,80 an hour plus the contractor’s percentage. – All above-market wage rates forcibly exacted by labor unions cause unemployment precisely as $ 20 for a pound of cheese would cause its unemployment at the table. How is this unemployment catastrophe covered up? Labor unions, using their political power, get the government to pick up the tab: public housing, urban renewal, the Gateway Arch, moon shots, and thousands of other pyramids – “make work” projects to employ resources which have been coercively excluded from the market.” – Leonard E. Read, Who’s Listening?p. 37. - UNIONS, DIS.

WAGES: Mr. Fraser said people were beginning to realize that money paid in excessive wage increases was not available to create new jobs or even to support the existing jobs.” – THE SYDNEY MORNING HERALD, 13.3.76.

WAGES: no manufacturer desires low wages. If he is big enough to stay in business, he must know that low wages spell high cost production and output of poor quality. Only the fool thinks that low wages save money.” - John Leitch, Man to Man, p.148.

WAGES: Not the wage-system but the employer-employee relationship needs replacing. – J.Z., 27.4.91. – Thereby, automatically, wages and salaries would be replaced by businesslike earnings, fluctuating but, in the average, much higher. – J.Z., 19.8.08. – WAGE-SYSTEM, EMPLOYER-EMPLOYEE RELATIONSHIP

WAGES: now it seems to be universally accepted in the West that no money wage rate must ever fall. People must be told that sometimes it is in the interest of wage earners that their wages should fall, because if they do fall they may get employment opportunities they would otherwise not have. Every businessman in the centuries that the market economy has lasted has known that sometimes it pays him to reduce the prices of the goods he sells. Why should workers be exempt from that? This I regard as one of the most insidious dogmas that we must now live with, the dogmas that no money wage rate must ever be allowed to fall. The implication, of course, is that if real wages are too high, - uneconomically so, causing significant unemployment – then they should be lowered by means of inflation, by reducing the real value of money wages. The alternative would be a straightforward reduction of wage rates whenever the value of work does not justify the continued payment of the former wage. This would lead to needed economic readjustments and to a realistically-conceived ‘full employment’”. – Prof. Ludwig Lachman, in LIBERTARIAN REVIEW, 4/78. – While this is true, as far as it goes, like so many of the recognized experts, L. L. overlooked that the primary task consists in always keeping up the supply of sound currencies to the amounts required at any time to make turnovers of labor, services and goods relatively easy and certain, at free market prices, measured in sound value standards. – J.Z., 19.8.08.

WAGES: Pay proportionate to productivity.” – Allen W. Rucker, The Labor’s Road to Plenty; The Return to the American System of Productivity.

WAGES: Profit-hungry employers fighting for the cheapest labor around tend to drive low wages up to normal.” – Angus Black: A New Radical’s Guide to Economic Reality, p.63. – He could, likewise, have said, that those workers, constantly looking around for better paid jobs, with better working conditions and changing their jobs to them, do tend to increase the general level of wages and working conditions. They are then permanently “striking” against inferior jobs, without this service being appreciated by most of the unionists, although they themselves do also engage in this practice, whenever they have the chance. – J.Z., 19.8.08. – PROFIT URGE AMONG EMPLOYERS & EMPLOYEES

WAGES: Relatively high wages are the result of high productivity, and relatively low wages are a result of low productivity. If American labor has high wages, it is because American labor has higher man-hour productivity than foreign labor. - - If low foreign wages are the source of our troubles, then why is it the case that U.S. wages are highest in the very industries in which we are most competitive? Why do we dominate world markets for commercial airframes, computers, construction machinery, …?” – Donald B. Billings and Ellis W. Lamborn, THE FREEMAN, 2/77.

WAGES: Soon you might as well agree to be paid in animal manure or human feces outright instead of in rotten and depreciating government paper money. Ask for gold or gold value currency instead. – J.Z., 15.10.74. – What fraction of its value has the A $ dollar retained over the last almost quarter of its century? And over the last century, taken into consideration the different denomination and purchasing power of the prior Australian Pound? And most of this happened under the “guardianship” of the currency by Australia’s central monopoly bank for note issues and coins, the “Reserve Bank”! - If the government would have dared to similarly interfere with weight, length, volume and time measures, depreciating all of them correspondingly, we would have had a revolution in Australia long ago. But who thinks seriously about money and private, cooperative, sound and competitive alternatives to government money? Certainly not most of those “educated” in government controlled schools and universities. – J.Z., 19.8.08. – GOLD-VALUE CLEARING OR GOLD-VALUE ACCOUNTING CURRENCIES, PRICES, WAGES, RENTS, FEES, CENTRAL BANKING, MONETARY DESPOTISM, INFLATION, MONETARY FREEDOM
WAGES: The Aristotelian idea of a “just price”, meaning anything other than the competitive market price, has long been discredited. The idea of a “just wage” determined administratively is just as spurious. The market provides only the objective basis for determining what the wage of a particular individual should be.” – Jack Markowitz on Jonathan Swift, in THE FREEMAN, 4/76, p.232. – I would rather have written: “Only the market …” – J.Z., 19.8.08.

WAGES: The average annual incomes of workers could be increased - if only they renounced their claim to fixed wages and were content with fluctuating wages. Alas, most of them seem to be prejudiced against this option, although e.g. independent tradesmen, contractors and professionals as well as businessmen are quite used to this condition. Many workers would rather have a fixed wage and, consequently, unemployment in-between, with a lower average annual income, than a fluctuating wage, in continuing employments and coming to a larger total than their earnings at fixed wages. In short, they are not seriously enough seeking after the profits of labor but rather seek security, i.e. the avoidance of risk, even when, in this attempt, they have to risk unemployment. – J.Z., 19.12.93, 20.8.08.

WAGES: The bad workmen, who form the majority of the operatives in many branches of industry, are decidedly of opinion that bad workmen ought to receive the same wages as good.” – John Stuart Mill, On Liberty, Ch. 4, 1859.

WAGES: The capitalist, of course, speaks of the wages he “pays”. But, he is quick to point out that the wages do not come out of his capital, but are derived from the sale of his products; if the market does not absorb the output of his plant he ceases to be a “payer” of wages. This means that the envelopes he hands out to his employees, are filled by the consumers, and these are, in large part, the workers themselves. Thus, the employer of labor is labor, and the wage earner is the wage payer. If follows that the general level of wages is determined by the general level of production – leaving out, for the moment, any purloining – and neither capital nor capitalist has any part in fixing it. - - It follow also that political power can in no way affect an increase in wages; nor can capital by itself do so,. Wages can go up only as a result of increased production, due to an increase in population or improvement in the skill and industry of the current population. …” - Frank Chodorov, Fugitive Essays, Let’s Teach Communism, p.166/67. – Also in Frank Chodorov, “One Is a Crowd”, p.78. - Already Frederic Bastiat observed that the share of labor in the total returns from production has been increasing, while the share of capital in it has been decreasing. Most published accounts of firms over the last few decades will confirm his observation. The only significant change since Bastiat’s time is that the State’s “share” in form of taxes and the compulsory share of Welfare State expenses have been increasing very much, to the disadvantage of both, employers and employees, under the usual statist mismanagement, combined with the usual government-caused inflations. - Alas, the means of payment problem, especially under a monopolistic and coercive supply of means of payment, is quite ignored here, even by Frank Chodorov. – J.Z., 19.8.08. – CAPITALISTS, PROFITS, INTEREST, DIVIDENDS, SPLIT UP OF RETURNS FROM PRODUCTION

WAGES: the consumers in buying at a definite price determine also the height of the wages that are paid to all those engaged in the industries.” – Ludwig von Mises, quoted in THE FREEMAN, 9/75, p.529.

WAGES: The fact is that wages are determined by supply and demand, and not in a general way, but in each case, by branches of production, by enterprises within each one of these branches , and by individuals within each enterprise, on the basis of the existing need for labor, its abundance or scarcity, and the productive capability of each particular worker. This holds true not only in countries with a system of free enterprise but also in those with a more or less interventionist policy, like Mexico, …” - Ballvé, Economics, p.37. – Nowhere does there exist as yet fully free banking or monetary freedom and thus no fully free market, free trade and free enterprise. But I was surprised to read today that in Afghanistan, in spite of all the anti-rights and anti-freedom and intolerant actions of these “freedom-fighters”, according to a report by Paul McGeough, in THE SYDNEY MORNING HERALD, smh.com.au of Aug. 9-10,08, p. 27, there exist 3 currencies in the Taliban area. Alas, details were not given. Nor was the unemployment rate in the Taliban and governmental areas or the inflation rate of the official currency. According to another source the unemployment rate in A. is extremely high. Much of its total income seems to be still due to drug production and drug trade. – If the three competing currencies there were issued and streaming back on a quite sound foundation, then the unemployment rate might be as low as it can be in a country in the middle of a civil war. – If the Talibans can be tolerant towards the coexistence of 3 currencies, why can’t they be tolerant in other respects as well? If they confined their “reforms” to volunteers only, they could be much more successful and would not provoke as much resistance as they do. E.g., according to the above newspaper report suicide bombings are on the rise and the killed 40 humanitarian workers and abducted 89. – So my sympathies are certainly not with their violent actions. – Any peace-plan, to be effective, should concede them their own panarchy – but not any territorial monopoly. Nor should such a monopoly be granted to any other group, movement or faith in Afghanistan – or anywhere else. -J.Z., 19.8.08. – A DEGREE OF MONETARY FREEDOM IN AFGHANISTAN? PANARCHISM, TALIBANS
WAGES: The height of wage rates at which all those eager to get jobs can be employed depends on the marginal productivity of labor. The more capital – other things being equal – is invested, the high wages climb on the free labor market, i.e. on the labor market not manipulated by the government and the unions. At these market wage rates all those eager to employ workers can hire as many as they want. At these market wage rates all those who want to be employed can get a job. There prevails on a free labor market a tendency toward full employment. In fact, the policy of letting the free market determine the height of wage rates is the only reasonable and successful full-employment policy. If wage rates, either by union pressure and compulsion or by government decree, are raised above this height, lasting unemployment of a part of the potential labor force develops.” – Ludwig von Mises, Planning for Freedom, p. 153. - - Correct, as far as he went. - Alas, here, too, he ignored the facts of the means of payment supply problem under monetary despotism, which would not be sufficiently overcome by the kind of exclusive currency that he favored, namely one redeemable by the issuer in gold coins, upon demand by the note holder. – Even under this kind of exclusive currency the demand for labor, expressed in sound alternative, competitive, market rated and refusable but freely competing exchange media, all using sound and agreed upon value standards, and redeemable only in goods and services or through clearing, with their competition driving out all inferior ones, would not be free to exert their demand for labor. – Under any exclusive currency labor and sellers of goods and services tend to ”hunt” for that elusive currency, all too often in short supply, sometimes even when it is rapidly depreciated. Under full monetary freedom, sound and optional as well as market-rated alternative currencies, mostly standing at par with their nominal value, always accepted in payment at 100 % by their issuers, would, so to speak, hunt up and engage all available labor. – The involuntarily unemployed would soon become - an extinct species. - J.Z., 19.8.08.

WAGES: The higher the wages, the higher the production.” – Frank Chodorov, One Is a Crowd, p.127. – Rather: The higher production, the higher the wages that become, thereby, possible and likely. – Provided only that the sale of the products and services is assured – through full monetary freedom and free trade. - J.Z., 13.7.94, 20.8.08.

WAGES: The hours are long, the pay is small, // So take your time and buck them all.” – Unknown, an IWW poster. – How much smaller would they be without good tools, machines and management? How much larger could their earned incomes become under self-management? How could self-management be achieved, in a rightful and businesslike way, via a take-over bid of the employees, using industrial bonds, issued and guaranteed by them, as their means of payment? How many or how few years would it take them to pay off this debt? Could they largely or completely pay it off, in installments, from the thus achieved extra incomes? - Alas, people with the usual trade-union mentality of class warfare do only very rarely ask themselves such questions and still more rarely act upon the answers. It is always so much more easy to criticize and to nothing than to act rightfully and constructively. – J.Z., 19.8.08. – DIS., UNIONS, CLASS WARFARE NOTIONS 

WAGES: The inherent tendency of capitalist evolution is to raise real wage rates steadily. This outcome is the effect of the progressive accumulation of capital by means of which technological methods of production are improved. Whenever the accumulation of additional capital stops, this tendency comes to a standstill. If capital consumption is substituted for an increase of capital available, real wage rates must drop temporarily until the checks to a further increase in capital are removed. …” - Ludwig von Mises, Planning for Freedom, p.11. – CAPITAL, TAXATION

WAGES: The level of wages is determined by the level of production , and political intervention in the economy always has the effect of depressing production.” – Frank Chodorov, One Is a Crowd, p.127.

WAGES: The most inelastic factor in a free society of responsible individuals is likely to be in the supply of wage earners ( job seekers ). Therefore, they benefit most from the competition of capital seeking investment, and they get an increasing share of the total product. Wages and wage rates tend to rise therefore, while rates of interest fail. ( Footnote: The rise in interest rates during the past 60 years has been due to the anti-capitalistic policies of governments – wars, inflation of currencies, waste of resources, and forced redistribution of wealth and income. )” – V. Orval Watts, THE FREEMAN, 10/75. – INTEREST RATES

WAGES: the new truth, which has yet to be fully understood, that the wage-slave is slowly but surely giving place to the machine-slave.” – Sir Ernest Benn, Producer v. Consumer, p.27. - WAGE SLAVERY OR SLAVERY OF MACHINES, WORKING FOR MAN? DIS.

WAGES: The question for the worker to ask himself is not: Does my labor bring me a great deal? Does it bring me very little? Does it bring me as much as it brings another? Does it bring me what I should like? - - Rather, he should ask: Does my labor bring me less because I have put it at the service of the capitalist? Would it bring me more if I performed it on my own, or if I joined my labor with that of others as destitute as I am? My situation is bad. Would I be better off if there were no capital on earth? If the share that I receive as a result of my arrangement with capital is larger than my share would be without it, what grounds do I have for complaint? And then, if transactions are free and voluntary, what are the laws determining whether there is to be a rise or a fall in the amount of our respective shares? If the nature of these transactions is such that, as the total to be distributed increases, my share in the increase becomes steadily larger, then, instead of vowing eternal hatred against the capitalist, ought I not to look upon him as a good brother? If it is well established that the presence of capital is advantageous to me, and that its absence would mean my death, am I very wise or prudent in abusing it, intimidating it, requiring it to be frittered away or forcing it into hiding?” - Bastiat, in G. C. Roche III, Frederic Bastiat - A Man Alone, p.221. – What a pity that Bastiat died so relatively young. If he could have written for another 20 years, history might have taken a better course. – J.Z., 19.8.09. - EXPLOITATION, CAPITAL, CAPITALISM, Q.

WAGES: The salaries being received now are completely unrelated to the work-value. In fact no one knows in the rapidly changing situation what is the true economic value of any service.” – George Hardy, The Doom of the Welfare Society, p.91. – Among the many interesting suggestions in the writings of Theodor Hertzka there is one of a kind of auction for job-seekers. When there are several applicants with equal qualifications for one job, to the extent that one can judge that at all, then the one with the lowest salary claim gets it. – When all are also co-owners of an enterprise, then an election of people into jobs, at least on a probationary basis, would also make economic sense, as long as they can also be recalled by their co-workers and co-owners, if their performance should disappoint or, gradually, deteriorate. What they would allocate to each other as their shares in the sales proceeds of their product or service, might fluctuate, just as their overall common profits would. It would be in their common interest to have the best man for each job and to have him neither over-paid nor under-paid. – J.Z., 19.8.08.

WAGES: The second cause of unemployment is when legislation or trade union pressure are used to attempt to force employers to pay workers more than the goods they produce are worth. There is an economic law which has been known for over 200 years which says that if the price demanded for any goods or services is too high, i.e. above the equilibrium, then some of those goods or services will remain unsold. This law holds true for wheat, motor cars and labour. If the price demanded for labour is too high there will be unemployment.” – PROGRESS, Melbourne, Vic., 1/78. – Typically, the kind of money in which the wages are to be paid, and the demand and supply condition for this money, are not taken into consideration. - - - As if unemployment did not already exist long before there were trade unions and even in cases where wages, by law, were fixed below their market rates in “normal” times, if, in cases of an exclusive currency, legally and juridically upheld, although it is in insufficient supply, one could speak of a really “free” market and “normal” times. – J.Z., 19.8.08. – UNEMPLOYMENT, DIS.

WAGES: The simplest of all economic facts is that wages have to come from production; the aggregate production is all the pie there is. When some forcibly take a disproportionate share of the pie for themselves, there are only smaller pieces for the others.” – Leonard E. Read, Talking to Myself, p.77. - By now the trade union workers, often privileged by special pro-union laws, are more likely to do that than the employers are. – J.Z., 19.8.08. – UNIONS, COLLECTIVE BARGAINING, LABOR LAWS

WAGES: The surplus value theory had it that capitalists paid labor subsistence wages and retained as profits all that labor produced above this subsistence level; but capitalism proved that wages come out of production, and that the more capital is used in production, the greater the output of labor and therefore the greater its rewards. Capitalism has raised wages, no lowered them, as Marx predicted. So much so, that the worker with a washing machine and automobile has lost every vestige of “working-class consciousness”. He even plays golf.” – Frank Chodorov, Fugitive Essays, p.133. - DIS., EXPLOITATION, MARXISM, COMMUNISM, UNIONISM, CLASS WARFARE, CLASS CONSCIOUSNESS, PROFITS, CAPITALISM

WAGES: The U.S. FREEMAN – It is always packed with good individualist propaganda. In the January issue, Dean Russell writes that many European firms are setting up factories in USA because the US labour cost per unit of output is the lowest in the world. (*) This exposes the folly of the people who call for protection because the foreign worker is paid less per day. American workmen may be paid $ 50 per day, while the Egyptian is paid only $ 5; but the American produces 500 “units” a day, while the Egyptian produces only 25 “units”. The American works harder, accepts direction better, and has access to better machines.” – Henry Meulen, THE INDIVIDUALIST, 10/77. - (*) Trade unionism has destroyed that advantages in many spheres, e.g. in the car industry. – J.Z., 19.8.08. - LOWER WAGES AN ADVANTAGE? ONLY UNDER AS HIGH PRODUCTIVITY! DIS.

WAGES: The way to raise the wages of workers is to increase the savings invested in tools that workers can use to increase their production.” – Percy L. Greaves, Jr., “Understanding the Dollar Crisis”. - CAPITAL INVESTMENTS

WAGES: There are miseries in the social state”, Ricardo wrote, ‘which legislation cannot relieve.’ Hence the futility of poor relief, and of attempting to raise wages by combining in trade unions. ‘They might as well attempt’, Cobden remarked, ‘to regulate the tides by force, or change the course of the seasons, or subvert any of the other laws of nature – for the wages of labour depend upon laws a unerring and as much above our coercive power as any other operations of nature.’ – Alas, I did not write down the source of this quote. – I seems to be one of the books in my collection of free trade books – but I am not investing time to browse through them for this passage. – J.Z., 19.8.08.

WAGES: There is no such thing as a ‘right’ to a job. We have only the right to offer jobs ( as employers ) or to seek jobs ( as employees ). We cannot demand that someone be forced to provide us with a job.” – John Singleton withBob Howard, Rip Van Australia, p.255/56. – But we can and should demand the right to supply ourselves with jobs, without depriving anybody of his jobs, by taking all the monetary, clearing, value-measuring, and organizational steps required for this purpose, while ignoring all artificial and imposed monopolies on the way to realizing this rightful aim. - Here, once again, the supply of and the search for means of payment in this process was ignored by these two authors, like by most others on this subject, although a very significant monopoly and power, namely monetary despotism, with its central note-issuing bank monopoly and its legal tender power ( compulsory acceptance at a forced value ) are involved here, instead of a competitive supply exchange and clearing media, limited by freedom to refuse or discount them, the self-interest of the issuers and the self-chosen value standards involved in full monetary freedom, under which “redemption” in wanted consumer goods and services is essential, while redemption by the issuer in rare metals is superfluous. – Only stable value reckoning or accounting is required for prices, notes, clearing certificates and clearing accounts. - J.Z., 19.8.08. – FULL EMPLOYMENT, MONETARY FREEDOM, FREE CHOICE OF VALUE STANDARDS, FREE PRICING ALSO FOR VALUE STANDARDS & EXCHANGE MEDIA, TRANSFORMING SUPPLY INTO EFFECTIVE DEMAND, SAY’S LAW

WAGES: There isn’t a single “pro-labor” member of Congress, a staff member of the NLRB, a labor union official, or one of their millions of members who really believes that a laborer should be paid more for his labor than a free and unfettered market has to offer. Not if we test their beliefs by their actions rather than by their pronouncements! - - Merely observe that every one of these individuals – as does each of the rest of us – shops around for bargains. He’ll buy a can of beans from the store that offers it for 20 cents rather than from a store that offers the identical can for 30 cents. What do his actions prove? He is attempting to buy labor as cheaply as he possibly can, for that can of beans is but the manifestation of countless labor bits applied to the bounties of the good earth. - - Were the actions of these people consistent with their pronouncements backed by coercion, they would buy the 30-cent can of beans, that is, they would insist on paying more for labor than the free market offers. Not until they engage in his foolish action will I believe they mean what they say by their anti-market pronouncements.” – Leonard E. Read, Talking to Myself, p.69/70. - UNIONS, UNION FUNCTIONARIES, LABOR SYMPATHIZERS

WAGES: They pretend they are paying us so we pretend we are working.” – proverb in the Soviet Union. - JOKES

WAGES: Thus, the liberals would hold, if there is a natural law of wages, an attempt to politically manage wages must ultimately result in the lowering of the general level of wages, even if at first the semblance of a rise is produced.” – Frank Chodorov, Out of Step, p.64. – The rise in nominal wages that we experienced was due to inflations by governments. The rise in purchasing power that we had was due to science, technology and capital savings and their productive investments, not to government actions. – J.Z., 19.8.08.

WAGES: Unemployment, inflation, protectionism and taxes reduce wage incomes or their purchasing power. – J.Z., 13.2.98. Also the usual trade union practices, the compulsory licensing laws, compulsory schooling, compulsory retirement and compulsory “investments” in governmental securities ( really only “insecurities” ) and numerous regulations and controls. A complete list would, probably, be very long. – J.Z., 22.4.09.
WAGES: unless wages were brought under control.” – They are already under too many government controls – and thus out of control - rather than under the controls of a free market – and thus under a natural and automatic as well as quite rightful and rational control. – J.Z., 29.7.84, 19.8.08. – Mostly they limb behind the inflation rate and only in the last stages of inflation do they race ahead of it – for those then still employed. – J.Z., 22.4.09. - DIS. WAGE CONTROL

WAGES: Wage-Price Spiral? The “wage-price-spiral” has to be continuously fed by the note printing press to keep going. – J.Z., 31.7.82. And the result of this inflation seems to make frequent interventions by trade unionists necessary. Already automatic wage indexing would make unions appear largely unnecessary. Free choice in value standards, for wages and salaries, too would be even better. And freedom for the supply of sound exchange media, e.g. for wage payments, would be optimal – in combination with self-management schemes. – But, obviously, the unions do not want to make themselves superfluous. So their anti-industrial warfare goes on and on. - Since wages constitute only a part of all prices the wage-price spiral comes soon to an end, rather than continuing endlessly. – I find it more and more astonishing how primitive and false many to most of the popular beliefs in the “social sciences” really are. Almost as if all chess- or football players could only think one move ahead. In their view of the social sciences, upon one primitive notion they jump to false conclusions and, thereby, they may contribute to the messing up of their own whole lives. – J.Z., 19.8.08. - WAGE-PRICE SPIRAL? UNIONS, DIS.

WAGES: Wages and salaries are already 70% of the national income.” – Henry Meulen, THE INDIVIDUALIST, 4/73, p.29.

WAGES: Wages are earned – not “struggled” for – no matter what trade unionists think, say or write. – Unearned wages are loot and nothing to be proud of as a “union achievement”. – J.Z., 13.5.78, 3.8.78. – We are all consumers and as consumers such union actions go against our rights and interests. – J.Z., 22.4.09. - UNIONS, STRUGGLES, FIGHTING, CONSUMER RIGHTS & INTERESTS
WAGES: Wages are increased, nominally, due to inflation and unions often see in this their “achievement” and their justification for their current activities. They can also be increased in purchasing power, under full employment conditions, stable currencies, free trade, free capital investments, technical, scientific and organizational improvements ( that increase capital and work incentives ), and no taxation at all or only voluntary taxation, all of which possibilities trade unions know and care all too little about. – J.Z., 17.2.98, 20.8.08.

WAGES: Wages are not the price of free labor – they are the price of subordinated labor. – Free labor is possible only outside the employer-employee relationship (*). It does not earn a fixed or incentive wage for a degree of personal dependence and obedience but earnS an income that is increased through the release of all its creative energies. - - (*) A condition of “organized antagonism” as Hyacinthe Dubreuil called it, and thus leads to all too much “anti-industrial warfare”, wrongly called “industrial warfare” or all too much interventionist labor regulation in order to reduce the number of strikes. – J.Z., 5.6.82, 19.8.08. – DIS.

WAGES: Wages are prices.” – Jack Allen Horrigan, Oct. 71.

WAGES: Wages must be based on service rendered. An overpaid man has as little of the cooperative spirit as one who is underpaid.” – John Leitch, Man to Man, p.77, on Industrial Democracy.

WAGES: Wages Policy: … an endless search for a method of ensuring that people do not receive too much more than they earn.” – I.E.A.

WAGES: Wages rise when two employers run after one labourer, and fall when two labourers run after one employer. There is no law fixing the level of wages but the old law of supply and demand.” … Yves Guyot, Labour, Socialism and Strikes, p.100, ascribing the formula to Cobden. – Only under free banking or full monetary freedom would we come close to the situation of 2 employers chasing after 1 employee. All the ready for sale goods and services – just walk through a shopping centre in one of the relatively free and developed countries and see what is on offer, immediately - could be turned into sound purchasing power for more labor. And the retail displays do not even show the large stocks available for immediate delivery at wholesalers, or the stocks ready for sale at the factories to wholesalers. – Each could be busy working – to the limits of his ability to work and to his ability to consume or to accumulate riches. While there is a limit to one’s consumption capacity, is there one for the accumulation of riches? - J.Z., 19.8.08.

WAGES: Wages should be indirectly “voted” upon by free consumers, with their earned dollars, not by legislators, bureaucrats, judges, and threats or violence by trade unionists. – J.Z., 6.11.91.

WAGES: Wages tend to be less elastic than prices. When the currency depreciates, prices rise faster than wages, causing a decline in real wages. This is a transfer of wealth from employee to employer.” – Howard Katz, FREEDOM TODAY, 3/76. - LESS ELASTIC THAN PRICES

WAGES: Wages Ultimately Paid By the Consumers: It follows that an employer cannot pay more to an employee than the equivalent of the latter’s work, according to the judgment of the buying public, adds to the merchandise. ( This is the reason why the movie star gets much more than the charwoman. ) If he were to pay more, he would not recover his outlays from the purchasers, he would suffer losses and would finally go bankrupt. In paying wages, the employer acts as a mandatory of the consumers as it were. It is upon the consumers that the incidence of the wage payments fall. As the immense majority of the goods produced are bought and consumed by people who are themselves receiving wages and salaries, it is obvious that in spending their earnings the wage earners and employees themselves are foremost in determining the height of the compensation they and those like them will get.” – Ludwig von Mises, Planning for Freedom, p.151. - A good demonstration of this fact was offered when Germany was reunited after the fall of the Berlin Wall and the Iron Curtain. The East German workers, then paid in DM and finally free to purchase quality West German and world goods with them, rather spent most of their DM on these goods and boycotted the goods they themselves had produced in East Germany. Thus they soon made themselves unemployed. – Neither they not their governments fully understood what was happening in this respect. If they had been paid in good warrants and vouchers upon their own products, and these would have had a free exchange rate against other currencies, it would have been a different matter. -Anyhow, even with their dole paid to them in DM, at the artificial 1:1 exchange rate, they lived better than they did before, while working for East German Marks, the Ostmark. And thus many to most of them went on a long holiday! – And that was described as the introduction of “capitalism” for the East Germans, rather than the introduction of more moderate West German State Socialism, at the expense of the taxpayers. – Well, they had suffered under the East German form of totalitarian State Socialism for a long time and thus, perhaps, they did somehow deserve this holiday. - J.Z., 19.8.08. - CONSUMERS & THEIR ROLE IN PRODUCTION & WAGE DETERMINATION

According to my school lessons, the “peripatetics” in Athens, who regularly walked around a temple, conversing, were supposed to be the first academics. Walking may stimulate thoughts but it may also act as a distraction. I have sometimes just woken up and made many notes, two dozen to over a hundred, while still in bed, on one or the other of my favorite topics. Alas, it hasn’t happened lately, in such quantities. I must be getting too old for this or not sleeping well enough or simply running out of thoughts and ideas. Probably also too many brain cells already dead. – One can also be stimulated into thoughts and ideas just by reading interesting books, or articles or hearing news items or discussions on radio or TV, or during a movie or video, contradicting or confirming or developing some of their thoughts or observations. Going for a walk is at best only one method among many. A walk through a well-conducted open air free speech centre can also be stimulating. Discussion coffee shops have, unfortunately, largely died out and were not systematically revived. WAR & PEACE AIMS: Just war and peace aims, sufficiently and early enough publicized, should and could be our most important and defensive, war-preventing or liberating "weapons". - J.Z., 19.8.00. - They could turn enemy soldiers, officers, officials and civilians into friends, allies or at least neutrals and could reduce wars to mere rightful police actions against a few war criminals. - J.Z., 1.2.02. - & PEACE AIMS, QUITE RIGHTFUL ONES, DEFENCE, PANARCHISM, WEAPONS, DESERTION, MILITARY INSURRECTIONS, LIBERATION WARS, REVOLUTIONARY WARFARE, MILITIA

WAR & PEACE AIMS: Neither side has, as a rule, rightful and sensible war aims. And for THAT they are willing to slaughter millions of soldiers and civilians, women and children, the old and the sick, all of whom had no say on the beginning and the end and on the wrongful and senseless aims of such slaughters. – J.Z., 30.6.95.

Just the defeat of a wrongful and aggressive territorial government, holding its leaders responsible for their oppressive and aggressive actions. A separate peace treaty with all their victims. As for the choice of new constitutions, laws and jurisdictions for the liberated population in the countries of the defeated despotic and aggressive regime, this should be left to the various choices of all the communities of dissenters, all of them freed to secede from the old territorial regime and free to establish their own systems of whatever kind – but all only for their own volunteers, i.e., without any territorial monopoly. On that basis the remaining supporters of the old regime, those not found guilty of having themselves offended against basic human rights and liberties, should be free to continue their old governmental system also, for their volunteers but no longer with any territorial powers over the dissenters, who had opted out from under them or will do so in the future. On that basis a separate peace treaty with them, also. Such rightful war and peace aims do naturally preclude the use of or the threat of the use of ABC mass murder devices against whole populations, cities, districts or countries. To be sufficiently trustworthy, the defending and victorious governments and societies should be likewise organized on a voluntary and exterritorial autonomy basis. Otherwise this modern equivalent to the slogan of the French Revolution: War to the palaces, peace to the cottages, could be as little trusted as it could during its wars and the subsequent imperialistic period and the following, all still continuing the wrongs of territorial rule over dissenters, instead of confining e.g. monarchism to monarchists and republicanism to republicans. Williamson, Freehold, p.335. - RIGHTFUL ONES, WAR, ENEMIES, FIGHTING, VICTORY, DEFENCE, PRISONERS OF WAR TREATMENT, LIBERATION, DESERTION, MILITARY INSURRECTIONS

WAR & PEACE AIMS: Territorial “free elections” and majority democratic territorial regimes are not attractive enough war and peace aims for all kinds of people, especially not those not yet accustomed to such a system for a long time decades. It is not even very attractive one for those who were under it already for many decades, as is indicated by the low participation rate, unless voting is made compulsory and that compulsion is another wrongful absurdity. - Free elections is rather a misnomer when through them almost no one gets only what he wants for himself and this at his own expense. Instead, he is subjected to the votes of millions of others and to the decisions made by the “representatives” of these others. - Quite rightful war and peace aims could and should be so attractive that they would reduce military resistance against them almost to zero, i.e. win over not only the civilian victims but also most of the soldiers of a dictatorship, whether they are conscripts or conventional patriots. – J.Z., 23.4.04, 26.10.07. – One such war aim: To each the government or non-governmental society of his or her choice! This implies also voluntary taxation. It would also make the realization of full monetary and financial freedom possible, with their rightful and positive results. WAR & PEACE AIMS: The greatest soldiering, heroism, military discipline, generalship, morale, manpower and the most powerful weapons are not a sufficient substitute for quite rightful war and peace aims and warfare methods, including revolutionary warfare, genuine liberation wars, including an alliance with refugees and deserters and with discontent military forces of the enemy regime against that regime. Even now POW’s that were conscripted by a dictatorial regime are indiscriminately regarded and treated as enemies rather than as liberated people, allies or at least neutral guests. The forces of the enemy regime are not systematically mobilized against it, by better ideas than their regime can offer them. The centrifugal forces existing in any territorial dictatorship are not utilized against it, e.g. via as many governments in exile as are necessary to represent all suppressed minorities and to offer them immediately or a.s.a.p. full exterritorial autonomy for all their volunteers. The military academies do not study and teach such alternative warfare and liberation methods. They leave war aims to politicians who, as territorialists and power mongers, have nothing to offer that is much better, or, at most, a majoritarian democracy that is not very attractive to any population split into many very antagonistic faction and almost constantly involved in a civil war against each other. – J.Z., 26.3.04, 26.10.07. - QUITE RIGHTFUL ONES, PRISONERS OF WAR & DESERTERS, OPTIMAL TREATMENT FOR THEM: GIVING THEM THEIR FREEDOM, UNLESS THEY ARE WAR CRIMINALS, EXTERRITORIAL AUTONOMY FOR ALL MINORITIES & FOR THE REMAINING MAJORITY.

When these aims are quite just on our side then even the enemy regime’s soldiers and officers would rather fight that regime than us, to achieve these aims, i.e., they would also fight for us, as our secret allies and against “their own” regime. In practice, they should then fight for the complete exterritorial autonomy of all their self-chosen panarchies or polyarchies. – J.Z., 19.8.04. WAR & PEACE AIMS: The object in war, “wrote Liddell Hart, „is a better state of peace – even if only from your point of view. WAR & PEACE AIMS: Thrice is he armed that hath his quarrel just.” – Shakespeare, Henry VI, part 2, act III, sc. 2. – A man fighting in a just cause fights with courage and determination, and may be said, poetically, to be three times armed. – But many soldiers may also fight bravely for an unjust cause and be victorious. WAR AGAINST DRUGS: So I asked him which part of the reality of ending drug prohibition is it that worries him - is it the end of the drive-by shootings, the end of the gang warfare, or will he miss having schoolchildren terrorized out on the playground?” - Jo Jorgensen, 1996 Libertarian candidate for Vice-President of the US, in a radio interview. - DRUGS, PROHIBITION

WAR AGAINST TERRORISM: If you can’t or won’t capture or execute the terrorists in or out of office then you can always resort to bombing their subjects or other innocent victims as if these people were merely the property of the terrorists in a war against terrorists. – The war against terrorists can only be won with much better ideas and actions than the terrorists have to offer. Ideas actions, systems and organizations that would liberate all the diverse groups, communities, societies and ideologies in a country, that are now territorially “unified” and subordinated, all too much against their will. All of them should be conceded full self-government under personal laws. Then most motives for terrorist actions would tend to disappear. WAR MEMORIALS: Rather than war memorials to the dead of the past wars we need war memorials to the dead of future wars. They are the ones most frequently forgotten – and if they were thoughtfully remembered, in time, then their lives could be saved. – J.Z., 6.1.77. – Suggested by a remark by D.Z.
WAR MEMORIALS: What for did so many soldiers and civilians really die? Please specify! - J.Z., 20.4.90, commenting upon a war memorial seen in N.Y.C. – Q.

WAR MONGERS: The English language is without a word of equally strong opprobrium to designate acts that can lead to the destruction of one’s government (*) and one’s country, not by giving aid and comfort to the enemy, but by making enemies; not by fighting too little, but by fighting too much, or too long. “Adventurism” – much too weak a word – is perhaps the best term to describe this “treason of the hawks”. ( The term “war crimes” does not have the same meaning. Charges of “war crimes” in past practice concerned either atrocities committed during combat or military occupation, or the guilt, as an offense against the attacked country, or initiating a war; they did not concern the guilt of initiating or prolonging a war seen as an offense against the own country. )” – F. To that extent they have only themselves to blame. – Properly aimable or discriminating weapons are not wrong by themselves, only their abuse is. All habitual criminals, who have often abused their weapons, i.e., territorial governments, their soldiers ought to be disarmed. It is labor alone that is productive … War only destroys, it cannot create.” Mises differentiates the liberal case against war from the “humanitarian” case by pointing out that the liberal “is convinced that victorious war is an evil even for the victor. …” – Sheldon L. Richman, Mises’s Blueprint for the Free Society, in: Llewellyn H. Rockwell, ed., The Economics of Liberty, Mises Institute, 1990, p.360/61. - PEACE & VICTORY

WAR: Battle doesn't reinforce moral sense.” - Frank Herbert, Chapterhouse Dune, p.315. - Not when battles are conducted the conventional or the "modern & scientific" way. WAR: Because it is obvious what a terrible evil war is in our time, everything must be attempted to prevent it. This must be done especially from an ethical motive. When beefs between rulers reach the point of humiliation, respective governments openly compete for the largest casualty totals and, as in so many of the aforementioned categories, far outstrip the piker efforts of private capitalists.” – Thomas Winslow Hazlett, REASON, 7/77. - GOVERNMENTS, TERRITORIALISM

WAR: Bourne … argued that in order to crusade against war it is a first necessity to crusade against the state.” - Reichert, Partisans of Freedom, p.563, on Randoph Bourne. – He should have said: “the territorial State”! A competing government, community or society with voluntary members only, no territorial monopoly but full exterritorial autonomy, acting internally freely and quite in accordance with the beliefs of its voluntary members and respecting the same rights of all other governments, societies and communities, is no longer a serious threat to world peace, in most instance. If fanatics or fundamentalists or other criminals with victims united exterritorially but at the same time waged war or terrorism against other communities of volunteers, then they would, thereby, unite all their victims more against themselves than anything else could. Then they could not last long at all and, in most cases, would not even be established as such intolerant organizations. But today all those, whom the terrorists fight are territorialists. And territorial rule is also the “ideal” of the terrorists. WAR: There is no better friend than a frank enemy.” – Dagobert D. Runes, “A Dictionary of Thought.” – ENEMIES, FOES, FRIENDS, FRANKNESS, PUBLICITY, WAR AIMS, SECRET ALLIES, SEPARATE PEACE TREATIES, APPEALS, DESERTION, LIBERATION, REVOLUTIONARY WARFARE, GOVERNMENTS IN EXILE
WAR: there is no glory in battle worth the blood it costs.” - Dwight Eisenhower. - GLORY, BATTLES, BLOODSHED, VIOLENCE

WAR: There is no instance of a country having benefited from prolonged warfare.” – Sun Tzu Wu, The Art of War, tr. by Lionel Giles, Luzac & Co, London, 1910, p.12. – Quoted in Seldes. Another reference refers to Sun-Tzu, The Art of War, Chapter 2, Paragraph 6.
WAR: There is no solution for it. There is never a consequence. WAR: these international duels …” REVUE DES REVUES, No. 8 of 1891. – See my remark under: WAR: War is nothing but a duel on a large scale. – Karl von Clausewitz, Vom Kriege, I, 1832. – J.Z.

WAR: They are prepared to fight rather for protectionism, which causes many of their problems, than for Free Trade, which would cure many of them. – J.Z., 4.10.08. – Similarly, today, governments rather “fight” to uphold their monetary despotism, which causes numerous problems for them, which monetary despotism cannot solve, rather than allowing its opposite to take place, namely Free Banking or Monetary Freedom, which would also cure many problems of the existing governments – except their power addiction and power madness. – J.Z., 8.10.08. – On today’s radio news there was a proud report that another ship of illegal immigrants had been intercepted just before it reached the West Australian coast. They rely not on instincts, but on authority, on propaganda, on the challenge to defend high ideals, and on calls to realize noble goals … In any case, warfare as we know it is comparatively recent, being a concomitant o product of civilization. Indeed, one ethnologist, Dr. W. J. Perry ( “The Primeordial Ocean”, pp.97-123, and “The Children of the Sun”, pp.146-63, 490-3 ) maintained that it was not an element in the earliest civilization in the Near East, the ‘archaic civilization’ as he called it, but that it was developed along with the rise of ruling groups who, in the interest of their political ambitions, educated themselves and their followers in organized violent forms of behaviour.” – A. An war of aggression on one side and defence only on the other side is different from wars where both governments are more or less aggressors. Thrift Books, London, 1952, p.34. - -As if there were not e.g. more entertainment, amusement, travel, eating out, fashion, sports, arts, music, reading, gardening, home-improvement, educational, crafts, hobby and various self-improvement options on offer than every before! – By now there is always at least a shortage of volunteers, so that even convicts are enlisted. – However, I would be the last to deny that territorial governments do also create all too many frustrations, instead of letting each have the political, economic and social system of the own free and individual choices. – It blocks all too many peaceful and creative activities and makes even self-defence difficult, while not protecting us sufficiently against private criminals with victims – far less from its own tax collectors and other bureaucrats. – Moreover, numerous people change their jobs all the time, even their careers. – However, decidophobia and excess readiness to obey are also all too wide-spread characteristics. – Some people are, at least to some extent, attracted to wars. Mostly those, who have not yet sufficiently experienced them. - J.Z., 16.7.86, 21.8.08. – DIS.
WAR: Wars are mostly imposed upon peoples by their governments and not wanted by the peoples themselves, unless they are all too much lied to by their governments and kept in ignorance of the facts. Nevertheless, the peoples, not their governments, are, as a rule, held responsible for wars, during the wars and after them by the victorious governments. The various peoples and their minorities have finally to become separated from their territorially imposed and thus more or less totalitarian and uniform governments, with their territorial and collectivist and centralized sovereignty, territorial monopoly constitutions, laws, and jurisdictions & other monopolistic and compulsory bureaucratic institutions and rules. They have to assert their individual sovereignties, and to establish and maintain their own voluntary communities, societies and self-governments, under personal laws and full exterritorial autonomy for their own voluntary groupings. WARDS OF THE GOVERNMENT: Karl Marx, “from each according to his ability, to each according to his need.” Under this dispensation, the political apparatus, having nothing at its disposal except the police force, uses this force to take the fruits of productive effort in order to dispense the loot among the less productive. In theory, at least, that’s all there is to it – a leveling procedure! – Admittedly, this procedure appears to attract millions of our fellow citizens. It relieves them, they assume, of the necessity of looking after themselves; Uncle Sam is standing by with bags of forcibly collected largess. – To the unwary, this looks like a choice between security and freedom. But, in fact, it is the choice between self-responsibility of a free man or the slave-like security of a ward of the government. Thus, if a person were to say, “I prefer being a ward of the government to exercising the personal practice of freedom”, he would at least be stating the alternatives in correct terms.” – Leonard E. They seemed to have acted on the primitive and already then illegal notion: “In war anything goes!” Since rulers are usually quite ignorant on e.g. free market economics and individual human rights and liberties and of the political institutions that are based upon these rights and liberties, we should not be surprised about their failures, omission and outright crimes in this sphere as well.– J.Z., 28.8.08.

Full monetary and financial freedom has the potential to achieve that. Enlightened, freed or helped? - J.Z.

WEAKNESS: The weak have one weapon: The errors of those who think they are strong. – G. Bidault, b. 1899, quoted in A. Andrews Quotations, p.443. – In politics and in military matters their very strength can at least sometimes be turned against them, as happens e.g. in forms of unarmed combat, like Judo and Jiu-Jitsu and, probably, many other forms. The conscripts of a regime and almost all its suppressed minorities can be turned against it. The figures were supplied to me by Ulrich von Beckerath, long-time insurance and banking mathematician, 1882-1969 and taken from the Foster/Spitzer Tables, to which he had also make a contribution: - A simple and assumed case: If a person insured for an old page pension after 40 years of contributions were to collect an old age pension for 20 years, one of $ 3000 p.a., then he would have to pay in savings or premiums according to the interest rate received for his premiums, with the accumulated premiums all productively invested and in our simple case simply omitting the administration costs. He would have to pay annually: (1.) $ 1500 at 0 % interest; - (2.) $ 1107 at 1 %; - (3.) 812 at 2 %; - (4.) $ 592 at 3 % t; - (5.) $ 429 at 4 %; - (6.) $ 309 at 5 %; - (7.) $ 222 at 6 %; - (8.) $ 159 at 7 %, - (9.) $ 114 at 8 %; - (10.) $ 81 at 9 %; - (11.) $ 58 at 10 %; - (12.) $ 41 at 11 %; - (13.) $ 29 at 12 %, - (14.) $ 21 at 13 %; - (15) $ 14 at 14 %; - (16) $ 11 at 15 %. – Now assume, further, that it would be possible to achieve, in the average, a return of 15 % or even higher, and this without bankrupting the debtor but merely as a share in his return on the borrowed capital. What would or could this mean, then? - - All this assumes, naturally, that the government would not regulate the interest rate, would not confiscate such capital or subject it to taxes and that it would not be destroyed via inflation or deflation caused by the government’s monetary despotism, also that credits at such a high return rate could be credit insured. – Then we could take it as a very safe assumption, that the insured would not be satisfied with $ 3000 p.a. at their current purchasing power but would wish for more. Well, at that 15 % interest rate, an annual pension for 20 years, at $ 30 000 p.a., not negligible even in Australian dollars, at this stage, would cost him in premiums just $ 110 per annum! Which working person could not afford to pay as much in somewhat developed countries, p.a.? - And if he would really want to splurge money in his old age, he could tenfold increase his pension to $ 300 000 p.a., merely by increasing his annual premium payment to $ 1100. Now he is probably paying more and what will his annual pension be for that, in the government scheme? The assumed annual pay-out of $ 300 000, for 20 years, capitalized, would already turn him into a multi-millionaire. - A lot of IF’s are involved still. Admitted. - For some more thoughts on the subject see the rest of my notes under PENSIONS. - People aware of such possibilities would no longer tolerate governments that prevent them from becoming multi-millionaires in their old age. – And this is only one of several ways in which ordinary people could become very rich under full freedom – Another one, for Australians, I described in detail in PEACE PLANS 19 c. – Productivity has often been increased in properly conducted coops by 15 % p.a., which would also mean a corresponding potential income or capital increase of the cooperators. – without exploiting anyone. – The enemies of what they call “usury”, even if it is merely a fair share in the additional productivity achieved, have not taken such possibilities into consideration. - J.Z., 29.8.08. - RICHES, OLD AGE PENSIONS, SAVINGS, INVESTMENTS, INSURANCE, HIGH INTEREST RATES FROM VERY HIGHLY PRODUCTIVE INVESTMENTS – FOR OLD AGE SECURITY, EVEN OLD AGE

Sound exchange media can be multiplied without depreciating them, just like yards of cloths and pounds of meat can be multiplied without depreciating the length of the yard or the weight of the pound. Mass produced cloth and meat can become cheaper in their retail prices without depreciating these standard measures. Or, at the same prices, they can clothe and feed more people. Their production and exchange should not be stopped because there are not sufficient gold stocks to back every exchange medium needed to purchase them. Only the measuring of these goods and of exchange media in gold weight units as optional value standard units, would be necessary. Not a single additional gold coins would have to be minted or moved. Just like there are enough yard sticks and pound weights to turn over ten times as many goods. As long as the free market rate for exchange media keeps them at par with their nominal value, their issue is sound. The first discount restrains both issuers and potential acceptors, until that discount has disappeared. No one is obliged to accept exchange media standing at a discount – except the issuer, who must always accept his own IOUs at par for the goods and services he offers, priced out on gold weight units. And wide-spread refusals to accept exchange media with a discount against their nominal gold weight value would then be the rule. People prefer money that stands at par with its value standard. Good monies drive out bad monies under free market rating for them, competitive issues and voluntary acceptance for them. A considerable discount or disagio would make it difficult to impossible for the issuer of such exchange media to engage successfully in new issues of their own exchange media, at least for a considerable time. Their brand of money would be branded thereby. Voluntary exchange and free pricing work for exchange media and value standards, too. – Over 100 years later all too many people still suffer from the belief that gold has to back, cover and redeem every form of paper money to make that paper money sound and stable enough. Admittedly, the forced and exclusive paper monies of governments have set bad examples. But enterprises were not free to set good examples of free note-issuing banks, not subject to governmental laws, regulations and controls but only to the natural laws for exchange media and value standards. - J.Z., 30.8.08.

WEALTH: We all agree that he is a good member of society who works his way up from poverty to wealth, but as soon as he has worked his way up we begin to regard him with suspicion, as a dangerous member of society. A newspaper starts the silly fallacy that “the rich are rich because the poor are industrious”, and it is copied from one end of the country to the other as if it were a brilliant apothegm. “Capital” is denounced by writers and speakers who have never taken the trouble to find out what capital is, and who use the word in two or three different senses in as many pages.” – W. WEALTH: Wealth consists in an abundance of commodities.” – Bastiat, quoted by G. C. Roche III, Frederic Bastiat, A Man Alone, p.219.. – To visualize that existing wealth, in somewhat developed countries, just walk through any large shopping centre. And remember that these riches are frequently sold, bit by bit and rapidly replaced. They can also serve to soundly found, stable value goods- and service warrants, in monetary denominations, with which wages and salaries for productive labors can be paid. The goods and services offered ready for sale in the shops are the main and real current working capital in any country, being continuously turned over and permitting continuous further production, apart from the more permanent capital in form of machines, buildings, roads etc. No gold redemption is needed for shop currency redeemable in such goods and services. Such private money issues could be expanded to the extent that people still need or want such services, without such money depreciating, as long as it uses a sound value standard and the goods and services are also price out in this standard. Only the issuers would be legally and juridically obliged to accept their private currencies always at par with their nominal value. That would keep them from over-issuing. And their potential acceptors would accept no more of such currencies than they expect to be able to use soon. Just like they do not buy any more telephone credits on cards, or postage stamps or railway tickets than they do need. Thus the quantity of such sound exchange media would be self-regulating and self-limiting – just like the issue of sound shares, sound mortgages and sound industrial bonds – or sound tickets for performances. – Such ticket-money or purchasing vouchers could also be time-limited. They are only meant to be turn-over tokens. But they could be used to purchase capital certificates and to redeem capital certificate when they are due, or to pay interest on them. – Such turnover-money is essential to achieve and assure sales, savings, full employment and further capital growth. Without easy sales and easy wage payments further development and employment slows down or comes to a stop, and the fixed production capital becomes partly useless for the time being. Without a sufficient supply of sound exchange media the economy might even go in reverse for a while. – Easy and cheap money tokens can still be quite sound money tokens and under full monetary freedom will be, contrary to the predictions and expectations of most of the gold bugs, who do not sufficiently distinguish between value standards and value carriers. – Swedish people once called banknotes aptly “transport tickets”. The gold bugs seem to think that transport facilities with all their exchange options are valuable only if they are redeemable in gold, instead of providing transport services, priced and reckoned in gold weight values, and paid for in any suitable and acceptable means of exchange, e.g. in railway money or bus money, also expressed in gold weight units but not promising any gold, but just wanted services worth so and so much in gold weight value units. – With goods and services thus turned by their owners into purchasing power or clearing certificates, economic development can go very fast and can utilize any available productive labor, if necessary in three shifts a day. - J.Z., 29.8.08.

WEAPONS: Among the many misdeeds of the British rule in India, history will look upon the act of depriving a whole nation of arms, as the blackest." - Mahatma Gandhi "Gandhi, An Autobiography", M. K. Gandhi, p.446. - Undoubtedly, the native officials in India, Pakistan and Bangladesh are now better armed and militarily organized than before - but, are the people? And do the present rulers abuse their powers less than the English colonial rulers did? - J.Z., 29.10.02. - & LIBERTY, GUN CONTROL LAWS, TOTAL NON-VIOLENCE? GANDHI
WEAPONS: Among the many misdeeds of the British Rule in India, history will look upon the Act of depriving a whole nation of arms, as the blackest.” – Mahatma Gandhi. – Disarming its princes made some sense. Disarming its people did not. – Did he say that before or after he started preaching non-violent “resistance”? – J.Z., 29.9.08.

It is not weapons that kill but institutions, including constitutional ones, all essentially territorial States, and their consequences, that do turn masses of people into killers, apart from the relatively few violent criminals, e.g. by conscripting, training, disciplining them and then sending them off into wars, essentially stating ( to themselves only ): I have no other use for you. Win for me and I will profit greatly from this victory. WEAPONS: Only rightful weapons, weapons that can be used defensively, with sufficient discrimination, should be in the hands of anyone who is rational, moral and responsible enough for them. The optimal organization for this would be a voluntary militia for the defence of all genuine individual rights and liberties – to the extent that volunteers do claim them for themselves. – J.Z., 3.8.78, 29.8.08.

WEAPONS: The purely defensive use of rightful arms can make us free and secure and thus also prosperous. – J.Z., 26.5.77, 29.8.08.

The rest of $ 250 billion would, largely, have to consist of salaries for bureaucrats, politicians and other administrative costs, like buildings, roads, arms etc. So, to get the “benefit” of $ 70 billions, apart from some capital expenditure, supposedly for our benefit, we have to spend $ 320 billion, hardly a bargain of great benefit to all of us, especially the taxpayers, which include, at least via indirect, if not also direct taxes, most of the beneficiaries of the $ 70 billion. - If the voters kept that proportion in mind, would they still vote for more government action and imagine they could get good bargains this way? - Moreover, if all the politicians and bureaucrats, their laws and institutions, were dismissed and their manpower, instead of outlawing or obstructing the productivity of the rest, were productively employed in the economy, then by how much would the average standard of living become increased? – What economic damage is altogether done by the total of taxes, which Ross Gittins, in the same article, sums up with: “… Australia has at least 125 taxes, but just 10 of them account for 90 per cent of the total taxation collected. – The top 10 are, in descending order: income tax, fuel excise, payroll tax, conveyancing duty, local government rates, superannuation taxes, tobacco excise and land tax. Of the remaining 115 taxes, 93 are levied by the feds and 22 by the states. …” – J.Z., 19.8.08. – STATISM, GOVERNMENT, BUDGET, GOVERNMENT SPENDING, WELFARE STATE, DIS.

Bismarck’s Government established compulsory workmen’s compensation; compulsory workmen’s insurance ( taken from wages ) for old age, and for unemployment; compulsory labor-union membership; compulsory socialization of farmers; old age pensions and mother’s pensions, and compulsory State education for children. - For the first time in German history, the Prince did not say, Eat straw. Very kindly he said, Give me your money and I will give you back some of it when I think you need it. – This was a vast improvement. Naturally the Germans liked it. Anyone would, who knew no better.” – Rose Wilder Lane, The Discovery of Freedom, p.257.

WELFARE STATE: Can we, then, afford the welfare state? Certainly not in its present form.” - David Moller, THE BULLETIN, 2.1.77.

WELFARE STATE: Cargo Cult’ and the Welfare State. – The ideology of the Labor Government is similar to the primitive belief of the ‘Cargo Cult’ followers in Papua. Each believe that if they perform some magic rituals then riches will come to their followers – without the need to work. Ech believe that their followers are entitled to riches without work, and they believe that this riches is denied to them by some ‘evil spirits’. – Our modern ‘democratic’ socialists call their evil spirit ‘profit’ and ‘private enterprise’. … “ – George Hardy, The Doom of the Welfare Society, p.15.

WELFARE STATE: Clayton Thomas, whose acute social concern took him directly from college into a job as a social worker in New York’s slums, came out recently, thoroughly chastened with some awful truth. To wit: our metropolitan welfare population is not caused by a lack of jobs. Nor will the swelling welfare rolls ( now at 16 million ) shrink when better housing, job training and education are made available.” – Clayton Thomas, in THE MACON HERALD, Macon, Georgia, quoted in SOUTHERN LIBERTARIAN MESSENGER, 2/76, under the heading: “Welfare: A Fraud?”

WELFARE STATE: Clearly, those who urge that ‘welfare is a right, not a privilege’, do not by that statement mean that happiness, prosperity, well-being or good fortune constitute fundamental, unassailable rights – or do they?” – Ridgway K. Foley Jr., THE FREEMAN, 11/73. – CLAIMS VS. RIGHTS

WELFARE STATE: Common sense and any knowledge of history should tell us that government is the least effective agent of philanthropy we could choose. Funding the Salvation Army with 5 % of our income would outdo 20 per cent turned over to politicians.” – Charles R. LaDow, THE FREEMAN, 3/74.

WELFARE STATE: Communist countries don’t tax at inordinately high rates and pay people for being unemployed. We are the Fabians. We take according to ability and give according to need.” – Arthur Laffer. – Quoted in REASON, April 1981, p.46. - I heard about an East German bicycle factory. It produced bicycles for 65 Ostmark, sold to the official trade, organization, the H.O., which then sold them for around 350 Ostmark, with the difference then largely going into general revenue. The workers producing the bicycles had to get their wages out of their sales price of 65 Ostmarks. In this way were taxes on wages and salaries kept low. But the indirect taxes, like this one, were high. And a bookseller in West Berlin told me that a bookshop in the West, run by 2 people, was often run by 12 in the East. That, too, cannot have lead to high earnings. But it is true that all too many communist and state socialist actions are still taken in the West. – J.Z., 7.9.08.

WELFARE STATE: Computer searches have eliminated 15,000 city and state employees who were illegally on welfare in New York City. (N.R.) And how many were prosecuted? How many were fined?” – SOUTHERN LIBERTARIAN MESSENGER, 9/78.

WELFARE STATE: Conservatives do not see that the welfare state is not only inefficient but also increasingly unwanted. Millions of working-class Mums would jump at the chance of an education voucher so that they could cock a snoot at a tyrannical official or lordly headmaster. ( Islington and Hackney Parents Action Group saw the point of the voucher in twenty minutes. ) Millions of families would jump at a health voucher with which they could insure for more personal or earlier attention than they can get out of the NHS. But how slow Conservatives are to see the political point – the reward of millions of votes! ( Are they misled by their party managers? )” - Arthur Seldon, Welfare, in 1985, ed. by Dr. Rhodes Boyson, p.44. - Are these limited options to be the only options for them to opt out from under the present territorial welfare State or should that option become generalized, as it is under panarchism or polyarchism? – J.Z., 7.9.08.

WELFARE STATE: Did you know that ion America we are already at a point where more checks are being mailed by the government to citizens than citizens paying taxes to the government?” – Charles Heath, The Goose that Laid the Golden Egg, p.15. – What percentage of the total taxes goes merely to the administrators of the whole system? – J.Z., 6.9.08.

WELFARE STATE: dismantle the welfare dinosaur.” – From an advertisement of the Workers Party in NATIONAL TIMES, 2.2.76. 

WELFARE STATE: Do not help a hold-up man to claim that he acts as your friend and benefactor.” – Ayn Rand, Atlas Shrugged, p.991.

WELFARE STATE: Do not trust the “free” services of the State. You pay for them with taxes and inflation.” – Stefan Blankertz, La Red, p.84.

WELFARE STATE: Do you know what guerillas often say? They claim that their rebellions are invulnerable to economic warfare because they have no economy, that they are parasitic on those they would overthrow. (*) The fools merely fail to asses the coin in which they must inevitably pay. The pattern is inexorable in its degenerative failures. You see it repeated in the systems of slavery, of welfare states, of caste-ridden religions, of socializing bureaucracies – in any system which creates and maintains dependencies. Too long a parasite and you cannot exist without a host.” – Frank Herbert, God Emperor of Dune, p.347. - (*) Most of their plunder comes actually out of the pockets or stocks of other government victims. – A proper revolution would have to be very differently financed, e.g. with payments in alternative cash based upon a revolution tax or cash raised in alternative capital securities, ultimately based on the national assets to become private assets of almost everyone, in their rightful shares. - J.Z., 6.9.08.

WELFARE STATE: Every successful businessman, entrepreneur and any hard worker does more to wipe out poverty than any welfare officer. – J.Z., 26.4.76.

WELFARE STATE: Everyone can see that the Church is wrong when it comes to men with the Bible in one hand, and the sword in the other. And is it not equally diabolical for the State to do so? The name is of small importance.” – Carl Watner, A Voluntary Political Government – Letters from Charles Lane, p.48.
WELFARE STATE: Everyone wants to live at the expense of the State. They forget that the States lives at the expense of everyone.” – Frederic Bastiat. – STATISM, TERRITORIALISM

WELFARE STATE: Experience with all state welfare demonstrates that no government finds it politically possible to impose the taxes necessary to meet the demand for more or better services.” – Prof. Richard Lynn, in “Down With the Poor”, ed. by Dr. Rhodes Boyson, p.104.

WELFARE STATE: Fellow citizens, let us face reality. We must organize to overthrow the Welfare State if man is to resume his march to progress. WELFARE STATE: Government buys the people.” – Ray Cvikota, THE READER’S DIGEST, 12/77. – With the people’s money. – J.Z., n.d. – Actually, it is not the people’s own money but Caesar’s money, the only money they are allowed to have and use and pay their tributes with, a kind of forced and exclusive currency, almost continuously inflated. –– There is a typo in the R.D. quote, which actually runs: “Government buy the people”, unless Mr. Cvikota was not yet sure of his English. - J.Z., 7.9.08.

WELFARE STATE: government cannot devise means for giving back more than it has taken.” – Greg Lindsay, FREE ENTERPRISE, last issue, 1976.

WELFARE STATE: Government is instituted to protect property of every sort; as well that which lies in the various rights of individuals, as that which the term particularly expresses. This being the end of government, that alone is a just government, which impartially secures to every man, whatever is his own. - … That is not a just government, nor is property secure under it, where the property which a man has in his personal safety and personal liberty, is violated by arbitrary seizures of one class of citizens for the service of the rest.” – James Madison, quoted, in “The Free Man’s Almanac” for July 17. – PROPERTY, TAXATION

WELFARE STATE: Government officials spend somebody else’s money and that’s the fundamental key defect in the whole welfare state arrangement, in my opinion. It is a system under which well-meaning people try to do good spending somebody else’s money. WELFARE STATE: governments cannot be charitable because the only property at the disposal of any government is the property which it confiscates from individuals by the various forms of taxation.” – Mike Stanton, FREE ENTERPRISE, 6/76.

WELFARE STATE: He is born free; he controls his life and his affairs; he is responsible for them. Note the trend of increased expenditures – 29 times as high today as 26 years ago!” ( See: “Welfarism Gone Wild” by Henry Hazlitt, THE FREEMAN, May 1972. - - (*) This figure on a per capital basis and adjusted for the declining dollar ( now one-third of its 1939 value ) would show a six-fold rather than a 29-fold increase. However, were this trend in expenditures to continue – the inflation pattern – the dollar would, sooner or later, become worthless. Without a trustworthy medium of exchange, the whole economy falls into shambles.” – Leonard E. Read, Who’s Listening, p.96.

WELFARE STATE: Here it may suffice to observe that, on the theories of the social philosophers to whom I have referred, we should get a new maxim of judicious living: Poverty is the best policy. WELFARE STATE: how easy would it have been to secure the approval for any welfare program if they had all been labeled: “An Act for the Purpose of Stealing However Much of What Our Enemies – Mainly the Middle Class – Have Produced that We Think Desirable, and Giving it to Our Friends – Mainly those Leech-Classes Who Keep Us in Power; All this to Be Done Through Caging or Killing All those Who Resist Having their Resources Seized in the Way”? It would surely have been a lot harder than passing something labeled as “An Act in Behalf of Someone’s Welfare”. – Robert Brakeman, in SOUTHERN LIBERTARIAN MESSENGER, April 76. – After all, there are also acts in favor of “truth in advertising” and especially the legislators should be so honest in all their oral and written utterances that they would be quite above suspicion! And they should abide by their own laws. – But then, are they? And do they? - J.Z., 5.9.08.

WELFARE STATE: I advance Shumiatcher’s simple law that in a welfare state the idle drive the industrious out of the economy. The two corollaries that flow from that law, of course, are first: as more money is paid by the state for nothing, everything costs more; and secondly, the more people who get money for nothing, the fewer will to something for anything.” – Morris Shumiatcher, THE FREEMAN, 8/75. - JOKES

WELFARE STATE: The Welfare State cannot fulfill all its promises because its victims, the net taxpayers, cannot or will not pay for them. The longer it lasts, the more it impoverishes its tax base and the further it gets away from welfare for anyone – except its administrators. – J.Z., 3.8.78.

WELFARE STATE: The Welfare State destroys the market mechanism – lessens free choice and willing exchange. – Simultaneously creating unnatural specializations, it must, granting statism’s premise, resort to welfarism; that is, it must assume the responsibility for the people’s welfare: their employment, their old age, their income, and the like. As this is done, man loses his wholeness; he is dispossessed of responsibility for self, the very essence of manhood. WELFARE STATE: The Welfare State does also apply, although not fully, the communist principle: “From the able to the needy!” – In practice this means: From the productive to the unproductive, from the worker to the non-worker, from the industrious to the idle, loafer and lazy persons and parasites and, only in some cases, to the guiltless and supposedly quite helpless needy, who could and should be helped much better – otherwise, e.g., through insurance, credit and private charity and through the full employment opportunities that would exist even for somewhat sick, crippled or otherwise handicapped persons - under full employment opportunities that would exist under full economic freedom, including monetary and financial freedom. – Technological aids can even make most of the handicapped sufficiently productive to support themselves with pride. - J.Z., 4.11.85, 4.9.08.

WELFARE STATE: The Welfare State relieves the individual of responsibility for education, health, accident and old age and even for food and lodging in certain circumstances. How is it possible to act in a moral way when one has been relieved of all responsibility?” – Virginia Bracken, WORKERS PARTY NSW BULLETIN, Dec. 76. – RESPONSIBILITY, MORALITY

WELFARE STATE: The Welfare state will decline when the votes of the people who think they benefit are exceeded by the votes of those ho know they pay for what they do not get.” – Source? – Probably a frequent quote in Henry Meulen’s THE INDIVIDUALIST. – J.Z. - VOTING, TAXATION

WELFARE STATE: The Welfare State would fast decline if net-taxpayers showed towards net-welfare recipients, of all types, the same moral disapproval that they now have towards robbers, murderers and rapists. – J.Z., 27.7.78, 4.9.08. – However, that is only to be expected under full employment resulting from full economic freedom, including full monetary and financial freedom. While the territorial State still produces as much involuntary poverty as it does, the sympathy with and pity for its artificially impoverished and unemployed victims will tend to predominate and, instead of doing away with this State they will support it – and feel good about it! – J.Z., 4.9.08. – SANCTION OF THE VICTIMS, POVERTY, SYMPATHY, ECONOMIC FREEDOM, MONETARY & FINANCIAL FREEDOM, UNDERDOGS

WELFARE STATE: The welfare state, according to Dr. Mathew, has produced a black population of ‘kept citizens’. – Jerome Tuccille, Radical Libertarianism, p.60. – Not only black people or Red Indians but also “white” ones have thus been turned into “kept citizens”. – J.Z., 6.9.08.

WELFARE STATE: To provide for us our necessities is not in the power of Government. It would be a vain presumption in Statesmen to think they can do it. The people maintain them, and not they the people.” – Edmund Burke - GOVERNMENTS, STATES

WELFARE STATE: To refrain from harming others I one thing; to design and order happiness for others and to enforce delivery invites and equal-and-opposite reaction.” – Frank Herbert, The God Makers, p.65.

WELFARE STATE: To the agricultural and industrial troubles was added a commercial crisis. … Small and moderate fortunes disappeared, and in the midst of the growing misery, riches were concentrated in a few hands. The smaller towns were depopulated and often abandoned. In the large towns the population accumulated and the number of mendicants who, begging in one form or another, live at the expense of the rich or of the State, increased disproportionately. WELFARE STATE: Too many dollars chasing too few goods’ as an explanation of inflation overlooks the dominant part by snowballing government spending. Today’s inflationary built-up might be explained as ‘Too many dollars chasing too many votes!’”- J. But at that age I already knew of the shortages of freedom during WW II and under the Nazi regime. My freedom promotion efforts, oral and written, limited by funds, time and energy, were not successful. I was involved and still am in xyz pro-freedom projects but most of them are not of interest, not even to the libertarian and anarchist movements, which have not yet laid some of what I consider to be foundation stones for liberty. I hinted at some of them in this compilation of slogans and this slogans collection is itself one of my pro-freedom projects. Will it fail, too, like the others? Anyhow, I can do no more than try. Theoretically, it could help promote a chain reaction that would lead to the collection mobilization and publication of all the best short statements, catchwords, sayings, proverbs, aphorisms etc. on every aspect of liberty – but only if enough others bother to complete what I have started, with the end of the project in mind, rather than its present condition. Mere wishes don’t help enough although they might inspire some actions. The people murdered in gas ovens certainly wished to be free and elsewhere. But they could not teleport themselves out of these death chambers. Nor can we merely wish away the threat of nuclear war. I pointed out the ca. 500 steps required to abolish this threat that I could see, more than 30 years ago – but it became a record non-seller& is also generally ignored online: www.butterbach.net/epinfo/abc/htm - Wishful thinking is not good enough thinking! – J.Z., 21.4.09. - FREEDOM

WITCH HUNTING: People fear witches, and burn women.” – Justice Louis Brandeis. - In our times many other involuntary victims have taken the place of persecuted witches and are persecuted and murdered in even greater numbers, e.g. under terms like "ethnic cleansing". WITHDRAWAL: any “powerless” individual’s minimum power can be revealed by his withdrawal from participation. For the withdrawal to be recognized and to have effects requires institutional devices – the communications system, and then all the sub-agencies of the state. Other institutional spheres may also be called into play, ranging from wifely disapproval to the beating up of the recalcitrant’s children by schoolmates, from anonymous telephone calls from vigilantes to the loss of his livelihood.” – Silvert, Man’s Power, p. 28. - - Even non-voting and conscientious objection, not to speak of desertion and refusal to pay taxes, can be made extremely difficult to impossible for individuals. There are special laws against e.g. “whistleblowers”, traitors and spies, even if these revealed only secrets of authoritarian, tyrannical or totalitarian regimes. All the more so should the individual’s right to secede from the State or any law or institution of it, be fully recognized, included in an ideal declaration of individual rights and liberties and in international law and jurisdiction and, ultimately protected, by an ideal militia force for the protection of individual rights and liberties, by international recognition, asylum rights in other countries for refugees. So far it is not even recognized by what passes itself wrongly off as “political science”. – But the very difficulties States raise for individual secessionists, not to speak of whole minorities wanting to secede, even when they do not claim any territorial monopoly for themselves, does, indirectly, indicate the power of this method. Territorial governments are more aware of this than are many of the individual secessionists. The territorial monopoly has still an enormous emotional backing and one by numerous popular errors, myths, prejudices, false assumptions and conclusions, e.g. on unity, defence, equality, law, justice, democracy, majorities, mandates, consent, duties, rights, obligations, nations, peoples, governments. – J.Z., 1.9.08. – TERRITORIALISM, POWER, STATISM

How can he withdraw to it if there are serious hurdles, like absentee ownership, to his access to the source of his life?” – But at least a tax strike against income tax is involved as a rule, since these retreatists tend to keep their cash income below the taxable levels. - J.Z., 1.9.08. – PANARCHISM VS. WITHDRAWAL: To be free does not require the violent overthrow of government but merely mass withdrawal of consent.” – LAISSEZ FAIRE CATALOGUE, Summer 75, in a review of the work of Etienne de la Boetie: “The Discourse of Voluntary Servitude”, ca. 1550. – “Resolve to serve no more and you are at once freed.” Declared la Boetie. – Much more than enlightenment, courage and resolution are required. However, even revolutions are often to mostly not actions by the masses but by determined minorities. While a few sporadic individual secession attempts are certainly not enough to do away with a well established and still somewhat popular State, only a minimum number of individual secessionists and of minority group secessionists can already lead to the dissolution of a territorial State. Imagine, for instance, that these secessionists conclude an attractive peace treaty with a supposed enemy regime, as a first step to a general peace, or that they manage, by a quite peaceful and rapid monetary and financial revolution among themselves to eliminate unemployment and inflation for themselves. Or that, instead of a multitude of commercial protective associations and security forces, that in many countries already outnumber in manpower the official police forces, the first ideal militias for the protection of individual rights and liberties were formed, so well prepared and trained for this job that soldiers and policemen would rather join them than fight them, especially once unemployment is no longer a problem. Only the “mass” is required that would set off a chain reaction against territorialism, one without mass murder and without mass destruction. – J.Z., 1.9.08. – REVOLUTION, CONSENT, OVERTHROWING GOVERNMENTS, ONE-MAN REVOLUTIONS, MINORITY AUTONOMY, EXPERIMENTAL FREEDOM, PANARCHISM, INDIVIDUAL & GROUP SECESSIONISM, PRECONDITIONS

WITHDRAWAL: Warren’s destiny as a social reformer was initially shaped by a lecture he heard delivered by Robert Owen in Cincinnati. Persuaded by Owen to the view that the most efficacious way of eliminating social evil from society is to withdraw from the established social and economic system into voluntary communities, Warren moved his wife and baby daughter to New Harmony in 1825 where he imbibed a number of new ideas, not the least important of which were the educational theories of Pestalozzi” … - Reichert, Partisans of Freedom, p. 66, on Josiah Warren. – But Warren, in his later writings, stood up strongly for “individual sovereignty” and what he understood under “monetary freedom”. – J.Z., 1.9.08. - VOLUNTARY COMMUNITIES, UTOPIAN COLONIES, INTENTIONAL COMMUNITIES, STILL MINI-TERRITORIAL ONES OR AT BEST COMPANY TOWNS OR PROPRIETARY COMMUNITIES.

WITHDRAWAL: We should note also that living by the Golden Rule involves respect for privacy – the right to be let alone and the right to choose one’s associates. Coercion – the attempt to compel people to associate with others – leads to conflict rather than to the attitudes and actions which are mutually beneficial. Freedom established by the Moral Law of the Golden Rule and the Ten Commandments includes the moral right to withdraw from an unwelcome contact with other persons, as well as the right freely to cooperate in mutually beneficial ways.” – Orval Watts, THE FREEMAN, 1/76. – Already at least once before, in THE FREEMAN of 3/73 he declared: “Freedom includes the moral right to withdraw from an unwelcome contact with other persons, as well as the right freely to cooperate in mutually beneficial ways.” - Did he have individual and group secessionism in mind and full exterritorial autonomy for communities of volunteers, under personal laws. – J.Z., 1.9.08.

WITHDRAWAL: what Professor Alan Walters … calls a ‘massive withdrawal’ of government control and regimentation from the lives of the British people. In social welfare, as in commerce and industry, government policies most be dismantled …” - Ralph Harris, on p.17 of “1985”, edited by Dr. Rhodes Boyson. – For all too many centuries reformers discussed only the obligations and duties of monarchs and aristocrats. Little was ever achieved thereby. Things began to change rapidly only once the subjects and victims began to recognize their own individual rights and liberties, and also duties to realize and uphold them and then to act upon this understanding, however limited at the beginning. That latter approach, too, has still to become very much improved, based upon the sufficient collection, discussion, declaration and publication of all individual rights and liberties and of all the details and techniques on how theses rights and liberties can be effectively used to realize them in practice and then protect them. – J.Z., 1.9.08. 

WITHDRAWAL: When people do agree that government is unneeded, total withdrawal of support will render their governments impotent without resources and will signal their imminent collapse.” – Fred Woodworth, Anarchism, p.16.

WITHDRAWAL: When the people withdraw their support from it, when they oppose it and refuse to pay taxes, when they refuse to go to war, refuse to accept office to enforced unjust laws, then the end will come, and a voluntary co-operative society of free people will take its place, and nothing of the invasive nature of the State will remain.” – Sprading, Liberty and the Great Libertarians, p.23.

WITHDRAWAL: Withdraw from unjust laws and lawmakers.” – Merlilyn Giesekam, FREE ENTERPRISE, Nov. 77, p.17. - PANARCHISM, INDIVIDUAL SECESSIONISM, OPTING OUT

WITHDRAWAL: You set yourself free when you break all volitional ties to the state. And you sanction freedom and withdraw your sanction from any instrument of violence. – By this process, a free society emerges one by one because there will be a growing number of persons who stop preventing it.” – LEFEVRE’S JOURNAL, Winter 75. – Alas, he thus rejected e.g. tyrannicide and other armed ways to defend one’s individual rights and liberties. – J.Z., 1.9.08.

WITHHOLDING TAX: For instance, there is the matter of the withholding tax, both at state and national levels. It is this particular device which, in this day and age, actually makes vast government power possible in this country. I believe that it goes without saying that if the various government levels could not take money from people before they even get their hands on it, people would simply be unwilling and unable to support government of the size that now dominates us.” – Karl Hess, Dear America, p.266. – TAXATION

WITHHOLDING TAX: There is a point of very important principle here. It seems difficult today to say that America is governed by the consent of the governed. The withholding tax, passed as a wartime measure to support the Second World War, has surely not been the subject of continuing popular consent. Rather than having a chance to consent to this most crucial foundation of government power, people have been simply subjected to it. It is possible to say, of course, that the governed consent at least tacitly, by supporting Congressmen who will not repeal the withholding tax. Therefore, in order to truly test whether we are being governed by consent, or coercion, it would seem to me that there is no more crucial venture than to subject the withholding tax to constant voter review, wherever it exists. This is a law unlike most laws. It is not some detail of government power which need not concern us except on rare occasions. WITHHOLDING TAX: Why, without the withholding tax that allows government to take our money little by little over the year, present levels of taxation would have long since caused violent rebellion.” – Tim Condon, REASON, 3/79. ( As the given titles and dates often indicate, I posses or have read only a small fraction of all libertarian magazines and books and I have extracted only a fraction of them. The job is far too big for one – but would be easy for the movement, if those interested in it, got together electronically and tackled in sufficient division of labor. – J.Z., 1.9.08. ) 

WITS: The universe is full of magical things patiently waiting for our wits to grow sharper.” – E. Phillpotts, quoted in: Dr. Laurence J. Peter, The Peter Prescription, p.212. – Our minds do not necessarily have to become sharper, although this would be desirable, too. But at least we should have the good sense to make the best possible use of all the good ideas, minds and talents that do already exist, or existed in the past, and are available to us through written records. But so far we have failed to make all that knowledge, wisdom, all these facts and good ideas and talents easily available to anyone interested, to “exploit” them as they ought to be and to “exploit” the talents as they want to be. The accumulated backlog of ideas, discoveries and significant inventions is enormous but they are still all too dispersed and not yet sufficiently conveniently brought together, not even through automated search engines on the Internet. – That waste is probably much greater than all the waste caused by wars, taxes and bureaucrats. – And it wastes the efforts of the best people! – J.Z., 22.4.09. - WISDOM, REASON, UNIVERSE, IDEAS ARCHIVE, TALENT CENTRE

WOMEN: In all countries where women are still treated as inferiors, by laws or customs, they should not only be in the forefront of religious freedom and democratic civil rights but also in the fight for individual secessionism and personal laws, thus depriving their male political masters and religious fanatics of the sanction of the victims and of the tax-tributes they were so far forced to contribute to systems that suppress them. What are the current rates there and in other countries? How can the human race be improved under such conditions? Saturday specials for all of them, perhaps as a part of Foreign Aid? – Under full employment, through monetary freedom, bashed women could easily leave such “husbands”, taking their children with them, supporting themselves and the children, but with a claim financial claim against these fathers, which a large enough association of women should be able to enforce. They, too, seem to need a “MAMA”: Mutual Aid for Mothers Association”, as I proposed once many years ago. - J.Z., 1.9.08.

WORK: Wants, needs and wishes do not work. Work does. – J.Z., 3.8.75.

The worker can hate his work at the factory, and be mentally and physically exhausted at the end of the day, but a couple of hours in his allotment in the evening can completely restore him.” – Peter Marshall, Demanding the Impossible, p.656. – One can also make a reasonably good living from a job which one may dislike, for oneself and one’s family. Unpopular labors tend to pay relatively well. – J.Z., 2.9.08.

WORK: Without losing their productive efficiency, industry, business and administration, in which so many French spend the greater part of their lives, must gradually become a true human community, allowing initiative, responsibility and communication.” – V. D’Estaing, “Toward a New Democracy”, p.78. – HIERARCHICAL RELATIONSHIPS, COOPERATIVES, INDUSTRIAL DEMOCRACY, SELF-MANAGEMENT, EMPLOYEE-SHAREHOLDING, WORK COOPERATIVES, AUTONOMOUS GROUP WORK, EMPLOYER-EMPLOYEE-RELATIONSHIP, SHARE COMPANIES, CORPORATIONS, CAPITAL OWNERSHIP & RESPONSIBILITY, WORK POWER, WORKERS’ CONTROL

WORK: Work affords independence. Work is the way to individual independence. Those who do not work, if they eat, are dependent on those who do work. They are a burden. To be compelled to work to support those who do not [work] is in some degree slavery, the degree being dependent on the extent of the labor so compelled.” - Clarence B. Carson, THE FREEMAN, August 76, p.490/91. – And for whom the labor is done. If for one’s wife and children then it is hardly slave labor. – J.Z., 2.9.08.
WORK: Work is accomplished by those employees who have not yet reached their level of incompetence.” - The Peter Principle by Laurance J. Peter and Raymond Hall, 1969ff, p.10. – WORK & INCOMPETENCE, IN HIERARCHIES

WORK: Work is not a curse, it is the prerogative of intelligence, the only means to manhood, and the measure of civilization.” – Calvin Coolidge – Quoted in Seldes. – Was that his motive for becoming president, so that he could sit down and admire and exploit the work of others, all day long, and spend their earnings for his preferred expenditures? – “I love work! WORK: Work is satisfying when a person uses all the aspects of their person.” – Mildred Loomis, GREEN REVOLUTION, June 78. – All personal capabilities and interests. – Or as many as possible and useful in a job. – J.Z., 6/79, 2.9.08.

WORK: Work is still for most men a punishment and a scourge.” – Emile Durkheim, Divison of Labor. – Because in the absence of monetary freedom and due to monopolistic restrictions most people do not have the choice of training and jobs and advancement opportunities they would like to have. Nor are their earnings, and net pay as high as they ought to be and as they could be, if they could be paid in competitively produced private money tokens and without a tax burden imposed upon them. – J.Z., 3.4.89, 2.9.08.

WORK: Work is the greatest help in the world because it drives out the three greatest evils: boredom, vice and poverty. … Let’s go and work in the garden.”… “We must go and work in the garden.” - From film: Candide. – Voltaire: “Il faut cultiver notre jardin!”.

WORK: Work will be free – or there won’t be any work but slavery. – J.Z., 1.8.75.

WORK: Work will be free only when the issue and acceptance or refusal and the rating of money token are likewise free and when no one is authorized to demand payment in certain kinds of money from anyone who has not contractually obliged himself to do so. Only the issuer of money tokens would always have to accept them and this at par with their nominal value. – J.Z., 23.4.85, 2.9.08. – FREE BANKING, MONETARY FREEDOM, FULL EMPLOYMENT

WORK: Work works well – when free. – J.Z., 3.8.75.

WORK: Work, don’t loot! – J.Z., 1.8.75.

WORK: working because you want to is the best sort of play.” – Robert A. Heinlein, The Number of the Beast, New English Library, 1981, p.45. & PLAY, GAMING, BETTING, EXPERIMENTING
WORK: You never work so hard as when you’re not being paid for it.” – Fanny Brice, 1891-1951. - Lore and Maurice Cowan, compilers, The Wit of the Jews, Leslie Frewin, London, 1970, p.81.

WORKER PARTICIPATION: My mistake was buying stock in the company. Now I worry about the lousy work I’m turning out.” – Marvin Townsend. – Either he will pull up his socks or the other employee shareholders will reduce his wages or sack him. – J.Z., 9.6.92. – JOKES, EMPLOYEE-SHAREHOLDING

WORKER PARTICIPATION: The idea that a man who has been called into a firm to do a minor job should demand a voice on the board of directors is simple impudence. What would such a man say if the employer demanded a voice in the running of the employee’s home? Yet healthy conditions in the worker’s home make for a more efficient employee.” – Henry Meulen, THE INDIVIDUALIST, 12/76, p.63. – Those calling for it overlook the rightful alternative: extensive employee shareholding. – As Hyacinthe Dubreuil pointed out that workers appointed to participate in executive sessions usually kept quiet and after a while merely arranged for such participation by rotation, so that everyone would get a chance to be paid for “participating” in such sessions, taking it easy, out of their usual work place, even if he did not make any intelligent contribution to such discussions. If all had owned a parcel of shares, they would have shown at least some interest. – J.Z., 3.9.08.

WORKERS CONTROL: If the workers are so confident of their ability to run the business, let them do what any other enterpriser has to do: either finance the venture from his savings, or get a loan.” – Henry Meulen, THE INDIVIDUALISTS, 12/74. – Or pay for the enterprise, together with the other employees, with industrial bonds, in a proper take-over bid for they enterprise they work in. – J.Z., 3.11.76. - Alas, Henry Meulen, just like Ayn Rand, seems never to have considered any of the self-management options, remaining addicted to the employer-employee relationship, in spite of all its more or less obvious disadvantages. – J.Z., 3.9.08. – SELF-MANAGEMENT, PRODUCTIVE COOPERATIVES

WORKERS CONTROL: Most workers control proposals are proposals for the control of workers. – J.Z., 10.2.97. – Rather than proposals for genuine self-management, ownership in productive assets, cooperatives and partnerships or independent contracting or internal contracting associations, like autonomous work groups. – J.Z., 1.9.08. 

WORKERS CONTROL: THE WRONG TYPE: Although we talk a deal about democracy, we are unfortunately afraid to practise it. We feel, even if we do not say, that it may be an instrument wielded by those who have not, to take away from those who have; we mix it with communism, with common ownership … “- John Leitch, Man to Man, p.201. – Work cooperatives, autonomous work groups, gang work and similar systems do make sense but it does not make sense to give non-owners of capital the right to make decisions on the use of productive capital owned by others, unless they merely lease or hire it. – The current capital owners have already shown some capacity for capital management by accumulating, maintaining and perhaps multiplying it. The non-owners have, usually, no such knowledge, interest and responsibility and yet they demand equal decision-making rights. They should confine their decision-making sphere to their work places. There they know what they are talking about. Even merely a good suggestion box system can achieve much in this sphere. Apart from this, all employees are free to buy capital securities and indirectly it is done on their behalf by their banks and insurance companies. ( “Pension-fund socialism.” ) My father exposed the lack of intelligence and the degree of ignorance among German trade unionists when he pointed out ( in his Manifesto for freedom and peace – www.butterbach.net/epinfo/The_Manifesto.htm ), that they, as the greater part of the small savers in Germany, owned, between them, in the year 1975, already 6 times as much in bank deposits as would then have been required to purchase all the shares of all the share companies in Germany. As far as I know, German trade unionists never discussed such liberation options. They were much too involved in their class warfare notions and anti-industrial practices. As Goethe said: “There is nothing more terrible to behold than ignorance in action!” – J.Z., 3.9.08. 

WORKERS CONTROL: Workers control via the State or trade unions or meddling central committees does not work. Only decentralized and autonomous groups of volunteers or genuine team work do work well enough, under sufficient freedom options for them, and they will tend to operate best when they are also accompanied by extensive capital ownership for most participants. – J.Z., 28.6.92, 1.9.08. – COOPERATIVES, AUTONOMOUS WORK GROUPS

WORKERS PARTY: $ 1 a week can change the electoral face of this town.” – Bob Cowin, Wollongong, 1975, on W.P. membership fees. – The local branches were supposed to pay their membership fees to Head Office, which would then hand out funds to the branches. At least our branch never saw anything of its contributions coming back to it or an account of the spending of the H.O. Activists of the party that I knew, spent much of their own money on their own campaign, running for the W.P. – The whole reminded me a bit of Federal-, State and Local governments politics, with all becoming dependent upon the Federal Government for their finance. – J.Z., 22.4.09.

WORKERS PARTY: A A: INTRODUCTION: In the middle Seventies we had a libertarian party in Australia, called the Workers Party. As a federal party it split up after a few years. The remaining State parties then called themselves Progress Party and mostly petered out, after a few years, either because of lack of enthusiasm, being concerned only with minor matters or because they had and more and more disappointments with their efforts, the time money and energy expanded in this political effort. – At least that was my impression. I was marginally involved with it and jotted down some slogans for it. – They are here put together for the first time. – Ron Manners wrote me a while ago, that he is writing a history of that party. - J.Z., 2.9.08

WORKERS PARTY: A fair go for workers. – J.Z., 1.8.75.

WORKERS PARTY: Above all else the W.P. stands for freedom – for a society based on free, voluntary actions.” – 1976, W.P. Introduction. – If only it had, quite consistently, in all spheres! – It would, probably, still not have won but then it would have spread a bit more enlightenment, even if only within its own ranks. – J.Z., 3.9.08.

Sumner’s “What Social Classes Owe to Each Other.” – Alas, since that was written State Socialism has made all too much “progress” even in the U.S.A. – Already Sumner complained about that in several of his books. - J.Z., 2.9.08. 

WORKERS PARTY: An army of principles will penetrate where an army of soldiers cannot. It will succeed where diplomatic management would fail; … it will march on the horizon of the world, and it will conquer.” – Thomas Paine. – That would also apply to an ideal and so far still quite utopian militia of volunteers only for the protection of genuine individual rights and liberties, to the extent that they are claimed by communities of volunteers. – J.Z., 3.9.08. - PRINCIPLES, GRADUALISM, APPEALS, QUITE RIGHTFUL AIMS, AN IDEAL DECLARATION OF INDIVIDUAL RIGHTS & LIBERTIES, MILITIA, RADICALISM COMBINED WITH PANARCHIST TOLERANCE & VOLUNTARISM VS. GRADUALISM

WORKERS PARTY: Are you disgusted with both of the major parties? Do you want to kick both of them out? Hasn’t their rule always meant: more taxes, more government restrictions and more handouts to parasites? Haven’t we had inflation and unemployment under both of them? – Aren’t both sliding into state socialism and the totalitarian State? If you want a true alternative, one for less tax, less government, more freedom, no inflation and no unemployment, check out the W.P. – J.Z., 12/75.

WORKERS PARTY: Bypass government coercion. Take the road of the W.P. – D.Z., 30.7.75.

WORKERS PARTY: Do you want your country “More like Russia every day?” – John Wyndham, The Kraken Waves, p. 100.

WORKERS PARTY: Don’t cop this lot any longer. Cop out and join the W.P. – the only party intending to set you free. – J.Z., 1.8.75.

WORKERS PARTY: Don’t just hire any politician. Hire a Worker! – J.Z., 1.8.75. – D.Z. agreed.

WORKERS PARTY: Don’t miss that last exit to freedom! – Vote W.P.! – J.Z., 19.11.75.

At least the Conservatives in the U.S. seem to have mastered this advertising technique. Did the supposed advertising genius John Singleton manage this for the W.P.? – I have never seen a financial report of it. – J.Z., 2.9.08.

WORKERS PARTY: For sale: Your freedom! Liberal and Labour Parties are ready to buy it and to monopolize it to themselves, with your money. Check out the W.P. – if you want to hang on to your remaining freedom, get all the rest and retain your money! – J.Z., 12/75, 3.9.08. – But to most people, believing that they were already as free as they could or should be and that a territorial government could and would assure “freedom”, “peace” and “social security” for them, the idea of more or full freedom could not be “sold”. – Only small minorities were ready for some more liberties and their minds were not prepared for full exterritorial autonomy for all minorities, either. – Territorialism remained rampant in the W.P. as well. - J.Z., 3.9.08. - PANARCHISM

WORKERS PARTY: I hope the L.P. never becomes political – that is, focused on getting its candidates elected at the expense of its unique position as an anti-political party, and the ‘Party of Principle’, since I really detest the deception, people manipulation, and lack of candidness that permeates politics.” – Sara Baase, REASON, 9/74. – PARTY POLITICS, POLITICS AS USUAL, PRINCIPLES, LIBERTARIAN PARTY USA

WORKERS PARTY: If you are sick of politics then the W.P. is for you. – J.Z., 1.8.75. – Actually, the W.P. made many like me even more sick of politics than I was already before! – J.Z., 2.9.08.

WORKERS PARTY: If you are sick of subsidizing public servants and other social parasites join the Workers Party.” – Mike Stanton

WORKERS PARTY: If you like liberty have a gander at the only party for real liberty, the W.P. – D.Z., 7/75.

WORKERS PARTY: If you love liberty more than loot – the W.P. is for you. – J.Z., 13.3.75.

WORKERS PARTY: If you want a job well done – hire the capitalistic W.P. – J.Z., 1.8.75.

WORKERS PARTY: If you want more taxes, more government, more inflation, more unemployment, vote LabLib. - If you want less to none of these, vote W.P. – J.Z., n.d.

WORKERS PARTY: If you want nothing else than the freedom to work for yourself then the W.P. is on your side. – J.Z., 1.8.75, 3.9.08.

WORKERS PARTY: If you want to work for liberty – not for the government – join the W.P. – D.Z., 29.7.75. – He was the only one with whom I could have a brain-storming session on the subject! – J.Z., 3.9.08.

All they could have promised was the right to try to succeed, without any coercive or monopolistic hindrance, e.g. through full experimental freedom for volunteers under exterritorial autonomy & personal laws. – A fortune was expended on such advertisements. To what effect? - J.Z., 3.9.08.

WORKERS PARTY: Less government, less taxes, more freedom” – should be supplemented by “no unemployment and no inflation!” – J.Z., 12.75. – Alas, to my knowledge the W.P. never discussed, publicly, how to realize that aim, either. – I also missed a clear enough and comprehensive enough peace platform in its writings. – J.Z., 2.9.08.

WORKERS PARTY: Less tax, less government, more freedom. – Once we have fulfilled this promise you will be willing to listen to what else we have to say. – J.Z., 12/75.

WORLD GOVERNMENT: They had asked why he didn’t think that the solution to wars was a single-government world order. “How do you vote with your feet when there’s nowhere else to go?” he’d answered.” – James P. Hogan, The Mirror Maze, p.205. – WORLD STATE, WORLD FEDERATION, TERRITORIALISM, PEACE

WORLD GOVERNMENT: Traditional nationalism cannot survive the fissioning of the atom. One world or none.” – Stuart Chase. – A world government would be almost certain to lead to still more civil wars and they would be carried out with nuclear “weapons”. – I rather fear a world government or world empire even more than and territorial national government. It would be even more dangerous to individual rights and liberties. – J.Z., 8.7.91, 1.9.08. – DIS, NUCLEAR WAR THREAT, CIVIL WARS, WORLD EMPIRE

WORLD GOVERNMENT: Tuccille shows what the State is part of the problem, not part of the solution, and that World Government is infinitely ore dangerous to even toy with.” – Roy Childs Jr., reviewing Jerome Tuccille’s “Who’s Afraid of 1984?” in the LAISSEZ FAIRE BOOKS CATALOGUE, Sum. 75. – STATE

WORLD GOVERNMENT: Yes, we want One World – but whose?” – Lana Turner

WORLD HERITAGE: The most important world heritage for human beings, in Australia and in the rest of the world, are individual liberties and rights. This heritage is not only very much neglected but also systematically attacked and destroyed. – J.Z., 14.12.92, 8.9.08.

WORLD LAW: We prefer world law in the age of self-determination – we reject world war in the age of mass extermination.” – John F. Kennedy. – He ignored that the imposition of uniform territorial laws over large territories is the major cause of armed conflicts. – Word law in his sense would also mean that every future war would be a civil war and a world war. He, too, represented a warfare State and under him the nuclear arsenal of the USA, i.e. its mass murder devices, were doubled. I for one am not prepared to forgive him for that or his opponents for they did not get rid of him for that reason. – Self-determination of a genuine type, namely for individuals and communities of volunteers, is precisely what is prevented through territorial “self-governments” like his. A genuine self-government is what would be left of any existing territorial government once all its peaceful dissenters are free to secede from it and all who wanted to had made use of this right and liberty. - J.Z., 8.7.91, 12.7.92, 2.9.08. - SELF-DETERMINATION, SELF-GOVERNMENT, PANARCHISM, VOLUNTARISM, DIS., UN

WORLD MONETARY REFORM: The very words ‘world monetary reform’ arouse the same unease in me as would a proposal to control the world’s production of boots.” – Henry Meulen, THE INDIVIDUALIST, 2/73.

WORLD MOVERS: Let him that would move the world, first move himself.” – Socrates. – Recognize individual sovereignty and individual and group secessionism and you would see world-wide improvements resulting as fast as humanly possible through the experimental freedom and the practical demonstrations of successful new experiments to the rest of the world, then quite free to follow these examples through individuals joining them or whole other groups imitating them. Territorial politicians and bureaucrats are unlikely to adopt improvements fast enough. – Voluntary associationism can achieve what compulsory and territorial associationism can’t. - J.Z., 1.9.08. - SELF-IMPROVEMENT, INDIVIDUALS, MINORITIES, PANARCHISM

WORLD OPINION: Another favourite misconception of the American leftists is an exaggerated belief in the existence and power of world opinion – which never seems to call Russia to any stern account for her transgressions, but which constantly puts pressure on us to ease international tensions … the fact that the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) reports that 70 per cent of the world’s population lives without knowing what is going on either at home or abroad. In their preoccupation the leftists fail to recognize the fact that the Communists themselves – our devoted enemies – formulate a large part of what passes as world opinion.” – Sen. Barry Goldwater

WORLD OPINION: I’ll show respect for world opinion when world opinion shows itself worthy of respect and not before, …” - Allen Druy, A Shade of Difference, p.598. – PUBLIC OPINION, MAJORITIES, PREJUDICES

WORLD OPINION: What, after all, is this world opinion which we worry so much about? Do the mobs which attack our embassies and burn our flags really constitute a good example of ‘world opinion’? (*) – Do the intellectuals and journalists who have sold themselves spiritually or financially to the communists really represent the peoples in whose name they claim to speak? … ‘World opinion’ in many areas is a myth. In most of Africa it is nothing more or less than the personal opinion of such leaders as Egypt’s Nasser, Ghana’s Kwame Nkrumah or Guinea’s Sekon Touré. Does Nehru really speak for India’s 438 million people? Do the votes in the United Nations truly have any relation to the opinions of the peoples supposedly represented?” – Frank J. Johnson, “No substitute for Victory”, p.145/46. (**) - (*) A much better example is offered by the hundred-thousands of legal and illegal immigrants to the U.S.A., in spite of the remaining or increasing restrictions of individual rights and liberties in the U.S.A. Imagine how attractive it would be come, as an example for others and for millions of immigrants, if it were really a quite free and just country! – (**) Yes, there is, a genuine peace, fully based on liberty and justice! - J.Z., 1.9.08.

WORLD SAVING: The “world” saves itself, given freedom. Free human beings will, sooner or later, solve their own problems, as well as possible, in their own and various ways. They do at least have the right to try to do so – at their own expense and risk. That means, they should not claim any territorial monopoly and involuntary subjects for their experiments. “Release all creative energies!” – as Leonard E. Read frequently demanded. – J.Z., 9.10.96, 8.9.08.

WORLD SOCIETY: If their senses were not dulled by their idolatry, the one-worlders could draw a sound conclusion from these two examples; namely, that the only way to a world society is through free trade. (*) This does not mean that free trade alone would guarantee world peace, for there are other political institutions that make for frictions; but, it would go a long way. After all, if the customer is always right, how could he be an enemy?” – Frank Chodorov, Fugitive Essays, p.127. - (*) If it included e.g. fully free migration, full monetary and financial freedom as well and full freedom of association and of disassociation or individual and group secessionism and autonomy. – But I for one would welcome a world-wide federation of quite rightful local militias, all of volunteers and for the protection of all genuine individual rights and liberties only, to the extent that free individuals do want to apply them among themselves. WORLD SOCIETY: One World – One Marketplace – One worldism is not an impossible ideal; but, it is not attainable through the medium of political power. On the contrary, the organization of the world into a single society – which is what the one-worlders really want – can be accomplished only if people can rid themselves of the fetish of authoritarianism.” – Frank Chodorov, Fugitive Essays, p.124. - AUTHORITARIANISM, WORLD STATE, WORLD MARKET, COSMOPOLITANISM, TERRITORIALISM, GLOBALISM

WORLD STATE: A territorial world State would be a world-wide threat to freedom and individual rights. National bureaucracies are bad enough. – However, exterritorially autonomous and competing world-states, world federations, world monarchies, world republics etc. and all kinds of federations of voluntary communities, all without any territorial monopoly claims and without any compulsory subjects, would be quite another matter. – J.Z., 5.5.95. – Let them compete for members like the world religions do. – J.Z., 31.8.08.

WORLD STATE: Have the actions and discussions of the UN left the impression that either of them was always very rational, wise, and just? Or were they usually just as unjust and irrational and prejudiced as those of most territorial governments? – Just look at their very flawed “Universal Declaration of Human Rights” of 10.12.1948! – Have the troops under the command of the UN as a rule acted much better than any other troops? - J.Z., 31.8.08. – UNITED NATIONS. 

WORLD STATE: If we ant to avoid the Ultimate Totalitarian State, a world State, we cannot merely rethink government, we must exist without it!” – An unnamed anarcho-capitalist, quoted in THE VOLUNTARYIST, No. 89, Dec. 1997, in a letter by “A Grateful Subscriber.”

WORLD STATE: Now, if the business of the state is to cause friction within any given segment of society, any one country, by what logic can it be shown that a world-state will prevent friction? If a small state is an evil, as the one-worlders insist, why should a big state be a good? Can an institution that is essentially antisocial be made prosocial by enlargement? No matter how high the totem pole it is not God.” – Frank Chodorov, Fugitive Essays, “One Worldism”, p.125.

WORLD STATE: The breaking down of economic barriers does not require a political unification but, rather, the abolition of territorial political powers. – J.Z., 31.8.08. – TERRITORIALISM, PANARCHISM

WORLD STATE: The World State Craze” was Sprading’s most memorable work ( for libertarians ) since “Liberty and the Great Libertarians”. In it, he begins with an attack on Internationalism ( while supporting isolationism ) and imperialism. He continues his criticism with an ardent attack on the principles of the U.N. “There are a number of ways by which the individual can lose his individuality, his liberty, his opportunity to advancement. But there is no more certain way to destroy the individual than to make him the subject of a world State.” (pp.13-14) – Kenneth Gregg on Charles T. Sprading, in NEW LIBERTARIAN, May 78. – S. was a member of the Los Angeles Liberal Club and, apparently, died after the Vietnam War, rather disappointed with all the trends of his time: “By the time of his death, he did not want to discuss libertarianism, or politics, or the possibility of a free society. … “ 

WORLD STATE: The World State is the application of the fundamental Marxist error on private enterprises, as monopolies, which ought, according to the Marxists, to be replace by a country-wide public enterprise monopolist, and this time on a world-wide scale. Nationalization of a world-wide scale is obviously not the answer. Even more power to a single government for the world is one of the worst things that could be done. It just does not make any sense, especially at a time when management science for large enterprises gradually discovers the benefits of decentralization, delegation of decision-making, internal group work and contracting and forms of self-management, partnerships, employee-shareholding etc. – However, let there be as many multinationals as can make a living without coercion and legalized monopolies. – And let us try to discover the optimal sizes for all kinds of human organizations. Bigger is not always better, beyond certain limits. This world is not dominated by elephants. - J.Z., 27.11.95, 31.8.08,. 

WORLD STATE: The world State suggestion is as wrong and absurd as well as harmful as would be the suggestion to transfer all economic activities to a single world corporation. Political corporations need fully free competition with them, from volunteers, exterritorially organized, of all kinds, and thereby they should themselves become reduced to communities of volunteers. To build up territorialism into a world-wide monopoly would be the greatest wrong and absurdity. It would increase rather than reduce the problems majoritarian territorialism and of minorities, if they cannot achieve local territorial majority status. – J.Z. 30.11.95. – Imagine the situation when e.g. religions multi-millions of Indians or ideologically motivated Chinese could outvote, via a world state, all others in the world. That could lead to numerous civil wars. – J.Z., 31.8.08. – PANARCHISM, COMPETING GOVERNMENTS, TERRITORIALISM, CENTRALIZATION
WORLD STATE: This attempt to carry the pattern of centralization a stage further inspires no confidence whatever in the light of our study of the mechanisms which determine individual conduct. The greater the degree of power, and the wider the gap between governors and governed, the stronger the appeal of office to those who are likely to abuse it, and the less the response which can be expected from the individual. Super-governments have succeeded, as the Roman Church succeeded for a while, when they could appeal directly to the mores of the public. Public social sense which transcends frontiers is a fact, and it persists, but it has so far failed to restrain local governments from aggressive actions. Who is to repress the world authority when it too falls into the wrong hands?” – Alex Comfort, Authority and Delinquency, p.85.

WORLD STATE: Until the protection of individual freedom is much more firmly secured than it is now, the creation of a world state would probably be a greater danger to the future of civilization than even war.” - Friedrich A. Hayek. - & WAR, LIBERTY, FREEDOM, INDIVIDUALISM, CIVILIZATION

WORLD STATE: Whatever the merits of a World State in relation to the preservation of peace – and those merits have been greatly exaggerated, especially when we recall that some of the bloodiest conflicts have occurred within nation states – it is probably that it would tend to demand of us that unqualified obedience which consciences rightfully could not give. Its thrust to oligarchy and bureaucracy would no doubt resemble that of the nation state ( although the absence of external “enemies” might restrict this tendency in some measure ) and this thrust could be checked, in the end, only by readiness not merely for legal dissent but also for civil disobedience.” – Mulford Q. Sibley, The Obligation to Disobey, p.97.

WORLD STATE: Whether or not there exists a supernational authority with an international parliament is of minor importance. The real need is to abandon policies detrimental to the interests of other nations. No international authority can preserve peace if economic wars continue.” Ludwig von Mises, Omnipotent Government, p. 6. 

WORLD STATE: While, indeed, national territorial States should get out of our ways, a new World State or world-wide empire should not get into our ways. Free Trade, Free Migration, freedom in transportation, freedom for investments, monetary freedom and the free flow of information & the recognition of all other individual rights and liberties would unite mankind much more than any World State, World Government or World Federation could. They do not have to become politically organized and regulated. On the contrary: They require the absence of any territorial government intervention. – J.Z., 1.9.08.

WORLD WAR I: [This war] disregards all the restrictions known as International Law, which in peacetime the states had bound themselves to observe; it ignores the prerogatives of the wounded and the medical service, the distinction between civil and military sections of the population, the claims of private property. It tramples in blind fury on all that comes in its way, as though there were to be no future and no peace among men after it is over.” – Sigmund Freud, “Thoughts for the Times on War and Death”, Spring 1915; Standard Edition of the Complete Psychological Works of Sigmund Freud, vol.14, 1957. - - (*) Often this was done quite emotionally and out of sheer ignorance, in WW II as well, under slogans like: War is war! – Another result of “state education”. - J.Z., 23.9.07. , INTERNATIONAL LAW, RULES OF WARFARE, TOTAL WAR, STATES, GENERALS, WARFARE

WORLD WAR II: if you ask who won the Second World War, the answer is Germany and Japan, who got rid of the military and were able to devote their whole resources to economic development, whereas the United States and the Soviet Union were very severely handicapped because of their ambition to be great powers, to be super-powers.” – Kenneth Boulding, SOCIAL ALTERNATIVES, Oct. 82, p. 17. - VICTORY, GERMANY, JAPAN

WORLD WAR III: If no “miracle” happens then WW III will begin during our lifetime. We do have to make this “miracle” appear. My Peace Plans series is dedicated to try to answer the question: How? – J.Z., n.d. & .9.08. 

WORLD WAR III: One could make an interesting list of the predictable wrongs and mistakes of WW III. It might help in avoiding them. By avoiding them we might even prevent WW III. This list is in no way complete or optimally formulated. Hundreds of other points should be added and better formulations should be substituted. Think about it. Your life and that of all those, whom you love, are at stake as well. Do you really love your life and them, if you can’t be bothered to ponder such problems? - - - - 1.) Finance by taxation and confiscation. 2.) Finance by forced loans. 3.) Finance by inflation. 4.) Conscription. 5.) All to vague or no quite rightful war aims declared in time and in believable form. 6.) Demands for unconditional surrender. 7.) Indiscriminate warfare. 8.) Even deserters and conscripts treated as prisoners of war and irreconcilable enemies. 9.) No systematic tyrannicide attempts. 10.) No systematic attempts to induce the soldiers of a dictatorship to desert or to rise against it. 11.) No attractive governments in exile set up and fully recognized for their present and future volunteers. 12.) No systematic efforts to induce a military insurrection or popular revolution on the other side. 13.) Use of misleading or quite false war propaganda. 14.) Suppression of individual rights and liberties and of civil liberties. 15.) No separate peace treaties allowed. 16.) Opponents prosecuted as traitors. 17.) Conscientious objectors short or imprisoned. 18.) Use of indiscriminately mass murderous “weapons”.19.) No election and recall for officers. 20.) Decision on war and peace, international negotiations and treaties remaining monopolized. 21.) Military obedience remaining strictly enforced. 22.) Rights and liberties of soldiers not recognized and respected. 23.) Seniority system of promotions. 24.) Innovations through “proper” and nationalized channels only. 25.) Price controls and rationing. 26.) Centrally planned and directed economies. 27.) Rights of neutral groups and individuals not respected. 28.) International warfare conventions not abided by or even made sufficiently known. 29.) Economic warfare instead of continuing peaceful trade as much as possible. 30.) Psychological warfare only in the sense of merely demoralizing the other side. 31.) Appeals mainly only to nationalistic and territorialist emotions and prejudices. – J.Z., n.d. & 1.9.08. (***) Will your statement of the truth be sufficient to make each of them give up his own way of seeking happiness and follow your way? - - This doesn’t mean that the world never changes – for better or for worse (****) It changes constantly. But what we see as a changing world is the result of millions of individual changes that add up to a net change in the General Market. (*****) The general change is a result of many specific individual changes.” – Harry Browne, How I Found Freedom, p.116. - (*) Alas, we are not fully free to do that! – (**) Neither is he as free, as yet, apart from private thoughts and actions. – (***) Democracies, with their majority voting, are certainly not the best way to achieve that. – (****) But it means, even today, that it still changes all too slowly and often still for the worse! – (*****) System changes can, as a rule, not be achieved by individuals under territorialism. - Alas, Harry Browne did not arrive at panarchist conclusions from such considerations, although in most other spheres he was a free marketeer, laissez-faire and free contract advocate. The Bahai’s are still only a small minority and more or less stuck on his limited views, although personally often very nice and otherwise intelligent people. – J.Z., 31.8.08. - ONE WORLD, WORLD STATE, WORLD FEDERATION, COSMOPOLITANISM

WORLD: The world is yours – once you take it.” – The Wolverine, 10/7/72. – Easier said then done. And do we want all others to be free to take our part of this world as well? – The Wolverine, too, may have been more of a power addict than a freedom and justice lover, a believer in might rather than right, a follower of at least one of the misinterpretations of Stirner and of his many flawed wordings. – J.Z. 31.8.08.

WORLD: The world needs improvements and can be improved. Even individuals can be improved or induced to improve themselves.” – Originally, in German: “Die Welt ist verbesserungsfaehig und verbesserungsbeduerftig. Sogar einzelne Menschen sind’s. – J.Z., 14.10.90.

WORLD'S SMALLEST POLITICAL QUIZ: The World’s Smallest Political Quiz is the single best outreach tool we libertarians have.” – George Getz, Libertarian Party press secretary. - I hold that an ideal declaration of individual rights and liberties would be even more attractive. ( See my anthology of over 130 private drafts as opposed to governmental ones, which I offer digitized. ) So would a genuine privatization scheme that returns the value of government assets to the taxpayers or citizens. ( See PEACE PLANS 19 c, offered also by me as an email attachment, until it appears online or on a CD. ) Full monetary and financial freedom, if they could be freely practised anywhere, at least for a period, could attract even more converts via full employment and sound currencies combined with low taxation and high gains from proper social insurance arrangements. ( See for instance the writings by Ulrich von Beckerath and Dr. Walter Zander on www.reinventingmoney.com ) - The quiz has only the advantage of being cheap to mass produce and distribute and not being outlawed. - J.Z., 22. 11. 06. – I have still to see a good defence, liberation and revolution program by them and a good program against the threat of nuclear war, as I tried to supply with my second peace book: www.butterbach.net/epinfo/abc.htm - The ideas and practices of panarchism, so the extent that they can already be applied, could unite all libertarians with all anarchist groups and even with all statist groups on the common platform of full exterritorial autonomy for all of them, or, to each the government or non-governmental society of his or her choice. See www.panarchy.org and www.panarchism.info There are xyz roads leading to Rome. Libertarians have still failed to properly assemble all their ideas, in a common electronic library, abstracts and review collection, bibliography, ever growing libertarian electronic encyclopedia and libertarian ideas archive, although they believe that they are good in marketing and advancing free market options. They neglected these and, probably, many other free market options and thus remain still and for all too long unsuccessful. It is largely their own fault. They are still too conservative and limited in their approach and have not yet made optimal use of all the alternative media. – J.Z., 21.4.09.

There is, I think, one blessed fact that runs through all life – that if a thing is wrong in itself, it won’t work. No skill, no ingenuity, no elaborate combinations of machinery, will make it work. No amount of human artifice and contrivance, no alliance with force, no reserves of guns and bayonets, no nation in arms even if almost countless in number, can make it work.” – Auberon Herbert, Mr. Spencer and the Great Machine, p.59.

WRONGS: In Aeschylus’ “Libation Bearers”, Orestes actually says: “Right clashes with right.” This theme is no less obvious in Aeschylus’ “Eumenides”. It is a central motif in his work. WRONGS: The right of the strongest is the greatest wrong.” – Marie von Ebner-Eschenbach. ( “Das Recht des Staerkeren ist das staerkste Unrecht.” ) – RIGHTS, HUMAN RIGHTS, MIGHT, STRENGTH, IMMORALITY, MORALITY

WRONGS: The world is full of large wrongs to be righted. Alas, most people are only concerned about the continuance of their own minor and wrongful privileges or even about the continuance of all of the great wrongs of territorial States! – J.Z., 17.6.84, 31.8.08.
