ADD FILES YOURSELF
& DUPLICATE & PASS AROUND

Here, among some other titles, hurriedly added to fill at least some of the spare space available, I offer especially over 5000 pages of SLOGANS FOR LIBERTY, in over 50,000 paragraphs ( in screen pages in WORD, coming to over 37 Mbs.
It is probably the largest collection of its kind.

But one person can read and extract only so much.

It will be up to others to add better, other and many more such entries, including proverbs, aphorisms etc. and finally to make some excellent and specialized selections from the lot.
There is material for several books in here, on some libertarian subjects, e.g. education, taxation or laws.

These files are too large for easy email transmission but they fit onto a cheap CD and I added some more libertarian files, hoping that others will do the same before they duplicate the CD and pass it on to friends or sell it cheaply to other contacts.

I have extracted most of the jokes from this file. They come only to 520 Kbs in WORD and 180 Kbs zipped with ZIPGENIUS, which is available free on line and works very well.

Thus I attach only this extract here in the zipped form.

To whoever will promote this file collection in this way or any other way, via websites, blogs or emails, I will send the whole CD free of charge.

Others will have to send me at least US $ 5 in cash to cover the costs of the disc, the packing, the postage and a bit for the labor and time involved for me with each mailed disc.

If anyone makes additions and corrections to the SLOGANS FOR LIBERTY files then I would like them to send me this material via email, so that I can include it in the next edition.

Unless someone comes forward and wants to take over this editing and mailing job.

I have too many other projects on hand to dedicate the rest of my remaining life, at close to 76 probably only a few years, just to this one project.

On a CD up to 3000 titles can be cheaply reproduced, on a DVD up to 15,000 and on an external HD of 1 TB the equivalent of over 3 million books. 

Were as many pro-freedom, peace and justice pages ever written and published before?

Can we afford any longer to, largely, neglect this opportunity?

Or should we go on to let all too many of these treasures of mankind remain unknown, inaccessible, unpublished, out of print, un-translated or available only in all too expensive reproductions?

Can we hope to successfully cope with all the remaining solvable problems without making all these resources very cheaply and widely accessible?

Help to bring about a complete electronic freedom library, at least with bibliographical, indexing, abstracting and review compilations of still copyrighted texts – at least in this affordable and powerful format.

If you want them in print – you can print out the texts yourself and bind them simply or get it done from any of the print on demand firms.

Naturally, whoever can afford to offer many of them online should do so. But he should collaborate with other such publishers to get them listed in a common list. A long but still very incomplete list of libertarian writings offered in one or the other electronic format can be found on www.panarchy.org/zube/list.index.html 

And he should keep in mind that it would be still laborious and costly to load down a whole freedom libraries from such websites searching among thousands of websites for titles.

To the extent that they are already assembled on some discs and some of the large websites, searches are naturally saved as well. 

But imagine to finally get all freedom writings onto a single HD, no bigger than a book, onto your desk!

Most of the micro-fiched 1779 PEACE PLANS issues of my LIBERTARIAN MICROFICHE PUBLISHING experiment, from 1978 to 2002, can be found at www.butterbach.net/lmp
Only a fraction of them have so far been digitized by me. With simple and cheap home equipment it is rather laborious to scan in and then proof-read a book. 

Automatic and computerized filming does it much faster and much more accurately – but since microfilm publishing and reading never took off among peace and freedom lovers, I am now reduced to this slower and more laborious process.

At least the thus finished digitized works can be offered very cheaply and in very large numbers on discs.

I do hope that you will make your contribution to the growing treasure chest of digitized freedom, peace and justice writings.
