(Maybe the use of micrographics would have become widespread, even popular, at least among freedom lovers, if personal computers and the Internet had not been developed in the meantime. Micrographics has still some advantages over computerization but then computerization has some advantages of its own and is developing and becoming ever more powerful and it had, contrary to micrographics, a good and wide press coverage - and was and is useful even for games, software, music, and movies, which explains its rapid take-off and development as well as its popularity. - A further advantage of PCs and the Internet was that they finally breached the postal monopoly for letters. - and even for telegrams, telephone, radio and TV monopolies, at least to a considerable degree, beating even the fastest air mail letters in delivery times. For these advantages people put up with the disadvantages of this medium, the extra costs for hardware and software, their unreliability and short life-span, the virus & worm attacks, the frequent breakdowns among service providers etc.- Micrographics had reached the apex of its development, as far as use by ordinary people was concerned and could only progress to offer its material in colour rather than merely via dark and light contrasts, e.g. for artwork and magazines like Playboy and Penthouse. - 
Micrographics remained one of the many freedom opportunities which anarchists and libertarians failed to sufficiently utilize. - J.Z., 24.11.05.)

We just like to see you creatively involved, through us or others.

I am making no apology for this change-over. I am proud of it - no matter how much my readership may shrink, initially, as a result. Circulation will build up and it will never be out of print again because it can be reproduced upon demand. Take it or leave it, now or later. 
I am no longer making large sacrifices of my time and money in order to make available to you some printed matter. Just send me an aerogramme asking for a refund if you can’t adapt to the new medium and its opportunities. For me it is ideal in many ways, e.g. as the intermediate technology on the road to a computerized libertarian ideas-, talents- and information bank - which would be an integral part of a general data bank network.

The size of the pages is going up, to A 4 format, up from 1/2 foolscap. 
The typeface will mostly be larger and more attractive. 
The small typeface used in Peace Plans from No. 8 onwards, to permit me cheap book reproductions 
(a typeface which some of my readers seem to have emotionally disliked, if not hated ), will in future be used only for notes, references, listings etc.. As soon as I can afford them I will get myself some typewriter with a more pleasant typeface, more resembling printed lettering. So far you and I are stuck with these.

The last printed issues of Peace Plans may soon become collectors' items. Only a few are still available from me: 11, 14 & 15 at $1 each, 16-18 & 20/l at $ 4 ea., the three booklets making up No. 19 cost now $ 2.

The original purpose of the Peace Plans pamphlet series was explained on the cover with :

AIMS: Gradual publication of an encyclopedia of all peace plans, in digest form, gathered from all available sources. Discussion of all peace plans in search for the rightful and sensible ones. 
TENDENCY: Recognition of all human rights, being the greatest degree of tolerance and impartiality which is morally still justified. This implies anti-totalitarianism or condemnation of communist, nazi,and other dictatorships."

I have stuck fairly closely to this over the years but the observable tendency to stress libertarian ideas, will now be expanded into general libertarian publishing of material which is not explicitly and directly related to peace. The reason for this was perhaps best stated in my handbook against war provided with Nos. 16-17: 
Freedom ideas, when understood and practised in combination, form the only workable and lasting peace program. All other peace plans promote war more than peace - or are impracticable in the long run.
(E.g., they try to convert most territorial governments to pacifism. – J.Z., 7.4.05.)

I have only an incomplete set of his journal and it was never a high priority for me to microfiche it. The very rare Toulmin Smith writings are more important. T.S. was also a very early critic of public works. I only ever found one of his books and fiched it in PP 22. – J.Z., 05.)

If you go thru the various catalogs available yourself, you will find many other publications of interest to you. The above was just from a skimming effort and reveals my personal bias. You will find that a few writings by Spooner are already on film or even fiche - but nothing less than the complete works on fiche and at a reasonable price would satisfy me. If I had the originals to copy then we would probably reproduce them for around $10 retail. Compare this with the GW reprint in 6 vols. at $140. Hopefully, GW themselves will see the light - and your demand for such an issue. Otherwise PP 590 11 553 to 584 Gone Fiching ...

Always remember: Welcomed are more photo-ready and not restricted libertarian materials for microfiche publication, preferably so far unpublished manuscripts. LMP will not pay for it but rather charge a small fee, give you a few free copies and offer a quantity of discounted copies for your own distribution. You may retain book publication rights etc. (No longer applicable in 2005! If you are interested do your own microfiche publishing - or do it on disks, via emails or online. - J.Z., 24.11.05.)

UNIVERSITY MICROFILM, serials catalog of back issues, on 11 fiche. 
BRITISH BOOKS  IN PRINT ON MICROFICHE, Unilever Computer Services, London, lists them on 51 COM fiche at 48x reduction. The title is ambiguous: Are these the books reproduced on fiche or only their titles on fiche? I had only a glimpse & did not make sure. The 72 catalog of the General Microfiche Co. lists e.g. 4,000 titles of 19th century English & American Drama, 18th. century French poetry, & no less than 12,000 French Plays on fiche!

BSH has several special scholarly collections on microfilm, including one of 8 000 items on fiche, pertaining to the founding fathers of the US and the American Revolution. Its Watergate Index contains 40,000 entries.
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BOOKS ON DEMAND program by UM. More than 80,000 titles are so far in it. UM sells a 3 vols. guide. I have neither seen it yet nor found out the price. 
MICROFORM MARKET PLACE, by A.B.Veaner and A.M. Meckler, 74/5 .Weston, Microform Review, $ 8, lists 375 micropublishers in US & outside, and their specialties. MMP is now produced internationally, together with Mansell Information Publishing. 
Even among Australian publishers there are now plans afoot to produce new books on fe.

Microcystems, Sydney, is presently doing a 1/4 million clippings file on politics and history and intends to go on into reproducing newspaper archives, perhaps offering finally a combined archive for many different papers, as is done in the US.

INTER-DOCUMENTATION CO., Switzerland: In the "Micropublishers’ Trade List Annual", in 77, their listing covers 21 fiche at 24x reduction. Prices are high but still much lower than normal reprints of the same books. They have over 2.5 million masters! 
THE MICROPUBLISHERS' TRADE LIST ANNUAL, 77, publishes some 200 publishers' catalogs, on 125 fiche, 24x.  Internationally distributed by Harvester Press. The 76 issue was $ 80. 
INTERNATIONAL FILE OF MICROFORM PUBLICATIONS & EQUIPMENT, ed. by R.B. Selwyn, on 126 fiche of 98 pp each, microfilms the catalogs of suppliers.

OXFORD MICROFORM PUBLICATIONS, Oxford UK, indicated in its first list of out of print books in microfiche editions, that major publishers are using its services to produce and sell on commission out of print works, which are still required by scholars but not in sufficient numbers to warrant a new edition or traditional reprint. 
NATIONAL REGISTER OF MICROFORM MASTERS, Library of Congress, annually since 1970. 
More such hints are wanted for future listings.

Let us know which ones you perused for libertarian material - and what you have found apart from the above listed works. Good fiching!

NOTE ON LIBERTARIANS AND THE INFORMATION EXPLOSION
When pondering the information explosion and the solution it requires: a data bank network and its continuous and simultaneous interaction with a vast number of users on a multitude of subjects and at many levels, and thinking about the problems of introducing or promoting this solution, one can sympathize with J.P. Baen, who remarked on SF literature in "Galaxy" 8/77: 

"Have we indeed run out of ideas? Is there nothing left but infinite variations on a strictly limited number of antique themes? ... For a while I thought that that might indeed be the case, but I have since concluded that far from there being too few ideas, there are too many, and that taken together, as they must be, they offer, insist upon, a 'universe of discourse', so varied and vast in scope that it defies the imagination and perhaps even (dare I say it?) the intelligence of the best of us, even unto our science fiction writers, brilliant as they all undoubtedly are."

To imagine that libertarianism could, simultaneously, independently and yet in a coordinated network, be advanced in thousands of projects at the same time, and that this effort might be no more than a small fraction of a total institutionalized (and yet market-like) growing information network, has apparently exceeded the imagination of most libertarians to whom I sent the introductory booklet: "An Ideal Market for Freedom Ideas".

The problem is now: Can the same kind of people, can you, grasp the technically much simpler involvement required of us for the information revolution - which consists in extensive microfiche collection, reading, publishing and retrieval? Or is even that asked too much of your capacities and your commitment?

Luckily, a few, who will understand this option, will be enough to at least initiate the necessary changes in our methods. 

(Alas, I never managed to interest the ca. 300 activists that would have been required, by my estimate, to put all libertarian writings at least onto microfiche. The libertarian press, as a whole, with very few exceptions, did not help at all to promote this project. Nor did the Internet! Most libertarian minds, too, seem to walk only on the main roads. They, too, ignore the different drummers. – J.Z., 6.4.05.)

E) SOME HINTS TOWARDS SECOND-HAND.RECONDITIONED AND

REMAINDERED MICROFICHE READERS

The second-hand and remainder market should also be closely looked at. Some examples were mentioned above, some will be given below. Alan Gordon Enterprises should be contacted for its comprehensive catalog. It is an international firm supplying second-hand machines it has carefully reconditioned, very cheaply, and, naturally, also new lines, e.g. Realist machines. They have been very helpful for our survey: "Whether you're interested in micro-filmers, readers, reader-printers, processors, duplicators or accessory equipment, check with A-G-E first. We can save you money! We have
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the world's largest inventory of new and reconditioned equipment. Write today for a free copy of our Microfilm Equipment Catalog." (Micrographics Australasia, July 78): Alan Gordon Enterprises, Inc., 5362 Cahuenga Blvd., North Hollywood, Cal. 91 601, P.O. Box 3914 North Hollywood, Cal. 91 609, phone: (213) 985-5500.

Alan Gordon Enterprises offered recently e.g.: a Griscome KL 46, 24x, for $ 150, a B&H Mascot, reconditioned, 21x, 15  lbs. portable, for only $ 104.  Its own AGE II, attrac​tive according to its description, went recently for only $ 74 in a special sale. Microsystems, Sydney, offered, at least until very recently, a remainder of Kodak Ekta-Lite 126 for only $ 45 and a B&H desktop for $ 100. They also offered me a B$H reader-printer in good condition for only $ 300!
NCR, Sydney, has a small remainder of Microvisions, for only $ 60 each. 
B&H offers very slightly damaged machines ( the mark on the one I bought is almost invisible ) for only $50 without the lens, charging the usual $ 38 extra for one lens. Don't rely on any of these opportunities still applying. But there are and will be others for those wanting to get cheaply into this medium. Naturally, all those looking for top quality, convenience and newness, will have to pay corresponding prices.

F) FREE READER SCHEMES
Bell & Howell ran so far 2 free reader schemes, one in which its customers bought 17 popular encyclopedias on fiche for $ 200. The second one, one ended only 31/7/78 ( on which I missed out due to their Sydney office being uninformed!), expected from you a subscription to back or current files of serials for at least $ 200. As a libertarian I would have had no difficulties to run up that much from their extensive catalog. In this second chance they offered their out of production Briefcase reader, a lap-held model, which is still sold in the US for $ 113.

Another offer of a free reader, the Fuji listed above, appears to be still going: It is made by Inter Documentation Co., IDC, Poststrasse 14, 6,300 Zug, Switzerland. It offers, to institutional customers and for their first order of Sfr. 950, one free reader, alternatively, the same reader for only SFr. 185 for first orders from individuals of at least Sfr. 100, or as a bonus to all for orders amounting to Sfr. 5.000. It would be easy to run up such bills from their catalog for their 2.5 million masters of scarce and scholarly books. They charge, apparently, book prices for their fiche issues. I had only a glimpse at their very long catalog.

I would like Harvester Press, the IEA, FEE and at least one libertarian party to make to long-term members and subscribers such a "free” offer, in order to spread microfiche reading. Maybe, after a few years, I may be able to make one such offer myself.

INTERNATIONAL MICROFORM SOURCE BOOK, New Rochelle, N.Y., Microfilm publishing, $32.50.

MICROGRAPHICS EQUIPMENT REVIEW, Microform Review, 24 p.a., since 76.

The Microfilm Assn. of Great Britain, publishes a guide for members.

The Australian Microfilm Prod. Source Bk.& Buyers Guide, 78, $50, from Thomson’s, Sydney.

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ADVANTAGES OF USING MICROFICHE
Microfiche has unique production, storage, access & distribution advantages compared with anything printed on paper (apart from microprint) and it offers these together with great capital and labour cost reductions, especially for small publishers using the existing micrographic service bureaus. Once these advantages are understood in detail, and the freedom of expression and information opportunities. which this medium supplies to everyone, do sink in, then the outlook for individual activists and for minority groups is really exhilarating.

In all of the following I am talking as a rule about standard microfiche, 105x148 mm, 24:l reduction, A4 page size, 14 page frames in the horizontal row and 7 in the vertical one: 98 frames.

1.   Micropublishing offers great capital savings to the small publisher. The master can be very cheaply produced. I am presently charged $ 6 for a 98 page master fiche, by my service bureau. The lowest quote for this I heard of was $ 2.45. From this duplicates can be made any time upon demand.  I am presently charged 16 cents each, in minimum lots of 100. Another firm charged the same price for anything from 10 copies on. Naturally, quality is also to be taken into consideration.

2.   Thus microfiche offers freedom of press, thru self-publishing, to everyone. Cost is no longer the problem.

3.   The user of microfiche, the reader, also saves. Microfiche is usually considerably cheaper and saves storage and binding.

4.   Microfiche offers access to literature which is otherwise unobtainable .

5.   For the small self-publisher the use of microfiche and microfiche service bureaus saves e.g. the labour of stencil or plate making, paper & ink costs, printing, collating, binding and even much of the mailing labour.

6.   Postage is greatly reduced and no special packing is required.

7.   The labour savings in the production process release more energies and time for research & writing - or other efforts.

8.   To obtain literature in printed form which is now or soon available in microfiche, would often cost many years, much money and labour.

9.   Microfiche can be viewed in a great variety of economical readers. (See the listing above.)
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10.   Once the microfiche master is produced, this literature is never out of print. New small batches of it can be produced within days, sometimes within hours of a phone call. There appears to be no upper limit and no years or even decades of delays before another impression can be produced.

11.   For larger publishing projects the costs can much more easily be shared among several people or associations: It is usually easier to share costs of $ 20-200 than costs of $20,000 to $ 200,000.

12.   Fiche to fiche copies for about 5-8 cents each can be made at home on inexpensive equipment. Copy each other's fiche libraries! (Cheapest I have heard of is the Metro/Kalvar Inc. "Fichemaker", US $ 240, in 1977, using vesicular film, weighing only 15 lbs, printer & developer together. Take it to your friends’ fiche libraries!)
(The quality of microfiche made from microfiche duplicates leaves something to be desired. But to get another master fiche made costs only very little and one master fiche lasts to make up to 50 000 duplicates from. - J.Z., 24.11.05.)
13.   Computerized material can be re-arranged in the computer as you like it and then fast and cheaply printed onto COM microfiche. The reverse process, CIM, computer input from microfiche, is now being developed towards perfection.

14.   These & other aspects make microfiche an ideal medium for reference purposes, bibliographies, abstracts, indexes, address lists, catalogs, etc. which can even be accessed with cheap and pocket sized hand-held readers, anywhere.

15.   Whole individualized libraries for scholars are now being prepared by micropublishers.

16.   Whole private microfiche libraries, including a suitable reader, are portable and can thus be taken anywhere.

17.   Microfiche is an ideal medium to cheaply preserve manuscripts which so far could not be published in print - and they are at least in this form made accessible upon demand. Book publishing rights can be retained.

18.   Efficient, automated and yet cheap retrieval systems have been produced which give access to any particular fiche within about 3 seconds. Some systems cope with ten-thousands, some with hundred-thousands of documents.

19.   The savings with microfiche are so great that with single collected works, like those of Lysander Spooner and Benjamin R. Tucker, the cost of one or even several good microfiche readers can be saved.

20.   Microfiche is also widely used to provide working copies of material too delicate for continued use, such as rare books.
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21.   Mutilations of books are avoided.
22.   Material printed on poor & deteriorating paper can thus be preserved.

23.   If properly handled and stored, microforms will last as long as acid-free 100% rag paper, i.e. several hundred years, which is six to ten times longer than most book papers used since the middle of the 19th. century.

24.   A large-scale private library can be much easier and cheaper built up in this way - & it could be incorporated in an efficient retrieval system. It can also be acquired wholesale.

25.   There are large savings in shelving space. For storage one has merely to put them in boxes or pockets of prefabricated folders .

(I once calculated that all freedom texts ever produced could probably be stored for viewing and distribution in a very small room, with 10 duplicates for each title. Thus if there were 10 libertarian microfiche publishers like myself, who produced initially 100 duplicates of each titles, and exchanged 90 % of these titles, they could establish 10 freedom libraries and distribution centres in 10 spare small rooms, establishing a fast enough [for most purposes] and world-wide service via snail mail - J.Z., 24.11.05.)
26.   The savings in binding costs alone can often save the cost of a microfiche subscription.

27.   Much of the material to be published in microfiche exists reproducible in the public domain & thus requires no royalties and editing.

28.   Microfiche are often sold in series or collections and thus avoid the marketing costs of selling individual titles.

29.   Most reading machines provide for variable magnification, to serve the reader’s convenience.

30.   Many reading machines have a projection capability against walls, allowing greater enlargement and simultaneous reading by several people.

31.   Microfiche documents can easily be updated and revised. 
(The costs for a new edition, in a few duplicates, for on-demand publishing, are minimal. – J.Z., 6.4.05.)
32.   Often the microfiche reproduction is better than the common book print - because only the best material is filmed.

33.   Hard copy prints of microfiche are available thru combined reader printers, now widely in use in libraries and coin operated (U.S. conditions.) I have not yet seen a reader-printer in an Australian library. The cheapest new r/p-s are ca. $1,200. Such reading machines offer the advantage of getting an immediate eye legible hard copy of any desired microfilm page. One does not even have to get up and go to a photocopy machine.

34.   When coordinately indexed, specific pages can be located more rapidly.

35.   Access to bulky material, like newspapers, is facilitated. (Most of these are on film rolls, though.)

36.   Less effort is required for turning and holding pages.

TELL ME MORE!
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NOTES ON REAL OR ASSERTED DISADVANTAGES OF MICROFICHE

1.   Most users will have to buy at least a small new or used reading machine. This requires a small capital outlay - but opens up a whole new world of reading & publishing to them.

2.   Microfiche readers will probably always be somewhat less convenient to handle and read than e.g. pocket books, which one can stuff, take & read anywhere. Mind you, for some purposes (e.g. projecting) and in some ways (enlarged reading image), some reading machines are superior and with most there is no page turning & book holding effort involved, just a short in-between and one-handed service & adjustment. Some hand-held and lap-held or book-type readers could also be taken into bed, or projector types could be used to project the image on the ceiling above a bed. But under these conditions there would be a dust problem - requiring more frequent cleaning.

3.   Right now, microfiche publishing is directed only towards those readers who have already or will soon get access to a reading machine. But remember, your micro-fiched work is never out of print and more and more material is only available in microforms.

4.   Reading machines are not yet considered cheap and convenient enough by many. Have a close look at those listed above. Look at them in your nearest showrooms. 

5.   Very cheap readers make reading harder, so much so that all cheap readers are regarded with suspicion. But for short reference purposes they are often very handy.

6.   Most people prefer ordinary printed matter to microforms, given the choice. - Consider that already now 25% of the stock in large US libraries is only available in microforms!

7.   Most people who could benefit from microfiche use are still not aware of the great potential of this medium. - Become a student and teacher!

8.   The household market is not yet penetrated. - But penetration could begin with the libertarian market.

9.   An ideal, small & economical reading machine is not yet agreed upon and widely enough offered. - Some promising models were discontinued because the household market was not yet ready for them. But they and further improved machines could be fast brought back into production.

10.   Copyrights restrictions are still an obstacle towards reprinting much of the current or more recent literature - but no more so than for re-printing on paper. This also leaves the market open for material no longer under copyrights, not under copyrights in this form or for fiche sold for a price including the royalties to be paid.

11.   All microforms require more delicate handling and care than full-size library ma​terials. And yet, in some ways, they  last better than common paper.

12.   Much of the material already microfilmed is in other microforms than fiche - which require special readers. - The trend towards microfiche, and this in standardized form, is relatively recent. But conversion of all material on other film forms into microfiche appears possible and likely for the near future and has already begun. Moreover, reproduction of the originals onto fiche is still cheap.

13.   Many reading machines show differences in the sharpness of the resolution of images between the centre and the edges of the screens. - May the buyer beware!

14.   Reading machines without floating lenses - or a similar arrangement - get easily out of focus. - Choose your machine carefully.

15.   A good consumer survey of all cheap reading machines and sources of supply has still to be made. - For an initial listing see the above one.

16.   Faster & cheaper filming of the originals requires so far the cutting away of the
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binding of original material - and re-binding - Naturally, for scarce books one would rather use the more expensive and also slower method. (I produced many of my microfiche from good photocopies.  These I could cut and arrange conveniently and cheaply, frequently putting 4 and even up to 12 documents onto one frame, for a single and very cheap camera shot. – J.Z., 6.4.05.)
17.   lt is not economical to distribute single leaflets in this way. The minimum of pages required may be 10-20. Since instant print came in, a low circulation 1 page leaflet has not been a production problem, anyhow. But for the reproduction of many leaflets, e.g. libertarian ones, a collection of them, it would be a good means.

18.   Fixed table top readers force users into a fixed head position causing strain. Apart from lap-held and hand-held readers I can think presently only of 2 models which follow the librarians' recommendation to throw the image on the table  level: the small Fuji, for $120 and model 137 of Viewonics, which cost $ 75 in 74. We are usually conditioned to tolerate this particular fixed position. The small Kodak Ektalite 120 offers 10 different reading positions through a lever adjustment.
19.   Naturally, this medium is unsuitable for book lovers who love the physical appearance and feel of books.

20.   Underlinings and marginal notes are not possible with this medium. But some would consider this an advantage because it would force readers to make their notes rather e.g. on systems cards and attach them. Moreover, the separate notes on certain books made by several readers could easily be compiled and put out on a separate fiche - of interest to all who love that book, and as a step towards putting out an improved second edition.

21.   Widespread use of microfiche requires a great introductory effort which has as yet not been made. The breakthrough from business and government and university use to the household market is still to come. The libertarian movement, in its own interest, can play a role in this.

22.   Storage facilities for quantities of fiche, unless homemade, are so far not very cheap. The cheapest, portable, lightweight, opaque plastic box with room for 200 fiche, costs here $ 5,20 each. Only cardboard mailing boxes appear cheap - but I have not found the Australian supplier, either. Naturally one can always use system card boxes for 4x6" cards. But I am also interested in cheap, plastic or metal portable ones. Small book-like holders carry usually 50 fiche in envelopes open at the top. There are also a number of ring-binder sheet systems with pockets for the fiche. 

23.   For most people microforms & readers are just an unknown quantity. Consequently, they are full of suspicions towards them. - Get to know them. Be polygamic!

24.   Readers and fiche require a maintenance and cleaning effort.- Both are rather easy and cheap. What doesn't require such an effort? Even my eyes require cleaning, now and then, and all too many of my books acquire a coating of dust which I have to blow or brush off before use.

25.   Focus is often lost somewhat and this requires a slight readjustment - which becomes soon automatic and easy. It happens more frequently with higher magnifications. Readers with "floating" lenses largely eliminated this problem.

26.   Colours are still rather poorly reproduced by most black and white fiche. Colour fiche is still in the process of development and expensive. Hold your colour reproduction work. The prices will come down and quality will go up - as it did with colour photography and TV.

27.   There is a degree of crispness of lettering which is lost through the film reproduction and the image processing through lens and screen. Luckily, the enlargement potential of most machines and the option of different light intensities can somewhat make up for this.

28.   The cheaper readers have usually no provision for image rotation for images printed sideways. Hand-held and lap-held machines do not need it and light machines can, usually, be laid on their sides, temporarily.

29.   Librarians claim that indexing and cataloging would be harder. I don't see why this should be the case. They can e.g. write on the envelopes, folders or boxes and with special pens also on the title strips of the fiche.
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30.   There are no great cost reductions for large numbers of duplicates, as follows logically from the low fixed initial capital outlay. Nevertheless, considerable trade discounts are given by service bureaus for quantity orders of the same fiche.
31.   Many of the smallest readers are only battery powered. But most of these are, most likely, unsuitable for continuous use, anyhow, with the possible exception of the Microvision reader from WSI for $ 80.

32.   Finding a certain page is not easy for many - or so they claim. I don't see why it should be more different than leafing thru a book. If pages are also space indexed and an index plate and the indicator arrow ( both on most machines ) are used,  then it appears to me to be actually easier to find certain pages.

33.   White letters on a dark background annoy some people. But experienced micro readers rarely complain. Most people simply have still to get used to this medium. Moreover, positive film prints cost the same - but they are more sensitive to scratching, ac​cording to some.

34.   Film has its own failings as compared with paper and, naturally, there are also different types of films with different weaknesses and strengths.

35.   Copies of particular pages cannot any more be as easily made - unless one has access to a reader/printer. Then it becomes actually still easier.

36.   There is a widespread belief among the experts that there is as yet no market for cheap and small readers. This is only too true. But if one continues to believe that this must be so, then this attitude tends to become a self-fulfilling prophecy. I believe that a breakthrough with a suitable reader into the so far unopened household market can be made by widespread use of the fiche techniques among the members of a minority movement like the libertarian one, i.e. among people who read and write a lot and have trouble coping with printing costs.

37.   Most people are unaware of how much literature is now easily available in microforms, and only in microforms. This applies also to well-read people. The microfilm industry has pretty well kept its information within its established circle only, unintentionally, I guess.

38.   Small readers have usually only a magnification suitable for fiche with 24x reduction. But this is sufficient to read the standard literature fiche. Those getting hooked on the medium because they experience its advantages, will get themselves either another lens or another reader with a variety of lenses. Most projector types overcome this problem by their very nature.

39.   Even as a microfiche fan, I have to admit that the medium is so far less suitable for light entertainment reading. But this is not the literature hard to obtain or to get published as a rule.  (Compare the above listing of SF lit. on microforms.)

40.   Libraries had difficulties with open access to microforms. The best solution appears to be to let the original fiche only be handled by the staff and to sell duplicates to the users, upon demand.

41.   It is considered difficult to place ownership identification on microforms. Why? There are several kinds of pens for permanent writing on the fiche heading strip and a small stamp could be made up using a tight stamp pad inked up with the same kind of ink as is used in the pens.

42.   Browsing in microforms is also considered difficult. - The only difficulty that I can see is that one would have to take a fiche to a reader, if its title looks interesting. But in a library consisting mainly of fiche one might merely have to turn, in a chair, for this purpose.

43.   Using more than one book at a time and referring back and forth is considered difficult. But again, it is likely that heavy users will at least have - later on - one comfortable desktop model and also a portable reader, thus giving them access to 2 texts simultaneously. My 2 readers most frequently used cost me only $133 together & I could have got 2 for $ 90!
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44.   Charts, maps and illustrations are often difficult to read. It appears that these should routinely be filmed at a lesser reduction or, alternatively, should be read mainly with readers having dual lens capacity.

45.   Manual files are supposedly hard to maintain. Here again, I still fail to see why. No more intelligence should be required than for filing system cards. (I file mine by PEACE PLANS numbers. – J.Z., 05.) Moreover, some retrieval systems offer the option for fiche, which books don't offer, of random filing away for random access to any of them.

46.   Fiche are very susceptible to theft and “souveniering”. This would be less likely in libraries if only cheap duplicates were produced for users, for sale upon demand. Otherwise, be careful in the choice of your friends, or share your library with them anyhow, by means of a cheap fiche duplicating machine.

47.   Publishers of current journals often expect subscribers to buy also the hard copies - in a deal designed for libraries. Well, traditionalists can’t help themselves.
I have the suspicion that cheap photocopy machines, tape recorders, cameras and, naturally, microfiche duplicators and other duplicators are well on the way of doing away with copy rights. Don't weep or get mad about this. There are alternatives and some of them may even be better. To annoy you I might compile all such proposals and possibilities on a special fiche!

48.   The prediction, said one expert, that reading machines will have a useful life of 20 years seems now optimistic. Well, even my spectacles tend not to last that long - and by now they cost almost as much as a good reading machine. Do not forget, Alan Gordon Enterprises specialize on reconditioning machines. (Most of my reading machines have lasted me for more than 20 years. But none of them was heavily used. - J.Z., 24.11.05.)
49.   Unless ultra-fiche reductions or at least COM type reductions (48x or 42x) are used, most books will have to be reproduced on several fiche. - These, for convenience, ought to be kept together in an envelope. (Later, with 29x reduction, I could reproduce most books, with up to 504 pages, on a single microfiche. - J.Z., 24.11.05.)
50.   Acid-free paper envelopes should be used with microfilms.
51. If you leave their pages exposed to sunlight, or for hours under the light of a reading machine, the text might fade. – Sunlight can also damage book, magazine and newspaper pages exposed to it for many hours or days.

If you can think of any more disadvantages, point them out to me. I don't want to deceive anyone about what he is getting himself into and want to point out all these aspects, also - in small print. But I do not give much for your chance to talk me out of this medium. I am already a "true believer".   See below on some general objections. (Alas, I didn’t find enough other “true believers” in microfilms. – J.Z., 7.4.05.)

Just admit it: You, like me, don't know enough about liberty and communicating its philosophy to convince more than a handful of people of its benefits and righteousness and practicability. You can also hardly deny that our knowledge of liberty increases now all too slowly and only occasionally and then usually in mere small steps. No one has all the information he wants in his head or at his fingertips (unless he is satisfied with ignorance), when or where one wants it - although it should be thus available to us, to make us fully effective. Well, micrographics can put it there. Through micrographics you could become a fast and thorough student of liberty, staying on the right tracks, and you could grow into an efficient  light tower spreading freedom's light far around.

"Col Lee estimated that it could cost between 10 and 25 times more to store information into a computer affording access by terminals, as against storing it on microfiche." (SMH, 18.7.77.) (Well, that situation has changed since then, especially with the arrival of CD-ROMs. – J.Z., 7.4.05.)
COM fiche costs: "Quotes for original fiche vary from $ 2 to 6.50, and rates per 1,000 are from $12 to over $19." - Micrographics Australasia, 4/77.

"The number of items already copied or being copied in one form or another is incalcu​lable." - A.J. Diaz: Microforms in Libraries, 1975.
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THE ROAD TO A LIBERTARIAN ENCYCLOPEDIA

One person can only learn and know so much by heart. He needs reference works. For the purpose of self-education and attempts to guide others, not only one general libertarian encyclopedia is needed but also several specialized ones,  e.g. on definitions, refutations, slogans, ideas, observations, abstracts, reviews, indexes and special addresses.

In dispersed form and among too many people to contact easily and largely inaccessible for the majority of libertarians, most of the material to compile such encyclopedias does already exist. But so far there were only a few, too small and no systematic attempts to compile, edit and publish all of this material.

I believe that such efforts failed or were not undertaken because up to now neither the right method nor the right medium were seriously considered:

The right medium could e.g. be standard, 98 pp, 4x6" microfiche at 24x reduction.
(By now CD-ROMs would be even better – but even the humble floppy disk could contain, zipped, up to 6 books or their equivalent pages.- Alas, floppies as well as CDs are still not sufficiently used for this purpose, no more than microfilm has been! - J.Z., 24.11.05.)
The right method would be: whatever medium and arrangement is found most suitable to give all libertarians the full power of the pen: to release all their creative energies for the completion of this work.
There are probably, many different ways to go about this and a few different ones might even be pursued independently. The question so far is only whether there will be the will. 
So far, although the need for such an encyclopedic effort has often been noted, individuals were frightened off the task because, quite rightly, they perceived is as one much too large for isolated individuals. Also great financial difficulties were foreseen.

I envision the following detailed method - as one which has become feasible due to the cheapness of microfiche as a medium:

The intermediate aim must be to obtain the optimum number of contributors and editors for this encyclopedia, to gather, as far as possible, every spark of libertarian wisdom and ability for it - without becoming too repetitive.

The procedure to be adopted should somehow, but not in any authoritarian way, share out or distribute the work to be done among many participants. However, these people should not be granted a monopoly for contributions. As far as possible, everyone should be free and invited to make bids for inclusion with whatever written contributions he perceives should be included because he believes them to be truthful. 
The “method” used then is largely to use mutual correction and a gradual completion process, in numerous stages. 
This could be done without the involvement of any "professionals" (their frequent and forceful orthodoxy is a danger) and also relatively fast.      
To use this method, at least one or even several centres ought to be agreed upon.
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LIBERTARIAN MICROFICHE PUBLISHING is willing to act as such a centre and to some extent already does.

Through these centres all participating libertarians could be kept in touch, informed about progress made and invited to further contribute, all this via micro-fiched compilations. Naturally, the establishment of such centres would have to be sufficiently announced in the libertarian press.

Perhaps it cannot be stressed too much that these centres would not be directing the participants. Instead, they would just coordinate their efforts - by setting up efficient microform communication channels between then. Thus, rather than a centrally directed effort, a market like effort would take place, based on division of labour and free exchange. 
Each participant would be doing his own self-chosen task in competition - in a cooperative way - with many others.

The medium would allow many competing views and versions to be published simultaneously and would thereby help promote the settlement of disputes. No orthodoxy could conquer and dominate its pages. Not only the Austrian economists' depression theory would be discussed but also the more than 200 others, not only one definition of socialism would be discussed but all of the more than 500 others. The centre would have to file all contributions systematically, guided by reference hints of the self-appointed contributors and editors. A degree of duplication would be unavoidable but it would not matter, the medium has the space for it. Some contributors and editors would, naturally, specialize on indexing and abstracting. The submissions would be sorted and pre-edited for a first intermediate fiche issue and then distributed ( sold ) to libertarians according to their interests. The feedback from this first issue would again be collected, ordered and edited for a further, improved and more comprehensive issue.

This process would be repeated as often as seems necessary, and with as many subdivisions as will be in demand, until finally only an insignificant number of new suggestions is made during a period. From then on the encyclopedia could be considered as sufficiently finished to produce revised editions only now and then.

Another attempt to clarify this procedure (If you have already caught on, proceed to the next chapters):

In written and micro-fiched form, with ten-thousands of participants, thousands of subjects all libertarian topics, could be simultaneously advanced. The foremost libertarian knowledge on any subject could be drawn out, collected, ordered, recorded, fiched and distributed on fiche. Then it could be tested against all the other ideas, opinions and facts thus drawn out. Thousands of errors could thus be attacked at the same time. The cream would rise to the top and all refutations found or developed, all facts and ideas would be on file, on fiche, on tap for future reference by anyone. Each new intermediate fiche issue would raise the enlightenment among the participants - in their specialized area of highest interest and competence.  It would be a combined and multi-level communication effort in which each participated only according to his special interests. All results would, at frequent intervals, be made available on fiche to all interested, at the fiche price, under any sub-heading of their choice. After each new fiche issue, covering a certain section of the total debate, the opinion exchange on this section could proceed on the higher level provided by that issue. Everything would be recorded on film. Nothing would be forgotten or over looked. There are fiche frames for everything. 
Each talent could be used. Everyone could freely work in his area of highest interest and capability, surrounded, so to speak, by the microfiche surrogates of all kindred spirits in the world, thus creating an intercourse between men as spiritual beings, turning them into mental giants in the process, compared with us, anyhow. (No doubt, there will also be bitching and personality clashes but the process would ignore them and not be stopped by them.) 
In other words, the process should allow the benefits of an ideal free press and of ideal free scholarship to be combined and speeded up to the utmost.

(By now the Internet, email, email attachments, websites and, especially, CD-ROMs, not to speak of DVDs, would make this process even easier. – J.Z., 7.4.05.) 

(A general encyclopedia with open entry exists by now online, the Wikipedia. Its libertarian equivalent has still to be established. - But it would help if thousands of libertarians entered their special freedom information in the general Wikipedia. So far I know only of two such contributors. - J.Z., 24.11.05.)
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Those inclined to underestimate the effectiveness of this method (class it as collective thinking - not collectivism - or wisdom in the market) should re-consider the example set by Masaharu Matsushita in another sphere. Merely by an efficient suggestion box scheme (on which, unfortunately, I have not yet got details) he has made his 80,000 employees so creative that, in the average, these production line workers, administrators and technicians produced an almost incredible 8 written suggestions per employee, per annum, on how further to improve production. No wonder that his brands, National, Panasonics and Technics, became famous and that Matsushita Electrics rose from a $ 50 start to a major international company with 118 factories and 4,600 million dollars in sales.  (Newsweek 4/10/76)
(Later, SONY achieved much higher rates, 350 suggestions p.a. per employee, in the average and was aiming to double that rate! – J.Z., 7.4.05.) (Somewhere, there is a limit, for most people cannot work at writing down improvement suggestions full time. - J.Z., 24.11.05.)
Do you really believe libertarians would be less creative than these workers are, when given at least the same chance for expression, the same hearing, the same feedback? I believe that we could expect even more from them, seeing that their suggestions would not have to be confined to proposals regarding their bread earning jobs.

Please keep in mind the process of making this encyclopedia grow gradually, by means of many intermediate microfiche issues. These intermediate issues, summing up and recording all previous achievements and pointing out the so far unsolved problems, would help to raise the consciousness of the participants higher and higher, until at  last almost the complete vision of freedom, its potential and of the possibilities for realizing it, are clearly seen, proven, objections are all refuted, everything is completely recorded and easily accessible to anyone. Systematic use of microfiche could achieve that - and alongside this growing encyclopedia freedom would already grow, in practice, as a result of the growing body of knowledge.

Anyone wanting other instances, than the above mentioned suggestion box scheme, for similar effectiveness of simple techniques for the release of creative energies, should study e.g. the effect of 
the patent system on the industrial revolution, that of 
the salons and coffee houses in promoting enlightenment, 
the role of open air speaking centres for democratic revolutions and that of 
the committees for correspondence for the American and the French Revolutions. 
Systematic microfiche use could be even more effective than either of the above techniques was. It embraces and stimulates all such efforts and offers also unique possibilities for promoting enlightenment which it would go too far to describe here. Many of these were hinted at in the listing of 1,000 projects in PP 20/1 and some are listed below.

This method could well be initiated (once it is widely enough perceived as a possibility) by an initial encyclopedic contribution by an individual, as I attempted e.g. with Peace Plans as a whole, also with its monetary freedom sub-sections, with its ABC Against Nuclear War, with the listing of 1,000 libertarian projects in PP 20/1  and with the latest issue on freedom slogans and thoughts (PP 29).
(But all such attempts can be effective only if enough other libertarian media take note of them. Alas, this is only rarely the case. As a rule, they, too, ignore new and other libertarian approaches to liberty. Was your experience with them quite different? – By now each libertarian project could be launched on a special website. However, there is could be swamped by ten-thousands of other such websites and remain largely unnoticed by most “surfers” for a long time, even when they use search engines. – One centre or directory is needed that points out all of them, a common abstracts & review & bibliography and index compilation, a common ideas archive, a common encyclopedia. - J.Z., 7.4.05.)

For input as well as output of this kind there would have to be some small charges. For instance, a minimum charge of 25 cents per input page appears feasible at present. The combined output of contributors could be put out as soon as it would fill the first and subsequent 98 pp. fiche and could be sold like Peace Plans fiche are, for 60 cents per ordinary mail or $ 1 air mail. (Old prices! - J.Z., 05.) Other centres might charge more - or less. The ordering of the subject matter might not only be in one but in several different classification schemes. One could argue about the best one for years. For the beginning an alphabetical system with some subject divisions would do. Anyone would be free to arrange the subject matter, if he wants to. at his expense, under his own favorite classification scheme.

To make some money in-between for the centres, the intermediate issues could also be sold to non-contributors, as a new type of magazine, sold without publishing risk, with production on​ly upon demand, as information compilations to enquirers, the centres acting as information centres.
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If someone insisted that his contribution be included unabridged and unedited, then he could also be accommodated, e.g. under the conditions of Peace Plans and Libertarian Microfiche Publishing for magazine and book publications. For those who pay the going small fees for this, a guarantee could be given that their material would be published as they desire, at least in the intermediate issues, and perhaps, also in the final issues, at least as advertisements. These people would also have the advantage of being at least microfiche-published in the meantime and could order as many copies of their material as they liked for distribution by themselves or their agents.

The contributions would, as a rule, not be paid for. At most, at this stage, once could offer a percentage share in the profits which might be made, according to the per line writing or editing contribution. By all means, initial for this purpose all your material and the material you edited.

Among the conditions for material contributions would have to be the following: Camera-ready copy must be submitted. Maximum size: A 4, with strong contrast lettering and images.

Renunciation of copyrights, at least for these micro issues.(After all, the widest possible circulation of this material is the aim!) Permission to make editorial changes.

At least an attempt towards tolerance for the tolerant and voluntaristic efforts of others should permeate the contributions. (We want to win friends, not enemies with our program.)

Naturally, not all contributors would want to participate in all of the gradual improvement process, issue by issue. They would join it wherever and as long as they liked. But if they wanted to, all could participate at least as readers and occasional critics, in much of it, and at a very moderate cost, for the fiche issues of greatest interest to them.

Whosoever continued to subscribe to all issues, once the project is in full swing, would have the indirect but immediate benefit of being at the forefront of libertarian thinking on all subjects - and would have the opportunity to spearhead it wherever he could. Who can resist the temptation to communicate when he has found a very patient listener for his favorite subject?

The final product, on many microfiche, would still be cheap enough to become a bestseller among libertarians. It could also be offered as a package deal with a reading machine to those who would not have got themselves a reading machine as yet. Alternatively, it might also be offered separately in several specialized encyclopedias, according to demand.

Pretty much of this material would already fit into a wallet sized fiche holder, cheaply available in plastic (27 - 39 cents from Taylor Merchant, in minimum lots of 50 ) which holds up to 40 fiche. This could be taken in a pocket, together with a cheap viewer, for reference purposes, practically anywhere, to meetings, seminars etc.

Others might be satisfied with merely having a centre nearby from which they could any time get a duplicate set or sub-set upon demand.

Alternatively, others might want an access to the central file via a remote computer terminal. Thus this encyclopedia might never physically and completely come into the hands of anyone. But there are likely to be some who would want it there - and they could afford it at the price microfiche reproduction offers.

We have the means, the knowledge, the funds and the method, between us.  

What is so far missing is just the will or the persistence.  Are you "interested? Your chance is here. 
Will you go fiching with me or by yourself?  Is the above project sufficiently
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attractive as a bait for you to give me a chance to involve your interests and talents?

Microfiche is a fast, suitable and cheap medium for this process. To my knowledge only computerized conferencing with unlimited participation, unlimited recording and retrieval potential, could do as well or better. As yet it cannot economically compete. 
On details of-computer conferencing see "Creative Computing", Sept-Oct. 1977, pp. 54-60. (It is also available on microfiche, see the above listing.)

The combined power of released,  productively engaged and coordinated human energies is unlimited.  
For it the production of the multi-volume (or rather multi-fiche) libertarian encyclopedia, in the way described above, would be just a minor task.

YOU ARE HEREBY INVITED TO BECOME A CONTRIBUTOR TO THE PLANNED LIBERTARIAN ENCYCLOPEDIA and to submit anything relevant under any heading chosen by you, in photo-ready form, sized 8x11"(A4) and to include at least 25 cents per page. We will publish this material whenever 98 pp. of it are compiled for another fiche issue.
If you know any cheaper & easier way, take it, but, please, let us know!
(By now up to 3000 freedom books could be published very cheaply on a CD-ROM, up to 15 000 on a DVD and over a million on an external HD of 320 Gbs, which need no cost more than $ 300, if it were produced for a large order for thousands of participants and already filled as far as thousands of libertarian computer users could and should fill it. Imagine a complete freedom library at home, perhaps annually updated by a single cheap CD-ROM or DVD at most. - J.Z., 24.11.05.

PROBLEMS OF GROWING BOOK LIBRARIES: If book publishing continued at the current rate, then it has been estimated that Yale, by 2040 AD would have about 200 million volumes, covering more than 6 000 miles of shelves. Its catalog would require 8 acres & to register the growth rate of 12 million volumes p.a. would require a staff of more than 6,000 people!

Diazo film exposed to tropical sunlight for 6 months was faded but still legible in a reader!
J.P. Baen, editor of Galaxy, wrote in the Aug. 77 issue: "In the past 4 years or so something on the order of twenty thousand manuscripts have passed through my hands.” He did not say how many of these he accepted or rejected. Some of those rejected, although they did not please him enough, might have still found many satisfied readers. On microfiche the authors could have easily published them themselves. All this vast additional writing could have been opened up by surveys, special collections, abstracts and reviews - also put out on fiche by some of the experts or the fans.

Microfiche is creating channels through which the energies of committed people can be very cheaply applied. - paraphrasing a section of the FOE constitution of 78.

Micrographics can play a large role in solving the problem of the age:

"The problem of the age is how to get individuals involved in their own emancipation." - 
Quoted by Martha Walashek in "LeFevre's Journal", Spring 78.

Microfiche everything worthwhile remembering, communicating and having readily at hand anywhere.

US government agencies are now distributing 20 million fiche p.a. thru a copies on demand system. NASA copies are sent free. (That was later confined to US citizens only. – J.Z., 7.4.05.)
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LIBERTARIAN PROJECTS FOR WHICH MICROFICHE WOULD BE THE IDEAL MEDIUM

1.   Compilation, gradual & publication of a libertarian encyclopedia. (See the above chapter.)

2.   A comprehensive libertarian bibliography.

3.   Alphabetical indexes to whole sets of libertarian books and papers, e.g. those of & on Ayn Rand.

4.   Directories listing libertarians according to their special libertarian interests and projects.

5.   Libertarian research in progress file.

6.   A catalog of libertarian ideas, with at least a 1 page summary each, and references to where the full discussion texts can be obtained. (PP 20 supplied only about 1,000 headings for such a scheme.)

7.   Home-operated libertarian bookshops, libraries and reading rooms.

8.   Cheap publication of libertarian newsletters and magazines.

9.   Publication of libertarian book manuscripts which otherwise would stand only a small chance for publication.

10. Publication of libertarian archives and files now in private possession or that of libertarian groups.

11. Publication of libertarian lecture notes & research papers. 
12. A libertarian clipping service. 
13. Libertarian books and monographs upon demand. 
14. Re-publication of scarce old libertarian works and magazines. 
15. A handbook of slogans for liberty. (See Peace Plans No. 29.) 
16. A handbook of the best refutation of common errors & myths. 
17. A libertarian dictionary, completing the Anderson/Miles effort. 
18. A collection of libertarian humor & comics. 
19. A comprehensive handbook of libertarian aphorisms. 
20. A handbook of libertarian definitions. 
21. A monetary freedom handbook. (Collaborators needed now.) 
22. Libertarian flow-chart discussions.(6 table-sized ones could be put on one fiche for only $ 3.)

23. Automated retrieval systems for libertarian information. 
24. A libertarian information service. 
25. At last publication of translations of rare libertarian works which otherwise might remain out of sight for further decades.
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26. A comprehensive central libertarian library (or one in every country) offering fiche duplicates upon demand.

27. Libertarian correspondence courses even at university level, with all material and answers to questions compiled on fiche. (One is now offered online by the Mises Institute. But, excellent as most of its offers are, does it as yet embrace all libertarian knowledge and correct ideas? - J.Z., 24.11.05.)
28. At least one centre with all micrographic facilities in every country. Minimum equipment should be readers, duplicators and reader/printers. Filming of masters could initially be left to the service bureaus. These centres could also act as libraries, bookshops and on demand publishers for fiche.

29. A printed or fiched journal of libertarian author's abstracts, not only of selected and edited scholarly ones, with the full texts only available upon demand and on fiche, perhaps directly from the authors.

30. Compilations of libertarian letters to the editor, past and present, perhaps in new types of magazines.

31. Compilations of reviews of libertarian works, properly indexed & edited.

32. Combined issues of several different libertarian newsletters and magazines on combined fiche.

33. A literary agency for libertarians - which would at least achieve microfiche publication for all submissions, for a small fee.

34. A combined catalog of all books, old and new, offered for sale by libertarians. Could be a quarterly or even monthly.

35. A combined mailing list on fiche, leading finally, after editorial and questionnaire work by volunteers, to a comprehensive listing of libertarians according to interests - all those who do not mind being so listed.

36. Publication of feed-back from readers of specific libertarian works.

37. Assembly and sale of libertarian package libraries on fiche. 
38. Continuation of libertarian magazines which, otherwise, would have to be discontinued for financial reasons, like Robert LeFevre's excellent newsletter, now.

Dozens of other such uses are possible. Give your imagination free reign. Be part of and win thru the information revolution.

The extensive use of microfiche is the most important step which can be taken RIGHT NOW towards making all worthwhile knowledge easily accessible - to counter the myths in the present social "sciences".

WHAT'S IN IT, FOR ME - AND FOR YOU ?
"Whatever we want it to be" - would be a concise answer.
But some of you might be curious & patient enough to read me further:

I have so far written 4 Libertarian books and many essays (mostly only in the Peace Plans series). As you may have noted, they were not bestsellers and may never be. My aim is to market my favourite ideas in other ways, once I have them down on paper to my own satisfaction.

I would also like to write quite a number more of them. Notes and material for these are accumulating at a sometimes overwhelming rate. Alas, I have neither a publisher nor enough readers for their normal type publication.

If I would attempt to publish all these future writings only through PEACE PLANS, then this would take me many decades - which I may not have got. It would also cost me a great amount of work and money merely to produce these very limited issues and, worst of all, I would achieve only a very limited effect. Even a large circulation of a printed Peace Plans issue would not make enough of a difference. 
Due to the absence of a proper market for freedom ideas, even proper publication in thousands or ten-thousands of copies would amount only to another drop on a hot stone.

Instead, I can now save work and money and produce these planned books and essays relatively fast and cheaply on microfiche, can concentrate on improving my written expression and my references and, last not least, can work towards improving the chances for my own good ideas as well as those of everyone else, all via microfiche. 
Now, with microfiche, I can not only cheaply "publish", i.e. make available upon demand, my own writings but those of dozens of other Libertarians, past and present. I could do so free, if I wanted to, or for a very small charge. 
Just an instance: So far, this year, starting in May, I have put out on fiche 8 Peace Plans issues, including 2 books, while so far it had taken me 13 years to produce a mere 21 issues. And this is only the beginning and none of the past and present issues will ever be out of print. With these 8 issues I have so far saved myself mailing labour and costs. But I wanted to put out this introductory booklet for the transition stage. This last booklet makes me only too aware, again, of the large cost-differential between the media.
The day may not be far, now, when I, or someone else, may be able to offer you a large libertarian encyclopedia on microfiche, one able to clear up most of your remaining doubtful points, wherever and whenever you need the clarification, for a mere $ 200, including a "free" reader, perhaps even for much less. 
The possibilities become almost endless once you look closely at this medium - new for most libertarians.

I have often asked myself: Are libertarians slower than other people to become involved with new media and opportunities and use them for their cause???

Compare, e.g. how long it took them to produce their first libertarian film - long after the market had made cheap filming equipment available. Think about how they failed to finance, between them, an "Atlas Shrugged" film, whose production would have given A.R. full veto rights, although this would have cost her admirers probably only $ 5 per head. Think on how recent and also still relatively small the "flood" of libertarian books and magazines is - compared with the total output of titles and impressions appearing every year on all subjects.
Remember how long it took before recording tape was utilized by institutions like Audio Forum, how unknown and underdeveloped libertarian CB networks still are ( I know of none in Australia!). Consider how little video TV is still used for our purposes, although it is financially well within the reach of most libertarians or libertarian groups.
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Think about how few of the present broadcasting opportunities are utilized (small as they are) and how weak our push is towards enlarging then. (Even the fundamentals of broadcasting freedom have not yet been thoroughly discussed. Only Ayn Rand’s alternative is widely known so far - and it has its faults.)

We have still only a few libertarian type schools and not a single university yet - or not any more since Freedom Academy folded. There are just some scholarly "beachheads" in all too few conventional universities.

Even our library efforts are still rather weak and inefficient and our Libertarian Press organization lasted only a short time and has not yet been revived in any form. 
Look also at how little and inefficiently even ordinary office filing methods are used by libertarian groups. Even religious sectarians could put us to shame in that. 
(Vivian Forbes of the Queensland Progress Party and the Australian FEE, is a shiny exception with his filing method and practice.)
Some groups have indeed computerized address lists - but the most important information which would allow inter-communication, special interests, is usually not included, and the lists are usually kept secret until it is too late. 
Become also aware to what little extent institutions like coffee houses, open air speaking places and even bulletin boards are utilized by libertarians. 
Take note of the small number of libertarians who are in touch with each other locally and internationally.

Go into any large library's reference section, glance at, ponder or peruse its hundreds if not thousands of specialized handbooks and encyclopedias: There is not one comparable libertarian encyclopedia among them. As far as these reference works go, libertarianism is almost non-existent.

In short, the existing market & facilities for information are used more against us than by us and few. if any, of the techniques we could use are used to the fullest. Compared with all the techniques we could use effectively, we are almost acting like Stone Age savages. Oh, yes, we have a variety of excuses. But look closer at them and you will find them to be just that.

Look especially at the fact that there is as yet not one libertarian computerized data bank in existence - although hundreds of other such banks exist and although computers are becoming cheaper and cheaper - certainly affordable for the movement as a whole and for many of its sections.

Consider the fact that apart from my own small initial effort there is as yet no specialized libertarian microfiche service in existence, no library of this kind, no bookshop offering this service - although this is a multi-purpose medium all of us can afford.

I have previously tried to appeal to your imagination and special interests, with Peace Plans listing hundreds of ideas and later, with PP 20 listing more than 1,000 of them. But, instead of seeing these as part of a market survey to get a division of labour scheme going among ourselves, you were deterred or non-comprehending towards the total vision of new market institutions between us - to solve our communications problems - and of the institutional machinery, with many parts, required to bring about a genuinely cultural revolution outside our circles and thereby, indirectly, liberating ourselves. 

Tunnel-vision appears to be very wide spread, even among libertarians. The vision of a libertarian information utility, based on computers, as the aim of a limited cooperation between many libertarians, each better pursuing his own priorities, a final data bank integrated with all other data banks, appeared as too utopian to most libertarians. This although it is financially within our reach to build it up, as I have shown in: “An Ideal Market for Freedom Ideas’.(In PEACE PLANS 20, now available zipped upon request as e-mail attachment. - J.Z., 24.11.05.) Lack of vision, lack of faith. Most didn't even understand that initially only paper files were intended - to be expanded by cooperation, until we can finally afford modern technical means. Most did not grasp that their involvement did not require more than their involvement in ONE of a 1,000 projects, the one closest to their heart and mind. 
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Now, and here, I offer you a scaled down and easier comprehensible version: the micro-graphic aspect of the project and its advantages for you and me.
Its technical aspects are much simpler to understand than computer technology. Its costs are so far much lower. Service bureaus exist to look very cheaply after the technical side. In other words, the information storage, correlation and access system envisioned in our Super Computer scheme (which David Z. recently called rather an "Ideas Power Network" - have you got a more suitable name to suggest?) can be largely promoted and part-realized using micrographics as an intermediate technology. Micrographics is a technique not too difficult for newcomers to grasp fast and effectively utilize. It is one which requires only a minimum financial investment and which can give you obvious and immediate benefits. It is also a technology which is compatible with and already intermarried with computer technology - in cheap and automated service processes - wherever turnover and demand permit. It does not require any radical opinion or action changes from you. It is within your grasp - if only you understand this opportunity. (All too few did! - J.Z., 24.11.05.)
How else could you get e.g. a book published for less than $ 30 and have it stay in print or available upon demand, indefinitely? 
How, otherwise, could you "publish" a magazine for an initial outlay, for the master, of only $ 6 in production costs, with copies produced upon demand any time you wanted them, cheap duplicates copies at that?

Now, by Libertarian Microfiche Publishing, a first, limited and exploratory attempt is made to reverse your non-involvement with and under-utilization of available resources, techniques, ideas, knowledge and talents. 
After a hard look at this medium, for several months, and after having already become involved with it (for microeconomic reasons), I have come to believe, that by using microfiche technology for recording, retrieving and communicating among ourselves, we can solve most of our remaining problems and be soon far on the way towards our aims.

What about you? Is this just to be another opportunity you are going to waste or ignore because you already "know", "from experience" that it cannot possibly work? If so, where is "The Remnant"?
***********************
Fiche technology has now reached the point where it is generally cheaper to process information by fiche than by the usual methods of printing and binding etc. Any individual or group can now have their own reader and fiche library. Any centre of any size can have both readers and a reader-printer so that there is ready interchangeability between the two forms to meet anyone's need or inclination. - Robert Sagehorn

THE CHEAPEST SATISFACTORY READER I KNOW OF, the Kodak Ektalite 120, trades presently in a remainder sale for only $ A 45 at Microsystems, 140 Arthur St., North Sydney. Hurry, while the stock lasts. If I had spare cash I would invest in these.

Already Sir John Hershel, in 1853, proposed that microfilm be used as a medium for the publication of encyclopedias and dictionaries. (By the way, outdating of these and of books can be very cheaply overcome by the supply of supplementary fiche.)
"Microfiche is the most suitable medium for the overwhelming majority of library material", - S. J. Teague: Microform librarianship, Butterworths, 77. 
It is especially suitable for COM catalogues, low circulation monographs, out of print books, synoptic journal articles, periodicals, data services, programmed learning material and theses.

Space savings through microfiche use have been estimated at 90-95 %. My library can now grow indefinitely!
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AUTOMATION IN PUBLIC LIBRARIES

Although most librarians are now public servants and most of them are ideologically more or less collectivists, they have in their sphere and thinking and practice much more advanced towards an automated information network and are much more aware of its benefits than most libertarians are. They utilize the new technologies, micrographics and computers, extensively, at our expense, and have explored future possibilities in many books and articles.

One of the dangers is that they might develop their information systems so far and put it so much into the public's eyes that the bias contained in most of them, at least in their social sciences sections (with hardly any libertarian input in them) might become strengthened and perpetuated: 
Without extensive libertarian library work on our side, i.e. cataloging, bibliographic, indexing and abstracting services, without an encyclopedic and archival accumulation, information services and automated retrieval systems, without systematically collecting all of our knowledge and making it more accessible, libertarian works are likely to become submerged in the flood of other works. In the total image of the written work they may appear then as no more than the limited output of an insignificant sectarian group, not worth a serious notice. 
That is one of the reasons why I would like libertarians to get into the front-lines of the ongoing information revolution - or at least to do their homework thoroughly, using all technological aids within their reach and financial means. Computer-accessible and COM produced catalogs are growing rapidly. Automated searches of literature are offered for a small fee at least on some subject and for recent serials publications.

According to Micrographics Australasia, 4/78, over 1,000 libraries in 46 US states make now use of an on-line data computer network in Columbus, at the Ohio College library centre, mainly for bibliographic data, catalogs and document cross referencing. MARC: Computer assisted book selection, using Machine Readable Cataloging, has been developed since 1968 to catalog at least all British and American books. 
J.C. LeGates of EDUCOM, Boston, has been involved for years in the design and implementation of an international computer network whose purpose is the sharing of educational computer resources. Now, in the second half of 78, the proposed international data bank system MIDAS is finally to come into operation. There were OTC delays re dates and charge details.

Keep in mind that all the computer output of these automated systems is now cheaply recordable on COM fiche and also, that already ¼ of the material in large US libraries is in microforms.

There are a lot of things happening in this sphere. THINK BIG ON LITTLE THINGS : TO PROMOTE BIG IDEAS.

31
YOU AND THE INFORMATION REVOLUTION
The information revolution is happening, whether you like it or not. Unless the statists monopolize and abuse it, it will even realize libertarianism, almost by the way.

How? By unearthing pro-freedom information and making it available cheaply and handily to all who are interested and by refuting the popular myths in the social sciences whenever anybody confronts its information service network with any of the problems of interest to him. 
Naturally, this presumes that our freedom ideas and solutions 

 are integrated into the system and 

b) are right in most instances.

You can do something about the former and should by now have the required faith (to be convincing) in the latter, based on sufficient knowledge of at least one or the other aspect of liberty. 
By changing the ideas of people the information revolution will also, inevitably, change their actions.

It will do this on a much larger scale than that of all libertarian educational efforts so far undertaken - and it will do this in an almost automatic way. (Naturally, G.I.G.O. applies.) 
Indirectly, and via the opinion makers, its messages will get into the mass media and, e.g. via TV, into every living room. 
Media, journalists and writers who ignored these information sources would soon be laughed or boycotted out of existence.

Considering this development you have 3 major choices open to you:

1.) Just sit back, hoping for the best and let it happen, like most religious people do: "Allah Il Allah", "What will be will be" or: "Let God be a Good Man". Naturally, you would then run the risk that the Statists will abuse the new information technology to keep you enslaved, perhaps permanently, according to Orwell’s vision of 1984. To me it is really surprising how many libertarians so far adopted this fatalistic stance towards what is, objectively, the greatest opportunity and hope for our times.

2.) Instead, you might go on to more or less ineffectually utilize whatever of the old imperfect communication means are avail-
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able to you. Considering the number of serious libertarians already turned off from these "opportunities", after years of largely vain and frustrated efforts, I don’t give much for your chances. Admittedly, in fits and starts, often only more or less accidentally, something or the other is achieved in this way - but usually only at huge costs and after enormous backslides and the waste or under-utilization of most of the few libertarian creative energies that are available now.

3.) You can attempt to understand and optimally utilize the ways and means of the information revolution, utilizing them thru service bureaus and through some equipment of your own. Thus, and thus only, could you become an effective part of this revolution and help to direct it towards liberty, much faster and with much greater certainty than would happen otherwise.

I, for one, am getting more and more impatient for liberty, especially with horse and buggy approaches towards it (yea, although they may have been good enough for our founding fathers!), and want to utilize as soon as possible the most effective freedom promoting tools - or build them.

As you can imagine, options 1 & 2 are no longer worth serious consideration for me, except as approaches to be criticized. Whosoever is now stuck on this level and more or less satisfied with it, has all too limited vision, is likely to remain stuck there and has only himself to blame. But one has at least to admire his persistence in the face of overwhelming odds.
Effective action is likely to come only from those taking path 3. This is my main message. Remain as ignorant, blind and deaf towards it as you like. A few will get it. They will be enough - because their creative energies will become fully released in this sphere.
Welcome to it - or good riddance!

SMALL PAGES AREN'T A SMALL IDEA!

A DIVISION OF LABOUR SCHEME AMONG LIBERTARIANS
CAN BE RAPIDLY AND ECONOMICALLY BE INITIATED AND MAINTAINED
BY MEANS OF MICROFICHE.
(But not by a single-handed effort, not even of this kind, according to my experience. – J.Z., 7.4.05.)
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SOME OBJECTIONS AND ANSWERS

A) "WHO WOULD READ MICROFICHED PUBLICATIONS?"
That is the same kind of question as: "Who is interested in liberty, now?" - Naturally, so far only a fraction - but potentially almost all! Already now the use of microforms is more widely spread than most people are aware of. In large libraries in the US about 25 % of the material is already in one or the other microform. (In Australia so far only about 5 %.) The percentage is growing, so fast that no listing attempt has as yet caught up with all that is produced on microfilm.

Libertarian microfiche, even assuming that no one has or will get any private readers, are already readable in most large libraries, e.g. by students and academics - who constitute no small fraction of the libertarian movement. Many others have access to readers in the enterprises they work in.

Libertarian microfiche can also easily become part of the general stock of literature in all large libraries. Due to their cheapness, they can even be donated in considerable numbers, by authors, publishers or other sponsors. A much wider coverage of libraries can be obtained than with printed media. 
Moreover, the microfiche format allows and invites the cheap production of comprehensive bibliographies, indexes and abstracting services by anyone wanting to make his specialty thus easier accessible.
Free reading machines and cheap ones can be obtained and can be expected.

Already now much libertarian material or material of interest to libertarians is available on microfiche and the quantity of this material is going to grow rapidly - until it becomes irresistible for most. 
E.g. Tucker’s "Liberty", all issues, is already down from the Greenwood reprint at $ 545 to the $ 42 film rolls from University Microfilms. Fiching could bring this down to an estimated $ 20-25 and who among the genuine libertarians wouldn't want Tucker’s complete magazine at such a price and would not be aware that he could save the price of  2 conventional and high qua​lity microfiche readers in this single deal? (My LMP edition is still offered for only $ 27. - J.Z., 24.11.05.)
Moreover, only by fully utilizing this form can much of the most needed libertarian reference material be cheaply collected, accessed and publicized in the first place! Thus one can rather ask:
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Who can afford not to read microfiche?

Even if one were to work only for the medium or long term future: One’s material would be immediately available to the few who are already interested in it now. 
It would never be out of print and it could be reproduced, any time, in as large quantities as is desired, upon demand.

Micrographics also happens to be among the fastest growth industries and this although it has so far covered only a fraction of the potential market. The household market remains practically virgin territory. Depending on your outlook, this is either a great difficulty or a great opportunity.

In short, all those will read microfiche who see the immediate and the potential benefits.

B) "WHO IS GOING TO BE INTERESTED IN ENCYCLOPAEDIC AND

MICRO-FICHED COMPILATIONS OF THE FREEDOM PHILOSOPHY & APPLICATIONS?”
"Only a few would be so interested and they are already converted. Most people would not touch such information sources with a long pole."

This is, indeed, a persuasive argument, one based on much experience. Nevertheless, it is superficial and not realistic enough: It contains, e.g. a few unchecked assumptions like:
There is a fundamental and insurmountable lack of interest among the majority (even of libertarians), 
a sufficiency of knowledge exists already among the few, the power of truth is to be doubted (even when most comprehensively, rationally and effectively advocated and demonstrated ).

Such and similar are the notions of libertarians who, aware how almost all their past efforts failed, have given up hope and have come to assert that even the BEST efforts MUST fail. They overlook e.g. that although only a few will persist towards obtaining comprehensive knowledge on any freedom subject, these few, nevertheless, sooner or later, shape the opinions of all others. Moreover, these few, with micro-fiched comprehensive information at their fingertips (even on how best to interest and persuade semi-literate and only half interested people (after all, even advertising and propaganda have by now come close to being sciences), these few can also become much more effective than they were ever before and "work miracles". 
Thus, in my eyes, the above objection is just a weak defence of
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defeatist attitudes, a self-fulfilling prophecy in an attempt to avoid basic thinking about the fundamental problems confronting libertarians today.

Is there a single genuine and active libertarian alive today who has never as yet wished to have a libertarian encyclopedia handy to consult - when involved in an argument and somewhat short of better arguments, better information, more details, historical precedents or even jokes on the subject? 
How, without micro-fiching, is such a work to become a reality, soon, and at prices everyone could afford?

Think about it and think sufficiently small and in detail to arrive at big thoughts!

B) "I'LL ALWAYS PREFER BOOKS!"
Microfiche also offers THESE more than ever before! It does so either thru the use of reader/printers or through "on demand publishing" services based on microfiche or microfilm masters. Most of the publishers on demand already offer a Xerox copy as an expensive alternative.

You must remember here that microfiche offers you in this way many books which otherwise would remain out of your reach and out of print for long periods.
( I have been looking for certain books in vain for a quarter of a century! I might soon microfiche my search list - and perhaps that of some others.) 
In the meantime, while you are waiting for years or decades and cannot afford the rare books price, you could, to console yourself, enjoy a projection of your favorite & otherwise inaccessible books, much enlarged, upon your living room wall. 
Alternatively, if others have not yet made a particular rare book available to you in this form (with a print always at your option, through coin operated reader/printer machines, or through your nearest micrographic service bureau), you could make an arrangement with one of the current happy owners of the scarce book, to get a microfiche master made for yourself and your friends. You might find it worthwhile for as low an issue as 5 to 10 copies.

I do not intend to offer a full size copy service at this stage. I rather cater to the tastes of the most progressive people than
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that of the most conservative ones. So, unless your money persuades me otherwise, it’s just microfiche or nothing, from me. 
Naturally, neither microfiche nor any other duplicating means is going to solve the problems of a collector of scarce original prints. As for myself, a good photocopy or micro-photographic copy on microfiche, will do me any time. I, for one, am not interested in unique and fancy wrappings of a message - unless they do offer, as microfiche does, special utility.

D) SOME TECHNICAL OBJECTIONS
"Most microfiche reproductions are only in black and white and colour fiche are expensive." 
This is true. But colourfiche will become cheaper, like colour photography and colour TV did. Diaz, in "Microforms in Libraries", asserted that reference books are rarely and should never be used in microforms. Probably he has already corrected himself in the 1977 edition of this work which was not accessible to me. I saw only a 75 issue. As I am interested mainly in producing or accessing libertarian reference material in microform and spreading for this purpose, initially, the use of cheap readers (perhaps only just good enough for short reference purposes and very portable), I could not disagree more. It is precisely micro-fiched references which become accessible with the cheapest readers. 
As for other practical use, the motor spare parts trade, for instance, is (was! – J.Z., 05.) using large quantities of microfiche, updating it every few weeks or months and simply discarding the old fiche. (Naturally, it is accessing these with large desktop model readers.)

In the very book edited by Diaz (a reader), it was noted on p. 420 that the searchers of Chemical Abstracts found the filmed form more efficient and less exhausting to search than the numerous printed issues.

Apart from this, at least the graduate book catalogs in university libraries are already largely converted to microfiche, even in Australia. The whole catalog thus fits into one slim folder, handled while comfortably sitting down near a reading machine. 
Eye strain: This appears more imagined than real. Most complaints are made only by the casual user. 
(Provided, naturally, that a suitable reading machine, with suitable lenses is offered and that the microfiche are quality products. Librarians do not always care enough about these aspects and have thus turned off many students and scholars. – J.Z., 7.4.05.)

Experienced users seldom complain. Moreover, as one of the experts said: "Complaints about the difficulty of using microfilm and other microforms are rarely expressed by those who heretofore had so much trouble finding and
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using these resources in their published form." 
Many of the technical objections against reading machines would soon disappear and many improved machines would be offered, once the present situation became reversed: NOW, the buyer of the machine is normally not the user and the user of the machine is normally not the buyer. When readers are finally introduced into the household market, then this situation will soon be reversed - because in this market most people select and buy their own machines for their own use.

E) SOME FINANCIAL OBJECTIONS

It has been rightly pointed out that those costs which are replaced by the use of microforms (printing, paper and binding), are among the smaller costs of publications and will usually be no more than 15-20 % of the retail costs of a book. Thus micro-publishing in itself, it is said, offers no prospect of significant savings as an alternative method of publishing individual books.

This is perhaps right, but if so then only for large impressions books like e.g. mass paper backs. 
(W. G. Bovee has estimated that the economic advantage lies with microfiche publications even in runs of up to 50,000 copies!) 
My aim is mainly to get onto microfiche all the worthwhile material which is now rejected by publishers because it can be foreseen that it is of interest only to a few and these are hard to reach. 
Microfiche publishing can very well compete with low impression reprints of scholarly books. 
It can put anyone cheaply into "print", with an almost unbelievably low initial outlay being required only, and afterwards any number of duplicates can be cheaply reproduced, when needed, upon demand, for 16 to 30 cents per duplicate fiche containing up to 98 pp of up to A 4 sized printed matter, i.e. on the stan​dard NMA literary material sized fiche at 24 x reduction. 
(Up to 48x reduced pages can be easily read with good and cheap reading machines. And with larger reduction rates many more book pages can be placed onto one microfiche. One standard issue for me was to place 504 pages onto one microfiche, using merely 29 x reduction. – I was able to increase my previous annual printed page output 89 times via microfiche. - J.Z., 7.4.05.)

Look e.g. at the remainder sales of ordinary books on popular subjects to find how often book publishers, even after a careful weeding out of manuscripts, still misjudge the market and get little if anything back from a large capital investment. This makes them, quite naturally, all the more wary of publishing books for which, quite obviously, a large and immediate demand appears unlikely. But, by now, everyone can get cheaply into self-publishing: thru microfiche. This does, indeed, make a vast difference.
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It would, e.g. and by the way, undermine the whole mythology of the supposedly “monopolistic capitalistic press".

A. J. Diaz in his "Microforms in Libraries" claimed in 1975 that masters are still expensive to produce. This may have been the truth still in 1975, when his book came out, but it is no longer true now, at least not for microfiche: For instance: Two Sydney service bureaus charged until recently only 2.5 cents to 5 cents for reproducing a single book page on microfiche film masters. There may be others who are even cheaper. The highest charge I heard of so far was $ 20 to produce a 98 pages master. I also read somewhere that some of the microfilm publishers even offered to produce masters free - if only the client offered them the reproducible originals. The time may not be far off when the microfiche publishers will pay anyone a finder’s fee for submitting a work for filming which they could add to their selection and make money from – by selling its duplicates.

F) "COPYRIGHTS WILL PREVENT THIS DEVELOPMENT."
One can either work with or get around copyrights. Moreover, like it or not, micrographics will be another coffin nail for copy-rights privileges as means to reward intellectual efforts. It supports the trend set by copying machines, cheap duplicating and cassette recording. Because of their low volume such reprints will often be hard to discover and can even be kept secret among friends.

Admittedly, presently copyrights are still an obstacle to reproducing on fiche all that is desired. But it has this in common with normal reprints.

Moreover, it does not obstruct microfiching all those works which are no longer subject to copyrights, and of manuscripts for whose microfiche reproduction no copyrights are claimed.
Microfiching of copyrighted material can, naturally, also be achieved by special arrangements. Even now, some Australian book publishers are considering issuing at least some of their new books in fiche.

The arrangement used by Oxford Microform Publications is to produce low volume microfiche issues of copyrighted books - when the books are out of print and a book issue would not be profitable to the original publishers.
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Similarly, a micro publisher might offer a book publisher to produce and sell his out of print books on fiche only WHILE the books are out of print. He could even offer to make the addresses of the purchasers of the microforms available to the publisher of the books - for later canvassing for the reprinted issues. 
Other publishers, like Inter Documentation Co & Pergamon Press seem to have recognized the possibility of simply charging close to book prices for microforms unobtainable in book form - and thus make as much or even more profit.

Hopefully, more and more people will simply renounce copyrights - having become acquainted with the moral and utilitarian case against it - and will resort rather to other means to obtain returns for their intellectual labour.

The growth of retrieval systems producing material for the public domain, will increase this trend. 
So much material will be available in a few years, from automated information services, that only few will be willing to pay the price for copyrighted works, i.e. the latter will largely be priced out of the market. 
An author, who wants to be read, will then have to renounce copyrights and will thereby become known and obtain many of the indirect benefits accruing to him from being known. 
That many libertarians, although aware of the difficulties of spreading their message and the low circulation of their copyrighted output, nevertheless, by copyrights, restrict the further circulation of their material, indicates a case of intellectual blindness, ideological dogmatism or shortsighted selfishness. 
Well, copyrights claims and privileges will be one of the many subjects likely to be solved by the coming-up intensive and widespread libertarian debate which will be carried on via microfiche.

(Here, again, I joined the ranks of prophets proven wrong. – J.Z., 7.4.05.)

"In Britain, in the course of this year, some 27,000 new books will be brought out by about 300 publishers." -The Free Nation, 31/3/78. 
What are our chances to make an impression in this kind of market by producing just another handful of books? Who could read, even in his lifetime the annual output of a single major publishing country or come across these books during the year? 
The information explosion, using the old means, has become unmanageable for the individual. 
But help is on the way. Miracle Information Systems and Microfilm Data Systems, have retrieval systems accessing any of a million document pages within seconds. The latter machine costs only $ 12,000. 
Access costs per page only 1.2 cents. Imagine a libertarian encyclopedia of that volume, accessible in that way!. Every major libertarian group could afford such a machine - and between us we can fill its pages.
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WHEN THERE IS A W A Y, IS THERE A  W I L L  AMONG YOU ?

All libertarian knowledge could be at your fingertips, soon, including the knowledge how to realize libertarianism (at least for ourselves). 
(Who cares if others prefer not to live under libertarianism? That merely means that they will be less interesting to us as trading partners. – J.Z., 7.4.05.)

If this possibility does not interest you, don't go on reading!.

As individuals today, using only the conventional means, we can only be students of liberty, for all of our lives. But our knowledge, when it is "pooled", sorted our, correlated and "cleaned", does already contain most of what we need to know, provided only all of us combine all that we know individually. The rest could be worked out rather fast under the new "pooling" conditions. 
This is where micrographics comes in, as a "pooling" tool that is right now accessible to everyone (at least in the Western World). Compared with this tool, our present printed communications are almost as backward as ancient cuneiform impressions on clay tablets are compared with the modern printed word.

Mind you, my comparison refers here only to the potential usefulness of micrographics for communications among ourselves, in the first place, to turn us into potential “lighthouses” – which, between them have all the knowledge of all the free, safe and promising routes forward. With the existing mass media we could take it from there. Anyone can follow a light. Micrographics, in this respects, is just the tool to make us knowledgeable enough to turn us into lights - which are strong enough for others, even rather insensitive ones, to notice and follow. (Mind you, I propose only a spread of ideas, not of new "leaders".)

The alternative route(one internalizing and automating the enlightenment process by the maximization of automated data collection and retrieval banks, micrographic and computerized banks within which the libertarian knowledge grows with all other knowledge, and thru which it is directly or indirectly available to all, and will be spread upon every quest for information in the social sciences ) appears harder for most libertarians to grasp - although there are so many science fiction fans among them who have often seen the end results of the information revolution described. For details consult again Peace Plans No. 20.

If you imagine that you already know all the answers and just lack facilities to communicate them to the masses, then you are not the type of libertarian I am trying to reach. 
I only admit that you know more than others - but do you know enough? 
The libertarians, that I am trying to appeal to, know their limitations, how often they were shown to be wrong in the past, how often, therefore, they are likely to be shown wrong in the future. They are aware of how little that knowledge is, that is now passing their way, when compared with the total knowledge in the world - and also how small a fraction of that little knowledge they can recall at any time. 
A little knowledge is indeed a dangerous thing for us - when we pretend that it is all that is required. 
If you are not in a modest enough mood, go and visit one of the nearest large libraries for a while, then become aware that it hardly contains more than 1 % of all the knowledge so far put out in book form - and the latter is, again, only a fraction of the total written knowledge and even this is only a fraction of all human knowledge. Then continue to reflect upon how little of this knowledge total is properly correlated, how little an individual can read grasp, retain and recall of it at any time. Then, finally, become aware that this knowledge total does now double every few years. Do you still think that you, on your own or only with the present means, can cope with this flood, sufficiently, or that you can afford ignoring it???

The libertarians I try to appeal to are those aware that the periphery of darkness around their slowly growing and lit circle of knowledge is also becoming larger and larger. 
My message is that with micrographics they can, so to speak, "link up” their various circles to cover enough of the darkness to defeat it. 

(Alas, how can one really speak of "knowledge" to people who are as ignorant as we are? I can only hope that the above clumsy analogies have somehow helped.)

With micrographics, the total libertarian knowledge, continuously more integrated and correlated, can now grow with the speed of hundreds if not thousands of typewriters - clacking away for hours every day, all over the world. Maybe even ten-thousands? How would I know, until the new micrographic communications channels fully realize all this creative energy? 
Our body of knowledge could thus become irresistible, soon, in every clash with other opinions - whenever we are right. More we cannot rightly ask for.

Moreover, as we should never forget, because here the greatest progress is possible, in this micrographic form our knowledge can be most easily integrated with all other knowledge, in automated retrieval equipment, and become part of the printout upon every relevant question from anywhere and anyone directed to any of the future data bank utilities. 
This is technologically, financially and organizationally feasible right now (as I have shown in "An Ideal Market for Freedom Ideas"). 
Apart from libertarian knowledge, most knowledge accumulated so far, is already now developing towards this generalized availability, any time to anyone. What we can do is to


a) make libertarian knowledge pretty well comprehensive,


b) make it automatically available,


c) make it available as part of a generalized information service network and


d) make this process happen faster than it would otherwise.

Without our input being fast provided for this kind of “machinery for freedom”, we would have to suffer the consequences of G.I.G.O. (Garbage In, Garbage Out), a continued mess, perhaps perpetually, if only Big Brother gets his hands on this kind of machinery.

In short, here lies the way. Have you got it in your sights? Have you got the will and persistence and understanding to walk it, or to fly along it, with the aid of all kindred spirits? 
(How can I help waxing lyrical when seeing what becomes possible in this way?)

LET US PRESS - OR RATHER MICRO-FILM ON

"Nothing in the world can take the place of persistence. Talent will not; nothing is more common than unsuccessful men with talent. Genius will not; unrewarded genius is almost a proverb. Education alone will not; the world is full of educated derelicts. Persistence and determination alone are omnipotent." 

- Queensland libertarian Progress Party, with acknowledgment to Hayek:

I agree but believe that more than excellent personal qualities are needed: The SC Club (See PEACE PLANS 20), with its initial Libertarian Microfiche Publishing system, could, I believe, with your assistance or that of other libertarians, become not an "excellent character" but a MACHINERY which, with the greatest persistence and determination possible, and also cheaply and fast, could push and further develop every worthwhile idea, and talent and opportunity towards liberty (together with other such services!). To that extent such machinery could almost guarantee us success. Naturally, like any tool, it is useless without anyone willing to wield it. 
Are you interested?

MICROFICHE, DIFFERENT FROM BOOKS,
ARE ACCESSIBLE IN AUTOMATED RETRIEVAL SYSTEMS!
Some portable fiche readers have inbuilt space for 1,000 fiche, that is for almost 100,000 book pages - or even more - at greater reductions.

Serviceable microfiche readers can be bought for $ 50, good ones for around $ 100, excellent ones for $ 150-350.

THERE NEED NO LONGER BE ANY UNPUBLISHED MANUSCRIPTS!
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MORE FREEDOM OF THE PRESS THROUGH. MICROFICHE PUBLISHING
Anyone with either a typewriter or neat handwriting can now become a self-publisher at very little expense, at least in the Western World.

For the time being his market is still somewhat limited but already 25  % of the contents of large libraries in the US is in microforms, with more being added every day, and the breakthrough into the household market is overdue and can be promoted by more people getting into self-publishing.

(It was a misfortune for micrographics that its advanced equipment and output became available only when computers became known and wide-spread. Otherwise the first complete world library might have appeared on microfilm. – J.Z., 7.4.05.)

The material produced by micropublishing goes never out of print and can be reproduced in any quantity upon demand. (Well, up to 50 000 duplicates from one master fiche. – J.Z., 7.4.05.)

In short, microfiche publishing offers freedom of expression and information for everyone. You just have to grasp this opportunity.

Even the freest press in the world (the Western Press) is said to form an oligopoly: For a number of reasons only a relatively small number of large newspapers exist. 
(Not so small, anyhow, when you consider that Bell & Howell alone have no less than 5,000 newspapers on microfilm.) 
The main reason may be the economics of scale in printing and distribution, and the antics of unions have certainly not helped decentralization in this sphere.

Small minority magazines are, naturally, permitted by the existing freedom of press opportunities - but with the conventional means they are rather costly to produce and distribute. Thus only relatively few get themselves into print and the ones who share or pretend to share the most widely spread prejudices and myths have it easiest. (Even among libertarians. – J.Z., 7.4.05.)
The entrance fee to the present mass media has to be paid with high capital investments, high running costs, high advertising costs, even with high risks, and with a submission to popular prejudices expressed in popular form, either those of the potential readers or those of the owners or editors of the existing media.

Micrographics can greatly improve this situation and destroy one of the major objections against freedom of press in the Western World.

It would allow practically everybody to become a publisher or editor or to get his own writings published, at least in microfiche and by himself.

The financial “investment” required for this is ridiculously-small. Another small amount can easily pay for an initial small quantity of duplicates. Any number more can afterwards and rapidly be produced upon orders, in small batches, as needed.

This medium is also much less space consuming, more easy to distribute and very easily portable.

The greatest benefits from it can be gained precisely by those most disadvantaged under the present system.

The distribution of these fiche can also be greatly facilitated by the micro-fiching - of bibliographies and index, files of all available fiche, which some people produce even as a hobby. 
(Compare e.g. the S.F. literature bibliographies privately compiled and published as a labour of love.)

With this medium the diversity of views, knowledge, ideas and talents published - and creatively interrelating! - can soon come close to resembling the diversity of views, knowledge, ideas and talents in existence. Nobody can rightly ask for more.
There are also some inconveniences involved (see the above listing). But the advantages are overwhelmingly large for anyone who studies them.

How much inconvenience would you, for example, be willing to accept for a chance to have access to a world library on microfiche (with copies available to you on demand) and for a chance to very cheaply add your material to such a library???

MICROFILM SAVES MONEY, TIME AND LABOUR.

With microfiche we can easily record and access the best thoughts of mankind - and have them under fingertip control whenever and wherever we need them.

A Final Appeal to Libertarians regarding

THE OTHER MICRO-ECONOMICS, THAT OF MICROGRAPHICS

Is libertarianism by now advanced enough to utilize computer and microfiche technology?

Would its chances to develop to maturity and to win its battles as a result, be greatly increased if it resorted to these techniques?

I invite you to seriously look at these questions from as many angles as possible.


It has been said: 

"Never employ a medium more sophisticated than the cultural level of the subject." 


- Quoted by S. J. Von Scyog in his story "Deathsong" in "Galaxy" 2/74.  
I cannot as yet believe that this would apply to micrographic and computer techniques as a new medium, and to their use by and between libertarians. 
(Take note, here, that I exclude the mass media appeal. That would only be the next step, after this one has been completed, i.e. after so-called libertarians have been turned into genuine libertarians, comparable with L.E. Read’s light-tower analogy.) 
In spite of many disappointments with libertarians (and, admittedly, many disappointments they had with me) I have still a high opinion of them. They have a higher than usual number of innovators among them and more people whose minds are open to new ideas and techniques. Thus, when even bureaucrats, office workers, ordinary students and academics and tradesmen can utilize these media rather effectively, with a small effort, then most libertarians should not experience any difficulties with them. 
Moreover, there is now a strong tendency to make both of these media almost foolproof for their users.

The major hold-up preventing the widespread use of micrographics among libertarians seems to be due

a) to lack of information on the subject among them and 

b) to misconceptions on the costs involved.

Very few seem to have realized so far how cheaply libertarian material can be produced and duplicated in this form and how low-priced some of the microfiche readers already are. I, myself, have only recently become aware of this - thanks to information sup-
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plied by Cedric Bullard and Robert Sagehorn and , from then on, through many other sources.

Once this awareness has been achieved (and I hope these notes will help you in this), then we are likely to see soon an "explosion" of libertarian materials "in print". 
This would provide us with the educational machinery for freedom and would help us to develop ourselves into comparatively mature libertarians or students and scholars of liberty. 
Moreover, this information "flood" would also contain all the material required to make its essence digestible and attractive to those who were so far outsiders or even enemies.

The quantity and even quality of material, thus additionally produced, could far outdo the minor tide of libertarian books and magazines produced during the last decade and could, moreover, easily reach into every nook and cranny of specialized libertarian interests and abilities. 
It would never be out of print and always cheaply accessible when, wherever and by whosoever it is needed.

It is at least one of the major general aims of libertarians to release the creative energies of man (or whatever other terminology you like to employ for this process). My contention here is that for this purpose the micrographic techniques are very important and so far largely overlooked.

“What has micrographics, of all things, got to do with libertarianism at all?” - you might ask. 
I would point out that freedom of expression and information, for our and other ideas, is not just a matter of rights but also one of opportunities. 
(Think how deprived Robinson Crusoe was in this respect. He could only talk to himself and later to Friday.) 
Unfortunately, socialists have often seen this aspect more clearly than libertarians have. The constitutional and legal liberty to publish a book or a magazine is indeed very helpful to established writers or to those easily recognized by the majority (or by the considerable minority establishments of the various drop-out groupings), because they share common myths or beliefs. It is also good enough for those who can easily pay their way into printed books or magazine pages. But this very same process, thru its selectiveness and high initial costs, excludes many who either merely believe that they have something important to communicate or who really have. Thus, the present situation, and to the above indicated extent, does
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infringe the right to freedom of information of all those who are presently excluded from access to this more or less hidden output. 
Micrographics can change this situation. Where legal freedom to use it exists, everyone can have a cheap opportunity to express himself in writing and to see impressions made fully in accordance with the demand and interest for them, now matter how slow this demand might be in developing. 
His material could thus get into “print” and would never be out of print.

In short, microfilming offers fuller freedom of written expression and information to everybody (in the relatively free countries) and thus, for the first time, we can come close to the intended meaning of "Freedom of the Press".

Need it be stressed that microforms do also make cheaply and fast available to anyone whatever has already been published in the conventional way, somewhere, sometime, and is now out of reach of most?

It appears obvious that the close to total case for liberty has not yet been stated in print, apart from more or less general formulas. If we waited, relying on conventional means, until it can all be stated in print and then made available only within the limited circles of printed matter, we might have to wait for decades. But to state it (or a close enough approximation) in typewritten form, cheaply reproduced on microfiche, is possible now or in the very near future, depending only upon your insight and determination.

All it would need for this would be a number of (preferably specialized) collection points for past and current typewritten output of all libertarians, and from these, at truly negligible costs, an almost unlimited amount of libertarian reference material can be produced and made accessible to all for very moderate duplication costs. 
(Keep in mind for this the Archive and Information Service of the Super Computer Club's Libertarian Section, as announced in Peace Plans No. 20.)

Naturally, such a procedure would also tend to show up rather clearly how many questions are presently still unsettled or unconsidered among people calling themselves libertarians. 
Microfiche would also offer a cheap and easy avenue for settling these differences to a large extent. It could cheaply reproduce the relevant texts
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and the controversy about them and, drawing upon the best opinions & most relevant facts of the contestants, it would promote a speedy conclusion of the debate. 
(This world-wide written debate could almost have the speed of interaction of personal encounters of all contestants - combined with all the advantages of proper record keeping.)

The development of a comprehensive libertarian encyclopedia and of many related and specialized handbooks, will be just one of the many desirable by-products.

Please peruse the enclosed lists and articles on microfiche facts, speculations and opportunities and then ask yourself: How much could you save on the publication of your manuscripts, newsletters, reprints of scarce old tracts, in subscriptions to magazines of your choice, in postage, space, labour and time, if you, too, became a microfiche user or small scale microfiche publisher - merely by using the existing professional micrographic service bureaus with their very cheap rates and one of the cheap microfiche readers on the market?

Would it really be many weeks, or months, or even years before even an expensive reading machine would have paid for itself many times over?

Ask yourself also: how many new opportunities would this medium open up for you, opportunities whose value can’t be easily estimated in money? 
For instance, the book you wanted to have published by established publishers but did not succeed in selling yet, you can now very cheaply publish yourself, probably for less than you used to spend in postage alone to send one of your typewritten manuscripts around among the conventional publishers. 
(You could also use fiche for that purpose!)

The books you always wanted can now become rather cheaply accessible to you and many new cooperative writing projects of reference works become feasible and cheap to undertake. 
Ask yourself also, whether, perhaps, the savings in subscribing to the microfiche issue of a single expensive scholarly journal could not, over a period, finance a microfiche reader for you, a reader which would really open a new door for you into the world of the written words. 
(Naturally, personal and social contacts could also be promoted in this way.)

Ask yourself also whether you would ever have come across, and how soon if at all, a copy of the nor "fiched" forgotten liberta-
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rian classic book by J. Toulmin Smith (PEACE PLANS 22-26), if I had not been able to produce it for you for a "capital" outlay of less than $ 25 for the master copy and an "investment" of only $160 for the first 200 copies (5 fiche each), with any number more being reproducible upon call any time, within hours or days at most, when I need them, i.e. when I get orders for them exceeding my small stock, which fits into a small box?
(Later I reproduced this important book on a single microfiche: PP 22. – J.Z., 7.4.05.)
Apply this kind of reckoning to your favorite scarce books which you would like to see more widely read - and to anything else you might want to see published!

LIBERTARIAN  SCHOLARSHIP AND MICROFICHE
"To flourish, scholarship must have at hand in copious supply the recorded materials which advance its studies. The history of scholarship is consequently in large measure a history of the diffusion of the materials for scholarly research. The invention of printing is, of course, the event which most dramatically accelerated this diffusion. But in our own day micro-photography has had an effect of comparable importance. Because of microfilm and the related micro-photographic processes, any scholar or scholarly community may now have at hand, at moderate expense, what was previously reserved to a few or - even more significant - what until recently was not conveniently accessible to any scholar, no matter how great his independent means nor how ancient and rich his institution. Unpublished manuscripts, scattered in dozens of repositories; printed works long out of print, unproducable and dispersed; other sources so impermanent that deterioration erases them within a generation - for all of these micro-photography has provided a means of diffusion for scholarly purposes where even printing has failed, and which is in some respects even superior to printing ..."

In short, you need microforms even to produce better books!
I hold that libertarians should rather mine, store and exploit libertarian information, in micrographic and computerized form, for maximum cost-effectiveness and the promotion of their liberty, than store gold or silver. The latter, by merely storing value, do not help to increase wealth or liberty. At most they can alleviate our conditions as they have frequently done in the Dark Ages of the past. But they will not promote enlightenment, neither that of the owners nor that of others - and on this, lastly, everything depends.


The revolution based on microeconomic principles may very well be initiated thru 
microfilming.

CAN THE EXISTING TWO VICIOUS CIRCLES OF MICROGRAPHICS BE TURNED INTO TWO POSITIVE FEED​BACK CIRCLES?
CAN AT LEAST THE LIBERTARIAN SECTION OF THE HOUSEHOLD MARKET FOR MICROFICHE AND MICROFICHE READERS BE OPENED UP?

These two vicious circles are:

1. The absence of microfiche readers in the household market leads to not enough microfiche being produced for this potential market and it leads also to ignorance of what is already offered in micro-fiched literature.

2. The relative shortage of literature offered on microfiche, compared with the obvious flood of printed matter, combined with insufficient knowledge of what literature is already available on fiche, leads, naturally, to an insufficient number of microfiche reading machines in households.

I believe that these two vicious circles can be broken and turned instead into two rapid feedback circles of a positive kind, by:

Spreading knowledge of the availability of cheap and convenient enough readers, thus making people consider how useful these could be to them and by
spreading the knowledge of how much literature of interest to them is already available on microfiche and how easily and cheaply they could have access to it, thereby solving many of their information and communication problems. 
This would make many of them interested in at least the cheap readers.

By their very definition these problems appear solvable. Both approaches can also, obviously, be combined. This booklet is a small attempt in this direction, hopefully the thin end of the wedge into the household market, starting with the world-wide libertarian movement. 
Seen this way the problem is not just one of habits and prices but of lack of awareness of a potential or lack of sufficient market information! 
Instance: the mass media never seem to report micrographic equipment or publications which would be of interest to the household market, As far as the mass media are concerned, the household potential or consumer market for micrographic equipment and services might not exist at all. This technology has almost become a secret science and the mass media have kept it hidden.

(So have photographic shops, bookshops and most libraries. Most libertarian media followed that trend! – Neither reading machines nor microfiche collections are offered in shop windows or supermarkets. Out of sight, out of mind! – This in spite of the fact that here lies an enormous freedom of expression and information opportunity, severely under-utilized, that could have delivered much more and much more cheaply than the invention of the printing press did. - J.Z., 8.4.05.)

PUBLISH, COLLECT, FILE & READ YOUR WAY TO LIBERTY - VIA MICROFICHE.

Some of the microfilm cameras can film documents at speeds of up to 600 exposures per minute - after the operator has been trained for a short time. No wonder then that the reproduction cost per page is small - even when such machines are very expensive. The service bureaus, the better ones, have them.

Already in 1933 the first 100 years of issues of the New York Herald Tribune were reduced from 5140 cubic meters to microfilm occupying a single cabinet.

One-time carbon ribbons on electric typewriters produce excellent results in microfiche reproductions.

Microfiche, pronounced "microfeesh", comes from micro or small and fiche, the French word for card. It is a piece of film, about 4x6" which holds multiple film frames set out in columns and rows. An eye-legible title is on a strip at the top.
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A SHORT REVIEW OF
J. TOULMIN SMITH'S book -.LOCAL SELF-GOVERNHENT AND CENTRALIZATION

First published by Chapman, London, 1851. Reproduced on microfiche as part of the Peace Plans series, issues 22-26, in 1978.  Single copies, surface mail $ 3, air mail $ 4. Qty. orders : surface mail: $ 2, air mail : $ 3.
(Later I re-fiched this book on a single microfiche: PEACE PLANS 22. – J.Z., 7.4.05.)

While local tax and rate strikes are in the air and more and more people are dissatisfied with centralized institutions (and this does by now include many of today's "local" governments), the re-publication of this book, at least in microfiche form, is rather timely.

I had intended a while ago, to publish a whole peace plans issue offering a libertarian approach to local government but have postponed this after the publication of this book, as perhaps unnecessary,  especially when this work is read in conjunction with some others now in print, like Lysander Spooner's "Trial by Jury" and the following :

Milton Kotler: Neighborhood Government, the local foundations of political life, Bobbs-Merrill Co.,  Indianapolis   N.Y. 1969.

David Morris & Karl Hess: Neighborhood  Power, Beacon Press, Boston, 1975. 
Robert W. Poole, Jr.: Cut Local Taxes - without reducing essential services, Reason Press, Santa Barbara, 1976.

Anyhow, as I said in my - oh so legibly! handwritten - short introduction to the book - I am willing to discuss its contents with anyone and perhaps to put out a separate fiche or two with the discussion on it.

I do not believe that one can do full justice to this book on a page or two or even in a pamphlet. So I do not even try. It has an important libertarian message and points out a so far unused libertarian opportunity: a reversal towards the old English local government system, which was as close as possible to an ideal direct democratic and representative democratic self-governing system as we are likely to get with any limited government framework. These local communities were independent enough even to throw out the King's law and judgment when, in their opinion, it conflicted with the law of the land - to which they themselves were active contributors in a gradual process.

(Toulmin Smith, in this book, defended not only genuine local self-government, autonomous towards the central government, but was also a champion of fully free juries! – J.Z., 7.4.05.)

How much I appreciated this work (and perhaps misunderstand) you will see from my marks, notes and references. It has given me a new insight into English liberty in the past and in the potential for local self-government. In many respects what he describes, comes close to the ideal of many anarchists. The old English local institutions he describes were really self-governing and came close to providing the protection which an ideal limited local government - or protective association - could provide. 
The re-establishment of the former independence of local governments (and this would require also quite a few secessions from the existing local governments) would go far on the road towards individual liberty. At the very least, if individuals migrated into the areas of some such local governments, then they could, within these circles, enjoy many of the liberties they want.

The whole book is permeated by the spirit of laissez faire thinking predominant among real thinkers in the middle of the last century. It also shows how some aspects of this philosophy were underdeveloped. But the special task of this book was to demonstrate just the tradition and potential of laissez faire ideas in local government, as he defined local government (e.g. on page 12), very different indeed from the local governments we know of today.
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Not foreseen and discussed by Toulmin Smith were the potential of and the consequences of individual secession and of personal law associations on a voluntary basis, that are only exterritorially autonomous.  
(Closest to the notion of individual secession he came probably on p. 91.) 
You will also look in vain for an understanding of monetary freedom in this book and its application to the local government sphere. But one should never expect too much from a single book. The author's task was to get strongly one particular message across: the freedom potential of local governments and of free juries. This he did rather well.

In conclusion I can only say that I hope you will not repeat my mistake of leaving this book unread for some years, as I did. after I had happily discovered it in a local second-hand junk shop. I was then just intrigued by the title but not aware how many libertarian thoughts and facts could be found between its covers. You would be likely to regret this delay as much as I did. 
(On the other hand if I had read it earlier, long before I discovered microfiche for myself, I might have wanted to reprint it - which would have cost me a small fortune or much labour.) 
I wish you a happy journey of discovery into this book.

LIBERTARIAN INDEXES

Many steps towards a libertarian encyclopedia and a comprehensive libertarian ideas archive are possible: indexing, abstracts, bibliographies, reprints of scarce articles, etc. To promote the indexing approach one could utilize microfiche, e.g. for indexes made for private purposes by readers.

When books do not contain an alphabetical index then readers, whose favorites these books are, do often make up an index for themselves. All such indexes could now be published cheaply on microfiche.

To this could be added the indexes of magazines, especially those out of print or hard to get and privately made indexes for magazines, when the publisher has not supplied them.  

(I made for myself once an index of all the copies of Meulen's Individualist, which I had by then, have also made a long index for an as yet unpublished German book, produced a combined index to PP 1-8 & 12, reproduced in Peace Plans 12, and a combined one for the monetary freedom books and essays in PP 9-11 (in PP 11) and plan another combined one for all Peace Plans issues so far. 
(Readers of Peace Plans will be aware that it forms already a small scale libertarian encyclopedia, although still woefully incomplete.)
I would like to see e.g. an index to all of Ayn Rand's works in their pocketbook editions. Publishers aware of the advertising value of such indexes will have no objections against microfiche reproductions of the indexes to the printed works. As soon as such index collections become too numerous to peruse, some hobbyists will begin to combine them, at least for certain subjects - and these combined indexes can also be cheaply reproduced on fiche.

Finally, we are likely to end up with a comprehensive alphabetical index, with many cross references, to all libertarian material published so far. 
Interested? Send in your indexes, with a minimum of 25 cents per page, and we will see what will be the result.

Anyone can afford microfiche publishing.
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TO ALL ASKING HE TO JOIN OR SUBSCRIBE

Don't ask too much of me. At most I can exchange material with many of you.

I love to hear of you and your ideas and suggestions, but am a lousy letter writer. I like to get your material and can send mine in exchange, but do not expect me to become personally and intensely involved in any of your efforts, no matter how worthwhile they are.
(Since I reproduced, initially, only 100 duplicates of each of my micro-fiched PEACE PLANS titles, I did not freely distribute samples of them, as I had done with my 500 – 1000 printed issues. Moreover, I was deterred from giving away many of my few microfiche duplicates by the fact that few of the recipients had micro-fiche reading machines, and used them, or made use of the reading machines in public libraries. Instead, I attempted to build up a large circle of microfiche users by producing an ever-growing list of microfilm titles of interest to libertarians, largely as a result of my own microfiche output. But even my finally putting such a listing on the Internet did not help sufficiently. http://users.acenet.com.au/~jzube & www.butterbach.net/lmp  Apart from the traditional printed matter, Internet users tend to consider only digitized materials. – Some people are addicts to printed matter only, others to “surfing”. - J.Z., 7.4.05.)

As a rule you do no longer have to "sell" me what you have to offer. I am, most likely, already in favour of it - and also am in favour of numerous other efforts. But I always welcome more written information on any libertarian project. (You may have noted that I listed more than 1,000 projects of interest to me in Peace Plans 20). No one could seriously become involved in all of them - otherwise than I am: by attempting to promote institutions which would help all of them.
I could not possibly join all your groups, subscribe to all your publications, read all of them thoroughly and push, personally, all your specialized efforts. At most, and in an embryonic way, I can, thru the Libertarian Archive and Information Service, register them, make the information available to enquiring members and somewhat publicize it in the Peace Plans series, now on microfiche. (I am years behind in filing paper contributions of ideas , facts and articles. - J.Z., 24.11.05.)
When I do not especially subscribe to your efforts this does not mean that I am opposed to them. I do favour all voluntaristic efforts - even those of our opponents – but, quite obviously, I cannot support them all directly with my money and time. You have also to expect different priorities in most other people.

Rather than asking me to join your specialized efforts, consider how much you could benefit, not right now but finally, from joining my generalized one. You could, e.g. register with $ 20 as a full Super Computer Club member and receive for this up to 20 of its specialized services, listed in my -."An Ideal Market for Freedom Ideas".
(Now I would rather favour an "open" website for libertarian ideas, etc. - J.Z., 24.11.05.)
Do not expect me to act for you in more ways than I do with this general service. I am more an ideas man than a doer or activist and have many more ideas that I am partial to than time to act on them. (Please, immortalists, speed up your job!) Thus the task of marketing mine and your ideas has become my main concern, my main activity.

My funds and efforts go now towards a general market for liberty ideas - to bring demand and supply in this field together, and to achieve a panarchistic and tolerant society with room for the voluntaristic communities even of our opponents. 
With you I can only cooperate e.g. thru Libertarian Microfiche Publishing, towards libertarian directories, encyclopedias and data banks.
If you are not with me on this basis, then you are, from my point of view, against your own best interests.
We need this MACHINERY for FIOT.

Instead of complaining that I have reproduced so many writings from my own pen, why not assure that your own or those of your favorite writers will also be reproduced, as soon as possible, on microfilm, possibly even by yourself acting as a microfiche publisher? You, too, could afford this type of publishing.

If you peruse the latest issue of Guide to Microforms in Print, Author/Title volume and Subject Catalogue, and the MTLA, The Micropublishers' Trade List Annual, both put out by Meckler Publishing, 520 Riverside Ave. Westport, CT 06880, USA ( the 1981 Guide has small & closely printed entries on 792 pages, some listing whole libraries, while the MTLA lists the full catalogs of almost all microfilm publishers on 146 microfiche at 24x ), then you will come to realize, that a world library on microfilm does already exist, in a decentralized form, with its catalogues accessible to anyone in better libraries, and duplicates of all its material on sale through the mails, and you will come to desire that all of your favorite material, in printed or still in manuscript form will be included in this world library, too.

"The American situation at present is as follows: The sales of books is in the hands of several big chains. The publisher has to go to see them before publishing a book and ask: 'How many will you take?' If the number is not enough, the book is not published." - Eduard de Andreis, of Les Editions du Seuil, Christian Science Monitor, 6.6.83.

Computers can aid micrographics & printing in many ways, they also offer many unique services of their own, but they cannot as yet and may never altogether replace the services which microfilmed or printed books & magazines & papers have to offer and once they are fully developed, they will be able to automatically pick up information from microfilm as well as from print. - J. LMP aims to draw libertarians not only reading & adding to its own literature list but also to tempt them to read and add to that produced by other and, usually, much larger micropublishers, i.e. to make optimal use of this medium. Thus their awareness of what is already offered must be stimulated. The following compilation will, hopefully, help to serve this purpose.

The fact that there are only a few duplications between these two listings seems to indicate that so far only a fraction of the libertarian material that could & should be filmed has so far been filmed. A few dozen activists like me could do much to rectify this situation

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NOTES ON COPYRIGHTS

LMP does not claim copyrights for its own original material, especially not for that written by Ulrich von Beckerath and John Zube. Reprints are free and desired. Likewise, inclusion in databanks and any other form of reproduction. Mentioning of the source would be appreciated as well as a copy of the reproduction.

But LMP has no authority to release pre-existing and claimed copyrights. It often gets reproduction permission for still legally protected material only under condition that it would reproduce it only on microfilm and only on a temporary and at any time revocable basis.

LMP does not desire exclusive copyrights for any material.

LMP tries to concentrate on material that either is no longer copyrighted or for which no copyrights are claimed, or that is released to it for its microfiche issues on a temporary and revocable basis only.

Upon revocation we would not get any further duplicates reproduced and would have only at most 100 duplicates at hand. (This small remainder we would still want to be able to sell.). 

We would also be willing to hand over the master fiche upon request, when a temporary permission is withdrawn.

LMP has still much to learn about copyrights and does in no way want to infringe them to anyone's financial disadvantage and our advantage. We have, in ignorance, infringed some copyrights, e.g. for long out-of-print writings published in the UK for which copyrights were not expressly claimed. (It is legally presumed to exist, even when it is not expressly claimed, as we found out later.)

We have also reproduced some material that, although formally still under copyrights, has not been reproduced for decades or is not likely to be reproduced again in the near future. For these cases we apologize to those, who feel offended, but we do so with a good conscience. We will continue to offer such titles as a public service until the copyrights owners (which are usually hard to find for us ) do seriously protest and tell us to stop. But those protesting and objecting should consider
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that LMP is so far still only a pioneering enterprise and that so far it has no profits but only losses to share with others! Moreover, we would be glad if they took over the micropublishing of contested titles themselves and distributed them successfully. LMP attempts to give them that chance, by attempting to open up the household market for micrographics, beginning with households pursuing a special interest like libertarianism. As soon as the household market is opened up for microfiche reading and publishing, and almost everybody made use of these opportunities, LMP would only be too happy to microfiche only its own titles.

Thus you would be, with a minimum of effort, already half-way into micro-publishing yourself, while you could build up your own microfiche library.

"I do encourage you to keep on doing what you are doing. In the world of libertarian publishing you are pretty much alone. Only Liberty Press/Liberty Classics, with their excellent reprints of classics, can compare with your activities. Have you seen their latest catalogue? They have just begun reprinting the complete Glasgow edition of the works of Adam Smith for $ 5.50 a volume! The other major publisher of interest is the Philosophia Verlag, Widemeyerstrasse 34, 8000 München 22. They have begun the International Carl Menger Library and have already reprinted Mises' Die Gemeinwirtschaft and Nat ionalökonomie. But they are so expensive. Your microfiching project certainly gives value for money. The last really good liberta-
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rian publisher was Free Life Editions in New York. I know Chuck Hamilton and he is a great person but couldn't continue in the face of disinterest and apathy in the libertarian community. We need to revive some kind of publishing firm to get old and new libertarian works into the hands of the thinking public." - David Hart, 15th. September, 1982.

MICROFICHE FOR YOU

Much larger freedom of press & information opportunities exist for you than you think: via microfiche publishing and reading. Using this modern & affordable technology (via a service bureau), you too, could afford to publish, every year, dozens of books, magazines or newsletters (even if, initially, you had to give them away, e.g. to libraries - they are cheap enough to do that ) & to buy and read, if you wanted to, hundreds. 
Micrographics is already and will remain intermarried with computer technology.
If e.g. a small fraction of today's libertarians contributed, likewise, then the whole case for liberty, peace and justice, could be easily and cheaply made accessible, in a few years, and it could be made unbeatable! 
Libertarian Microfiche Publishing has set an example & offers advice: Since 1978 (in its PEACE PLANS series, Nos. 1-426), with a shoestring budget and using only one manpower, part-time, ca. 500 freedom-, peace & justice titles were produced (old or new, otherwise rare, not obtainable or expensive),on diazo-microfiche (10 x 15 cm film cards, with 98-600 pp ea., at 24-42x reduction: $1 ea.), readable with cheap reading machines (from $ 50, 2nd. hand), ranging from limited government to anarchism.

An initial speculation by Victor Koman concerning the expense of APAs and a way around the problem, based on correspondence with John Zube, 35 Oxley Street, Berrima, Australia 2577.

What does it cost to participate in an APA? Let's take a typical example of Joe Phan contributing 4 pages to THE MEMORY HOLE via his trusty Rex Rotary. Cutting costs as best he can, he buys his stuff at Kelly Self-Help. The copy count is 50 and all prices are approximate fractions of the cost for whole quires, reams, tubes, etc.

100 sheets of paper (+10 crudsheets) (ha!)....$ 0.70

4 stencils …………………………………….. 0.80

Ink ……………………………………………0.25

Envelope ……………………………………. 0.15

Postage (4th class book rate) ……………….. 0.69

Return postage fund for disty (same rate)........0.69

TOTAL (minimum) …………………………$3.28

That is the bare minimum it would cost for a mere four pages. This does not include the cost of corflu, the personal time involved in cranking the mimeo, nor the time lost in the slow, 4th rate handling of the product either way.

If Joe Phan decided on Xerox and first class postage, the cost would be closer to $12.50 or more. All that for just four pages.

In a bimonthly APA, one could spend between $20 and 75 dollars a year to communicate with one's fellow members.

From the other end, the OE of an APA must (usually) pay for the following every month.

This certainly does not take into account a) Collating time, b) Envelope stuffing time, c). Postage account handling (including going to the PO to buy stamps), d). the cost of processing spec copies and requests for samples, and e). Toting the load down to the PO to dispatch it all.

For someone who can earn $10.00 an hour doing practically anything, else, the cost of OEing a bi-ninthly APA can easily range from $25 to $300 a year (this high-end cost of lost opportunity applies equally to APA contributors).

This is not intended to be a crow or a creeb. It is a statement of fact. Pubbing in an APA is an expensive proposition. Very few APAhacks, however, consider the cost of their time in calculating the cost of membership.

The greatest gripe is the cost of materials and shipping. As postal rates, paper, and duplicating costs rise, so rises the expense of APA membership. A 20 page 'zinc is an almost unheard-of extravagance, most APAhacks tending toward 'zines between 1 and 5 pages long, with 3 being a strange mean.

Is there a way to reduce the cost of APAs? There is — and along with it reduce the cost of reading anything else. And APAhacks are readers foremost. During the following, please keep in mind that $20 - $75 yearly cost of contributing a 4 page, bimonthly 'zinc.

THE MICROFICHE AMATEUR PRESS ASSOCIATION [MAPA]

Microfiche? Isn't that a science-fictional method of document storage only used by libraries and banks? Not really. There are more books, magazines, and miscellaneous printed matter available on microfiche now than one person could ever read (barring infinite life extension). But the vast availability of books (each of which takes up no more space than a postcard) is not what I am arguing for — yet. Let's look at the cost of making a microfiche and what it means to APA publishing.


Master Microfiche (holding 96 pages of text) 

(J.Z.: Actually 98, at least, at 24 x reduction, 126 at 29x for A$ to Foolscap. - J.Z., 05.)
(this includes 100 copies of the fiche!)……………………..$ 20.00

50 envelopes …………………………………………………..1.50

1 oz. 1st class postage ………………………………………..11.00

TOTAL …………………………………………………..   $ 32.50

Now, that may seem excessive from the OE's point of view, but remember that it includes the printing cost for every participant! (J.Z.: Plus 50 spare copies & 98 pages per issue.- J.Z., 05)

If the APA were 96 mimeoed pages every disty, the total cost to all the members would be a minimum of $78.72. A microfiche APA would, cost everyone less than half of what the most impecunious member currently pays for repro! Since the members will not be paying for repro at their end (and hence not paying for heavy, slow book rate postage), let's figure out what Joe Phan's four page MAPA contribution will cost him!

4 sheets of paper …………………$ 0.03

1 oz. 1st class postage ……………...0.22

Ribbon ……………………………...0.15 (?)

Envelope……………………………0.05

Contributor's fee (see below) ……....1.40

TOTAL ……………………………..1.85
That is all that 4 pages would cost anyone! There is no extra cost for Xerox — the quality of your typing determines its quality on fiche. There is no excessive cost for mailing your contribution — the OE handles the printing. And your postage fund (included in the Contributor's Fee of [approx] $0.35 per submitted page) will never exceed the cost of a 1 oz. 1st class stamp! The yearly cost to anyone for a 4 pager would be less than $12.00!

Ah, but how to read it? Therein lies the rub that has kept people from benefiting from microfiche. Again, I ask you to remember the yearly cost of between $20 and $75, that one would pay for paper publication. If you currently Xerox your APAzines, you could pay for a reliable, used machine
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in one year or less! And you would not only save — from there on out — on your APA costs, but the entire world of micropublishing will open up to you!


Would you like to have the entire 50 year run of Astounding/Analog in a box no larger than five issues of the Magazine? For less cost than a handful of the rare, early issues? It's available.


What do you spend in a year on rare, out-of-print books? Would you like to spend a fraction of that?


How much room do back issues of other APAs take up?


Do you want to read in out-of-the-way places? Some portable readers have a small space inside to hold 1000 fiches (96,000 pages minimum!).


If you're really broke, you can use a reader at a local library, but if you take what you would spend for a hearty night on the town for two and buy a microfiche reader — don't be afraid to look up dealers in the Yellow Pages — you too can join the revolution!

A MODEST REVOLUTIONARY PROPOSAL

Because I find the possibility of microfiche publishing so simple and inexpensive, I am going to offer the following: Anyone who would be interested in forming the world's first microfiche APA (MAPA) is requested to send me any number of 8 1/2 X 11 pages (black ink on white paper, printed on one side) for inclusion in MPA #1. Include (as a special introductory price) only 30 cents for each page you send — this will cover not only reproduction costs, but your 1st class return of the completed product! When I accumulate 96 pages (including my own 'zine), I'll micropublish them and zip the fiche to you by 1st class mail. Interested? Be as verbose as you want!


And (as usual) there is NO CENSORSHIP — EVER! I expect the first disty will have lots of talk about micropublishing. I'll even reprint (with his permission) much of John Zube's information concerning this exciting, inexpensive technology.


YOU can take the future happen! Cheaply!

SOME REASONS TO CONSIDER MICROFICHE

1) Microfiche is cheaper than Xerox (9600 pages for 120.00 — less than 1/5 a cent per page!)
2) A serviceable microfiche reader can be had for the cost of a dozen new paperbacks (used machines go for $30 - $50).

3) Micropublications take up very little root. 5000 books could fit on a 15 foot shelf. How many shelves do you need now? Also, a Mindrunner (knowledge smuggler) could easily carry the Encyclopedia Britannica in her purse!

4) Are those mimeo pages in your older APAs turning brown already? Microfiche has a shelf life of centuries!

5) Microfiche publication takes less time than Xeroxing (because of automated feeders and photographic rather than static electric processes).

6) Your computer text can be transferred to microfiche even more cheaply by Computer Output to Microfiche (COM). Computer Input from Microfiche (CIM) is also possible.

7) The time you take to type up (or print out) your text is all the time required to be in the APA — no mimeo/ditto cranking, no trips to the Xerox place.

8) There are millions of titles available in microfiche — many of them of interest to you.

9) All you need to begin using ticrofiche is a reader - the cost is tinital and it needs no expensive peripherals.
10) Like to read in bed? Some readers project on the ceiling or wall!

11) Want to prevent the Fall of Darkness? Carry a medium-sized city library in your backpack! Carry the Library of Congress in your van! Early Winters (110 Prefontaine Place South, Seattle, WA 98104) sells USGS maps and survival manuals on microfiche — and sells a hand-held ambient light viewer for $14.95. The maps cost 1/5 to 1/6 that of the paper maps — and fit in your wallet!


The above is the information and arguments I'm giving to the other APAs. But for libertarians, I have more.


We have striven to be at the forefront of technology — even those of us hiding out in the backwoods. The comment about backpack libraries applies doubly to Browneies and Gulchers. Microfiche is so inexpensive, so durable, and so lightweight, that everyone could have the equivalent of a mid-town library in her home and the excessive duplication would not be wasteful. It would, in fact, be a guarantee that our freedom to learn and to know could never be rooted out and exterminated. I want my children to be voracious readers, and if I plan to keep a low profile, I certainly don't want them dragging home piles of books from statist libraries. I consider the cost of acquiring microfiche editions — even of books I already own — to be an investment in Private Education — the most private (hence the best) there can be.


What is the best way to burn down the Empire? Set a myriad tiny brushfires that they cannot hope to stamp out in time. Every microbook is a tiny, almost invisible flame that will combine to engulf the foundations of the State and reduce it to cinders.


For libertarians, there is an additional incentive for shelling out ($50 or $100 inflated, devalued bucks for a microliche reader. Libertarian Microfiche Publishing, run by John Zube (address in colophon), has an extensive catalog of libertarian microfiche publications unavailable anywhere else. This has been his pet project for nearly a decade now, and his collection of works is truly staggering. Send him US $2.00 for more info and tell him I sent you. How would you like the complete published works of Lysander Spooner (plus index)? Seven volumes. Probably cost a fortune, huh? How about $15 in microfiche from Carl Watner (that was the 1980 price — it may have skyrocketed by now to $20) (write him c/o The Voluntaryist - P. O. Box 5836 -Baltimore, MD 21208)


Before I started corresponding with John, I was convinced that CO ROM discs would make microfiche obsolete. Perhaps, but CIM makes it possible to convert fiche to CD ROM when the time comes, and fiche is low-tech--all you need to read it is a lens and Sol. That alone makes the process priceless, yet well within your grasp.


I'm switching to microfiche. No — I won't dump my books — I'm too much a collector for that. But when I need raw info, when I want to preserve words for centuries, when I want to evade and foil State mindwarpers yet again - I'll be the Mindrunner out there with the knapsack full of fiche. And it lightens the load of The Next Starship Out!
