Newsletter for Monetary Freedom, notes of 1986 with draft for No 1.rtf

More notes on the subject, together with a draft for the first NL in 1986

I have already filled dozens of pages with my good intentions and plans for this newsletter but will not try to bother you with them here and now and on this expensive medium. I would rather hear some of your views on this subject and would like to microfilm them in one of the upcoming microfiche.

If you want to set out your monetary freedom views in some sort of order, then you could possibly do worse than following the questioning below :

1.) What do you understand under monetary freedom?

2.) What are to be the main characteristics of the exchange media methods that you would favour?

3.) What are to be the main characteristics of the value standard that you subscribe to?

4.) Would you try to promote clearing and if so, how?

5.) How would you try to avoid involuntary mass unemployment by monetary measures, if this can 
be done in your opinion?

6.) How would your favourite monetary system avoid inflation? What safeguards would it have?

7.) What effects would you expect from monetary freedom upon depressions?

8.) How would it affect turnover credit and its interest rates and how, and how, directly or indirectly, 
would it affect investment credit and its interest rates?

9.) Which paths do you have in mind for the introduction of your system?

10.)Do you claim any exclusive privileges for it?

11.)What kinds of monetary legislation would you like to see repealed?

12.)Which monetary laws would you like to be retained or initiated?

13.)What monetary rights and opportunity are there to be for all those who disagree with your 
monetary system?

14.)What kind of information should have priority in this newsletter, in your opinion?

15.)What kind of information have you got to offer to it for reproduction?

16.)What kind of monetary freedom research are you engaged in and seek contacts for?

17.)What advice have you got to offer to others for using this medium?

18.)How could you help to make it better known and more widely used?

You are, naturally, under no obligation to answer these or any other such questions or might compile your own list or set out some of your views quite otherwise.
Do not aim at achieving perfection or postpone your contribution indefinitely until you come close enough to it in your opinion. Sketches and drafts are welcomed here, too, also unfinished manuscripts. After all, this material is for the time being only for an inner circle and not the general public and you can always submit updated versions later on. Just try to get a discussion started on them between you and others. You might get sufficient feedback. However, do not rely on this, either. It might be slow in coming. Remember, your message or request would be permanently recorded and available upon demand.

If your fingers are not already itching to get into action with a pen, typewriter, personal computer etc. to set out your views for this newsletter - then questions like the above might simply help to get you going.

In other words, this newsletter expects very much from you:
a) in correspondence and other written contributions for microfiching,

b) in pondering the monetary freedom options,

b) by expecting you to acquire a microfiche reading machine that you find easy to use.

However, it also intends to offer you much, in quality and quantity, on one of the most important topics of our time, once you are equipped with a suitable reading machine:

# A rapidly growing understanding of the theory & practice of free banking.

# A rapidly growing reference library.

# A growing network contact with people who have the same rare insights and interests.

# An opportunity to get your own writings and favourite o.o.p. works of others reproduced in this 
format. permanently recorded and cheaply accessible upon demand.

# A good chance to see many of the never before printed monetary freedom manuscripts.

# Access to a wealth of other libertarian and general literature on microfiche.

# A good chance to achieve full monetary freedom in our time in degrees of it in small monetary freedom experiments.

The growth of your monetary freedom reference collection would not be confined to the 8 microfiche per 4 newsletter issues ( roughly annually ), containing the equivalent of ca. 12 book titles. You could also get cheap access to the over 100 monetary freedom titles and ca. 900 other libertarian titles so far produced by L.M.P. alone and those thousands of libertarian and millions of other titles which close to 500 microfilm publishers have produces between them.

I would expect an abundance of writings, recorded on microfiche, to be made available by members of this monetary freedom circle.

As a consequence, lack of information on subject will not longer be your problem. You might, on the contrary, expect and receive so much that you would not find the time to read and study all of it. However, this problem would be reduced by the planned abstracts, reviews, surveys, bibliographies and alphabetical index of all monetary freedom writings and by a monetary freedom handbook, all compiled and published, initially and continuously only on microfiche, and, hopefully, containing at least some contributions by you. Later on, a comprehensive data bank and information service might be established, one that would offer its advice in print-outs, on COM-fiche and on-line. Consequently, You could also come to specialize in this field of study and action. Practical options and the special knowledge of others would become readily accessible to you when you need it, not just in a disorderly mass that would required prolonged searches.

Members of this monetary freedom network might thus, between them, gather the knowledge to build their special ARCHIMEDEAN LEVER & LEVERAGE POINT and to put it into action, rather soon.

Their active participation in this scheme could turn each of them into a "light tower", in the sense that L. E. Read often spoke of, for the enlightenment of others, one that others in need would look for and come up to, to help them out of their troubles. The teaching chore cold be reduced to the looking up and pointing out of references on hand. Learning from and teaching each other, we could become a close network of such light towers, sufficient to enlighten the world on this subject, guiding its endangered passengers to safe harbours, avoiding the shoals and reefs.

Between us we could get away from the "money crank" image and the limited and faulty visions of many money reformers and turn "money reformer" into respected term, giving it a professional touch. This does, naturally, require that we clearly distance ourselves from those in the field who are advocates of monetary despotism or real monetary cranks, who have in the main only errors, myths and faulty proposals to offer. ( While criticizing their ideas, we should advocate monetary freedom for them, too, a chance to learn from their mistakes in free experiments among their volunteers, undertaken at their expense and risk only. )

Between us, we could sufficiently train the experts required, or become such experts ourselves, who could rapidly steer a country e.g. out of a depression or galloping inflation into a lasting prosperity, people who would know how to cope with a sudden influx of hundred-thousands of refugees or deserters, achieving their self-supporting and productive employment within days, without endangering jobs and earnings of the "natives" but rather helping to increase their standard of living, too. Detailed emergency plans and blueprints for all such situations could be worked out, ready to be put in action any time.

We could become sought out advisors on how to utilize monetary freedom and other financial freedom options (based on the issue principle and freedom of contract), to finance rightful revolutions, resistance, liberation, defence and protection efforts, how to liberate international trade, cope with the refugee problem, agricultural difficulties, facilitate access to land, multiply housing, remove sales difficulties in the agricultural sector, achieve sufficient insurance covers,  solving e.g. the old age pension problem, achieve a much wider spread of productive assets, rapidly build up productive capital, settle industrial strife and largely solve the "social problem". Between us we would hold the "master key" to all these difficulties.

I have so many things in mind for this combination of paper newsletter and microfiche that there is simply not enough space in the paper section to describe all of them in detail and I could easily bore you with such a monologue. Nor do I want to waste my money on paper, print and postage to make this paper section larger for this purpose. Thus you will find my full case only stated in future microfiche. 2-6 pages on paper will be the outer limits for this newsletter. The rest will be fiched. 
Others might use these 6 pages, copied by themselves, in whatever other newsletters and correspondence circles they might want to conduct.

I hold that if you do not adopt microfiche reading then you will remain relatively uninformed on most of the writings on this subject. They have been kept out of print often for decades, sometimes for more than a century and most of them have probably never been printed. And the other modern information media have kept such ideas also largely inaccessible, so far, with very few free banking titles listed in their bibliographies and abstracts. ( We should supply them with full ones and comprehensive abstracts, at least!)

(Even now, on the Internet, such information is still all too incomplete and all too widely spread, in various segments. Or has anyone as yet pulled all its monetary freedom traces together? If that is the case, then, please, do point out that URL to me! - J.Z., 27.12.05.)
On microfiche (online or on CD, DVD or external HD - J.Z., 05), we could get the whole case for monetary freedom together and could do so fast. With it we could firstly inform ourselves sufficiently and then either bring about a change in public opinion, by becoming e.g. an influential and sought out think-tank or individual consultants on monetary freedom solutions or we might be able to realize some monetary freedom options openly or underground in the present systems, culminating finally in a monetary revolutions, more lasting and radical than the American one of 1893 & the German one of 1923.

I aim at to use microfiche for the reproduction of all monetary freedom texts, from books and manuscripts down to pamphlets, leaflets and letters, moreover, for abstracts, indexes, reviews, address lists and catalogues of all relevant ideas, facts, references and opinions, furthermore, comprehensive handbooks, built up in frequently re-issued improved editions, through wide participation by subscribers and finally a comprehensive data bank and information service, connected with all other data banks and information services and using the most advanced techniques along with all other still useful, economic and affordable ones.

Long before that final information service aim is reached, many of the activists among us might already have become, if not fully fledged scholars or very well informed theoreticians but well enough informed and therefore effective practitioners of monetary freedom. For this they should have the maximum support that can be given to them by comprehensive information and contacts, through a medium which they can afford.

You tell me what other aims you have in mind and how you would like to participate and what you have to offer to the other net-workers, in knowledge, ideas, proposals and resources.
I made a start by getting ready for sale on microfiche, upon demand, the largest literature collection of this type ever put out by one publisher, offered by one bookseller and possibly combined in one library.

I also compiled a preliminary free banking bibliography and still very incomplete list of free banking advocates that I have heard of. ( In Peace Plans No. 647, 48x reduced, together with all L.M.P. literature lists, & a preliminary listing of libertarian computer users and of those who have shown interest, supported or used the microfiche option, so far, to my knowledge, within my circle.) 

Both these lists need much input from you to become complete and remain up to date. And they have to be supplemented by other essential lists.
(PEACE PLANS reached issue 1779 and is presently stagnating there, while I am involved in getting some texts digitized. All of the PEACE PLANS issues I could not, unless my lifespan would be indefinitely expanded. Paying others to do this job for me might be too expensive for me. But anyone is invited to try, as far as all the statists copyrights restrictions are no obstacles. For Ulrich von Beckerath's writings, those of my father, Kurt Helmut Zube and my own they are not. I put them in the public domain. The copyrights for John Henry Mackay are expired. - J.Z., 27.12.05.)
Please, do contribute with texts rather than financially! I have had the word in my series perhaps too often and at too great a length and would rather learn from others than repeat myself.

What would I get out of this contact with you? How is my self-interest involved?
Only by involving many of you in searches, researches, copying, editing, publishing, reading, collecting and acting, only by full network contacts and activities, will my own favourite views and proposals in this sphere get a good chance for a proper hearing and their maximum chance for improvement and, finally, realization, to the extent that they stand up to criticism.
Keep in mind, that this newsletter and these microfiche are NOT MEANT FOR OUTREACH WORK, at least not at this stage, but only for the mutual enlightenment and support of ourselves. It might be still years before microfiche reading machines have really entered their potential household market. However, this is no reason for not making the best possible use of them and microfiche now, between us.

Maybe, we can build-up our numbers, sufficiently to afford expensive conventional or expensive other modern recording, retrieval, duplication and communication channels, too. That remains to be seen. However, at present, the microfiche option is within our financial reach and it is powerful enough for the task of completing the collection and making it accessible to all who are interested in such writings now. 

(By now the publishing options on floppies, CDs, DVDs and HDs for libertarian writings are similarly neglected as the microfiche publishing and reading options were. Why? You tell me. Compare my CD- Project. - J.Z., 27.12.05.)
This first or introductory mailing to potential future subscribers contains only one sample microfiche.

The other will be send when people order and pay for a single issue ( $ 2.50 by ordinary mail or $ 3 by air mail), or subscribe to at least 4 issues ( $ 8 by ordinary mail, $ 12 by air mail ).
(I did not yet attempt a monetary freedom blog or monetary freedom newsletter by email. My computer skills still leave all too much to be desired. Nor do I have a hands-on friendly expert and advisor near enough to me. Paying local professionals by the hour is much too expensive for me. - To become a computer expert myself and too keep up with all the innovations in this sphere would require too much from me at my age, including too much time and energy, regardless of how much time it might save me in my remaining future. -J.Z., 27.12.05.)
You might want to detach or photocopy any vouchers attached for this purpose. They are accepted "in payment" only from subscribers. The vouchers are valid for a year. Pay attention to the expiry date.

(They were redeemable only in LMP microfiche, my only sales item, for which there was never sufficient demand in order to make such vouchers attractive. - J.Z., 27.12.05.)

If you want to subscribe but do want to postpone your choice of the additional 7 microfiche that you are entitled to with each 4 issue subscription - until you have carefully read through my literature lists, that is all right with me. Just write to me, with your subscription, to hold the fiche parts until you claim them. But do pay attention to their expiry date. I will not hold this option open forever. It may take you a while, anyhow, before you have found a reading machine that you find easy to use and that suits your budget, which may be a cheap second-hand one. ( If you want more advice on this, just let me know. PP 649 contains some information on reading machines that I found interesting, useful or excellent.)

If you do not make and declare your choice of fiche to me, monetary freedom fiche will be sent at my discretion, to fulfil my delivery obligation, at the latest with the last paper newsletter due on your subscription. Should the vouchers grant you still a longer period for your choice, then you could swap them in the remaining time. For these choices of microfiche added to the paper issue, I will use mainly microfiche containing recent correspondence and material inputs from my present contacts and the growing network of subscribers to this newsletter, moreover, particularly attractive classical monetary freedom writings that are still unknown, inaccessible to most or too expensive in their hardcover library reprint editions.

It is so designed that it can be continuously published and that it can publish a large quantity of information without running into financial difficulties. Production will be largely only upon demand. Final conversion into all other media is intended.
(My good intentions and lack of interest by others finished this project with issue No. 5. Somebody might revive it online and with CD-ROMs. They are welcome to it. - J.Z., 27.12.05.)

If too much unpaid material is submitted for microfilming then its reproduction will be postponed until there is space for it or sponsors come forward for the production of additional microfiche.

HOW MANY PAGES ARE YOU LIKELY TO GET FOR ONE 4 -ISSUE SUBSCRIPTION?

Assume that each issue will have an average of 4 paper pages, 1 microfiche with 126 A4 to foolscap pages at 29x and 1 microfiche with 319 foolscap pages at 48x.
( The latter are advisable only for normal typing sizes and large printing without small print footnotes, indexes etc. For A 4, 377 pages would be possible. If the sheets are reduced to 288 mm length, even 435 pp.)

That page count comes to 449 pages per issue and 1,796 for a 4 issue subscription.

Frequently, the 126 foolscap pages will be used to reproduce 504 small book pages. That will bring the pages per issue to 827 and per 4 issue subscription to 3,308 pages. That would, indeed, be a lot of information for a small outlay ( $ 8 to $ 10. ) As many pages are rather likely.

In the rare & extreme case, when there are sufficient small book pages and all of them contain only large print, then the second fiche, 48x reduced, could contain 319x4 = 1,278 pages. One issue, with 4 paper pages and 504 small book pages in the 126 sheet fiche at 29 x reduction, provided there are no typed A4 or foolscap pages reproduced at all, could thus come to 1,786 pages. In the still more unlikely case that this would happen for all 4 issues of a subscription unit, the total page count would come up to 7,144 pages.

Let me stress again that this would be a very unlikely event. However, an approach to 3,308 pages per 4 issue subscription would be quite common, depending only on the size-mix of the material submitted or previously assembled and ordered upon individual choice.

Try to get as much for as little otherwise.

(Q.: How long would it take most people to download 3000 pages and how much would they have to pay for it, if they have still to pay for their connection to their provider by the hour? - J. Z., 27.12.05.)
By the way, the automatic cameras, of well equipped micrographic service bureaus, can film up to 800 documents per minute and even this record may already have been broken during the last few years. Consequently, they can offer you low unit costs that you would not find it easy to beat by attempting to do your own filming with some outdated and second-hand and cheap cameras at home.

c) The opportunities provided by wars, oppression, revolutions and civil wars to inform actual and potential freedom fighters of the best possibilities for financing their efforts properly, using monetary and financial freedom options. In the thus liberated areas unemployment and inflation would be abolished and, to a large extent, involuntary poverty, too, also war and revolution, conditions permitting. At least a very high growth rate could be obtained - and refugees and deserters - applying monetary freedom principles among themselves - would no longer be perceived as burdens but welcomed in all areas where monetary freedom is already applied. Thus correct monetary freedom theories could have enormous immediate economic, political, military and  revolutionary value - and applications. They are not just a subject for ivory tower  exchanges or small-scale experiments in somewhat free countries.

This newsletter and its microfiche want  to involve not only academic scholars but the hobbyist monetary reformers, too, as long as they advocate at least one or the other degree of monetary freedom or envision the introduction of their on "ideal" scheme only via experiments among volunteers, joined by more and more people and finally  subscribed to by all or most or many people However, even in those cases, the attempt should be made to induce them to speak up in favour of the right of dissenters to opt out from their "ideal" schemes, in order to practice among themselves whatever "imperfect" scheme they do like.

Anyone who insists on compulsory membership in or acceptance of his, supposedly ideal monetary scheme, does, thereby, automatically rule himself out of this circle, network and publication, except as a enemy, as an advocate of the wrong ideas and practices to be fought here. If he has a paid-up subscription, he will get his copies but will enjoy none of the contribution & reproduction opportunities. They are reserved for monetary freedom advocates. - If he is any good as a sophist, the central banks may soon require his services.

PRINCIPLES

Everyone has the right to issue, accept or refuse any kind of note, scrip, I.O.U. etc., typified and standardized like money, in convenient denominations and subject to a free market rate, i.e. with compulsory acceptance at face value (legal tender) only towards the issuer and those contractually obliged to him.

Anyone has the right to prefer, create, accept or refuse any kind of value standard to facilitate his pricing - and is obliged to accept only his own contractual clauses on this subject - whether he prefers a metallic, index or abstract standard, a KW.-hour, "labour hour", a canary or whatever suits his fancy or ideas, notions or preferences in this sphere.

Anyone has the right to clear his debts, when due, against his freely transferable assets, in any certified and standardized forms, shapes and values & by diverse methods that are suitable and acceptable to him and his contracting partners.

No third party has in any of these cases any right to interfere, prohibit or regulate their actions. The parties involved are at liberty to appoint their own arbitrators.

All these principles apply to free, adult and sufficiently rational and responsible beings.

We are no longer hunters and food gatherers. We do depend on division of labour and free exchanges and anything that endangers or infringes these 3 basic rights endangers our liberty, well-being and survival .

Such liberty is practicable. There are many precedents for it. It may be claimed and practised any time again, without doing wrong or harm to anybody. (Well, I would expect that when it is practised undisturbed then it would drive central banks out of business. I for one would not weep for them. - J.Z,. 27.12.05.)
Prohibitions have sometimes included huge fines, imprisonment and even death penalties - upon such peaceful and mutually beneficial exchanges! Such laws do not deserve to be obeyed or respected.

Monetary despotism is connected with almost all the major problems of our times, while monetary freedom is required for almost all complete solutions.

Whether it is involuntary unemployment of any degree, slow or galloping inflation, excessive or any government expenditures, despotism or totalitarianism, under-development, involuntary poverty, housing shortage, inaccessibility of capital, under-utilised resources, sales difficulties, depressions, prolonged wars and revolutions, immigration barriers, misery for refugees, an unsatisfied hunger for land, agricultural crises - you name the problem and I tell you the tie-in of the problem with the suppression of and ignorance of monetary freedom.

I also hold that we ought to retain our independence and do not have to subscribe to any other common policy than some or the other version of monetary freedom declarations.

Freedom Now! - as much as is already possible and fully fledged FIOT (Freedom In Our Time), largely through monetary freedom, microfiche and panarchism, the main pillars of the Peace Plans series of LMP.

A handful of people as active as he has been, could soon assure that all the old monetary freedom tradition is recorded and all the new experiments and theories are pointed out, if not also micro-fiched or scanned in. He was also be interested in English, French & Esperanto material on the subject and has already done some translation work & written himself some excellent material on the subject.

(Lately he has scanned in many of the letters of Ulrich von Beckerath and edited some of my scans for publishing at www.reinventingmoney.com  But he does not want to get still more email and reserves his present private views on monetary theory and practice, which may have changed since his early interest during his student days and is already all too busy as a professional and with a young family.)
If you think that your monetary reform ideas ought to be micro-fiched in this series but I have not yet done so, because it was not sufficiently in favour of monetary freedom, in my opinion, you could always assure its publication by covering my costs - unless you are an outright advocate of monetary despotism. Then you will have sufficient other outlets to choose from.

I have not yet started a column of materials received - because most of it, sooner or later, will be micro-fiched, anyhow.

Once I have overcome the backlog, I might rather list material received or obtained but not yet filmed and ask, perhaps, for sponsors, in case my limited funds run short.

I also want to avoid printing costs, have not yet photocopy reduction facilities and want to reduce my photocopying expenses and efforts to the reproduction of .2 A4 sheets only. The tiny number of people, who have so far subscribed or submitted some material for reproduction, does not encourage

any other procedure. Moreover, my time is pretty much filled with getting more microfiche ready for filming & I will be still more busy once I seriously try to market them.

The extra 2 pages of this issue were needed to finish the literature listing here, rather than carry it forward into No. 3.

They may also serve as my apology for this belated issue. The next issue should come out much sooner. I want some more input & could use some more subscribers. - J. Zube, November 16th., 1987.

Alternatively, discussion on monetary freedom for all appears finite, since it would confine itself to defining and elaborating the rights, liberties, tolerance and opportunities existing or to be established in this sphere, whatever the individual or group preferences may be.

Robert Carnaghan (address : 22 Wentworth Close, Watford, Herts, UK) showed in 1986, when I last saw him, a readiness to reproduce photo-ready paper originals or excellent photocopies of a few pages of monetary freedom news and to circularize them in Europe, to monetary freedom addresses there, as a monetary freedom letter, provided he would be supplied with such texts and addresses. He did not like the paper/microfiche combination that I offer and would merely point out in this kind of monetary freedom newsletter that monetary freedom microfiche are available from LMP. 
Undoubtedly, there would be a larger market for such a publication than one like mine, which attempts to "sell" microfiche as a reading and publishing medium at the same time, in order not to confine their information offer to whatever information can be conveyed in a few pages. I have still not got around to supply him with a few original pages or compilations or addresses for this purpose. He was thinking of snippets, addresses, book references and hints to past, current and planned experiments. No copyrights was to be claimed. Reproduction was to be free and desired. Perhaps someone else is able and willing to collaborate with him in this project before I finally get around to it? Several such smaller international circles would be possible at bearable postage rates and posting times. They should grant each other copyrights.

The only considerable and active free banking information exchanges that I am aware of are those among a few interested academics, through their usual academic contacts and publications.
_________________________________________________________________________________
I have made little progress with the free banking bibliography reproduced in PP 647. Hand-written corrections and additions even from 1986 are still not typed into the computer file. In the meantime, recent academic articles have greatly added to and listed many more titles which ought to be included. Once I have finally a powerful and working sorting programme, I do intend to become more active in this sphere. I bought a special sort programme from Logistics Software, P.O. Box 64, Glen Iris, Vic. 3146, Australia, but instead of sorting e.g. over 300 paragraphs alphabetically, it broke them up into 948 to me useless segments of one to two-liners, whichever way I tried to apply the programme. The sort programme of my Dulmont Magnum is not powerful enough, due to a limited workspace.

That of my Ability Plus WP is also not powerful enough. I have not yet tried the sorting programme of my recently acquired SPRINT WP - because I am still trying to master its initial details. 
At least Kevin Dowd and Ion Matonis are also working on a bibliography. Any submitted for filming will be gladly filmed.

After prolonged, repeated and continuing problems with my 2 computer systems and various sorting programmes, I have still only recently got around to print out some alphabetized free banking notes, in German and English on free banking. The German notes come so far to 94 pages, the English ones only to 8. The English notes are reproduced in PP 815, the German ones in PP 812. Both are offered as standing invitations to anyone interested to help compile a handbook on monetary freedom. Even without assistance, I do intend to greatly expand both compilations.

Apart from LMP's continuing growth of monetary freedom writings on microfiche, which was lately largely due to the assistance of Kevin Dowd, Dept. of Economics, The University of Nottingham, University Park Nottingham NG7 2RDP U.K., who sent or lent me many copies, the only other "news" is the appearance in recent times of quite a few books and articles by academics on monetary freedom. I may list some of them here to the extent that they have come into my possession but have not yet been microfilmed or will not be microfilmed due to copyrights restrictions. I have "pirated" a few magazine articles recently published, that are copyrighted but are not easily accessible to many monetary freedom advocates. However, I do not intend to similarly pirate recent books that are
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still in print and likely to remain in print for a few years. However, if author and publisher send me their non-exclusive and revocable permission, then these titles will be entered high on my waiting list of titles to be filmed. And if they protest about my reproduction of their articles - in spite of the importance of such articles and the fact that they should get every additional little publicity that they possibly could get, I will simply have to omit them from my offers, with regrets.

Prof. Heinrich Rittershausen: Unemployment as Problem of Turnover Credits and the Supply of Means of Payment, was reproduced in a 51 pp booklet by the Monetary Freedom Network, Munich, Berlin, 1987, as a reprint from Prof. Edgard Milhaud's Annals of Collective Economy, vol. 10, 1934. This article was filmed in PP 41. The German issue is in PP 347/48.

A Warning: Save yourself the search and costs for: Earl A. Thompson, Who Should Control the Money Supply? The American Economic Review, May 1981, 6 pp. I got and read a copy, misled by the title. The author favours only an "optimal" monetary authority with discretionary powers and a monopoly for issues. He appears to be a Keynesian and speaks thus of a socially optimal inflation rate. He does not discuss monetary rights but presumes legislative authority. The article seems worthless to the free banking debate except as a collection of errors to be refuted.

BANKNOTES: How many wrong or only partly correct theories exist on their origin, nature and function? I hold that banknotes should mainly represent the goods and services offered for sale right now, within their private and voluntaristic payment circle and should, therefore, not be issued in form of "cut-up" long term securities, whose value might be merely speculative and is, anyhow, not yet immediately obtainable in form of ready for sale consumer goods and services. There is indeed room for small and standardized shares, bonds and other securities - but only on the capital market.

APHORISMS ON THE MONEY PROBLEM

by Ulrich von Beckerath, translated by John Zube.

The German original was published ca. 1932 in BANKWISSENSCHAFT. It was previously filmed in PP 587/588.


The question whether one could utilize non-interest-bearing, long-term loan certificates and mortgage bonds in small denominations, e.g. "Wagemann Money", "Feder Money" etc. as means of exchange, could perhaps be put into the following formula:

Money is a MEANS OF TRANSPORT. It serves to overcome spatial distances. With money one exchanges values that do already exist in the present. The exchange of harvested grain for clothing, household goods and hay forks is done through MONEY.


MONEY is necessarily interest-free. Both justifications for interest, namely
a) difference between future and present services and

b) a just share for the creditor in the production of the debtor,
do not apply to MONEY.


The notes issued by a note-issuing bank or clearing bank are, by their very nature, clearing certificates (settlement scrip). As such they should not remain in circulation as long as possible but, instead, disappear from it as soon as possible.


To oblige any issuing centre (Zettelbank) to exchange its clearing certificates at any time for metal, is not only superfluous but harmful and contradicts the nature of this paper money as a clearing certificate (or settlement scrip).


The interest rates charged by a note-issuing clearing centre are not interest but fees. Insofar, a properly conducted issuing centre operates INTEREST-FREE. Only when any customer of the note issuing centre delays the clearing (settlement), does the bank charge INTEREST FOR LATE PAYMENT. This interest is something quite different from clearing, although both are CALLED interest and are ACCOUNTED as interest. (It is more in the nature of a contract fine. - J.Z. )


Credit instruments that are FORCED INTO CIRCULATION, like e.g. interest-free mortgage bonds in small denominations, must lastly DESTROY credit. They amount to putting warehouses on wheels and wanting to drive in them. That is POSSIBLE but the goods storage business is thereby ruined - although it appears, at first, as if one had solved two problems with one stroke. It reminds of the famous rifles that were to be at the same time useful as umbrellas, telescopes, lances and tobacco pipes. But they were
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somewhat IMPRACTICAL.

(Lombard loan certificates do often represent present goods, in large quantities, that are kept out of the present market in the expectation of future price rises. If such certificates are monetized then, obviously, the present purchasing power is increased but the present goods offered on the market are not correspondingly increased. - J.Z.)


In all inflations reported by world history, their essence consisted in forcing into CIRCULATION assignments upon FUTURE services, prescribing them as equal to PRESENT ones. Either the State issues as much state paper money with legal tender that not only the current taxes but also those of the COMING months could be paid with them (and the latter were not levied) or, as from 1914 to 1923, the State borrows from a bank, grants its notes legal tender and deposits treasury certificates as security, based not on current tax assets (that would be in order) but upon the tax revenue of many FUTURE months or even years.


Inflation is impossible without forcefully equating future services with present ones. Many do not realize this as yet.


Interest bridges differences in time. It makes possible the just exchange of FUTURE services with present ones. Between the present and the future neither TRANSPORT takes place nor CLEARING. Consequently, to bridge the present and the future is not a task for a CLEARING INSTITUTE like a note issuing bank (Zettelbank).


Indeed, a credit instrument with a properly certified interest claim, does have a value in the present and can thus be exchanged for other, present goods. Such a credit instrument (mortgage bond, annuity certificate) is even the natural means of payment for goods that exist in the present but are not PRODUCED in the present, e.g. for REAL ESTATE. For this reason, mortgages are often used as means of payment in REAL ESTATE PURCHASES. But goods PRODUCED in the present do require scrip as means of payment (notes or clearing cheques), if the producer wants to consume the equivalence in the present. If he does not want this but wants to consume only in the- future, then the proper means of payment is, again, the credit instrument, e.g. the standardized mortgage bond.


Feder wants to create a means of circulation that at the same time bridges differences in SPACE and in TIME. That can NOT be done. 
(A sound commercial bill does it, to some extent, in a limited circulation sphere and only for a short period. Moreover, the bill debtor has immediately a corresponding quantity of goods for sale. - J.Z.) A railway has to overcome e.g. the distance between Berlin and Hamburg as fast as possible, if it is a GOOD railway. But if, at the same time, it is to act as a STORAGE facility, too, then it can no longer serve as a means of TRANSPORT.

FREE BANKING: Advocates have different notions of it. All ought to be explored here and in the concurrent microfiche. I hold that free banking is largely a question of choice between communistic, centralistic, monopolistic and coercive paper money and private, cooperative, competitive paper currencies that are subject to voluntary acceptance and free market rating. 
It embraces freedom of issue, freedom to clear, free choice of exchange media, freedom to refuse exchange media not contracted for, freedom to rate them and freedom of choice for value standards, too. Exclusive and coercive central banking is still one of the strongholds of totalitarianism - and one of the strangleholds upon a free market, a free economy and free individuals and minorities.

Free Banking or Monetary Freedom means: You could "coin" your service capacity and readiness and your ready for sale goods into your own token money, alone or in association with others, pay many to most of your expenses with these tokens and then let them bring you jobs and sales upon their almost inevitable reflux. 
(Apart from collectors holding some back, initially, while such issues are new and unaccustomed.)

In essence, you would merely clear your services and goods against those of others, in a technically convenient form. 
What is your definition or explanation? Microfiche have room for all such efforts.

UNEMPLOYMENT: Allow the  unemployed and underemployed and their local associations to offer their own service capacity and willingness in standardized and typified certificates, in monetary denominations, which they are willing to accept in payment of wages, salaries and fees for their services, i.e. as far as possible in freely transferable and even liquefied form. Then and to the extent that they would be able to spend and circularize these certificates, they would inevitably circulate an effective demand for their services - which would tend to settle their account within a short period. The process could be endlessly repeated. They are potential issuers. However, issues by shopping centres or large department stores or shop associations will in most instances be preferred and would already mobilize enough work opportunities for them. Tokens by general stores, bakers, butchers, greengrocers, hardware stores etc. would be in-between types. Legally or juridically, they would fall under the anti-truck legislation and jurisdiction which has, for centuries, nipped such issues in the bud and prevented them from developing into rightful, suitable and popular local currencies.

There is no reason to trust any government which is so corrupt that it insists upon a money monopoly and legal tender and then, almost inevitably, abuses these powers to inflate or deflate its paper-currency. 
Such a government does not permit any sound, private, competitive alternatives, precisely because they would drive its own unsound issues out of circulation. 
Totalitarian communists have frankly declared this monetary despotism to be their ideal. Liberal democrats have tacitly copied it or made deceptive apologies, false pretences and excuses for it. Among the results were poverty, repression, wars and revolutions, mass unemployment and numerous inflations. 
We are not emancipated until we are also monetarily emancipated!

Seeing the catastrophic consequences of monetary despotism, should we insist strictly upon copyrights for all writings intending to defeat this despotism and to introduce monetary freedom instead or should we attempt to publicize such writings by any means at our disposal, fully aware that at this stage it would be almost impossible to acquire riches or, often, even to recover the costs of such publishing efforts?

Good ideas, especially reform ideas towards the increase of individual liberty, at the expense of bureaucratic powers, are so far still among the least liquid financial assets. Proper use of the micrographic option could turn them more liquid. Experimental freedom could make them almost immediately useful, at least in small circles of those already convinced. Hopefully, a comprehensive registration and exchange of all monetary freedom ideas, i.e. a consistent application of freedom of exchange ideas via a free exchange of opinions, will turn these ideas into very liquid, i.e. immediately realizable assets.

The real problems and solutions are overlaid by a mass of unreal imaginary or irrelevant ones. E.g. who truly "sees" the enormous amount of shop foundation for local currency issues that is available in every large city in normal times and, especially, in depressed times, although he may still visit some of these shops daily? 
The same applies e.g. to the issue potential of railways, bus services, the post office, gas and electricity works.

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Tolerant money reformers would demand no more than the right to opt out of the statist monetary system and to practise their own among themselves, in free competition with the existing system and with all other experimental monetary systems. While theoretical studies of money questions have often stagnated or been forgotten for decades and even over a century, whilst primitive and wrong notions of money have dominated the field and were legislated into action, experimental freedom in this sphere could reveal its truths fast and allow anyone to benefit from them immediately.

Monetary despotism means among other things that the normal provision of employment is in some of its most important aspects outlawed and penalized.

Monetary despotism, through its inflationary as well as its deflationary consequences, enforces mass unemployment and bankruptcies.

PROCEEDING FROM

1.) the incontestable right of unemployed


a) to exchange among themselves their labour services,

5.) the fact that no two services or labour can ever be completely equal to each other, so that one of two participating in an exchange will, necessarily, receive a higher value than he just offered in exchange,

b) it is almost always of such a nature that the recipient cannot use it directly for himself,


c) consequently, and on principle, the method known as circular exchange has to be applied,

Note: SPA stands for Sozialpolitische Arbeitsgemeinschaft (workshop for social politics), which was a Berlin self-help organization of unemployed, founded ca. 1951. It had many sub-groups and splinter groups. Some of them discussed monetary freedom options, largely under the influence of Ulrich von Beckerath, but the practical proposals the members could agree upon remained rather flawed, since all too many of the members persisted with their own and various primitive or insufficiently informed notions of money and currency or remained under the spell woven by Silvio Gesell.

Die Berliner Gesellschaft von 1952 zur Bekaempfung der Ursachen der Arbeitslosigkeit (Berlin Society of 1952 to Fight the Causes of Unemployment), which later produced the Berlin Programme, reproduced in Peace Plans No 41, was an offshoot of the SPA, from which Beckerath had resigned by this time. 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I have still a quantity of copies of PP 11 for sale, which contains Beckerath's third monetary freedom book: Compensation Money and Public Insurance, and an alphabetical index to it and the preceding ones, reproduced in PP 9 & 10. 112 pp, $ 5 ea. by ordinary mail. (By now I would have to charge $ 10 to cover the postage. However, by now Beckerath's 3 monetary freedom books, in PEACE PLANS 9-11 are online. - J.Z., 4.1.03.) 
Among the many monetary freedom literature surveys that I would like to see would be one by date of the first publication, with hints towards which of the previous or contemporary monetary freedom advocates the author was aware of then, judging by his references.

Objections against free banking should perhaps be a) numbered, b) alphabetically indexed, c) classified, d) ascribed to their originators and main defenders and appended by references to some of their better refutations.

I would like to see a booklet: Central Bank fallacies, A-Z, with free banking replies.
Any drafts towards such an essay would be welcomed for filming. For easier recognition and reference these fallacies might e.g. be numbered. The literature for free banking or taking it for granted is enormous. Not one would have the time to read it all. Extracts of its all too scarce contents of ideas and arguments would be helpful, I believe.

Perhaps there is a case for a compilation of common errors or less than perfect terms regarding money? 
For instance, there are probably dozens if not hundreds of wrong descriptions of the cause of "INFLATION", x wrong notions on "CREDIT- and MONEY CREATION", "COVER", "RESERVES", TRUST and CONFIDENCE as prerequisites for currencies. 

The term "FIAT MONEY" is also all too indiscriminately applied to all, even contractual and well founded alternatives to rare metal coins and certificates, as if all the alternatives were equal to the forced and exclusive paper currencies of governments.
The SUSPENSION OF GOLD REDEMPTION should not and need not, by the nature of things, and according to common experience, restrict other desired exchanges, however much these other exchanges may be outlawed or made artificially difficult.
Government "spending" is really a form of confiscation rather than a spending of genuine assets rightfully owned, via the robbery of coercive taxation or inflation via legal tender issues.

The existence of CURRENCY SHORTAGES or CURRENCY FAMINES or even of their possibility is often denied. Apart from widespread and individual and collective experiences with currency shortages, one could simply refer to the proverbial "cursed hunger for gold" or "greed for money" and to the several historical "gold rushes" as indications of not only a quest for adventure and riches but, moreover, for an undersupply of ready cash for ordinary living. By the way, these tendencies and events do also appear to indicate either underpaid or insufficiently productive jobs or less choice in jobs than most people want. 
The "cursed HUNGER FOR GOLD" amounts to a thoughtless addiction to gold redemption rather than gold value clearing, to gold as a means of exchange rather than merely as a value standard. 
REDEMPTIONISM or rare metal convertibility: The possibility of clearing exchanges (or e.g. computerized barter exchanges) should not be restricted to the availability of equivalent values of gold, silver or any other exclusive commodity or cash. 
CREATION OF CREDIT AND MONEY? Credit or notes are not created "out of nothing" and do not only require paper, ink and printing presses. As a rule credit certificates, banknotes and clearinghouse certificates are not "created out of nothing" but are temporarily exchanged for other kinds of credit notes or assets which are less suitable for general local circulation. These exchanges of bills, unsuitable for general circulation into bills that are suitable for at least local circulation, represent clearing processes in progress. As such they do not need any rare metal cover or reserves but merely sufficient readiness to exchange goods and services. Especially employees and shopkeepers must be free and ready to accept such "cut-up-bills. They could be contractually obliged to do so - and would do so in their own interest once the facts of private issues are sufficiently explained to them. (Or they could issue them themselves.) 
The free exchange of one type of paper claims for other kind of paper claims does not amount to a creation of some value out of nothing but merely a transformation. But just because SOME paper claims are thus exchanged into notes - and later the paper claims are redeemed with the notes, does not mean that ALL paper claims could be easily "cut up" or transformed in this way. The bills to be discounted must be e.g. real bills, i.e. sound and short-term commercial bills representing real sales. 
When the exchange process is free enough for such transactions, then more values are created and exchanged than were produced and exchanged before. The result appears mysterious or miraculous only to those who do not understand it. These and numerous other controversies ought finally to be settled as far as possible, with all required literary references readily on hand. --- Please make your
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own additions to such lists and refutation attempts and let me know whether you think a separate listing would be advisable or one integrated with the positive terms of monetary freedom.

ASSET CURRENCY: Just because the law has permitted or even prescribed it in some or many instances does not make it rightful or economically sound and a predictable practice under monetary freedom. "Modern" views on this are often merely a revival of the ancient "land-bank" fallacies that have been refuted already in several monographs.

Money to be "redeemed" (in practice and in most cases ) in goods and services can be issued upon these goods and services - by those owning them or their contractors. This can be done even if there is not a single gold or silver coin left in a country. These certificates then merely facilitate clearing or an indirect, multilateral and anonymous barter exchange. This kind of "commodity" money does not require any other kinds of "redemption" or "convertibility", backing, cover or reserves. Apart from legal restrictions it could always be made available where there are wanted goods and services whose sale might, otherwise, be difficult or incomplete.

CIRCULATION of money? Not all kinds of sound money need to "circulate". Various private notes might be issued and shortly afterwards stream back like stamps, tickets and gift vouchers. The more it is issued merely upon the "security" of the goods and services, that it is usually redeemed in, according to the holder's wishes, among the choices offered by the issuers, in their payment community, the more will the issues merely correspond the goods and services ready for sale. Then, when the volume and turnover of money increase, the goods and services sold will have increased correspondingly. The two increases will be only two sides of the same coin. Henry Hazlitt may have had something similar in mind when he wrote, in "Where the Monetarists Go Wrong", The Freeman, August 1976, p. 76:
"Strictly speaking, money does not 'circulate': it is exchanged against goods. When the turnover of (*) money increases, the turnover of goods increases correspondingly."


(*) Here I would insert : 'good'. -J.Z.

"Money matters." - Monetarist school, according to Henry Hazlitt, The Freeman, Aug. 76.
"Money matters most." (regarding economic affairs - monetary freedom view of the German School of thought. - J.Z.

Money should be among the products and services of a free and rightful society and civilization but States have turned it into a means for systematized injustice, exploitation and repression, a means to introduce expropriation and fraud into free exchanges, to turn free markets into unfree ones, stable currencies into deflated or inflated ones, boom-times into crises, full employment into mass-unemployment.

Allow people to pay and be paid in other monies than "money of the realm" or the governments exclusive and forced currency.

Unfortunately, most of these studies were written with an incomplete view of the full possibilities of monetary freedom. Future revisions could correct that. A comprehensive list of such studies would help to closed the remaining gaps in our information.

Articles on monetary freedom are now making their way into many publications, libertarian alternative magazines and even establishment ones. To that extent monetary freedom has arrived or at least become somewhat debatable in theory. A short and very incomplete listing of these follows:
The Gold Letter, The Freeman, Kyklos, Rundbrief of the Monetary Freedom Network, The Free Market, George Steele's Individualist Journal, Fragen der Freiheit, Ordo, JLS, JMCB, WWI Newsletter, Convivial Money, Green Revolution, The Voluntaryist, Southern Libertarian Messenger, Economic Inquiry, Wirtschaftspolitische Chronik. 
An article by Peter Brimelow, Do you want to be paid in Rockefellers? In Wristons? Or how about a Hayek?, 6 pp, reproduced in PP 803, has even found itself in Forbes Magazine of 30 May 88 and is worth reading.
The disadvantage of the appearance of many such articles, occasionally, in many different journals is that they are hard to get together for study and comparisons. Microfiching is to help overcome this difficulty for those not working near or in large research libraries. If I am supplied with it, I would gladly film an address list of all such sources - and a comprehensive bibliography of their articles. I can't do it all by myself.

While there is a considerable number of such studies published now, after a draught of them spanning decades, news on current monetary experiments are still all too scarce. I have difficulties even in getting them for those taking place in Australia, largely because they tend to be part of the underground economy or, very fast, subject to legal proceedings. I would gladly film such news if put into a form that would not bring the participants into further troubles with central banks or taxation authorities etc., e.g. by mentioning details like addresses. 
The numerous mistakes made by monetary experimenters in the past may indicate not only faulty monetary theories on their part and that of their contemporary theorizers but also lack of communication between the doers and the thinkers - and insufficient accessible information for both of them. How many monetary experiments were started, for instance, in complete ignorance of the existing monetary legislation?

A full discussion, in conventional channels MIGHT lead to monetary freedom in 20 years. If it were undertaken as comprehensively and rapidly as it could be, via micrographics and PCs, then it might be brought about already in 2 years.

Starting opportunities, where monetary restrictions could be safely enough ignored and ignoring them could greatly help a good cause, may exist in e.g. remote underdeveloped villages that are relatively infrequently checked by central authorities, or in form of insurrectionist armies, guerrillas, revolutions and civil wars, which need to be properly financed, too, in order to reduce killings and destruction to a minimum, in ghettos & reservations and large refugee camps with high degrees of unemployment, perhaps in Harlem or in any of the Red Indian reservations, or in Aboriginal reservations in Australia, if one could interest Aboriginals etc. in such questions? A movement towards autonomy is al-
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ready often strong in such places and their' people have sometimes considerable political clout and enjoy outside support. And towards the end of galloping inflations an at least tacit and black-market monetary revolution regarding the value standard most commonly used, tends to take place anyhow. An active network of monetary freedom advocates could become a positive influence at any trouble-spot in the world. 
I consider for in-stance the poverty and unemployment situation in countries like Haiti and San Domingo a continuing challenge for all libertarians - to draft suitable liberation plans, based especially on monetary freedom blueprints. The refugee streams of our times have seen to it that translators can be found almost everywhere and e.g. Solidarity is already smuggling microfiche into Poland - unfortunately not yet from LMP's offer.
(In the communist countries microfiche reading machines were even more out of sight than in the West. - J.Z., 4.1.03.)

ECONOMIC AND HUMAN RIGHTS ASPECTS IGNORED BY MOST MODERN AUTHORS

Translation of part of a letter by Ulrich von Beckerath, 29.9.1957, to Dr. Mann.

You say "...that the modern authors have dealt with the problems of value, price, wages, interest, rent, money, capital, currency, markets, etc., together with ALL the questions and problems which belong to them."

Now - I believe to have found, indeed, that they have NOT dealt with ALL the most important and subsidiary questions and problems. Instead, and essentially, they have been going in circles.

Every single of these problems will be seen in quite different light when the following possibilities are taken into consideration :

I.)  The note issue monopoly of the central bank is repealed.

II.)  The men in power in the world return to all human beings the freedom, which existed before 1914, to adopt in their contracts a value standard of their own choice, whether it be gold, silver, an index, music records or canaries.

III.)  Patronage (i.e. the splitting up of most enterprises into employers and employees) is replaced. The employees constitute themselves into an association and purchase the enterprises.

IV.)  Provision is made that every human being may join any productive association as a member, as far as this is technically possible. (Hertzka has up to now best elaborated this idea and I hold that this ought to apply even if working hours would have to be reduced to half an hour a day.)

V.) The whole population is sworn in upon human rights - to the extent that it is voluntarily prepared to undertake such an oath.

VI.)  For the protection of human rights an international militia is established. ALL its members are sworn in upon human rights.

VII.)  Freedom to issue (notes etc.), free choice of value standards, and other freedoms from a money and means of payment monopoly, are counted as human and civil rights.

VIII.) The principle, recognized already in almost all constitutions, that the authority of civil and military superiors to give commands, finds its limit in the rights of human beings and citizens, will be brought to the attention of all people at short intervals, so that it will never be forgotten and will be more and more firmly impressed.

The crisis of 1932 would have disappeared in less than 4 weeks if THIS would have happened. .... Do you know of ONE author among the modern ones who included the above hinted at possibilities in his calculations? Do not ALL of them consider the absolute power of the legislator as a truism?

Is not for all of them the money monopoly of the State, the exclusive value standard, the authority to introduce central planning etc., a foregone conclusion? Do you know of even ONE exception? ... (Rittershausen is one, but perhaps the only exception, apart, p e r h a p s from an American theoretician of money named Faulkner. I read a very derogatory criticism of him, written by the money-monopolist (exclusive gold standard! - J.Z.) Spahr. From his objections, I could only conclude that Faulkner is a very sharp and independent thinker. Unfortunately, I do not see how I can obtain F.'s writings.) (J.Z.: Bth. confirmed that the novelist William Faulkner was not meant. Perhaps it was R. P. Falkner, listed as author of "The Private Issue of Token Coins", Pol. Sc. Qu., vol. 16, on Jackson & Civil War Token Money? Copy wanted.)

Since then a few authors have questioned some of the premises challenged here - but is there one other author yet who has challenged ALL of them and made as sensible suggestions on all these points as Ulrich von Beckerath did? Please tell me his name, his address and give me a list of his writings. For such people I will always make room in my Peace Plans series. - J. Zube, 4.1.86.

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WANTED: LMP would like to hear of rare and o.o.p. monetary freedom titles in your possession and would appreciate photo-ready photocopies of them even more.

I would like to see a graphic awareness description of contacts and influences of significant monetary freedom writers upon each other, their contemporaries, predecessors and successors. They would graphically demonstrate the familiarity, or lack of it, of the advocates with the ideas of their competitors.

Beckerath and Riegel, for instance, were contemporaries and unaware of each other. 
(Correction: Riegel was once or twice mentioned in the correspondence between Meulen & Beckerath. - J. Z., 4.1.034.)

Hayek knew only of very little of Rittershausen's writings on this subject - and misunderstood that. 
Most modern academic writers on the subject are still unaware of the Beckerath - Rittershausen - Zander circle and its free banking studies and proposals. 
Publication difficulties for such material, limited impressions, if any were done at all, the rarity of reprints and, naturally, language barriers, have prevented many such contacts. 
At present and in my eyes among the most important factors are:

a) the underutilization of the micrographic option for this purpose, (The same applies to 


floppies & CD-ROMs.) 

b) the failure to supply comprehensive bibliographies, abstracts and review compilations and 

translations of such writings. 
How could such a graphic survey be arranged? After or below each author the other free banking authors could be listed, the ones he was aware of, or they could be shown as correspondents, guides or pupils by arrows around the name of the author dealt with. Sometimes opinion exchanges on this subject are hard to trace. I was e.g. in touch with Richard King, Pauline Russell and Robert Carnaghan and they, at repeated conferences, were speaking up for monetary freedom in the presence of Hayek and may, finally, have got him around to their point of view, after their objections had been simmering in his head for several years.

LMP aims at maximizing the influence of monetary freedom ideas upon anyone seeking or finally open to them.

Currency principle advocates still misunderstand banking principle or real bills doctrine advocates. Partisans of both schools believe that they have refuted each other. How could that controversy finally be brought to a close? First step would be a complete publication of all their writings. Second step: A confrontation of all their arguments. 3rd: Adding to the debate whatever points have been left out so far.

Goldbugs or advocates of a 100% gold standard, as well as their opponents, have still not taken a sufficient intellectual stand toward the technical and voluntaristic alternative of an optional gold value for account or gold value clearing standard, i.e., one which would utilize the many qualities of gold for value reckoning but would not compel people to use them exclusively or to use gold merely or mainly as an exchange medium, too.

Another survey, I would like to see, would be one which would indicate the position of authors, judging by some major characteristics :

l.) For unrestricted freedom of issue and choice of value standards, based on voluntary acceptance, contracts, right to refuse, free market rating and publicity.

2.) Monetary freedom option restricted to rare metal coins and certificates.
3.) Advocates of new alternative value standards only.
4.) Advocates of computerized systems only.

5.) Advocates who still made concessions to centralization, regulation, rare metal convertibility, rare metal reserves, "trust" and "confidence" as backing of notes.
6.) Advocates who see legal tender correctly and its part in "Gresham's Law".

7.) Advocates who aware of the effects of the right of creditors to demand scarce cash in payments and of the alternative to a right to clearing only, up to the stated number of units of the value standard used, but using any suitable and available means of settlement. 
Many other such groupings would be possible and could be indicated just by a letter or number. That would help in searches and studies, especially while the total offer of such literature is still incomplete.

Other surveys I would like to see:

a) Characteristics of exchange media or clearing systems proposed, again according to a code applied to all the characteristics.

b) Characteristics of all value standards proposed.

For both their main authors or perhaps even all supporting authors could also be indicated in footnotes.

This newsletter on paper was, like so many others, merely a temporary paper tiger. (I do aim, among many other projects, to provide an "honours roll", - or should it be a "dishonours roll"? - of defunct libertarian periodicals that could easily have been continued, indefinitely, if only they had been converted to microfiche.) 

It folded, after a short struggle, reaching only a first "volume" of 4 issues and a total of 24 pages on paper. (With the microfiche issues the subscription entitlement was, on average, over 2,400 pages for a mere $ 8.) 

A quarterly appearance had been intended. But it took 2 1/4 years to get merely 4 issues out and did not even reach a dozen subscribers. In an age suffering under monetary despotism - that does indicate how small the enlightenment on and interest in monetary freedom still is.

I'd rather write letters to as few people or simply refer them to my monetary freedom microfiche - if their interest in monetary freedom is deep enough not to be deterred by this medium. I have received neither a monetary nor other incentive to continue with this extra effort and expense. Luckily, right from the beginning, I had planned to keep this experiment or pilot scheme as small and cheap as possible. So I photocopied only small batches of the issues, as needed. If the newsletter had taken off and reached more than 100 subscribers and with more signing up, I would have handed over this job to someone especially interested in it.

I cannot merely lay the blame on others. My kind of compilations and editorial efforts and style are not appealing to most people, not even to most freedom lovers. Nor have I ever been very successful in marketing anything that was of great interest to me. I should have foreseen that a sufficient foundation for such a newsletter, in form of knowledge of and interest in monetary freedom theories, practices and possible and desirable developments and monetary revolutionary options, has not yet been established and that a tiny newsletter could not establish them.

Not even a single handbook exists as yet on the subject, one that would have pulled together the many but all too dispersed and obscure and inaccessible and o.o.p. writings on the subject. My beginnings of a monetary freedom bibliography came already to 124 pages and was reproduced on microfiche PEACE PLANS No. 1022 but could so far list only a fraction of such writings. Most who are somewhat favouring monetary freedom, at least to some extent, were lucky to come across a dozen or two dozen writings of this kind and are thus usually stuck on one or the other limited model of monetary freedom. 

I am still working (occasionally) towards a more complete and an annotated monetary freedom bibliography and towards the first edition of a handbook on monetary freedom, likewise, on an address compilation of all those interested in this subject. They will, sooner or later, appear on microfiche and on disks, through me, and perhaps, through others, on line.

If I could delegate the copying and mailing of such information on disks, then I would prefer that, too. It is so much easier and cheaper to get duplicate microfiche automatically produced and just to insert a microfiche into a letter. 

They will not be copyrights restricted, either. Any help towards them is welcomed. Anyone is invited to put this and supplementary information into databanks and online and to produce paper editions of it, if he can manage to sell them, at his own cost and risk.

My hope to publicise and sell more of my extensive sub-series on monetary freedom, in my general PEACE PLANS series, through the circulation of such a newsletter, were, naturally, disappointed, too. However, this series and sub-series - and others - will go on, on microfiche only - with a standing invitation to computer buffs to make use of this knowledge as best as they can, at their expense, with their favourite medium. I am not willing to take their costs, labours and risks upon me, which they have so far declined to accept, but which they persist, I should accept on their behalf. 

In other words, they do not trust their own medium sufficiently to do the job that they want done or to publish their computer books and magazines in their formats - but I should subscribe to and use only their medium and pay the high costs of this high technology, so that they do not have to bother with microfiche, which they look, down upon, snobbishly, although in this and other fields it has by far out-competed computers and may still do so for many years or even decades to come. 
(Only in numbers of titles and their pages, not in sales! - J. Z., 27.12.05.)

Luckily, except for the government's "free" public libraries and general science subsidies, they do not have the taxation power required to force me to fund their hobby activities, which they are unwilling to fund themselves. So they neither keyboard in nor scan in the information they want to have supplied to them, free of charge to them, or as cheaply as I can supply it on microfiche, into their computers. 

"Thou shalt recognize them by their fruits", not by their hopes, promises or prophecies. I wonder why they never put down the use of pencils and scrap paper, too, for taking notes or drafting papers. Do they really express, indirectly, and often unconsciously, a fear of an efficient medium, one that might threaten their paper sales?

In 1990/91, I was away on a collection trip, mainly in the U.S., which netted me 160 literature parcels of which only 3 got lost. Much of them contained additional monetary freedom material. Outstanding among them are most of the correspondence of Ulrich von Beckerath on this subject, and on related ones, since 1943. Most of his prior correspondence must be considered as being lost, with most of his library, in an air raid on Berlin. But I still seek photocopies of his letters etc. from the few survivors, or their heirs, who may have preserved their correspondence with him. 

From ca. 1913, to his death in 1969, he had more thoroughly than anyone else explored and described the monetary freedom options. On many points he is still ahead of those few modern economists who, since 1974, have only somewhat explored this option, largely following two booklets on the subject by Hayek. Alas, neither he nor Prof. Rittershausen nor Dr. Zander did get around to produce an alphabetized handbook on the subject. Based on much less knowledge and talent, I may have to tackle this job myself - unless someone else does it before me.

(I can think of at least 2 books I intended to promote or write but which were finally and successfully written & published by others. One was a compilation of all the job options now open, then maybe 100,000 different ones, later close to 400,000. The other was an ABC guide to the thoughts of Ayn Rand in her writings.)

Further contributions towards my monetary freedom series on microfiche are invited, on the usual basis: Only a non-exclusive and revocable permission is invited for microfiching them. Upon revocation I would at most have 100 duplicates on hand, which I would still want to be allowed to sell to cover my costs. The microfiche master would be handed over upon request. Copyrights owners could also insist that I notify them in the so far unlikely case that I would succeed in selling, 200, 500 or even 1,000 microfiche duplicates of any of their contributions. (Just to dowse their fears of "unfair" competition.)

This sub-series on monetary freedom, in my PEACE PLANS series, is already the most comprehensive publishing effort of its kind, by number of titles and their pages - not by sales achieved. It will continue indefinitely as long as I live. It will continue to be sold after I die and I may also find some people who are interested enough in the subject and medium so that they will continue to expand this collection.

Since then I have finally come into possession of most of the essays of Laurance Labadie on monetary and other freedom options. They will also appear, as soon as I can manage, on microfiche.

The latest monetary freedom titles, up to PEACE PLANS 1172, have not yet been included in my monetary freedom bibliography in PP 1022 but they can be found listed in PP 1172.

I have many recent academic monetary freedom writings that I cannot, alas, risk reproducing because of copyrights that are expressly claimed for them. One should imagine that their authors and publishers would have been sufficiently informed and self-interested to make certain that they are cheaply and permanently available in this format at least, through themselves, commercial microfiche publishers or me. However, the rational self-interest of most people and their appreciation of freedom of expression and information options remains rather limited.

Many others such writings are still stacked in boxes and I have simply not yet got around to ready them for microfiching. Even with the labour and cost savings of micrographics one person can only do so much. If monetary freedom advocates were active in this sphere, they would have microfilmed all such writings completely, long ago, between them, listed them fully in bibliographies, abstracted, reviewed, discussed them, indexed them and refuted all their remaining errors, prejudices and myths. They do have this freedom to issue and accept alternative media and freely and fully exchange all their special information in this format. But, alas, they have not yet done this or even established a single comprehensive monetary freedom bank (library) or clearing house service for their kind of valuable and somewhat unitised information, for the whole world, far less one that could sell cheap microfiche duplicates of each of its titles. They could undermine monetary despotism in this way - but have not even bothered trying to do so. Nor exists there as yet a data bank or CD or even a collection of floppy disks on the subject. Why not? Ask the computer fans.

With my MONETARY FREEDOM!  NEWSLETTER - and MICROFICHE, I undertook to supply upon request 8 LMP microfiche of the subscribers' choice. That obligation continues towards my few subscribers, where it has not yet been fulfilled, but I decline to make this choice for them and to dump, at my expense, any more unwanted microfiche upon them, except the general LMP list in PEACE PLANS 1172, enclosed with some of this mailing and the beginnings of a free banking bibliography on PP 1022. Why should I waste scarce copies upon those who do not want and would not appreciate monetary freedom information in this format? Let them try to get it on paper or on disk, on audio or video tape or online. Actually, I could supply these lists on disks but only a high price and the labour associated with this would still bother me in spite of the high price that I would charge.

Even more than subscription monies, I would have welcomed written contributions to the newsletter or to my microfilmed monetary freedom series. Some others have merely promised more such material - but have not yet delivered it.

Michael Linton, founder of LETS, made an appearance for a speech and demonstration of his accounting system, a while ago, here in Bowral, in the Southern Tablelands of NSW, my own neighbourhood (10 minutes by car), trying to gather more support for the local LETS group, then still operating without a computer, perhaps still. They strongly objected to my attempt to distribute some leaflets on monetary freedom to the people who attended, arguing that it would merely "distract" them. The LETS secretary finally persuaded me to desist and promised to deliver all my leaflets to the signed up members. Either he has done it or not. Response was zero. I had wasted a day on writing and photocopying them! I paid for and was promised a copy of their former newsletter - and am still waiting for it.
I raised some objections to Michael, which he did not respond to. Then I pointed out that none of the members had goods or services to offer which I wanted and that I had none which they wanted. Nevertheless, he merely insisted that I join. Why should I join for the sake of joining? 

He expressed high and almost unlimited aspirations and promises and predictions for his kind of computerised "garage sale and babysitter exchange" (my description), which has spread in Australia as a result of a prolonged depression, leading to more than 1 million unemployed. But one of the most successful LETS exchanges, in the Blue Mountains area, with 6,000 asserted members, could only boast of an annual turnover of $ 30,000. That would be much for one person but came only to $ 5 for the average member! 

He ignored legislation that would interdict him from issuing wage payment means and currency that would be suitable for general shopping in the local shopping centre. He somehow assumed that these spheres would simply pick up his medium and would be free to do so.
But it was interesting to find out from him that he had so far been neither bothered by the Fed nor by the Reserve Bank of Australia. Only the revenuers troubled some of the members and wrongly equated one of his green dollars in market value with central banking dollars. Thus even if his system could be widely enough adopted, people would still be forced to charge partly in central banking dollars to enable them to pay their taxes with them, even upon their "green dollar" earnings. If they earned only "green dollars", then this tax demand for government paper dollars would drive them into bankruptcy. 

His knowledge of and interest in monetary freedom theories and practices was rather limited - and that of most of his followers and listeners was still much more so. He showed no interest at all in any of the monetary freedom information that I have to offer. I expect no breakthrough from him and his circles, even if they become more popular than they are already. 

"There is not anymore terrible sight to behold than ignorance in action!" - said Goethe.

In 1989 the DURELL JOURNAL OF MONEY AND BANKING started out in a very promising way, under the leadership of Dr. John W. Robbins, who would have steered it into the direction of an institute, library and seminars for the study of monetary freedom options, too and would have freely accepted articles on the subject for the D. J. He even invited me to submit an article on the older monetary freedom advocates. However, I dallied, being involved with x other projects, and before I could get around to this, he was already somehow "eked" out, as I merely suspect, from this rich, $ 10 million foundation, by others, probably more skilful in power and position grabbing. The best people rarely succeed in such struggles. As a result, and judging by the index of articles published in the Winter 93 issue of this journal, its articles that are of some monetary freedom interest have already greatly diminished, from 16 during 89 - 91 to a mere 2 during 92 - 93. Good luck to anyone trying to reverse that development. The journal is supplied free to those who ask for it in the U.S. and for $ 10 p.a. to foreign addresses. Fax: (703) 665-5432. - Let me stress again, that I do KNOW nothing about its internal power struggle but that I SUSPECT a lot merely from its change of staff and contents. The same could have happened under present conditions to any other such institute and publication in any other country. The "Zeitgeist" asserts itself - no matter what ignorance and misery and bloodshed it helps to support. 

New countervailing institutions and channels have to be established or, like the microfiche path to liberty, have to be fully and optimally used. Begin your freedom to issue notes and clearing-house certificates etc. with your present freedom to issue fiche containing monetary freedom information. Or, even with mere local tokens for the tourist trade. I am contemplating such an issue for this village, a tourist attraction in a large tourist area.

Based on a former agreement with Dr. John W. Robbins, not yet revoked by the present executives, I intend to reproduce its monetary freedom titles in my series and send them a few of my microfiche in exchange. But in general I consider this as another great opportunity that was not taken up.

But there was one silver lining in that cloud. Dr. John W. Robbins is now the editor of THE FREEMAN and another monetary freedom advocate, Dr. Hans F. Sennholz, is the current president of THE FOUNDATION FOR ECONOMIC EDUCATION, Irvington-on-Hudson, N.Y. 105343, Phone (914) 591-7230, Fax: (914) 591-8910. The "salt of the earth" working in what is probably the oldest continuously operating and explicitly libertarian (or, rather, pro-freedom) think-tank (since 1946). It stresses and uses the educational approach. Something good is bound to result from the combination of two such talents in that one spot. 

Leonard E. Read, the founder, in all too general terms, was also a monetary freedom advocate. I had my first & possibly last chance to visit FEE in 1990, browse through its library and copy extensively from its bookshelves. Alas, many of its publications are o.o.p. and there is not even a complete listing of these. Nor did I have time for their numerous 4-drawer filing cabinets full of periodicals and pamphlets. Typically, by 1990, it still had no microfiche reader among its equipment. 

It had attached to the FEE library the library of Henry Hazlitt. I had the chance to browse, also, through the FEE office library of Rev. Edmund Opitz and the FEE office and the private library of Bettina Bien Greaves and discovered, in the latter, some rare monetary freedom gems which I copied. Typically, these freedom libraries, too, were short of most monetary freedom and many significant other and older freedom titles, thus indirectly providing evidence of the need for libertarian microfiche publishing.

Are there many other institutions and publications which can boast of 2 as prominent monetary freedom advocates among their members? Alas, FEE and its THE FREEMAN are largely dedicated to discussing freedom options mostly only in very general terms, on principles. Important as such defences are, the techniques of monetary freedom issues are thus unlikely to be discussed in THE FREEMAN, although they might be discussed, one day, in detail, in one of its monographs. If only FEE took up the microfiche options, it could, soon, become the most informative and, possibly, most influential and financial libertarian think tank. But like all too many others it accepts the present situation in which most of its output is o.o.p. and remains o.o.p., for years, if not decades, in spite of the microfiche self-publishing option.

One of my many "finds" during my long collection trip was: ​Richard M. Salsman's book: "Breaking the Banks: Central Banking Problems and Free Banking Solutions", 171 pp, published as ECONOMIC EDUCATION BULLETIN, Vol. XXX, No. 6, June 1990, by the American Institute for Economic Research, Great Barrington, Massachusetts, 01230, 1990. (Full or sufficient address.) I spoke with one of its executives, Robert A. Gilmour, who wrote the introduction to that book. He promised to send me more issues and to bring about a decision on the microfiching of this book, which sold ca. 15,000 copies so far, at $ 12 each. Self-costs, with in-house printing, probably without labour costs and amortisation of equipment and printing shop, came only to 48 cents a copy. Alas, I have not heard from him since. AIER, founded in 1933, belongs to the historical school of economics, as opposed to any of the ideological ones. To learn from experience is its aim, rather than ignoring it in favour of one or the other hypothesis or model. I gave him my free banking bibliography on disk, which he quickly got converted to Word-Perfect, returning my disk. It has not led to a single order, though, since these people are also mainly paper tigers - but as such more successful than most. Do these 15,000 sold copies indicate a strong interest in this field or just a large circulation of this bulletin? The author is a practising N.Y. banker and, supposedly, was ridiculed for this defence by most of his colleagues, which, rightly, has not shaken his confidence in his research. I would like to get his address.

Alas, I had no chance to browse through the central library of the American Institute for Economic Research or through the many bookshelves attached to the working desks of numerous researchers assembled in one vast hall of this Institute. If I had, I might have discovered many other treasures there. Nor did I succeed in getting the catalogues of this or any other freedom library that I visited.
LeFevre's Freedom Academy library, now in private hands, was one of the very few that I saw, that was almost completely catalogued in a databank. But the disk issue of it was not quite finished yet and I have not yet got it. Anyhow, a twofold browsing through it did not reveal all that many titles that I was interested in and that I could have included in my series. But, again, the filing cabinets contained many treasures, of which I got only glimpses. But at least I could copy some years of LeFevre's columns. He was, by the way also a monetary freedom advocate, on general terms and by supporting at least one monetary freedom experiment.
When will these columns appear? When I get around to them. Or did you offer to help me with such labours? 

I had anarchists or libertarian hosts for 355 of 365 days of my trip, still seek a directory for such hospitality and do welcome non-smoking, non-drinking, non-drug using anarchists and libertarians in my place, for a few days. 

By the way, my second visit to the Freedom School library helped me to experience L.A.'s bus "services". One trip took ca. 4 hours, across town, which, on the return trip, I managed to reduce to ca. 3 1/2 hours. Modern public transport!
The main airport had no bus route and time table displayed. The information booth was simply closed during early hours. Bus drivers misinformed me several times on supposed stops for busses to the other airport. Finally I found out that this service had been discontinued and with some other victims I had to hire a small combi-van to take me there. About 2 hours wasted. 

In Denver I wasted once ca. 1 1/2 hours at a marked bus stop for one route, only to be finally told, when ringing up the bus information centre, that this bus stop had been long discontinued!
Is the car industry the real sponsor of this "public service"? 

"Grand" Central Station in N.Y.C., without male toilet facilities and men urinating in the tunnels, did not greatly impress me, either. As one of the excuses was offered that there had been hold-ups in the toilet blocks. Why can pre-fabricated single-cell toilets only be commercially provided for outside sporting events? There are still some people who imagine that a government, which cannot provide sufficient bus and toilet services could, nevertheless, provide sufficient monetary and value standard services! Or that it could provide justice & prosperity and could establish peace and a free society!

With my monetary freedom sub-series in my general libertarian PEACE PLANS series, published under the label LIBERTARIAN MICROFICHE PUBLISHING, I am not under time pressure associated with any attempt to produce a periodical or newsletter. It was right from its beginnings, in 1964, advocated and practised only as an irregular pamphlet series, appearing upon demand, depending upon my time, energy and funds. Nor does it force me to attempt to squeeze much monetary or other freedom information into a few pages, at least not since my conversion, since 1978, to microfiche publishing only. (Apart from some photocopied leaflets.) 

Nor am I bothered much by often repeated mailing labours and costs, just to regularly convey a few pages to a few regular subscribers. Instead, I can reproduced whole articles, papers, pamphlets and books and manuscripts, in my own good time and when I have the energy and means for them. These titles do primarily have to appeal only to me. To others I make them available only upon demand, if and when they pay me for them. Mailing them costs only minimally in labour and postage. To that extent I am glad that I got rid of the Newsletter chore. - If you want to tackle it - you are welcome, any time.

Do you know of any other source which has published more on this subject? However, as long as most people, even those who profess to be seriously interested in monetary freedom, or at least in some of its aspects, would rather not read more such information at all - than resort to reading it on microfiche, or, after bothering to pay the expenses involved themselves, from print-outs of the fiche onto paper - or from computer screens or print-outs after they got the fiche scanned into computers, as long as this habitual and customary foolishness and traditional behaviour problem continues, we should expect that monetary despotism will not be shaken in its foundations by full information on the monetary freedom options. 

This information was apparently not available or not used when Germany was re-unified and when the Iron Curtain fell down in Eastern Europe generally and in the Soviet Union. This in spite of the fact that the German monetary freedom school was and still is the most advanced one. However to the man in the street and even the scholar of economics, even the scholar of money and banking, it is still most obscure and practically non-existent. How differently would the economic re-unification of Germany have been and how different, genuine, peaceful, secure and lasting, the liberation of the people in the former Soviet Union, and in the former Satellite States of it, if only the principles and practices of monetary freedom had been known and applied there?

Instead, monetary despotism was applied, this time from its Western model, the older communist-statist type, and it still prevails there, with the usual disastrous economic results. The "liberators" and the "liberated" imagine the time of communism is over - while practising the old communist money monopoly, proposed already 1848 in the Communist Manifesto. They do not even question it at all.

Alas, even one of the more outspoken and talented free banking advocates, came out only in favour of a currency board for the liberated countries and sent me a corresponding manuscript for filming. Need I tell you that I was less than enthusiastic about this? Another central board to "cure" the evils of centralised, monopolistic, coercive, fraudulent and exploitative note-issue banking. The old statist fallacies in a new disguise and organisational form. What is considered often to be the only thing that is "politically possible" may, at the same time, prolong political and economic disasters. 

I rather liked, instead, the principled stand of Leonard E. Read and Prof. Heinrich Rittershausen, for cutting price controls and rationing in one stroke, as the most practical, principled, sound and curing way. No compromises with despotism, especially not in the monetary sphere! At least not by scholars in their proposals, for alternative free, rational and moral actions. 

Or, how many hundred million unemployed or inflation victims and victims of the resulting civil wars and oppressions and "ethnic cleanings" do you consider to be "acceptable" sacrifices in political compromises? 

Naturally, the all-embracing alternative of exterritorial autonomy for all volunteer communities, which would have given each of them the right and opportunity to choose the monetary system of their dreams, was not discussed by these and other reformers, either. Such truths are still largely hidden in some obscure corners and libraries, not part of the public debate - not even when full freedom of expression and information for them exist and opportunities like microfiche to express and access them. 

The ability and readiness of our age and even of supposedly educated, enlightened and scholarly people to ignore or even fight truths and to prefer myths, errors and prejudices to them, is in no way inferior to those of ancient times and of the Dark Ages.

I assert that the Red Chinese or North Korean regime cannot be easily undermined, or overthrown by a properly financed military insurrection or revolution or as a result of massive refugee streams, of as talented and productive people, to the rest of the world, as long as their monetary despotism, nay even monetary totalitarianism, remains largely unquestioned in East and West, including Taiwan and South Korea. There are an estimated 120 to 200 million unemployed in Red China alone! The communist regime does not know how to employ and exploit them otherwise than as slave labourers. The realisation of monetary freedom could put all of them to work - tomorrow! It could almost immediately provide full and paid employment for millions and millions of refugees and of deserters, and for employees of the nuclear weapons and nuclear power industries. Moreover, it could support insurrectionist armies. Most libertarians are not yet ready for such discussions and subscribe to contrary myths, including some very prominent people that I could name but will not, since they share in this simply some of the all too popular prejudices.
Most "employers" still consider themselves to be professionally "employers", although unable to employ millions of unemployed and although they do not even understand all or many of the interventionist legal causes of involuntary mass unemployment and how they could prevent or end them.

Government "spending" is still considered as proper and honest spending, although only stolen funds or fraudulent and coercive requisitioning certificates are involved. And from their budgets, of their "spending" policies, some kinds of miracle cures are expected. To me that merely resembles expecting economic miracles from the "spending" activities by the community of thieves, robbers, con men and organized criminals, while completely ignoring the correspondingly decreased spending of their victims.

The daily human suffering and liberties and lives lost and economic losses due to the non-recognition of monetary and financial rights and liberties and the failure to realize them, may be almost incalculably large. But who cares about this? Do you? 

Ulrich von Beckerath was one of the few who spoke of and even clearly formulated monetary rights and liberties and reminded his few readers and listeners of the traditional American "right of banking" and the few works in which it had been recognized, like in Bullock, Charles J., Essays on the Monetary History of the U.S., reproduced in PP 373 -375. Thus imagine my delight when I "discovered" in Bettina Bien Greaves' private library the following title: Dilworth, James A. B., Free Banking, A Natural Right, 1897, 212 pp. I reproduced it in PP 920. Please do contemplate why it took decades of searching to find such a title.

There are about 1 million unemployed in Australia. India may have almost as many as China has and Africa and South America may have dozens of millions. How many are there in the rest of the less developed world and in the so-called developed States? The ties of this man-made disaster to monetary despotism, wars, revolutions, civil wars, oppressions and terrorism, are not discussed in the mass media nor are they by most free market scholars.

It took centuries and many millions of victims before religious liberty was finally at least as widely realized as it is today. Will it take even more victims and longer periods before we finally recognise and realise monetary freedom as a fundamental cure for many of our economics, political and social "troubles"? Or will monetary despotism, like price controls, go on for another 4,000 years, remaining more or less popular with its victims?

Already years ago Robert Carnaghan, 22 Wentworth Close, Watford, Herts, WD1 3WL, U.K., was prepared to circulate a small newsletter on monetary freedom, one that would not include so many references to the micro-fiched monetary freedom literature, as my compilation did, if only someone would supply him with an address list of European people interested in this subject. Alas, I had no such listing then or now. And I for one was not willing to separate the information riches that microfiche can and does offer in this and other spheres, from the few pages one can offer in a newsletter. Should we really try to manage without all the information that at present can readily be expressed and accessed only on microfiche? Should we intellectually cripple ourselves to that extent?

(For now compare my CD-ROM project. - J. Z., 28.12.05.)

Most of the European addresses that I have are long outdated. But I do seek current addresses, in Europe and the rest of the world. At least by air mail we are already closely enough connected for most scholarly purposes - if only we know each other's current addresses and special interests. 

The one address register which monetary freedom advocates should never fail to notify of their change of name and or address, should be a central register or network of registers for monetary freedom addresses. If one tries to gather them the hard way, this can not only be a hard and time consuming job but also a very expensive one. Almost like a world-wide door-know appeal: "Excuse me Sir (or Madame)! Are you an advocate of monetary freedom?"

They should mention the year of latest contact with that address and any special interest in aspects of monetary freedom. When a worthwhile number of such addresses have been gathered, they will be microfilmed and made available on disk. Ideally, bibliographies should also mention a contact address for an author and the address of a publisher, when a title is still in print.

Berlin friends, back in 1980 or 1984, reminded me that, apparently, there was never as yet a public demonstration or protest march in which the demonstrators demanded e.g.: "Repeal the Legal Tender Laws!" and: "Abolish the Central Bank!" The few cases of monetary revolutions or at least radical monetary protest actions ought to become carefully compiled and publicised.

The German language MONETARY FREEDOM NETWORK newsletter or "Rundbrief" of S. Schwenke and T. Megalli has folded, too. Nos. 1-3 were filmed in PP 741/42, No. 4 in PP 795, No. 5 in PP 906. Two or three more issues may have appeared - my memory! - but are still among the material to be filmed.

All 4 of my MFNL & MF, Nov. 86 - Feb. 89, were filmed in PP 867.

At the Labadie Collection I found out that Laurance Labadie, apparently, had been misunderstood on an important point: He had not, himself, compiled a record of 1,000 monetary freedom experiments in the U.S. but had merely estimated that as many such experiments had taken place there. If one were to include all the private token money and scrip issues that took place, there and elsewhere, the figures would probably be much larger. I acquired a few books by coin and note collectors during my trip and was impressed by the numbers, time and space distribution of such private issues. 

If it is correct that even small additional and honest and optional and voluntarily accepted alternative exchange media can have a significant economic influence, to prevent the worst and keep an economy going and back on the road to recovery, then these issues, in combination, may have saved us, to a considerable extent, numerous times, in numerous places. A proper historic and economic evaluation of all these attempts, not only of those in formal banking formats, remains still to be provided.

Another side-light of that research in the Labadie Collection was that I was apparently the first one ever who looked up their file on monetary experiments! L. Labadie's own file on them was very incomplete.

Jim Stumm, publisher of LIVING FREE, a list of US libertarian magazines and of a few booklets and papers, has among these published a part of my ON PANARCHY discussion with him and also some material on monetary freedom, in a separate pamphlet, which you can get for a few dollars from him. Address: Box 29, Hiler Branch, Buffalo, NY 14 223. He also offers photocopy services for many o.o.p. libertarian journals.

Proudhon was one of the earliest monetary freedom advocates. FREEDOM, London, I believe in March 86, pointed out that about half of his writings have not yet been published, not even in French, not even in his collected "complete" works. When in Vancouver, I had a chance for a short talk with George Woodcock about this. He denied this accusation, which, if true, would strongly support my case for the need of microfiching all freedom writings. - By the way, G.W. seems to have given up his former intention to translate more of Proudhon's writings.
I was relieved and confirmed, in my fiching determination, when I found recently, in the thick volume of anarchist discussion by Peter Marshall: "Demanding the Impossible", that, indeed, many of the writings of Proudhon have not yet been published. Among them may also be many unfinished or even finished manuscripts dealing with monetary freedom options and perhaps clarifying some of his views on the competitive or exclusive position for his "Peoples' Bank". Will any French or other anarchist or other free banking advocate ever bother or have the chance to look up and photocopy these unpublished writings and make them accessible on microfiche? 

To me it is almost as if the Christians had not bothered to gather and publish all the teachings of Christ they could get hold of and the Muslims those of Muhammad. 
(Actually, for several centuries they did not and by then all too little was left in the oral traditions and of early written records.) Do we have to repeat and continue that kind of mistake? 

One can accuse the communists of many things and rightly so. But they did not neglect their prophets as much!

Frederick Mann, with his Terra Libra, wants among other things to establish an international gold standard banking system, on the gold-redemption system (not the gold-clearing or gold-accounting system, which he, like most of those of the Austrian school do not know or understand). Address: Terra Libra, 2430 E. Roosevelt No. 998, Phoenix, AZ 85 008. For a concise explanation of the full freedom alternative read e.g. Dr. Walter Zander's "A Way Out of the Monetary Chaos, 1935, 14 pp, in PP 9 or 770. I met Zander only once, as a very old and already almost blind man, who had dedicated most of his later life to other questions. But he was still very clear about one point. The sharp distinction between and the separation of the value standard and the value carrier, constitute the essence of monetary freedom. He did not elaborate on this then and there and did not allow me to publish my audio taped discussion with him. Beckerath did elaborate the details and so did Professor Rittershausen, in many ways. 

Here I can only try to summarise: They require free choice, free issue, free acceptance or refusals, free market rating, including discounting, free contracts and full publicity for both. Only then will they soundly interact and collaborate, no matter what exchange medium or value standard is chosen by voluntary participants in the exchange, monetary and clearing process. They are the essential conditions for free clearing transactions that are the underlying basis for all free exchanges. Monetary despotism and even the "free banking" of the 100% gold dollar type, with obligatory 100 % cover and redemption by the issuer, do not sufficiently distinguish and separate the two, conceptually and in practice, and thus, neither in theory nor in practice do they and can they fully realize the potential of monetary freedom.

Bob Swann, E. F. Schumacher Society, Box 76, RD3, Great-Barrington, MA 01 230, from whom I got much material during my trip, was then already establishing a decentralist library and meeting centre at this address. He was involved in several simple monetary freedom experiments.

Tom Greco, when I visited him in April 90, had just given his second edition of his booklet MONEY AND DEBT: A SOLUTION TO THE GLOBAL CRISIS, to the printer and has now a book-length treatment out: NEW MONEY FOR HEALTHY COMMUNITIES. I have ordered copies. I don't have the prices on hand 
(Should I, just for your and his convenience, leave this computer, climb up the stairs, look up the previous correspondence and then add the prices, too? Why should I bother, for you? Sooner or later you will find his offers microfilmed in my series, if you bother about them.)
and wanted to film both, as I did the first edition of the booklet, since it contained some monetary freedom ideas, even some of the German School. However, he wants to limit me to archival filming and a limited distribution of 50 copies only. That might just cover my monetary costs but not my labours. And I could not add other libertarian material, as I usually do with my fiche, and keep it permanently in print. Thus upon this condition I will decline to reproduce it. He can rather film it himself. 

In the same letter or talk, he, too, like so many others, are at the same time putting down the chances for micro-fiched literature to spread - and fearing its spread and wanting to limit it to as few copies! Who has ever asserted that humans are consistent? I like Tom, am grateful for his hospitality and the information he supplied me with and respect him in many ways - but not in this respect. He is looking for a book on scrip by Cohrsson. Title not known. I never heard of it but know that there were many scrip issue experiments in the U.S. of the 30-ties. Some of them were described in Milhaud's Annals. Tom Greco's address: P.O. Box 42663 Tucson, Arizona 85 733, (602) 577-2187. For his books he offers 30 - 50 % discount for quantities from 10 - 60+ copies. (Recently he permitted me to microfiche his earlier titles without such a restriction. Not yet his latest book. That is quite reasonable. - J.Z., 28. 12. 02.)

I had wanted this communication to be only a short note to former subscribers and some friends of monetary freedom! For some I will enclose my PP 1022 & 1172, if they fit still within the weight- limits for ordinary postage, economy mail. (Ship mail, for post-cards, offers now no rate advantage here and all too little for ordinary letters.) Or I might doubly reduce the size of these notes. Even if you have no microfiche reading machine in your home, you should at least own some magnifying glasses. 

I do not live for your convenience nor do I expect you to live for mine!

Anyone can start and maintain indefinitely a "newsletter" on monetary freedom, on microfiche (or floppy disk or e-mail or website. - J.Z., 28.12.02.) only. But will he find sufficient contributors of news for it and enough subscribers? Let others try for a while. I have done my newsletter bit in this respect and continue, on microfiche, with my monetary freedom series.
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Why don't we enjoy monetary freedom already?

Because not enough people have so far shown interest in the subject and in legal ways to spread its ideas and in unofficial ways to realize it, through nothing less than a monetary revolution, that could, from one day to the other, abolish deflation, inflation and stagflation and, thereby, economic crises, mass unemployment and the legal expropriation of all creditors, including all wage and salary recipients and pensioners, presently occurring through the legalized abuse of the wrongfully imposed system of monetary despotism, with its central bank, issue monopoly and forced value and compulsory acceptance for its paper money standard- via legal tender legislation. -
