Post Scriptum, 17 January, 1999:

I did not "connect" with many connectors through THE CONNECTION, since I did not get around to send just a few free pages every 6 weeks and my batches of responses were too long to be accepted by Filthy Pierre for publishing in it. He wanted current discussions in short contributions and thought my responses would be dated. I held that the discussion of still current problems would never be "dated". So I mostly only contacted a few of the Connectors via letters. Most of them did not participate in its discussions and many of the few who did, showed, by my standards, not sufficient comprehension of or interest in the ideas that have high priority to me. So I dropped out (of THE CONNECTION) several times and finally, years ago, altogether. But this magazine does contain much of at least some interest to libertarians and should be saved, via scanning, and a CD-ROM issue, for all its issues. (I was informed that someone has by now put all back issues online. I do not have the URL on hand. - J.Z., 23.8.04.)  I was deterred from trying to fiche it: 
a) by the coloured paper used in early issues, which would not have photocopied well enough, 
b) by the enlargement and hand corrections that would have been required for many of its pages in highly reduced print. 
Later its print-reduction was diminished and finally discarded. I guess the readers got older and there were less contributors. I read somewhere that it is now defunct. But F.P. still used to send me change of address cards until rather recently. 
One thing that turned me finally off T.C. was F.P.'s stand on "basement nukes" as "desirable" and means to "defend" proprietary communities.

If all back issues of LIBERTARIAN CONNECTION, later named THE CONNECTION,were reproduced on affordable alternative media then comments could be added to them by an unlimited circle of later readers for many years to come. The same applies, naturally, to all other libertarian and anarchist writings. - End.
